Dear Mr. Shupe: Persuant to our seweral conversations as
to tungsten ore and tungsten mines in the Bishop area, this
letter is prepared for you and your associates, to outline
the general program I have in mind, and to make certain re-
commendations regarding the project you now have under way.

‘ ‘Since I first examined the Tungsten Hill
mine nearly two years ago, I have favored consideration of
a consolldation of the Tungsten Hill property with the ad=
Jjoining Round Valley Mines property, as I felt that the two
could be successfully worked together as one project, but -
would have trouble as separate operations. Both properties

~have been mined in a small way in recent months and the re-
sults have shown that such is undoubtedly the case.

‘ The two properties, the Tungsten Hill Mine
on the Haco Group of Claims and the Round Valley Mines on -
the Big Shot Group were originally considered one property,
but some division of family ownership, as I understand it,

¢ caused the properties to be separately developed and operated.
The Round Valley Mine had a milling plant for a time and was
a sizable producer.

, " These properties are pn and in a small
range of mountains known as the Tungsten Hills, about nine
miles west of Bishop, Inyo County, California, and a por-
tion of the holdings extend out onto the flat area known as
Round Valley at the north and westerly end of the Range.

' The Bishop area, or Bishop Distriet, is by
far the largest producer of scheelite tungsten ores, with
Several large mines now in active production. The Tungsten
Hills and Round Valley Mines are several miles nearer to the
town of Bishop than the active mines held by the big com-
panies. There are two principal operating mining companies
in the area. Both have complete milling plants on the pro-
perties owned by them, but these mills are fully occupied
with the treatment of their own ores. Custom ores from
other mines are accepted only at sacrafice prices and terms
that are wholly intolerable and unworkable. There are no
independent milling plants in the Bishop area that are
equipped to do a good milling job.

® (1)
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- Tungsten ore can not be profitably sold as crude
orej it can not be transported for long distances to” con-
ventlonal smelting plants, as the base metal ores are
handled.  Tungsten ore must be concentrated right at the
properties "to avoid excessive costs, and by specially
designed equipment suitable for the particular ore to
be handled. "There is no point in attempting any other -
method of operation, and none has been attempted at these
properties since you secured the combined purchase-lease
options. Milling equipment is needed as an essential
part of the project.

‘ Consolidated or joint Operations on the
Tungsten Hill Mine and the Round Valley Mine, as one -
project is especially interesting because of two' main
reasons. The ores are similar, but different from the ores
in the big properties in the higher regions. The two
mines can be worked as one, mostly from one level.

The claims adjoin; there is no controversy
as to land lines. A recent survey map has been made,
showing the joint holdings. All are agreed that the best
results will be attained by consolidation. Some addi-~
tional ground is available and should be taken un in the
near future.

At the properties, the floor of Round
Valley is only about 600 feet above the town of Bishopj -
the best millsite is almost at the valley floor, near the
northwest end of the properties. The claimed area is
from there up to near the highest point in the Tungsten
Hills. The main level of the Tungsten Hill Mine is =~ -
about 500 feet above the valley, 200 feet below the top
surface workings. The Round Valley mine workings are
much lower and one inclined shaft extends well below
the valley floor. Mineralization is known in the combined
work ings at various elevations of 900 feet from the top =
of the upper gloryhole workings near the original Tungsten
Hill shaft to the lowest point yet explored. We do not yet
know how continuous or how extensive this mineralization
actually is, but this will come with development and ex-
ploration, drilling and mining progresses.

Scheelite tungsten ore in bedded deposits,
is known and has been mined from the wokkings in the ‘
lover mine, at depths 200 feet below the valley floorj also
from weln deposits near the surface 1in the higher mine.
The depth to which mineralization extends is not yet
known. Depending upon conditions to be found in the un-
explored sectlions and depending also upon the minimum
grade of ore that can be treated at a profit, the lower
limits must be determined later.

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"The same ore zone appears ‘to extend through -
the two mines under discussion and on the southeasterly
projection through several smaller mines in the same ~ "~
range of hills. Likewise, there seems to be an extension
of this same fault fissure, across Round Valley to the -
west and into the High Sierras Range, with possibly some
connection with the big mines there. "I have not traced’
out this trend, but some sort of relationship is evident
and some geological maps so indicate.

The type of ore in the Tungsten Hill Mine and in
the Round Valley Mine is similar but not identieal. "Much
of the Tungsten Hill Mine ore is soft and has a gangue of
porphyritic granite, alongside of tactite. The Round -
Valley ore is mainly in hard limestone in tactite assoc¢i-
ated therewith, and in or under bedded mudstone shales.
All of these ores are softer than the ores in the Sierra
Range, containing less epidote and garnet than the Sieara
ore.

For these reasons, the interpretation of the
geological conditions and the mineralization character-
istics in the Tungsten Hills Region, cannot be based
upon the usual conditions found in the Sierras, nor can
the ores be found or evaluated by the same methods and
rules.

The basic difference, which I believe most

‘geologists have overlooked or discounted, is that the

Tungsten Hills structure is much older than the Sierra -
Range, and the gangues or structural rocks are different.:
However, the fault fissuring of the two ranges probably
occurred at the same time. Simultaneous mineralizatitn
through fissure channels deposited scheelite in both
structures, but in different gangues and probably at
different structural temperatures, thus producing dif-
ferent types of deposits. This is one reason why I
expect to findscheelite ores deeper, away from the
sedimentary beds, but within the metamorphic, block-broken
zone of flow rocks which make up a substantial part of the
Jurassic geostructure of the Tungsten Hills.

The ores from all mines in the Tungsten Hills
structure can probably be treated in one mill and by one
main process, but mitls designed for the treatment of the
harder Sierra ores do not handle the soft ores very well.
None of the existing mills in the Tungsten Hills area are
any good at all.

Neither of the mines under discussion are in
operation. Both were worked in a small way recently,
but the developed ore was limited, and both were worked
on a short money basis, lacking milling facilities.

The Tungsten Hill mine produced nearly 1,000 tons since
the first of 1954, but received credit for only about
one-third of the scheelite ?cgually contained in the

- 3
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ore, as nearly as I can determine.

"~ 7+ 'The Round Valley Mine" suffered the same ex-
periment, but on a smaller scale; it was only hand-mined"
in recent months for selected, hand-picked ores, for which
the mills paid the producer 11ttle or nothing.

The only solution to these problems is to set a
good modern milling plant on the Round Valley millsite,
or proximate thereto, set low enough to receive ores from
both mines, mostly by level haulage for a long time,
Meanwhile, some intermediate workings can be Opened for -
ore production and for convenience in hauling. The whole"
arrangement will make for exceedingly economical Operatlng
conditions. This, in turn, means very low grade ores may
be treated when necessary - ores that would have to be
wasted in other mines where higher costs prevail.

All other conditions are favorable; there is an
0ld tailings pile, estimated to contain somethlng between
15 and 20,000 tons of mill waste from Round Valley mill -
Operations and other mines, produced when scheelite prices
were low and treatment methods less efflclent than now.
Maybe this pile can be retreated.

' Ore bodies are wide and easy to mine. Most of
“the workings will be dry all the time; some water may be -
encountered at depth, but not for some years, Most of the"
ground stands well, requiring but little timber; the mining
plan will permit stowing waste in exhausted stopes, making
for a minimum of waste haulage. Advance drilling for ex-
ploratlon can be held at a minimum as to footage and costs.

Ample water for milling is available, and the
cost will be low. Electric power lines are in. Service
may be had at the mill and at both mines, with hut a few
hundred feet of secondary line.

Ample labor is usually available, and mostly
experienced in mining and milling. The mines are close
to towns and the highways are mostly paved.+ All-year
operations: can be safely planmed.

Taking all these things into con51derat10n, this
project seems to be exceptionally good for quick results,
for easy and economical operation. For a time, at least,
there is a fixed price for the product. I am inclined
to believe that the government purchasing program will -
again be extended, but if such is not the case, then the
open market prlces will likely remain high without any
government support

()
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The use of tungsten metal and the alloys of tungsten
" is increasing; it is so much highér now than in previous
years that historical data on consumption and prices are
of no present value. The current market requiréménts are
reported to be greater than at any time in the past, and
20 times higher than in pre-war periods. If the market
prices for scheelite concentrate should fall after com-
pletion of the government purchasing program, then this-
project would still be in afavorable position, as it would
and could compete successfully with any other local pro-
ducer and could continue to operate profitably on a price
range where the big propertles would lose money.

When funds are available, we can build a 50 -ton r\,._
daily capacity plant in 100 days, and can have the mines
ready to produce continuously by that time. A 100-ton
plant would be most desirable, if exploration work is
successful as expected.

I believe part of the equipment could be ac-
quired on a part cash and part stock basis, if so de=--
sired; dealers in milling. machlnery have expressed to-
me a willingness to participate in projects in the BlShOp
districts., It is possible that some governmental financing
might be worked out to build the mill, but I would be
cautious about depending upon government loans because’

. of the time required to get projects approved. Time is
so important that private financing in this case is much

the best.,

You already have a more or less detailed report
of each of the two mimes, Attached hereto is a summarized
estimate of the costs of the planned program for the whole
project, except for the initial exploratory drilling and
tunnelling for explogation now belng considered .on a DMEA
bagks. This estimate is based on the proposition that a
newly organized company would furnish the money needed

- to,open the mines, bulld the mill and furnish working .
.capital for the initial stages. A 50-ton mill is' fecommended
at the outset, with provisions for a second ummt of 50-
tons soon.

In these estimates, I have not included ‘the
purchase prices or costs of purchase of the properties,
but instead have shown a royalty on the ore produced.
On that basis, the operating company would pay a perpetual
royalty on production, while the mine owners would receive
that royalty and charge off a suitable depletion charge’
against their investment. There are a number of ways to
treat this, but the overall costs figure out about the same.

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"The estimate of anticipated profit is based on™
an assumed average grade of ore and an .assumed percentage of
extraction, both of which seem to me to be reasonable and
conservative, according to present information on both of
the properties.

The operating costs may be looked upon as béing
too low by engineers who are familiar with other tungsten
properties, but who may not know the combination of c¢con-
ditions at the Tungsten Hills which makes for low cost
production. When I figure that an extraction of eight"
pounds of tungstic acid per ton of ore will yield a pro-
fit, I do so advisedly. I believe the whole project is’
sound and favorable. The quicker it is started the safer
and more profitable the outnzme will be.

In accordance with your 1nstruct10ns, ‘this facility has
conducted a reconnaissance examination of your Round Valley
Tungsten Claims, in Tungsten Hills approximately nine miles
west of Bishop, California. It must be pointed out that -
the findings herewith are based only on reconnaissance, and
as such, are subject to revision with more detailed eng-
ineering study.

General Geology: An intrusive contact bedifteen a series of
steeply dipping metasediments on the south, and a granitic
rock on the north, trends N-78°W through the claim group.
The intruded segments have been selectively altered and
mineralized as a result of composition differences and
pyrometasomatic activity. Certain zones of limestone and
marble are altered to a garnet-diopside tactite-and in the
vicinity of the contact are hosts for localized, butper51stant
scheelite mineralization. Examination of the meta-sedl-‘
ments netween the previously operated portions of the property
on the east and west, exposed in numerous places bulldozer
cuts, did not indicate potentially suitable host rocks for
scheelite deposition.

This analysis indicates that for this grade of ore it is not
profhtable to ship to either the local custom mill or to Pine
Creek. It therefore becomes necessary to de¥elop a sufficient
tonnage to justify erection of a mill or to gamble on the
discovery of a higher grade ore. = For instance, a difference of
0.1% in the grade of the mill head represents a gross return of
$5.50 above the éigure shown for custom milling.

The Round Valley and Tungsten Hill mines are on the north -
contact of a series of metamorphosed sediments thatlie between granite
on the north and quartz monzonite on the south and east. - The granite
dips south 50-80 degress and the monzonite dip's steeply north. The
Round Valley mine lies about 1800 feet west of Tungsten Hill mine, the
latter being on the east end of the sediments. The two granitic rocks
are probably in contact at a depth of less than 500 feet midway between
the two mines,






The metamorphic rocks are chiefly marble, tactite and calc-
hornfels which strike about normal to the north (granite) contact. The.
ore bodies are scheelite-rich tactite layers along and near the granite’
contact. They have short strike lengths, usually less than 100 feet, are
from a few feet to L4O feet thick, and have been mined down dip for as -
much as LOO feet. ,

Total estimated production prior to the DMEA contract was 80,345 -
tons of ore averaging 0.5% WO, from the Round Valley mine and 5,790 tons
averaging 0.6% WO, from the Tangsten Hill mine. There was no production
from either mine éuring the contract period, and both mines are now idle.

The DMEA work consisted of driving an adit at 5000 feet elevation,.
from the Round Valley mine in an&asterly direction toward the Tungsten Hill
mine. The adit penetrated limestone, tactite and hornfels along &nd near
the north granite contact for about 920 feet.

COMMENTS

No additional exploration is warranted in the area between the
Round Valley and Tungsten Hill mines. However, some exploration between
Round Valley and the Western Tungsten mine, about 2000 feet west, is
warranted. k

The work was done by competent miners and reports on the results ?{
of the work were satisfactory. The contract allowed only part-time super--— ;
vision. Full-time supervision would have prevénted the driving of the two
drifts: at such close intervals, and also, continuing the main adit for 430
feet after it éntered granite rock. It appears that the Field examiners
did not check the work often enough.

The granite contact dips 50 degrees to 80 degrees
south and the quartz monzonite conta;ct is vertical or dips steeply
north, If these dips remain constant the septum pinches out between
1, 000 and 2, 000 feet at the west, or Round Valley mine, end of the -
septum but the DMEA crosscut has indicated a much shallower pinch-
out at the éast, or Tungsten Hill mine, end of the septum, The .two
granitic rocks are probably in contact at a depth of less than 500
feet midway between the two rﬁines (fig. 3).

The rocks in the miné area are cut by several aplite and
andesite dikes, but these dikes have no significant relationship to
thé ore deposit or to the mining problem. |

Fractures are common in the metamorphic rocks near the

northern, or granite, contact and in places the contact is sheared,
Much of the fracturing was evidently pre-mineral, whereas the area

of the southern, or quartz monzonite contact is much less fractured,

The DMEA crosscut was driven through limestone, tactite,
ﬁgrfh

. and hornfels along and near the,granite contact for about 920 feet

(fig. 4). At this point the crosscut intersected a strong NW striking
fault that dips about 50° to 70° SW and offsets the granite-metamorphic
rock contact for an unknown distance to the soufh. The direction of
the crosscut was turned to the south and an additional 500 feet of
cros scu‘i was driven through bleached g?anite and alaskite porphyry
in order to again intersect the offset segment of the contact. Driving

'The ore bodies are scheelite-rich tactite layers along and
near the contact of the granite and metamorphic rocks. In general )
the ore bodies have the same strike and dip as the enclosing -
metamorphic rocks but they rake sharpl& to the southwest, parallel
to the intersection of the tactite layers and the granite, They have
short strike lengths, generally less than 100 feet, are from a few
feet to 40 feet thick, and have been mined down dip for as much as
400 feet.

Scheelite, the only tungsten mineral known to occur in the
deposits, is irregularly distributed along almost all of the granite
contact although only rarely in minable amounts, It is chiefly-

concentrated in layers that are confined to the more favo»rable"

tactite beds, Much of the tactite does not contain scheelite and -

in the favorable beds the amount of scheelite diminishes with
distance from the granite contact, It does not continue beyond the
,‘;actité‘ and hornfels into the marble. The WO, ,coritent of the
favorable tactite layers'rangés- from a trace to several percent,
but averages about 0.5 percent in the minable bodies, ‘Gangue

minerals are garnet, epid_ot“e, 'ciuartz, calcite, pyrite, and traces

of sphalerite, molybdenit‘e,‘ and chalcopyrite, Near the surface

the tactite and hornfels are fractured and oxidized and contain
abundant limonite and nontronite, a yellow-greén hydrous iron
silicate, in solution cavities and coating fracture surfaces,

Ore has been mined from five principal ore bodies, or
shoots, in the deposit, one at the Tungsten Hill mine at the east
end of the septum and four at the Round Valley mine, The ore
shoot at the Tungsten Hill mine consists of a layer of scheelite-
bearing tactite that strikes about N 30° E and dips 60° NW, It
is about 10 feet thick, extends outwar‘dlfron; the granite contact
. about 100 feet and has been mined down dip for about 100 feet,

It has yielded about 6,000 tons of ore with an average grade of
about 0, 6 percent WO_,’» . The four principal ore shoots at the
Round Valley mine average about 15 feet thick, 70 feet wide, and
have bee_n mined down dip 50 to 400 feet, They strike north and
dip 23 degrees to 35 degrees west, They have yielded about

80, 000 tons of ore with an average grade of about 0.5 percent WQO;,

The DMEA crosscut intersected numerous scheelite-bearing
tactite lenses but all of these are either too small or too low in
grade to warrant further development, The best exposure of
sheelite-bearing tactite was discovered by the crosscut at 75- to
80 feet from the starting poin‘g (fig. 4) and consists of a 5 foot thick

The above noted property was the subject of a request dated
January 16, 1957, for exploration assistance at an estimated cost of

$88,410.50 for diamond drilling and drifting.

A field examination of the property was made on February 26
and 27, 1957, by B. H. Sheahan, Bureau of Mines, and H. K. Stager,
Geological Survey, accompanied by Mr. Frank R. Wicks, consulting
engineer, and Mr. E. J. Duncan, representing the Applicant. The Field
Team suggested some revision to the work proposed by the Applicant with
1,700 feet of diamond drilling and 1,800 feet of crosscutting at an

estimated cost of $9L,520.00.

After a review of the Field Team Report, this Division suggested
a project to include crosscutting, winzing and long hole drilling which
was acceptable to the Applicant and the Field Team.

A broad tactite zone extends for about a mile in metamorphosed sediments
lying along gramnite contacts. Tungsten rich tactite layers occur near
the contacts of the metamorphosed rock and granite. The ore mined is
scheelite and the WOj3 gontent ranges’from a trace to several percent.

Geological studies indicate that future production from the
proposed work should at least equal the past production of 86,135 tons
averaging 0.50 percent 03, from which 28,838 units of WO were recovered.

Five principle.ore bodies have been mined. The project is
designed to explore for the downward extension of the known ore bodies
and the inferred locations of new ore bodies in the expectation of finding

a large tonnage of low grade ore.

~The operation is well equipped and work is progressing efficiently

in driving the crosscut vnder Stage I. Some mineralization has been en-

countered.

(e) Compliance w\zth requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operat - shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which groduction may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six monthkg after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator.

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INTRODUCTION

Mr., Ralph E, Shupe, 1521 West 79th Street, Los Ange.lés. 47,
California, applied to the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration
for Government assistance to expiore for tungsten at the Round
Valley and Tungsten Hill mines, aiso known as the Big Shot and
Little Shot mines, Inyo County, California, The applicant estimates
about 1, 000 tons of ore, assaying 0.5 percent WO3, and wishes to
further explore the deposit to determine if an ore reserve of sufficient
tonnage can be assured to justify‘ the cpnstruction of a 50~ton~per~day
mill on the property,

A field examination was requested by the Operating Committee,
and was made by B, H, Sheahan, U, S, Bureau of Mines, and
H. K, Stager, U, S. Geologicé.l Survey, on February 2_(3 and %7, 1957,
accompanied by Mr, Frank’R. Wicks, ' consulting engineer, and
Mr. E, J, Duncan, former leasee, representing the applicant,

Inasmuch as the mine Xorkings are extensive and numerous
company and Geological Survey underground and surface maps were
avail—a;ble the field examiners mapped only the lowermost unmapped
workingé of the Round Valley and Tungsten Hill mines, The applicant's
maps and existing Geological Survey maps were carefully studied
and were compared with geologic exposures on the surface and in the
mine workings, The lower levels of both mines were examined with an

ultraviolet light, As the average grade of the ore bodies in the deposit

is wellﬁknown from past&;g;rodﬁction the examiners took only six
check samples of old stope pillars and walls,

The Tungsten Hill mine was also examined in 1952 under
docket DMEA-2256 for tungsten, énd.the application was digied.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDAT IONS

The Round Valley and Tungsten Hill mines are in the saﬁ1e
tactite deposit and have produced ore from fi{rf known ore bodies,
The results of the examination indicate that these ore bodies will
continuneﬂ.down dip and that other similar bodies can be inferred in

the area between the two mines,

Following the examination the applicant's proposed program

‘was discussed and some revisions in the location of the proposed

work were considered desirable, The revised program, which is
acceptable to the applicant, is well suited to explore the deposit,
and the applicant is qualified to do the wofk. The project site is
readily accessible and facilities for accomplishing the work are
available. The proposed exploration has been discussed with
Paul Bateman of the Geologi cal Survey and he é.oncurs in the type
and location of the proposed work, The revised program will
require about 25 months to comple‘te. and the Government's share
of the estimated total cost of $9‘£520 would be $7'0; 890,

It is recommended that the Government enter into a DMEA
contract with the applicant to provide 75 percent of the costs of the

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revised program, To facilitate administration of the contract the

work should be based on unit costs, and Stage II should be made

subject to the prior written approval of the Government,

The only surface improvements on the property are a |
dilapidated hoist house, two 5.0-toh capactity ore bins, an obsolete
air compréssor and diesel engine, and a shed, Track and some
pipe remains in the main haulaée workings,

GEOLOGIC SETTING

The Round Valley and‘ Tuﬁgsten Hill mines are at the north
end of the Tungsten Hills in an area of moderate relief and much
of the surface in the mine area is covered by slope wash and
alluvium, The ro-cké exp-ose_d.. in the vicinity of the mines are chiefly
metamorphosed sedimentary rocks of Paleozoic age, These rocks.
are part of an ea.st--trm"\ending septum 6f metamorphic rocks 590 to
1,000 feet wide and about one le_g long between two granitic plutons
of the Sierra Nevada batholith of Cretaceous age (fig. 3). The
tungsten df-pos.its. are along the north contact of the septum, The
southern contact has been repeatedly pfospe cted without finding
any tungsten,

The geology and ore deposits of the Tungsten Hills have been

studied in detail by geologists of the Geological Survey and. much

The metamorphic rocks are chiefly impure marble, tactite,
and calc~hornfels, The marble is gray, fine-grained, and in places
is recrystallized to coarse white calcite, It is. in sharp contact with
the tactite and calc~hornfels, which occur thinly interlayered with

each otﬁer between the marble on one side and granite on the other,
Tactite predominates near the granite and calc-hornfels near the
marble, but they interfinger complexly on both large. and small
scales, The tactite and calc-hornfels zone is a few feet to a

thousand feet wide and is exposed intermittently for about 1, 500 feet

along the granite contact, The metamorphic rocks, in general,

-

strike north or northwest across the septum and dip 20 degrees

to 70 degrees west, The dip is less in the western part of the
mine area and steepens at the eastern end, The beds are truncated

by the granite at about right angles'.

There are two granitic rocks in the mine area, a light-colored,

coarse~grained granite on the north side of the septum and a light-gray,

porphyritic quartz monzonite on the éouth side, The gran.ite contact
dips 50 degrees to 80 degrees south and the quartz monzonite contact
is vertical or dips stéep-ly north, If these dips remain constant the
septum pinches out between 1,000 and 2, 000 feet,

The metamorphic rocks in the mine area are cﬁt by several
aplite and andesite dikes, but these dikes have no significant
relationship to the ore deposit or to the mining problem,

Fractures are common in the metamorphic rocks near the
northern, or granite, contaqt and in places the contact is sheared,

Much of the fracturing was evidently pre-mineral, whereas the area

of the southern, or quartz monzonite contact is much less fractured, -

and is not mineralized,
ORE DEPOSITS
The ore bodies are tungsten-rich tactite layers along and
near the contact of the granite and metam.orphic rocks, In general

the ore bodies have the same strike and dip as the enclosing

’
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metamorphic rocks but they rake sharply to the southwest, parallel
to the intersection of the tactite layers and the granite, They have
short st'rikas lengths, generally less than 100 feet, are from a few
feet to 40 feet thick, and have been mined dg@ dip for as much as
400 feet (fig. 4). |
'Scheg}ite, the only tungsten minefal known to occur in the
deposits, is irregularly distributed along al;nqst all of the granite
contact although only rarely in minable amounts, It isAchieﬂy
concentrated in layers that are confined to the more favorable
tactite .b\eds. Much of the taétite does not contain scheelite and in
the favorable beds the amount of scheelite diminishes with distance
from the granite contact, It does notfontinue beyond ﬂ1e tactite and
hornfels into the marble, The WO 3 content of the favorable tactite
layers ranges from a trace to several percent, but averages about
0,5 percent in the minable bodies, Gangue minerals are garnet,
epidote, quartz, calcite, pyrite, and traces of sphalerite, molybdenite,

and chalcopyrite, Near the surface the tactite and hornfels are

fractured and oxidized and contain abundant limonite and nontronite,
a yellow~green hydrous iron éilica;te, in solution cavities and coating

fracture surfaces,
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Ore has been mined from fivesp?rincipal ore bodies, or shoots,
in the deposit, one at the Tungsten Hil{ mine at the east end of the
septum and fgg;r at the Round Valley mine, The ore shoot at the
Tungsten Hill mine con.s.is.ts of a layer of scheelite~bearing tactite
that strikes about N 30° E and dips 60° NW, It is about 10 feet
thick, extends outward from the granite contact about 100 feet and
has been mined down dip for about 1(20 feet, It has yielded about
6, 0\0—0 tons of ore with an average grade of about 0,6 percent WO3.
The four principal ore shoots a.t, the Round Valley mine average
about 15 feét thick, 70 feet wide,  and have been mined down dip
50 to 40Q feet, They strike north and dip 23 degrees to 35 degrees
webst. They have yielded about. ,80,_2:00 tons of ore with an average
grade of a’pout 0.5 percent WO;.

SAMPLING

Nearly all exposed faces of scheelite-bearing tactite have
been mined to the economic limit, Most of the following check samples
represent the grade of ore exposed in winze walls and stope pillars,
Sample locations aré shown on figure 4, The average grade of ore
used in the ore reserve estimates has been computed from production

records,

The applicant estimates that the ore reserves at the property
are about 1,000 tons of measured ore assaying about 0,5 percent WO3.
A study of the mine maps and sections revealed that this estimate of
measured reserves is conservative, However, this ore is exposed in
winze warlls' and stope pillars and much of it could not be mined without.

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Indicated reserves total about 13, 000 tons of ore averaging

about 0,5 percent WO_, and are contained in the downward

continuation of the five principal ore bodies, The réserves at the
Tungsten Hill mine are contained in the downward continuation of
the ore Body that has been stoped above the level of the lower adit
and are in a block of ground about 12 feet thick, 100 feet wide, and
extending down dip for about 30 feet below the level, The reserves
at the Round Valley mine are contained principally in the downward
continuation of the ore body mined from the deep wi‘nze at the west
end of the mine in a block 15 feet. i:hick, 70 feet wide, and extending
down dip 100 feet below the deepest level of the mine., This block
is estimated to contain about 7, OOO tons of ore with an average.
grade of about 0,5 percent WO3. An additional 3, 000 tons of
indicated ore is contained in a downward continuation of the three
ore bodies that have been mined from the glory holes at the surface
and from short underground adits and stopes at the east end of the
mine,

Inferred reserves total about 100?300 tons of ore of the
same average gfade and are contained in the downward continuation
of the known ore shoots and in undiscovered ore shoots between the
two mines, The reserves at the Tungsten Hill mine are in a block

12 feet thick, 50 feet wide, and extending down dip 500 feet below

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the bottom of the indicated reserve block, or to the level of the
proposed Stage II crosscut, This block is inferred to contain
about 20,000 tons of ore with an average grade of about 0,6 percent

WO;. The reserves at the Round Valley mine are in a block

15 feet thick, 70 feet wide, and extending down dip 200 feet below

the bottom of the indicated reserve block at the west end of the

mine, This block is inferred to contain about 14, 000 tons of ore

with an average grade of about 0.5 percent WO3. An additional
6, 000 tons of ore is inferred in the downward continuation of the three
glory hole ore bodies and other small ore lenses in the east part of the

mine, In the area to be explored between the two mines it is inferred

that at least three new ore bodies will be discovered and these ore bodies
will average about 10 feet thick, 75 feet wide, and extend down dip
300 feet with an average grade of 0,5 to 0,6 percent WO3. These bodies

are inferred to contain about 20, 000 tons of ore each, or a total of

60, 000 tons,

The downward extensions of the five known ore bodies and the
location of the inferred ore bodies in the area between the two mines

are the targets of the proposed exploration,
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PROPOSED EXPLORATION

The applicant proposed to explore the downward and lateral

extent of the known ore bodies by diamond drilling from surface and
underground sites and to explore for other inferred ore bodies in

the same deposit by driving an 1, 800-foot crosscut, Because of

several misconceptions by the applicant as to the geologic control
and orientation of the ore bodies, the location and esti.mated depths
of the drill holes and the orientation of the exploratory crosscut
were inadequate to properly explore the most favorable targets,

Several changes were necessary to insure that the greatest amount

of information would be obtained by the proposed program at the least

cost. The number of drill holes was reduced from 26 to 10 but the
average depth was increased from about 130 feet to 470 feet and the
total footage to be drilled was increased from 3,370 feet to 4, 700

feet, The starting point for the exploratory crosscut was changed

slightly and the course of the crosscut was shifted from the granite
e}

side of the contact to the side containing the ore bodies and in such

a position to insure cutting all of the favorable tactite beds between
the Round Valley and Tungsten Hill mines and to cut them at a point

where they would be most likely to contain ore,
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Oxidation is nearly complete to about 100 feet and the ore
and enclosing rock do not core readily above this depth., The rocks
near the surface are also highly fractured and circulation of
drilling water is almost impossible to maintain, For these reasons
it is planned to drill the top 100 feet of each hole with a solid bit,
then case the hole and continue to drill with a coring bit to the
desired depth, The geometry of the deposit is :quch that core from
the top hundred feet of each hole planned would yield little useful
information and any scheelite-bearing tactite intersected by drilling
will be confined to the 1ower 200 feet of each hole,

To attempt to adequately explore the entire favorable area
between the two mines by diamond drilling alone would require a
large number of closely-spaced holes and the cost would greatly
exceed that of the proposed crosscut, For this reason it is planned
to limit drilling to the testing of the downward extent of known ore
bodies and to locating the granite contact at about the level of the
proposed exploratory crosscut, With this information, obtained by
drilliﬁg, the crosscut can be oriented so as to explore all of the
favorable tactite beds between the two mines, If the drilli).ng does
not discove}j ore, or favorable ta,gtitev beds, at the 1evi} of the
proposed cross cuiit is probable that the contract w111 be terminated

at the end of Stage I.
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Although the revised location of the crosscut, as proposed
in Stage II, will not be as well suited for mining and ore haulage
as the location proposed by the applicant, and the drive through
metamorphic rocks will be more difficult and costly than through
granite, the exploratory value will be greatly increased,

EXPLORATION COSTS

Exploration work proposed by the examiners Willar'equire
closer supervision and engineering than was anticipated by the
applicant, Drill holes are de-eper and unit cost estimates are,
therefore, higher, The applicant has agreed to furnish operating
equipment for exploration work under Stage II, and the depreciation
allowance is included with the estimated cost of the proposed work,

The project could be started within one month and could be

completed within about 25 months,
