The total estimated cost of the program was not given nor was
the total footage the Applicant expected to drive. '

The examining team was near this property on other work and
took advantage of the opportunity and examined the deposit.

The conelusions of the Examiners were as follows:

"The mineral deposit is a sparseélymineralized quartz
vein, li to 10 inches wide, exposed for 55 feet along its
strike. At one extremity the vein is offset to an unknown
position by a fault, and on the other it is L inches wide
where it disappears under colluvium. The narrow width of
the quartz vein, the small amount of primary sulphide
minerals indicated by the weathered outcrops, and the small
amount of secondary minerals do not suggest an exploration
target of minable size or grade. We recommend that the
application be denied."

A sorted ore pile containing approximately three and one-half .
tons gave a grade of only 1l.6L% copper. We concur with the recommendation
that the application be denied.

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INTRODUCTION

An application from Lloyd L, Karrer, P, O, Box 3, Trinity
Center, California, requested Government assistance in an
exploration project under the Defense Minerals Exploration
Administration, docket DMEA-4778, to explore for copper, cobalt,
and nickel on the Malachite No, 1 claim, Trinity County, California,

The claim was examined by R. H, Campbell and R, M. Smith,
U. S. Geological Survey, and J, D, Warne, U, S, Bureau of Mines,
on July 17, 1957, The applicant met the examiners in Trinity Center,
but owing to another appointment he was unable to accompany them
on their inspection of the property,

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The mineral deposit is a sparsely mineralized quartz vein,
4 to 10 inches wide, exposed for 55 feet along its strike. At one
extremity the vein is offset to an unknown position by a fault, and
at the other it is 4 inches wide where it disappears under colluvium,
The narrow width of the quartz vein, the small amount of primary
sulfide ore minerals indicated by the weathered outcrops, and the
small amount of secondary minerals do not suggest an exploration

LOCATION, PROPERTY, AND OWNERSHIP

The Malachite No, 1 claim is located near the summit of
Bonanza King peak in the NE 1/4 of the SW 1/4, sec, 12, T, 37 N.,
R, 7W., M,D,B.&M,, approximately six miles northeast of
Trinity Center, Trinity County, California (fig, 1), The prospect
is about 6, 800 feet in elevation and lies about 300 feet N 70° E of the
U. S. Forest Service Bonanza King lookout,

The claim is accessible by four-wheel drive vehicle during
the dry seasons of the year by following the graveled French Gulch
road a distance of 0.5 mile southeastward from Trinity Center, then
turning left on the steep mountain access road which leads 14,8 miles
to the Bonanza King lookout station,

The Malachite No, 1 claim was recorded by Lloyd L, Karrer
and Viola M, Karrer, P, O, Box 3, Trinity Center, California, To
assure right of way and permission to mine in close proximity to the
lookout station, Mr, Karrer also has a special-use permit from the
U. S. Department of Agriéulture Forest Service covering a 40-acre
administrative site overlying his claim,

HISTORY, DEVELOPMENT, AND PRODUCTION

The Malachite No, 1 claim was originally located on July 4,
1955, A shallow open-cut was excavated at the discovery point during
intermittent periods since the date of location (fig. 2).

No ore has been produced from the claim,

GENERAL GEOLOGY =
The prospect is on a ridge near the crest of Bonanza King
peak, Colluvium and talus cover much of the area but the vein
and surrounding ctountry rocks crop out in the immediate vicinity
of the prospect, The bedrock is chiefly hornblende diorite and
peridotite of Jurassic age (Geologic map of California, Calif.
Division of Mines, 1938) cut by a few stringers of aplite and small
dikes of andesite, and cut by faults, joints, and fractures. Locally,
chiefly along fractures, the rocks have been altered, and much of
the peridotite has been serpentinized, The contact between the
peridotite and the diorite is a fault zone containing sheared, altered
rock of andesitic composition, The fault strikes N 72 °“W and dips
55° SW. Several sets of joints cut the country rocks, the most
prominent of which strikes N 60° W and dips 70° SW. One fracture
occupied by a quartz vein cuts the diorite but has no apparent
displacement,
MINERAL DEPOSIT
The mineral deposit is a quartz vein, ranging from 4 to 10 inches
in thickness, exposed on the outcrop and in the prospect pit for a strike

length of about 55 feet. It strikes about N 20° W and dips about 60° SW.





To the northwest it is covered by talus, and its southeastern end
terminates at the peridotite~diorite fault contact along which post
mineral movement has cut off the vein, The vein has been weathered
to below the present exposures which are stained by minor amounts
of iron oxide and, locally, moderate amounts of secondary copper
minerals along small fractures and coating surfaces in small (up to
one-quarter inch) vugs. Immediately adjacent to the vein secondary
copper minerals (chiefly chrysocolla, but with some malachite) have
penetrated the country rock as much as one foot along a joint and
along the peridotite-diorite fault contact.

The vein is widest (abéut' ten inches) in the vicinity of
BM-2 (fig. 2). It pinches to a width of four inches at the northwest
end of the outcrop and to about five inches at its southeast end where
it is cut off by the post mineral fault, The a'!.bru'pt' termination of the
vein at the fault and the absence of quartz or other primary vein
minerals along the fault at the intersection indicates that an offset
segment of the vein extends into the peridotite, but it has not been
located,

Secondary copper minerals are most abundant in small stringers
and veinlets one millimeter to one-eighth inch in thickness in the
sheared altered rock at the intersection of the vein and the fault,

Most of the material in the pile of sorted ore (fig, 2) was taken from





the area of this intersection which forms a small shoot of secondary
ore minerals about two feet wide, one to one-and -one-half feet thick,
and possibly extending several feet down the rake of the vein-fault
intersection, It is evident that all primary sulfide mineralization
was confined to the quartz vein and that the secondary minerals in
the fractured country rock were derived exclusively from the vein,

Except for the small pile of sorted material no ore has been
mined from the prospect,

There are several abandoned mines and prospects to the south
and southwest of the Malachite No, 1 claim that have explored several
veins and vein systems in the area, The mines were operated chiefly
for gold, and minor amounts of copper minerals have been reported
associated with the gold ore locally; however, no copper is known to
have been produced,

The sorted ore pile (fig. 2) contains approximately three and
one-half tons of ore having a grade of about 1,64 percent copper.

The applicant proposed driving a drift on the southeasterly
projection of the quartz vein with a portal in the vicinity of the
larger prospect pit.
