CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The tungsten placer and mining claims contain an e s.timate.d 


20,000,000 cubic yards of low-grade s.cheelite- and gold-bearing 


alluvium averaging 0.015. units of WO3 or less and a trace of gold 
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per yard which the applicant proposes to work with a dredge. 


Metallurgical tests by the Bureau of Mines on a similar 


type of material in the same area would indicate that the W03 


recovery would not exceed 50 percent with modern dredging and 


beneficiation equipment.

The mining claims leased by the applicant and excluded from 


the DMEA application have been tested by twenty.-three 30.inch drill 


holes to bedrock,. by an open cut 500 feet long, 25. feet wide, and 


25 feet deep, and by several prospect shafts or pits. The mining 


and placer claims owned. by the applicant, and shown within the heavy 
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line on figure .2, are unexplored except for drill hole.s Nos. 8, 9, 


and 10, and three shafts or pits 15 to 48 feet deep that lie within 


the overlap area of the claims owned and those leased by the applicant. 


The applicant expe.cts to begin development work on the adjoining 


claims, and to work them out before moving the dredge to the claims 


included in the application. In order to supply water for the dredge 


he proposes to purchas.e and install 5 miles of pipeline and the 


neces s.ary pumping equipment at an estimated cost of $35, 000. 


GENERAL GE.O LOGY 


The claims are on an alluvial fan on the south flank of the Rand 


Mountains, a south-sloping fault block consisting of Rand schist of 


Precambrian age that has been intruded by Atolia. quartz monzonite 


of Jurassic age, and by rhyolite and latite .dikes of Tertiary age. 


Less. than a mile east of the claim area, the Rosamond series of late 


continental sedimentary rocks crop out, and the contact between these 


rocks and the Rand s chist is covered by the. alluvium of the fan. The 


south part of the claim area is near outcroppings of Atolia quartz monzonite. 


Owing to an absence of deep drill holes or shafts in the claim area, the 


type of rock underlying the alluvium is not known. 


Alluvium covering the claim area consists of moderately consolidated 


schist, milky quartz and granitic rock fragments that range from silt to 
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fragments as much as 6 inches. in diameter • This alluvium is 


derived chiefly from the Rand. schist which is predominately 


rnica.albite and amphibole schists, dips about 3° NE, and is between 


40 and 60 feet thick. It is rudely .stratified and crossbedded, and 


some beds are graded. The material becomes pr ogre s s ively finer 


from the north to the south boundary of the claims. 


ORE. DEPOSITS 


The ore occurs as scheelite and flour gold. in a placer deposit 


on an alluvial fan about one.quarter of a mile wid.e and three-quarters 


of a mile long. The particles of acheelite, as seen by black light, 


are generally les.s than sand-size, although an occasional pebble of 


one-tenth inch diameter is present. The gold is s.o fine tha,t jigs 


and tables in the dredge are not likely to recover more than a small 


percentage of the total. 


The areal distribution of the ore minerals throughout the 


claims is uniform although. the.re is vertical z.onation. Some 


channels probably occur in the bedrock, and they would contain a 


greater concentration of scheelite and gold than the main body of 


the deposit. The a.pplicant!s engineer,. Mr. Potter, stated that 
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cuttings in the lower half of the drill holes on adjacent claims 


assayed roughly twice as much tungsten as did the upper half. 


The applicant's assays show the grade to range from 0.05 units 


in the upper layers to 0 • 1.0 units of W0 3 in the lower layers. 


SAMPLING 


The applicant reported that the. drill holes on the Atlas 


claims, had been sampled by collecting a grab sample at each 


l0.-. foot interval while the drilling was in progress. 


Check sampling by the examiners was confined to the Atlas 


claims, and to the north. part of the Evelyn claim. Samples were 


taken chiefly from pile.s of drill cuttings near the hole collars, but 


one channel sample was cut from the bottom of drill hole 5 to the 


top of the upper bed in the open cut. This sample (2344 to 2347) is 


representative of the average grade in this area. Two hundred to 


three hundred pounds of material from each sample site was mixed, 


coned, and quartered for the final sample. The sacked sample 


weighed 50 to 75 pounds. Each of the sample sites were lamped 


dry and a few were lamped wel very low sch.ee'lite content was 


indicated. Many of the prospect shafts and all but one drill hole 


(No. 5) are inaccessible.

ORE RESERVES 


The applicant estimates the claims, he leased from Atlas 


Consolidated Tungsten Mines contain 4, 500, 000 cubic yards of 


material averaging 0.07 units of W0 3 and $0.22 in gold, a.s indicated 


IMr(
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b.y the a.s says of the drill hole. cuttings.. He infers that the reserves 


on the Coronation property are about 15, 000, 000 cubic yards of 


material of similar grade, and he assumes that there is. probably 


no significant variation in grade on the claims to be explored. 


The applicant t s estimate of reserve yardage is too low, and 


the average grade is too high. Usingan average depth of 50 feet, 


the claims c.ontain reserves of about 20, 000, 000 cubic yards. of 


placer material, and. using the exarniners t sample data the averag.e 


grade is a trace of gold and less than 0.015 units of W0 3 per cubic 


yard.


EXPLORATION 


The applicant proposes to drill eighty 30 .-inch holes of average 


60.-foot depth on his claims to test the alluvium t.o bedrock, and 


recommends a cesspool.-type drilling rig because of its. mobility, 


drilling speed,, and large sample recovery. This drilling program 


is not warranted because of the indicated low grade of the deposit. 


Recovery of the tungsten and gold probably would not exceed 


50 percent even with modern dredging equipment. 


The material on the applicant t s. property is similar to that 


tested during a previous examination in the Atolia district, although 


it contains less gold., . The U. S. Bureau of Mines, in an application 


report (pp. 6.-9) dated July 16, 1952, DMPA.-2350, MacAfee and company, 
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Black Hawk tungsten project near the town of Atolia, California, 


stated: 


? IA (laboratory) procedure was. followe.d which was intended 


to recover at least as much acheelite and gold as the gravity 


concentration plant proposed for this project.
