The Applicant did not meet the examiners at the appointed time,
In a telephone conversation after the examination the Applicant confirmed
that the examiners had mapped and sampled the best exposures and had
examined all the property..

There has been no developrment work on the claims. One pit
9 feet deep, a trench (3x2x3 feet) and core drilling 3 holes, each
reported to be 50 feet deep comprise the pr&f%ecting work done. No data
relating to the drill holes were submitted, The drill cores, if any,
were not on the property.

.The rare earths, thorium, and uranium minerals occur in weakly
mineralized layers in thin bedded mica-schist inclusions and roof
pendants in granite, The granite underlies about 95% of the claim area
and intrudes the minor schist and limestone present.

. Five samples taken by the examiners from the most radioactive
material exposed on the claims contained only a trace of uranium, and
0.01 to 0.0L% combined thorium and rare earth oxides. There were no
indications of higher grade lode or placer material elsewhere on the
claimss o '

The examiners and Field Team recommended that the application
be denied. :

In memoranda, dated February 25 amd 27, 1958, C. T. Baroach,
USBM, and W. P, Williams, USGS, concur in the Field Team's recommendation.

Division of Rare and Miscellaneous Metals, F. M. Murphy, February 28, 1958:
The field examiners note that the higher grade material

referred to in the application (assay certificates showing 14.7% rare

Assays of samples from the property showed only trace amounts
of the desired minerals. High-grade material cited by the
applicant consists of selected hand specimens which do not
represent minable quantities of ore.

- The rare earths and uranium minerals that are present
on the property are found in weakly mineralized 1ayers in thin-
bedded schist inclusions in gra.nite.

The prospects for discovering new reserves of rare
earths, thorium, and uranium on the applicant's property are

not promising. I am, for that reason, in agreement with the
Field Team's recommendation for denial of the application.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDA TIONS

The results of the examination indicate that the property
contains several small concentrations of a few pounds each of
material that bears traces of rare earths, thorium, and uranium,
The deposit, as now exposed, has no economic value at present
or foreseeable future metal prices, There is no geologic
evidence to indicate larger or higher grade lode or placer deposits
