A review of the application, or a field examination if
necessary, was requested by the Operating Committee, Although
it was obvious from the application that the prope rty did not
warrant a field examination 'DMEA personnel were in the area
on other DMEA business and so scheduled and made an examination
on March 49 1958, The examination was made by Glenn G, Gentry,
U. §, Bureau of Mines, and H, K, Stager, U, S, Geological Survey,
accompanied by the applicant,

The exposures in the claim area were carefully examined
using a Detectron, model DG-2, geiger counter and a Precision,
model 111, scintillation counter, The background radicactivity was
about 0,01 MR/HR and the highest radioactivity recorded on the
property was about 0,025 MR/HR, Four samples of slightly
radioactive material were taken, These samples assayed a trace

The Atomic Energy Commission office in Salt Lake City,
Utah, was informed of the application and asked to supply any
information in their files regarding the property, The property
had not been visited by A,E.C. personnel and nor additional
information concerning the I;roper‘ty was available in the
Salt Lake City, or Bakersfield, California, A,E.C, office files,

There are no known exposures of uranium-bearing material
on the prope‘rty and none can be inferred, There are no targets
that warrant exploration, It is recommended that the application
be dep{iﬁedc

The twenty unpatented claims that comprise the property
are in secs, 1 and 2, T, 11 N,, R, 6 E,, and in secs, 35 and 36,
T, 12 N., R. 6 E,y §.B.B.&M,, San Bernardino County,
California (fig, 1), on the east flank of the Cave Mountains at an
altitude of 1,200 to 2, 000 feet,

Development consists of several small open cuts a few
feet wide and deep, There has been no uranium production from
the property or in the district,

The claims are in an area underlain by Precambrian schist,
gneiss, and granodiorite that are cut by numerous pegmatite
and aplite dikes, Foliation in the schist and gneiss strikes N,10°E,

and dips about 75°W, The dikes are a few inches to ten feet thick,





a few feet to several hundred feet long, and probably extend down
dip for as much as one hundred feet, They are of random
orientation but in the east part of the area the dominent strike

is about N,55° E, and dip about 45°N., The dikes are more
abundant in the west part of the area and the dominent strike is
