The 'claims are on the western slopes of the Ord Mountains at 
an altitude of 3,800 feet. The rocks exposed in the vicinity of the 
claims are chiefly granitized meta-secthnents and granite that are 
cut by pegmatite and diabase dikes. 


Small irregular pipes and lenses of uranium-bearing pegmatic 
material was found to occur in the granitized meta-secth*entary rocks. 
These deposits are one to two feet in cross section, from five to 
more than 15 feet in length, and average about 0.1% U308 content. 


Development work in the claim area cosistsof approximately 
3,000 feet of access roads, an adit 1j3.6 feet in length, an open cut 
35 feet long,. 7.8 feet wide arid 3-12 feet deep, also, numerous 
shallow pits and trenches. 


The work done to date has exposed four bodies of uranium-bearing 
material, that contain 0.1% U308 or more • The highest grade deposit 
yielded one ton of ore that assays 0.27% U308. This deposit ranged 
from 1-3 feet in cross section and had a length of 6 feet. , The other 
deposits also have. small cross sections and range from 15 feet to 
unknown lengths. The uranium is probably contained in uranium-rich 
magnetite and allanite sparsely disseminated through out the pipes 
and lenses. One ton of uranium-bearing material assaying 0.11% U308 
and one ton assaying 0.27% U308 have been sorted from the rock broken 
in the adit and east trench, respectively. 


Judging from the distribution of the deposits that have been 
exposed, it is inferred that other deposits of the same type may be 
discovered in the claim area. Reserves of about )0 tons of uranium-
bearing material that averages 0.1% U,08 and several thousand tons 
that average about 0.03% U308 are inferred. 


'The examiners conclude that there is little possibility' that 
the deposits will increase in size or grade at depth. Moreover, 
exploration costs to locate such small ore deposits would exceed 
their value. 


The field examiners and Field 'lean recommended that the subject 
application be denied.

Judging from the field examiners report there is little 
possibility that the work proposed by the Applicant would 
result in the. discovery of. significant uranium ore deposits.
