All exposures in the claim area were carefully checked 
- with a Geiger counter and a scintillator. The background radio-' 
activity was about 0.01 )'IR/HR and the highest radioactivity 
recorded on the property wa.s 0.02 MR/HR. Four samples of radio-
activt. material were taken. They assayed a trace of eU3O8.
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The claim is in an area underlain by flows, agglomerates 
and tuff a of the Red Mountain ande site of probable Pliocene age. 
Much of the claim is covered by slopejiash derived from the volcanic 
rocks. Many of the area rocks are covered by a surface coating 
of black oxides of manganese and iron. Rarely these coatings are 
slightlfradioactive ., Applicant believes that they are remains 
of pitchblends veins from which all bat the color has been 
removed by weathering and that large pods and veins of pitchblende 
can be found at depth. 


It is concluded that there is no uranium-bearing material 
exposed on the property, that none can be infrred, and that there 
are no tazgets that warrant exploätion. It is recommended that 
the application be denied.

With refernee to your' letter of 'July 18, we 
are enclosing a copy of an information release, dated 
June 6, 1958. Tou will note that no new contracts can 
be approved after midnight,, June 30, 1958.. 


'We have reviewed our file on your application 
and find that no inducement whatsoever was offered you 
to incur expenditures. On the contrary, our letter of 
March 31, 1958, denied your' application because the 
project waa not suftietentiy promising to justify ex 
penditure of overruitent funds.. Our letter of May 15, 
1958, reiterated this position and also stated that it' 
you wished to do preliminary work to establish a worthwhile 
exploration target, the coat would be "for your own 
account", since the Gover'nment does not participate in 
such preliminary WoDk. 


Tow' application r'eceived careful consideration, 
and DIEA rules and regulations were observed in making 
the final decision. Naturally,, not all applications 
resulted in exploration contracts. Tours, like many others, 
simply lacked sufficient merit to justify the expenditure 
of public tu,ds..

As to costs; my consultation with several professional mining engineers and 
their extensive expense brochures of minig costs indicates; that electric-mules, 
two permanent shaft heads, and about 5O,0OO.O0 in rental-heavy-equipment will be 
needed, that granitic rock is likely to be encountered, that timbering may begin 
to rot in about a year and so require replacement 3 times, that gas formation is 
common in this area, that the water-table is erratic and a shaft is likely to cut 
across such a dry table, which would mean a pumping expense when the rains come.
