frclosed is an OME ap lication submitted to this office by
Mr. Owen 0. Roterts, president of the Owensville Mining Association.

Mr. hoberts first submittec MiE Form 40 on September 18, 1959
but without any of the resouired surporting information. I called his
office on September 19 and a2zain om October 13, recuesting.the additional
information. On October 21 Mr. Roberts came in with the attached mars,
assays, answers to Mk Form 40 questions, etc. The arplication ies still
incomplete but I am despaired of getting anything further from him as
he is almost totally ignoramt of mining and geology. The association
properties are all placer claims of 160 acres esch that as far as I can
determine are primarily for recreation or cabin sites,etc., ugon which
they are trying to do enough work to obtain ratents. I expleined that
it would be necessary for him to file lode cleims on any mengsnese
deposits before he could do any mining or the OME would consider doing
any exploration work. This he stated he would do next week when he
‘returns to ths yroperty. '

Yhat they went from OME is assistance in building an access
road to the proverty, believing that the exposures furnished by road-cuts,
and possibly a little blesting end one diamond-drill hole, will be all
the exploration necessary. This is also the rrogram he prorosed to the
banks when he recuested loans from them. I also explained to Mr. Roberts
that only 1/60th of the value of his ejuipment, per month, would be
allowed toward the cost of the contract if OME work was done at the property.

Although there are kmown.occurrences of manganese in the area
of the property I doubt if there is a significant depoeit on this property,
and guestion if the eprlicents would recognize one if it were exposed. I
showed ilr. Roberts numerous samples of manganese ores, here in my office,
and attempted to ex;lain to him something about the grade and quantity of
mangenese-bearing material necessary to corstitute a mineable deposit but
I think he is still pretty much in the dark about the whole business.






There is probably not sufficient justification ccntained in
the application to warrani a field exemination and I do not think it
is possible to get any additicnsl information from the applicants.

I recommend that the application be forwarded on to the OME in

washington for whatever action they think ep;ropriazte. I nuve not

kept copies of any of the forms or sugporting date. 1 am also enclosing
a copy of the Doyle, Calif. guadrangle map for your information.
