TERMINATION AGREEMENT

It is agreed this 23rd day of November , 1966,
between the United States of America, acting through the Department
of the Interior, Office of Minerals Exploration, hereinafter called
the "Government," and Homestead Gold Exploration Corporation, herein-
after called the "Operator," parties to that certain Exploration
Contract No. 2209 (OME-6361), dated September 1k, 1965, as amended,
hereinafter called the "Contract," that:

1. Effective October 20, 1966, the Contract and all obligations
of the parties thereunder, except as otherwise herein expressly
provided, shall be and are hereby terminated.

2. The Government shall contribute only to the allowable costs
incurred prior to sald effective date.

3. The Operator shall promptly perform all winding-up and
settlement actions provided for in the Contract, including furnish-
ing to the Government three copies of a final report (in addition
to the final monthly report) which shall include a geological ‘and
engineering evaluation of the results of the work performed under
the Contract with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from
such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering
maps or sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the related
costs thereof.

4, All rights of the Government respecting certification of
possible production, percentage royalty and liens to secure the
payment thereof, reports (including preservation of the Operator's
records), accounts, audits, and the right to recover any overpayment
are hereby preserved.

5. The Operator hereby releases and agrees to save the Govern-
ment harmless from all claims or demands under or arising out of
said Contract except as otherwise provided in this termination
agreement.

An examination of the disbursement records in the Branch of Budget
and Finance, Administrative Division, U.S. Geological Survey and a
review of the Office of Minerals Exploration contract files per-
taining to the subject minerals exploration project was made at
Washington, D.C., on December 6, 1966.

This contract provided for certain drifting, crosscutting, raising

and long-hole drilling in the Gopherfyﬁne with the Government participa-
ting in 50 percent of agreed unit costs set forth in the contract.

The exploration work was not completed. Instead, the Operator and

the Government representative, the Field Officer, OME, Region III,

Menlo Park, California, agreed that there were no .worthwhile
exploration targets remaining that would justify the use of the

unused contract footage. A proposed Termination Agreement, terminating
the contract as of November 23, 1966, has been sent to the Operator

for approval.

The following is a tabulation of the units and fixed-unit costs
provided in the contract, number of units and agreed values

claimed by the Operator and found by the Field Officer to have been
completed, and settlements made applicable to exploration. work

AMENDMENT NO. 1.

It is agreed this 2lst  day of April -, 1966,
between the United States of America, acting through the Department
of the Interior, U. S. Geological Survey, hereinafter called the

"Government," and Homestead Gold Exploration Corporation, hereinafter

called the "Operator," that Exploration Contract 2209 (OME-6361),
dated September 1k, 1965, is amended effective the date of the
contract as follows:

In Exhibit A,

1. The opening paragraph is revised to read as follows:

The purpose of the project is to explore by crosscutting
from existing underground workings, drilling long holes,
and raising to a buried Tertiary river channel, and by
crosscutting and drifting along and raising from the bottom
of the channel for alluvial gold.

2, Under the heading General Provisions, the second paragraph
is revised to read as follows:

The raise in bedrock shall have a manway and chute
compartment and total about 8 by 5 feet in cross section.
The raises in Tertiary gravels shall be timbered as
necessary. : :

3. Under the heading Description of the Work,

(a) The first paragraph is revised to read as follows:

On the 13k-foot level of the No. 1 shaft, extend
the east bedrock crosscut, located ebout 50 feet north -
of the shaft, an additional maximum of 48 feet. From
the crosscut drill vertical long holes as necessary
to locate the lowest point in the gravel channel.

(b) The second paragraph is revised to read as follows:

From the bedrock crosscut drive a ralse to the channel
at approximately the lowest point. From the top of the
raise drive a crosscut a maximum of 200 feet in an easterly and/or
westerly direction. At approximately the lowest elevation in
this crosscut drift about 300 feet northerly and southerly slong
the strike of the channel. At the north end of this drift drive
a crosscut approximately 75 feet easterly and at the south end
a similer crosscut westerly, or conversely. If feasible, the
drift and crosscuts in the channel shall be along the bottom
of the gravel, or partly therein. From the drifts or crosscuts
in the channel drive raises on not less than 50-foot centers
into the overlying gravel.

(c) The third paragreph is revised to read as follows:

The Government will not contribute to more than U8 feet
of crosscutting in bedrock, 100 feet of long-hole drilling,
114 feet of raising, and 650 feet of drifting and crosscutting
in the gravel channel.

ARTICLE I~ Authority and scope.--(a) This contract, entered into under the authority of Public
Law 701, 85th Cong., 2d sess. (72 Stat. 700; 30 U.S.C. B 641 - 6U6); consists of this form, the
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed.
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator

shall begih-the work.on or before November 1, 1965_, and, subject to the provisions of Article 7

and Exhibit A, shall complete the work within 18 months from the date of the contract.

(b)  The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operationB;Aetc.) are hereby agreed upon as speci-

fied in Exhibit A. The estimated total cost of the work is $26,400.00 Tme Government will con-

tribute 50 percent of the total fixed unit costs of the work perf’ormed, not in excess of $13,200.00
in accordance with the provisions of Articles L4 and 5.

(C) Interest computation.-- Simple interest at +the rate of 6..}4 percent

shall accrue from the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of
royalty expires, or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest.

'(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right dr obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government.

tor shall ne;therqtrdnsfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, @itle, or interest therein, nor
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of}the Government's right to a
royelty on production and liens for the payment thereof.

ARTICLE 3. Pérformance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.:-The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliance with
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a). c

(v) Government may inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable tim%s to inspect the work under the
contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to the Government. The Operator
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such ﬁnspections.

ARTICLE k. Contribution by the Government.--The Government will meke !its ‘contribution on the basis of
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only,
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed un?t costs or in excess of the
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may makéiﬁhymeﬁts for
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and sqxﬂieré rather than to the Operator.

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable
records and accounts of the units of work performed snd of any production in which the Government may have
an interest; aqd shall preserve those with respect to work performed for atileast three years after final
bPayment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation
to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant.; The Comptroller General of the
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-yeaf periods, shall have saccess to
and the right to examine all pertinent -books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator.

(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall providé the Government with four copies of monthly reports in
three sections as follows: ! .

(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; .
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of th% various types of work performed;

(¢) Final report.--Upon completion of the work or términation of the Government's obligation to con-
tribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with three copies of a final report (in addition
to the final.monthly report). -'This. finel report shall include a geologidal &nd engineering evaluation -of the
resul;g,of_$he work pgrfp:mgdvunﬁgr the contract with an est;gate of the ore| reserves resulting from such work,
eomplete aésay'datd; adequate geological and éngineering maps’or sketchés, and a ‘summary of the work performed
and the unit costs thereof. ;

(a) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with s@itable accounting and documentary
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, éuch as two copies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale_or}other'dispositiOn"of”production.

(e) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports,
records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Government
may procure the prepardtion or completion of same with suitable attachments &s an expense of the work  fo which
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relasting to
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. ' .

ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.--(a) Certification.--IF the Governm%nt considers that mineral or
metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a yesult of the exploration work, it
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final

report and final accounting (see Article.5) have.been furnished. . i

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(v) Royalty on production.--The Operator, whether.or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain hif interest in the land), shall pay to the Government & roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined or Produced from the land as follows:

(1) irrespective.of any certification of possible production--frem the date of the contract
until the lapse of the tiﬁé‘withiﬁ which the Government may issue such certification or until -the
total net amount contributed by;fhe Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs
first; or

(2)' if the Government issues a certification of possible produgtion--for a period of ten
years from the date of the céOntract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government is
fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first.

(¢) Payment of royalty.--{(1) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds

(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the

form sold (ore, concent¥ate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point);

except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions
_on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and

assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a

carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross

proceeds" as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in

arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. .

The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting,
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or
-other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable
form.

(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held,
or used in integrated cperations, as the case may be.

(d) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or~equivalent), after the
lapse of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used,
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the
Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on
such production shall be computed on the value théreof in the form in which and at the time it is so
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is gresater.

(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby
grants to the Covernment a lienr: upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

* {f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for
royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall suthorize and direct such pruchaser to pay the
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets.
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer.

(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(h) Government not obligated. to buy.--Nothing in this contract shell be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a) If the Government determines that
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon:

(1) the Goveérnment shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then
performed; and )

(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.

(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract,
the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required,
thereupon:

(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not

performed when the notice was given, and .

(2) the.Oﬁerator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.
The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, in-
cluding the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Govern-
ment-under the -contracts . '

7. Geologic Summary:

There were no discoveries of minable gold-bearing
material made as a result of the OME exploration.
Sample data are indicated on the map attached to
the Operator's Final Report and show a range of
values from a trace to $9.30 per cubic yard. K There
are no reserves of minable material and future
production is not economically feasible. Future
development and exploration are not warranted.

Certification was not recommended because of the
small quantity and low grade of the gold-bearing
gravel exposed by the exploration.

The Operator was notified on January 12, 1967,
that the Government retains no claim or lien against
the property.

There was no .gold-bearing material mined, sold,
or stockpiled during the period of the contract.

There was no gold produced no royaltles were
paid or due the Government.,

Placer gold occurs on the property in gravels of
Tertiary age overlying metasedimentary rocks of
the Calaveras Formation of Carboniferous age. The
gravels range from a few feet to about 100 feet in
thickness, are poorly sorted, and have been offset
by faults of Pleistocene age that greatly complicate
the underground mining. No records are known to
exist of any gold production from the propérty
although the Operator states that several million
dollars' worth of placer gold was recovered by
hydraulic mining of the gravels on adjacent
propertles. :

Interim Inspection

An inspection was made of the subject property on July 20, 1966,
accompanied by Mr. Richard Pudge, president and mine superintendent.

Drifting to the northeast, on the OME contract, was stopped early in

June 1966 when the ground became too heavy to hold and the bottom of

the gravel channel steepened to about 15°. The Operator has pumped out
the Stevenson shaft, and the pond to the east, allowing access to the

old workings in that area. This work has indicated that the gold-bearing
gravel, mined from the Stevenson shaft and the open pits along the G-H
fault, occurs in a narrow zone adjacent to the fault. West of this
narrow zone are thick beds of muddy gravel containing widely disseminated
fine particles of gold too low in grade to be economically mined and
washed. The gravels along the fault are too broken up and heavy to
permit underground mining, and the depth of the pay streak is too

deeply buried to be stripped and mined by open-pit methods.

The Operator is reappraising its exploration program at this time to
determine if it is economical to proceed with additional work on the
property. Expenditures to date have totaled about $200,000 of Operator's
funds and about $21,000 under the OME program.

Mr. Pudge is to meet with the Homestead Gold Exploration Corp. Board of
Directors in Los Angeles during the week of July 25-29, 1966. After this
meeting he will inform me of their future plans. About 120 feet of
drifting and 46 feet of raising remain under the OME contract. Mr., Pudge's
present feelings, with which I concur, are to mine and wash any gravels
exposed that contain $8 or more gold per yard and then to abandon their
lease on the property or sublease it to any party interested in cleaning

up pockets of marginal material,

Interim Inspection

An inspection was made of the subject property on May 20, 1966, accompanied
by Mr. Richard Pudge, president and mine superintendent.

Drifting to the northeast along the bottom of a gravel channel is continuing.
The channel bottom is rising rapidly and a maximum grade is being held to
keep the drift in the gravel. Much of the drift is in bedrock with only a
foot or two of the back in gravel. One raisehas been driven upward 20 feet
into the gravel in search of better sorted strata that might carry higher
gold values. Most of the gravel is poorly sorted and contains abundant

clay and decomposed volcanic rocks. The gold content is extremely fine
grained and ranges from a trace to as much as $10 but probably averages }6/
less than $1 per yard.

The Operator is driving the drift toward the old Stevenson shaft (caved) in
an area that was partly worked in 1936. The gold content of the gravels in
this area is known to be high. Less than 200 feet of drifting remains to
be driven under the contract, not enough to reach the shaft. The Operator
plans to request an increase of funds in the contract to allow an additional
100 to 200 feet of drifting and crosscutting to reach and explore this
favorable target area. ’

The main haulage level (134-foot level) appeared to be in good order to
carry out the OME program of exploring the gravel channel in a north-
easterly direction.

) (f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for
royalty to -any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such pruchaser to pay the
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets.

If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and blndlng upon the Operator or producer.

(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(h) Government not obligated to buy.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a) If the Government determines that
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not Justified, the
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon:

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INTRODUCTiON

The original application was submitted by Richard N. Pudge, Presi-
dent, Homestead Gold Exploration Corporation, 3460 Wilshire Boulevard,
Suite 618, Los Angeles, California, 90005, for OME assistance in which
the corporation requested a loan of $203,316.00 to explore an old river
channel-for gold at the Gophepﬂgill mine located in Meadow Valley about
6 1/2 miles west of Quincy, California. |

The application was assigned Docket No. OME-6361 and was referred
to this office on July 20, 1964 for consideration and for a field exami-
nation if necessary. | '

The proposed work.consisted of crosscutting and raising from the
bedrock to the gravel channel, drifting and crosscutting in the channel,
and a raise to the surface for ventilation and an escapeway.

A revised application was submitted to this office July 27, 1965
for reconsideration. The application included an estimated total cost of
$5h,902.50. The exploratory work coﬁsisted of crosscutting in the bed-
rock, & 'short raise of 20 feet to the gravel channel, drifting in the
channel in a north-south direction, and crosscuts at 100-foot intervals
alternated from left to right from the main drift to determine the width
and character.of.the channel.

On July 27, 196k, a field examination was made by Paul V. Fillo,
Acting Field Officer, OME, Region II, accompanied by Richard N. Pudge,

President of the Corporation.





SUMMARY

After the examination, fhe applicant éonducted an expioration pro-
grem of drivihg a short_adit about 350 feet east of their main shaft
where they encountered the togﬁpart of the gravel channel. With this in-
formation, two ¢hurn drill holes were drilled betieen the main shaft_and
the portal of the adit. The results of drill hole No. 1 proved that the. |
gravel channel trends to the north ratheggthaﬁ to the west of the shaft V/1
which was first believed.

The applicant's revised program coﬁsiéts of éxtending the east drift
approximately 125 feet in the bedrock in.thevvicinity of churn drill hole
No. 1, then raise approximstely 20 feet to the gravel channel. From the |
top of the raise, continue the crosscut work (east) in the gravel an esti-
mated 150 feet in hopés of determining fﬁe channel flow and other relativé
data.

} | The appliéant has submitted evidence of efforts made to secure a

loan for exploration purposeé from two sources. Copies of letters,
dated June 4, 1965 to the Guardian Bank, Hollywood, Calif. and to the
Bank of.America, Los Angeles, Calif., dated May 26, 1965, requesting a

loan, are included with the revised application. Copies of letters from

the two banking companies refusing the requests are also attached to the
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revised applibation; The Corporation proposes to finance its share of the
exploration costs through corporation funds.

Mine Development

The property was developed by a maiq%§haft which was completed by
the applicant éarly in 1964 to a depth of 150 feet.

It was suggested that after thls work is completed possibly an OME program ,
could be set up in two stages by drifting west from the most favorable area g
in the main crosscut and at intervals of 100 feet in the drift short raises ’
to the gravel, and crosscuts of 100 feet out toward the rim from the raise
would explore the area satisfactorily.

shaft to be higher than at' the proposed C shaft which is indicated
to be near the center line of the channel. ¥ig. C+3, a cross section
through A shaft, shows only about 8 feet of bedrock between the back
of the crosscut and the bottom of the channel. Based on these data,
since C shaft is 200 feet south of A shaft, the proposed bedrock
crosscut could possibly be at higher level than the bottow of the
gravel at the center of the channel.  In addition, on page 15 under

General Geolegic History, the second paragraph indicates that most
of the channel to be exploited inclines downward to the west from the
proposad crosscut., If these data are correct, then the proposed
~crosscut would have little value for extraction putposcs except for
the small section to the east.

In view of the above, it would appear that unless the Applican; has
already drilled,the channel to ascertain the depth to bedrock at the
lowest point, it would be best to put down & few churn drill or

rotary holes along the bearing of the proposed crosscut to the south.
If the drilling results confirm our findings regarding the possible
lowest bedrock, then A shaft could be deepened before starting the
south crosscut.
