At the request of the Chief, Office of Minerals Exploration (OME) we
have reviewed the records maintained by the Branch of Financial
Management, Geological Survey, and OME pertaining to royalty payments
accruing under the subject contract. Our desk review of the contract
records was made in July 1977, th

Under Contract No. 2235 (Contract) the Government's participation in
the cost of exploration amounted to $40,650 and was subject to repay-
ment, with simple interest at 7 percent. Royalties on the value of

mineral production resulting from the Contract were to be paid between

January 18, 1967, and January 18, 1977,

Our previous report of April 14, 1971, noted that royalty payments
totaling $10,554 -had been made on the value of production ($211,082)
from July 1968 through December 1970.

There was no production from January 1971 through February 1973. Our
current review covers production and royalty payments from March 1973
through April 1977.

A previous report of royalty paid on Contract 2235 made in
January 1970 stated that royalty payments totaling $8,392 were
based on sales totaling $167,83%. This covered production from

July 1968 through December 10, 1969.

The present review covers production from December 11, 1969,
through Decémber 31, 1970, the last reported sales. No further -
production is planned because the mine was shut down.

On October 9 and 10, 1968, we reviewed the contract files of the
Office of Minerals Exploration (OME) pertaining to their minerals
exploration Contract No. 2235 with the Dickey Exploration Company,
and examined the related accounting records in the Branch of Budget

and Finance, Administrative Division, Geological Survey.

The contract was awarded on January 18, 1967, in the amount of $81,300,
the total estimated cost of the project, with OME participation on a

50 percent basis. The contract provided for certain exploratory mining
operations to be performed by the Operator on land referred to as the
Oriental Mine Project, consisting of nine patented_lode mining claims
and one unpatented placer mining claim owned by the Operator in the
Alleghany Mining District, Sierra County, California. The purpose of
this additional work by the Operator at the project site was to explore
for gold-bearing ore shoots occurring in quartz veins at or near the
intersection of the veins with the contact Between gabbro and serpentine
rocks. The work was performed by extending an inclined shaft and by

drifting.

Repayment of disbursed Federal funds plus interest at 7 percent was to

be made on the basis of establiéhéd royalties of al; minerals and metals
produced from the land (interpreted as from and through the workings covered
by this contract) during the exploratory operations and for a period of

10 years from the date of the contract should a certification of possible

production be made by OME. Completion of all work under the contract
was to be accomplished within 15 months from the date of the contract.

Work began in February 1967 and was terminated under the contract in

March 1968.

The units of work authorized and paid under the contract are summarized

below.

At the time of this review the Operator{s final report had not been
received by OME, and they have withheld final payment of $200 of the
accepted costs until the report is received and accepted. Work under

the project was continued by the Operator at his own expense.

Field inspections were made and voucher submissions by the Operator

approved by the OME Region II office. We believe the claimed and

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accepted costs totaling $81,300, and the OME participation on the
50 percent basis in the amount of $40,650, was proper under the

terms of the contract.

As previously indicated a final report has not been rendered on_this
project, nor a decision reached by OME, at the time of this review,

for a certification of possible production under the provisions of

the contract. However, such a certification has been recommended

by the OME field officer as small quantities of high-grade ore were
noted in the mine workings. Also, a single royalty payment of $165.69,
was received by OME based on a sale, net proceeds of $3,3ll.82, to a
smelting and refining company on June 18, 1968. The Operator on

July 11, 1968, indicated he had on hand more than 5 tons of concentrates

and 20 ounces of amalgam.

In Exhibit A under the heading General Provisions, the fifth
paragraph is revised to read as follows:

ARTICLE I. Authority and scope.--(a) This contract, entered into under the authority of Public
Law TOl, 85th Cong., 2d sess. (72 Stat. T00; 30 U.S.C. § 641 - 646), consists of this form, the
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed.
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator

shall begin the work on or before MAR 1 1967 , and, subject to the provisions of Article 7
(Date) ' '

and Exhibit A, shall complete the work within 12 months from the date of the contract.

(b) " The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, etc.) are hereby agreed upon as speci-

fied in Exhibit A. The estimated total cost of the work is $81:300-00 . The Government will con-

tribute 50 percent of the total fixed unit costs of the work performed, not in excess of $40, 650.00
in accordance with the provisions of Articles 4 and 5.

(c) Interest computation,--Simple interest at the rate of 7o percent shall accrue from
the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of royalty expires,
or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest.

(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government.

ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.--(a)The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right,
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and
(1f the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Lien Agreement of any holder of the legal title of
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title; or interest therein, nor
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring.to end providing in
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a
royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true copies of such instrument shall be fur-
nished to the Government. If-the Government's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated,
the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable.

ARTICLE 3. Performance.of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike menner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliance with
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shell provide
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a).

(b) Government may inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of
the work as it progresses. The Government masy enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work under the
contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to the Government. The Operator
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such inspections. '

ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.--The Government will make its contribution on the basis of
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only,
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Govermment is finally audited and settled
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unlt costs or in excess of the
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performsnce of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Govérmment will not contribute
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may meke payments for
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator.

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operatér shall keep suitable
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation
to pay royalties to the Government has termiated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public.accountant. The Comptroller General of the
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator.

(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in
three sections as follows:

(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed;
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work performed;

and :

(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-
neering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken
concurrently with advance in mineralized ground.

(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

(c¢) Final report.--Upon completion-of the work or termination of. the Government's obligation to con-
tribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with three copies of a final report (in addition
to the final monthly report). This final report shall include & geological and engineering evaluation of the
results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from such-work,
complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, and a sumary of the work performed
and- the unit costs thereof.

(a)y- Report of - sales.-~The: Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two coples of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production.

(e)  Compliance with requirements.-~If the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports, ‘
records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to meke them, the Government
may procure the preparation or completion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relating to
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. '

ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—-(a) Certification.--If the Government considers that mineral or
metal production from the land covered by the écontract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final
report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished.

.






(b) Royalty on production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows:

(1) irrespective of any certification of possible productlon--from the date of the contract
until the lapse of the time within which the Government may issue such certification or until the
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repald with interest, whichever occurs
first; or

(2) if the Government issues a certification of p0551ble production--for a period of ten
years from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government is
fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first.

(¢) Payment of royalty.--(1) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the.gross proceeds

(includlng any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the

form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. p01nt),

except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions
on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and

assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a

carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross

proceeds" as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used.

The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting,
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable
form.

(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold held,
or used in integrated operations, as the case may be.

(4) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the
lapse of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the
Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater.

(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby
grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for
royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the ‘Government with copies of the settlement sheets.

If the records of any production and -sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer.

(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(h) Government not obligated to buy.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's Obligations.--{a) If the Government determines that
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon:

(l) the Government shall be free of all obllgation to pay on account of unlts of work not then
performed; and

(2) the Operator shall be free of all obllgatlon to prosecute the work other than such as may
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.

(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract,
the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required,
thereupon:

(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not
performed when the notice was given, and
(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.
The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contractj in-
cluding the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Govern=
ment under the contract. p






(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved.

() The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 11.

ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent
by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed,
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. .

ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit.

ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination in Employment.--The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in em-
. ployment which are required by section 301 of Executive Order 10925, dated March 6, 1961, as amended
and supplemented, are attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of
this contract. :

ARTICLE 11. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, who shall reduce his decision to
writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director,
U. 5. Geological Survey, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of receipt
of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwlise furnishes to the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, a
written dppeal addressed to the Secretary of the Interior. The decision of the Secretary or his
duly authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive
unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious or
arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial
evidence.

The term "Director, U. 5. Geological Survey," as used herein includes his duly authorized
representative.

ARTICLE 12. Work Hours Act of 1962 - Overtime Compensation.--This contract, to the extent that
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and
is not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public. Contracts Act (41 U.S.C. 35-45), is subject to the following
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962.

(a) Overtime requirements.--No Operator or subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in excess of eight hours in any calendar day or
in excess of forty hours in any workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a
rate of not less than one and one-half times his basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of
eight hours in any such calendar day or in excess of forty hours in any such workweek, as the case may
be.

Such liquidated damages shall be computed, with respect to each individual laborer or
mechanic employed in violation of the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this parsgraph, in the
sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such employee was required or permitted to work in excess of
eight hours or in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages
required by the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph.

" (c) Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages.--The U. S. Geological Survey may
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the Operator
or Subcontractor, such sums as may administratively be determined to be necessary to satisfy any li- ’
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the
clause set forth in subparagraph (b) of this paragraph. :

ARTICLE 13. Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages.--The regulations of the Secretary
of Labor applicable to contractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, Part 3), made pursuant to the Copeland
Act, as amended (40 U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. S. C.
874) are made a part of this contract by reference. The Operator will comply with thése regulations
and any amendments or modifications thereof and will be responsible for the submission of affidavits
required of independent contractors thereunder. The foregoing shall apply except as the Secretary of
Labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and exemptions.

Geologically, two important facts have been determined
by this work. First, the Carrolson vein structure continues
fully as strong as it is on the 1900 level, and in places
the quartz has been found to be thicker in this block than
anywhere else in the vein.

Item 3. Physmal Descnptwn

o 3a through 3f are covered in the followmg description
prepared by W. P. Fuller, Jr. Plates I, II and II of Item 3 and
Plates I and II of Item 5 are an integral part of this description.

3a, b, and c.

The principal underground workings of the Oriental Mine
are shown on Plate I, on a scale of 1" to 100'. The Mine was
originally opened by a shaft and operated down to the 600 level. Then
the 1300 (adit) level was driven and connected with the upper workings.
Recent work has been done by winzing below the 1300 to the 2000 level.

The surface plant consists of a 75 ton gravity and flotation
mill, shop, compressor house, changeroom, office and snowsheds with
most of the equipment and tools for an underground operation as is
contemplated by Applicant. The general arrangement of these facilities
is indicated on Plate III. In addition, the Dickey Exploration Company
has good housing facilities for a full crew located on patented ground at
Kenton Camp within walking distance of the Mine and approximately
three miles from the town of Alleghany.

The Oriental Mine was started up in the early Sixties on an
outcropping high-grade ore shoot. J. Ross Browne, in '""Mineral Resources
of the United States, 1868", refers to a Union mine in Wet Ravine which,
at that writing, had produced $75, 000 from near surface workings. This
was the early__llame for the quiental. There were several periods of
operation from then on until 1900, but information on these is very
incomplete. Notes in possession of the Dickey Exploration Company on
newspaper and mining journals of the day refer to this early production,
of a considerable amount, which was evidently made before 1882 in.
the workings from the surface down to the 6th level. In the early 80's
the name of the mine was temporarily changed to Golden Gate, for.
promotional purposes but little undergro?ind work or proj.luction was
probably accomplished by that particular operation. W. Lindgren, in
the U.S. Geological Survey Colfax Folio, stated (April, 1900) that
"One mile west of Alleghany is the Oriental Mine, reported to have
y1e1ded $3, 000, 000 in early days, one pocket containing $740 000.

After eighteen years of quiescence this mine has been reopened"

The California Division of Mines in its December, 1918
report on "Mines and Mineral Resources of Sierra County', stated
that the production referred to above was mined: between the surface
-and the 400 foot level. H. G. Ferguson, in U.S. G+S. Professional
Paper 172, 1932, said that the Oriental Mine had at that time "produced
" a total of 0ver $2 000, 000, mostly prior to 1890 and from the upper
levels. It 1s reported that the $734 000 was obtained from an area on
the vein measuring only 14 by 22 feet. Exclusive of the very productive

workings above the 3rd level, whose production and extent are uncertain. ..

the workings have yielded about $1, 260, 000..... " In other words, by
1929 when Ferguson wrote these words, the Oriental had produced
$2,000, 000 plus the uncertain production.above the 300 level (i.e.,
exclusive of the big pocket, which he presumably included in his

$2,000, 000). If the early reports are correct, more than $2, 000, 000
‘may have come from these upper ‘stopes. Ferguson himself remarks
that "the stopes that followed this junction from the 400 foot level to

the surface are said to have yielded over $1, 500, 000". This figure
probably included the big pocket. Mr. Bert Austin, who was associated

- with the Oriental Mine from the early 20's until the Dickey Exploration

Company took over and who was in the best position of anyone at that

- time to do so, estimated the production from the surface to the 9th
level to have been $2, 300, 000, in a report to the Dickey Exploration

- Companyin 1947. From my own study of the history of the Oriental
Mine, I believe that the actual production at the then existing prices

is at least $2, 860,000, and that recalculated at the present price of
Gold of $35 an ounce, the total production would be at least $5, 234, 700.
The production and sources of information for this statement are
tabulated on Page 3 of this description. This places the Oriental as
the second, third or fourth largest producer of the Alleghany district,
depending upon the early uncertain production of the Oriental, Brush
Creek, and Plumbago mines. The Sixteen to One > consolidation has
been the largest producing mine in the district (see Calif. Div. Mines,
Vol. 52, No. 3, 1956).

» In 1902, the long mill adit (1300) was started and completed
in 1904, under the ownership of the Grant B. B. Schley interests.
Subsequently, the main shaft was sunk to the 1200 level and additional

work carried out on the 9th, 10th, 12th and 13th levels. At that
time, also, the adit was connected through to the bottom of the
shaft by a raise. = The Croesus Mining Co., as this operating
company was called, continued off and on with this development
‘until 1917. A production of $28, 000 was reported by the California
D1v151on of Mines for 1915- 17. When this work was discontinued,
the mine was shut down until 1922 when it was reopened by the
Tonopah Mining Company. The Tonopah concern was principally
interested in driving the east ¢ drift on the adit level to prospect the
Wyoming vein which had been leased from Stanley Weiland. Only
a limited amount of work had been accomplished towards this
objective when the lease was dropped.

In 1923, Austin, Gamble & Wilson took over the Oriental
lease subsequently (with Mr. P. C. Dresher) purchasing the mine
(1925). - The mine was operated by P. S. Waldron and then by Mr.
W. V. Wilson and over the period 1923-26 produced some $42, 700,
according to records in the Division of Mineral Resources, San
Francisco office. After a further shutdown, another operation was
initiated in 1930, under the promotion and supervision of William A.
.Hoofen,a under lease from the owners. It is believed that at least
$100, 000 was produced off the 1200 level. The Austin group resumed
operations in 1932 and by 1935 had produced an additional $51, 300.
In that year, Cassidy and Hawkins took a lease on the Oriental, and
by 1939 had produced more than $115, 000.

This lease also sunk the Hawkins winze below the 1300 level.

- The Dickey‘Exploration' Company took over the mine,
assuming the lease and option of the Cassidy-Hawkins operation, in
1939. Mr. C. B. Foster managed the Oriental until it was shut down
by ; Order L-208 in 1942. A total of $103, 679 was produced during
this period, largely from the mineralized granite working off the adit
level. A small amount of work was done in'the upper stopes. In
1946 the mine was reopened and work was resumed below the 1300
through the Dickey winze. After a shutdown from 1947 to 1950, the
winze was completed to the 1900 level and considerable crosscutting
was done, as can be seen on Plates I and II. This resulted in the
discovery of the '""Hanging-wall" or Carrolson vein, and over the next
few years a tota.l of $111, 344 was produced, mostly on and above the
1900 in the stope that ultunately connected with the 1500 level. Later
work developed this Carrolson vein on the 1300 level and above by
raising and sublevelling, with but small production from these highest
levels. During this last period of operation, the Dickey Exploration /
Company completed purchase of the mine from the Dresher Estate.

3d, e, and f.

The geology of the upper workings as well as the regional
and local setting of the Oriental Mine are particularly well described
in Professional Paper 172, pp. 98-101 (see 3g), and illustrated by
maps and sections in that paper. The characteristic features of the
gold-bearing quartz veins of the Alleghany district are likewise well
covered in that paper. Consequently, only the most pertinent factors
are referred to in this application description.

The proposed exploration is planned for the Carrolson vein
below the existing workings and down the rake of the known ore_shoot.
The extent of the mine workings that are on th1s vein are indicated on
Plate I. A north-south section, Plate II of Item 5, has been prepared
along the line of the Carrolson shaft, and shows the general relationship
of this hanging-wall vein to the main Oriental structure. Plate II of
Item 3 shows the vein geology, on a scale of 1'" to 50', of each of these
veins in the lower levels. It should be noted from the maps in the
Professional Paper and in Plate II that the Oriental vein as it was
developed downward became flatter and frayed out into several strands,
particularly along the serpentine contact and between the 1200 and 1500
levels. The Carrolson vein, explored updip to the 1100 level, strikes

generally east-west, although locally N 70° E, and dips 50-55°
northerly above the 1500. It is relatively weak in quartz mineraliza-
tion in these highest workings but does show well-developed vein
shearing. Development and mining below the 1500 level demonstrated
that the vein steadily increases in strength and mineralization down-dip..
« The dip flattens to about 40: on the 1900 level. Very little work was
0}\\ done below the 1900 but this work again indicates that the vein continues

to increase in strength downward.

The Carrolson_yein pinches_out we sterly against the
serpentine, as does the Oriental vein above. It has been explored
easterly for a strike-length of 450 feet on the 1900 level. Most of the
wall-rock is gabbro. A granite dike, probably continuous with the
larger mineralized granite body in the Oriental, has been exposed in
at least two locations, as shown on Plate II. Fault movement along
the vein shear has been essentially horizontally along strike, the
hanging-wall block moving 50 to 100 feet westerly relative to the foot-
wall block. There are several nearly north-south striking steeply
dipping faults of relatively small magnitude, but which have had an
important effect in determining the details of vein structure.

A substantial portion of the production of $111L,_$344 from
the Carrolson vein came from a "bunch" or pocket on the 1900 level just
east of the collar of the 1900 winze. The balance was recovered from
the milling of ore and arsenical high-grade from the raise between the
1500 and 1900 levels. The gold was generally coarse and commonly
associated with gold-bearing arsenopyrite. Pyrite was a common vein’
mineral but did not make high-grade concentrates. The production from
the Carrolson vein came from a very small portion of the total tonnage
extracted, as is typical of the Alleghany district. It is rieces'ss_t_ry, however
.in the search for these high-grade enrichments, to break a lot of low-

fxf gradeﬁuart;.

There are no blocked-out reserves nor mineable gold ore
~ known in the accessible workings. The unusual nature of the Alleghany
gold ore is that it is almost impossible to block our reserves. By the
time that the grade and tonnage is known, the ore has all been extracted.
For the same reason, it is normal practice in this district not to sample
by conventional methods but to look visually for colors or associated gold- .
bearing sulphides and to mill all development quartz broken. If there

is gold in the quartz, it will show up in the mill and thus indicate to
the operators that additional work should be done in that area. Most
of the quartz; as suggested above, is actually very low-grade or
nearly barren. Yet the large enrichments for which ATieghany is
noted run as much as $100, 000 per ton as sacked underground.
Normally one;}_}alf to 6_;:70 of the values are taken_out by sack, the
balance recovered in milling. 5:’

Just as most of the production in the Oriental vein was

found close to the serpentine, or even in the portion of the vein having
a serpentine footwall, the $111, 344 in gold ore on the Carrolson vein
was likewise found in this same structural relationship. It is the
opinion of the writer that the long intermittent ore shoot in the Oriental
continues downward on the Carrolson vein. Reconstructing its origin,
it seems probable that the ore-bearing solutions rose along the Carrolson
vein to the general elevation of the 1500 level and then crossed over
through various interconnecting veinlets and shears, or along serpentine
.and granitic contacts into the main Oriental vein as well as into the

now mineralized granite. The wall-rock mineralization on and near

the 1500 station also bears this out.

From the foregoing paragraph it would seem that the most
likely area in which to find more gold ore would be in the downward
extension of the Carrolson vein, close to the serpentine contact. The
chances of finding ore appear attractive enough to fully justify the
exploration program as planned by the Dickey Exploration Company
and described in this application.

An annual inspection of the Oriental Mine was made by the Field
Officer on June 9 1976, accompanied by Mr. Donald R. Dickey, owner
of the property.

Annual Inspection

An annual inspection of the Oriental Mine was made by the Field Officer on
June 28, 1973, accompanied by Mr. Donald R. Dickey, manager of the property.

The Operator resumed exploration and mining operations on the property about
mid-March 1973 by reopening and rehabilitating the old upper level "Alta
Tunnel" on the Oriental vein. Exploration, by diamond drilling at this near-
surface level during April, resulted in the discovery of a low-angle (20°)
quartz vein on the footwall side of the main Oriental vein (dip 55°). A short
crosscut and drift on this vein discovered high-grade gold ore during May and
the Operator recovered about 15 ounces of gold in spectacular specimens of
gold leaf and crystals. During May and June about 150 tons of quartz vein
material was mined and stockpiled. Hand sorting of this ore resulted in the
recovery of about 150 ounces of gold that was processed by running through a
small sample crusher, amalgamation, and reduced to retort sponge. This sponge,
weighing about 160 ounces, has been shipped to ASARCO at Perth Amboy, New
Jersey, and royalties will be due when settlement is made sometime during late
July or early August. The Operator is continuing to mine the ore shoot above
the level and will soon start development to intersect the vein from a lower
level of the mine, Hand sorting of the high-grade ore will continue and the
stockpile, estimated to average about 1 ounce of gold per ton, will eventually
be transported to the Operator's mill on the property for processing.

$10,554.23. The mine is now inactive and the lower levels, including the

OME workings, are flooding. '

The Operator's letter of December 7, 1970, stated that all retort sponge had
been shipped to the smelter and only a few hundred pounds of slimes and low-
grade concentrates remained at the mill. This material is too low grade,
and the quantity is too small, to be shipped economically even if there were
a nearby smelter available. The gross value is under a hundred dollars and

the amount of royalty that might result if it could be sold would only be

In Alleghany, 200 mlles
northeast of San Francisco,
evryone, knows if the Dick-

eys quit, there will be no
reason for anyone to stay.
The hamlet of 100 persons
is one of the most remote
places in the state—60 miles
from the nearest town, Ne-
vada City—propped up on
the side of a mile-high peak
in Sierra County.

- 6, Project Results:

Discoveries - As a result of the OME project, and additional
work done at the Operator's expense, low-grade
gold ore was discovered on the 2200 level and
a high-grade ore shoot was discovered on the
2300 level in the target area. Maps showing
the exploration work are attached to the
Operator's Final Report. About 1,500 tons of
low-grade ore was mined from a raise between
the OME 2200 level and the 2050 level. About
150 ounces of gold, or an average of about 0.1
ounce of gold per ton, was recovered from this
ore., An additiomal 1,500 tons. of material of
the same average grade is indicated between the
2200 and 2050 levels. The high-grade ore shoot
discovered on the 2300 level consists of a thin
vein of gold-béaring massive arsenopyrite that
assays about 400 ‘ounces of gold and 200 ounces
of silver per ton. Several hundred tons of
lower grade material, but including the high-
‘grade vein, has been mined in a raise for about
35 feet above the level and has yielded about
3 ounces of gold and 1 ounce of silver per ton.
It is inferred that several hundred tons of
this type of ore is contained in the shoot
below the level and will be mined by winze in
the near future,. Future development and pro-
duction is economically feasible and is being
undertaken by the Operator. Additional explora-
tion below the 2300 level is warranted and is
planned by the Operator.

Certification - The above discoveries were the basis for a
’ recommendation that a Certification of Possible

The Government's lien for payment of royalties
expires on January 18, 1977, or when the sum
of $40,650,00 is fully repaid with interest
at the rate of 7 percent per annum, whichever
occurs first,

Production -~ Production subject to OME royalty from the
date of the contract to December 31, 1968,
has consisted of 690 ounces of gold and 198
eunces of silver, Additional production to
the date of this report has not been reported
by the Operator.

Royalties

Geologic Summary:

- Royalties paid the Government to date on this
production totaled $1,430.20. Future royalty
payments will be made by the smelter as they
become due,

- Gold occurs in small, high-grade pods or shoots
in quartz veins at or near the intersection of
the veins and the gabbro-serpentine contact.
The ore shoots range in size from pods a few
feet in diameter, containing a few ounces of
gold, to a shoot about 14 feet by 22 feet that
yielded about 37,000 ounces of gold. The
Oriental and Carrolson veins, in the Oriental

(at present price of $35 per ounce) from a zone
about 100 feet in width and extending from the
surface down dip about 2000 feet or an average
of about $2,500 per foot of depth.

| Enclosed is the Operator's Final Report on the subject project received in
the Field Office on December 2, 1968. I recommend that the report be accepted
and that the $200 withheld from the last voucher (March 1968) pending re-
ceipt of the Final Report be paid,

It is also recommended that a Certification of Possible Production be issued
on this project, About 1,500 tons of low-grade ore was mined between the
2050 and 2200 levels, About 150 ounces of gold was recovered from this ore

level. Royalties on this production will be paid when settlement is received
from the smelter on the retort sponge and concentrate. Additional high-
grade ore is indicated but development has not progressed to a point where
the amount can be adequately estimated.

Summary of Project

The starting date of the project was 1 February, 1967,
and it was completed in March, 1968, an extension
having been granted 12 January, 1968. The following
units of work were completed and the total contracted

The Carrolson project was initiated to develop the
Carrolson vein (lying in a hanging-wall en echelon
position to the Oriental vein) at deeper levels.

Prior to the commencement of the O0.M.E. project, the

- Carrolson shaft had been established, largely through

existing raises, from the 1300 to the 1950 level.

From this point it had been advanced to the 2050 level.
A drift was turned at this point, and the block between
the 1900 and 2050 was prospected.

The Carrolson vein on the 2050 level was strong, with
as much as 5 feet of quartz near the shaft. The vein
was, as in much of the mine, in countryrock of the
sequence of gneissic and schistose gabbro and related
schists. The footwall serpentine was encountered at a
distance of 60 feet westerly from the shaft. Some
arsenical gold ore was found a short dlstance above
the level near this contact.

During the O.M.E. project, as the shaft was sunk on the
Vein, the vein steepened and pinched and then flattened

to about 30 degrees, and swelled to 3 feet of quartz at

the 2200 level. The structure continued to thicken and
flatten to the 2300 level. The shaft at this point

dropped into the footwall of the vein and although

advanced an additional 70 feet below the station, did

not encounter any further quartz of importance. A

detailed sketch of the geology of the shaft was included

in the report to the 0.M.E. for the month of November, 1967.

The 2200 level showed the vein to have less quartz then
in the upper levels and, curiously, to have serpentine
in the hanging-wall, starting at a point about 105 feet
from the shaft. This is interpreted merely as a "slice"
between hanging-wall shears, because, rationally, the
hanging-wall serpentine should be some 100 to 300 feet
west of this point.

The 2300 level was cut in flat, irregular-shaped masses
of quartz, but as the drift proceeded westerly, the
quartz diminished and the structure became more vein-
like with walls dipping at O degrees or more.

Essentially no gold was found in the 0.M.E. portion of
the work in the deeper Carrolson vein workings, although
some arsenical mineralization was observed near the
western ends of the 2200 and 2300 levels. Further work,
including diamond drilling, after completion of the 0.M.E.
project, on the 2300 level has established the position
of the footwall serpentine some 100 feet. or so farther
west than as projected, and has demonstrated the exis-
tence of arsenical gold ore in the vicinity of

this contact.
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A detailed geologic sketch of the 2050 level was included
in the application (amended), one for the 2200 level in
the report for the month of November, 1967, and a sketch
of the 2300 level is included in this final report. The
geology of these levels is also shown on the composite

50 scale plan attached hereto. The loge of the three
dliamond drill holes on the 2300 level are also made a
part of this report, as they add further geological

data to the hbck of ground explored under the Carrolson
O.M.E. project.

Summary of Operating Conditions

It 1s felt by the Dickey Exploration Company that the
work on the Carrolson Vein has been successfully com-
pleted. The progress made was up to expectations with
minor delays brought about by the Company's desire to
do additional work outside the basic contract. On
completion of the 2200 foot level time was taken to
explore the serpentine contact up-to the 2050 level.
Some minor values were found at this time, but were
not deemed significant. What was significant in hind-
slght was the indication of a slice between hanging-
wall shears, and the narrow band of serpentine in the
foot-wall. This band of serpentine aligned itself with
the workings above and confused us as to the true
location of the foot-wall body. Extra time spent at
thils horlzon allowed water to be drawn off and a "cone"
to form. : .

The shaft was then sunk to the full contract level. A
request was made and granted to establish a level at

2300 rather than at 2350. The reasons for this change

were spelled out in the initial request, and at this

point I feel they were justified and helped us considerably.
The 0.M.E. drifting allowance was then completed at this
horizon. The result was both disappointing and. confusing.
The veln had become extremely weak and the Company felt a
final report and evaluation could not be made without fur=-
ther study and exploratory work. The Dickey Exgoration
Company at this time undertook a modest diamond drilling
program. No parallel structures were found in the hanging-
wall or footwall of the vein. A third hole was drilled to
search for the true foot-wall serpentine. It was located over
a 100 feet away from where expected. At this point the
Company felt justified in extending the 2300 foot level

to this contact. On approaching the contact, the vein
strength increased and values were found. At thils time
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the picture is still not clear, but values are such to
encourage further work, which is currently being
carried out. Two shipments of retort sponge are being
processed by the American Smelting and Refining Co.

The Company currently is holding two tons of concentrate
with an epproximate value of 25 ounces per ton. We also
have 100 ounces of gold in amalgam being processed at
the Mine. 1In rough figures the Company has extracted
10,000 dollars from less than 200 tons of ore mined.

As stated above the vein is not very strong in this .
area, but the nature of the ore is interesting and
remains more or less constant for 50 or more feet in
dip. The ore is not pocket material so familiar in -
the Alleghany district. If we are lucky this showing
should lead us to a sizable enrichment of hi-grade.

During the period covered by this contract very
pleasant relations were enjoyed with the local field
representative, and the requests made to Washington
were expeditiously handled. It is so difficult to
foresee problems before they arise and a small company
is so often hinderéd unless decisions can be

. quickly made.

Detailed production records are being kept and
royalties are being paid as checks return from the
smelter. Only one market is currently being used.

The following report covers the operation  of the

and the majority of September. As I stated in my last
letter to you, we have moved to the 2300 foot level.
It was necessary for us to shoot up the bottom in order
to lay rail preparatory to driving for the serpentine
contact discovered when diamond drilling. This work
has been completed and as of last week we had reached
the target zone. Your latest map of the 2300 foot
level shows the geology as i1t was when we started the
drift extension. After firing two rounds we had very
little quartz left. It looked extremely discouraging
except that the'fault was strong, gouge was present on
both walls and there was a great deal of alteration in
the wall rock. We drove in excess of 100 feet with:
the vein swelling and pinching from nothing to maybe
8 inches. Two rounds before we hit the serpentine we
found an increase in all the sulphides and some dis-
coloration of Mariposite. Still no quartz. When we

‘hit the contact it was very definite and in one rib,

in Blue-Jay, we found massive sulphides of arsenic
along with gold. I will not attempt to put a figure

- on the amount as we do not know. However, we should

have several hundred pounds minimum, and it could run

up to a hundred dollars a pound. Really beautiful
hi-grade. Fuller and I mapped this level last Saturday
on thirty scale. I have instructed him to.combine all
levels from the 1900 down on a thirty scale geologic map.
