Justification for Denial of Application 


The property, comprising three unpatented lode mining claims and one 
unpatented placer mining claim, is located in the Browns Hill Mining 
District, Pluinas County, California. It has been prospected by a 
shallow shaft and several small trenches and pits along several quartz 
veins occurring in metasedimentary and metavolcanic rocks. 


The veins are reported to vary in width from one-half inch to 20 feet 
Outcrops of the veins are sparse, and except for trace amounts of gold 
are barren The applicant believes that observation of the surface 
exposures and remains of nearby old placer operations, indicate the 
presence of gold and silver-bearing ore shoots in the quartz veins on 
his property 


The applicant originally proposed to explore the principal vein 
(Jimmie-Boy) by crosscutting about 350 ft. to the vein and drifting 
theteon in a north, north-.east direction for about 1000 feet at an 
estimated cost of $l35362 This work would have explored the vein 
at an average depth of only about 100 feet below the surface 


A field examination of the property was made by the former Field 
Officer but a field report was not submitted by him. After discussion 
of the proposed exploration with the Field Officer, the applicant 
revised his application The revised application proposed to explore 
the main vein and adjacent veins by bulldozing trenches and digging 
shallow pits, followed by core drilling at an estimated cost of $14,384. 


A second field examination was made by the present Field Officer, who 
recommends denial of the application, because the probability of a 
significant discovery being made on the property is too remote.

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INTRODUCTION 


Mr. Charles G. de St. Maurice, 1961 Colusa Highway, Yuba City, 


California, applied to the Office of Minerals Exploration for Government 


assistance in a $135,342 program, Docket ONE-6504, to explore for gold 


and silver at the Jimmie-Boy, et al., Claims, Plumas County, California. 


The applicant inferred the presence of gold- and silver-bearing ore 


shoots in quartz veins that cross the property and wished to explore 


for these ore shoots by crosscutting to, and drifting along, the veins. 


A field examination was requested by the Office of Minerals 


Exploration and was made by Mr. Paul V. Fillo, Field Officer on 


October 31, 1965,. accompanied by Mr. St. Maurice. During the field 


examination Mr. St. Maurice, on the advice of Mr. Fillo, decided to 


revise his proposed program. The revised application was submitted on 


June 7, 1966,and consisted of bulldozing and diamond-drilling at an 


estimated cost of $14,384. Inasmuch as Mr. Fillo did not write a report 


on the property, a second field examination was requested by the Office 


of Minerals Exploration and was made by H. K. Stager, Field Officer, 


on.July 20, 1966, accompanied by Mr. St. Maurice. The area of the 


claims and the sparse exposures of the vein were examined and the 


applicant's maps and projections were studied. 
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SUNNARY 


The Jimmie-Boy, et al., Claims contain one or more quartz veins 


that cut metasedimentary and metavolcanic rocks. Outcrops of the veins 


are sparse and, except for trace amounts of gold in several test pits 


near the west boundary of the property, the quartz veins, where exposed, 


are barren. The results of the two field examinations indicate that the 


metal content of the veins is too low to be of economic interest. 


•	
The applicant first proposed to explore the veins by driving a 


crosscut adit 350 feet to the principal vein and then drifting along 


the vein about 1,000 feet. In the revised application he later proposed 


to bulldoze several trenches or test pits along the veins and then drill 


several holes to determine the dip and thickness of the veins about 100 


feet below the surface. The low grade of the quartz veins, where 


exposed on the property, and the lack of any known ore shoots on the 


veins to be explored do not justify Government participation in an 


exploration project. for gold on the Jimmie-Boy Claims. There is no 


geologic evidence to indicate the presence of minable gold ore bodies 


on the property or in the near vicinity. 


RECONNENDATIONS 


It is recommended that the application for Government assistance 


in an exploration project on the Jimmie-Boy, et al., Claims be denied 


on.the basis that the probability of discovering , gold-bearing ore bodies 


of minable grade and size is too remote. 	 : 
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LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES 


The Jimmie-Boy, et al., Claims are in Sec. 31, T. 22 N., R. 8 E., 


MDBM, the Browns Hill Mining District, , on the north side of Pinchard 


Creek, a tributary of the South Branch of the Middle Fork of the Feather 


River, in the Sierra Nevada at an altitude of about 5,000 feet, Plumas 


County, California (Fig. 1). 


To reach the property, that is about 44 miles northeast of Oroville, 


the nearest supply center, go east on a paved county road 23 miles to 


Feather Falls, then northeast about 18 miles on a graded dirt road to 


the LaPorte-Cascade county road, turn left (northwest) toward Cascade 


and go about 3 miles to the property.

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PROPERTY 


History and Production 


Placer gold was discovered in the area in the 1850's and large 


areas along Pinchard Creek show remains of old placer workings. There 


are several old adits on small quartz veins near the property, but all 


appear to be-of small extent and to have yielded little or no production. 


There are no major mines and no known published records of mining or 


production for the district. Some placer gold has been produced but 


the quantity is not known. 


Ownership 


The property consfsts of four unpatented claims, the Jimmie-Boy 


Nos. 2, 3, and 6 lode claims and the J. B. placer claim. These claims 


are recorded in Quincy, California, as follows:

The Jimmie-Boy Nos. 2 and 3 claims were located and recorded by the 


United Mining Co., Marysville, California, on November 26, 1957. Title 


to these two claims was transferred to the applicant on August 28, 1964, 


and recorded in Vol. 166, page 1498. The Jimmie-Boy No. 6 lode and J. B. 


placer claims were located and recorded by the applicant on September 16, 1965. 
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Financial Eligibility 


The applicant furnished evidence, accompanying the original and 


revised applications, that he was unsuccessful in securing loans for 


either program from two banks. He proposed to furnish his share of 


exploration costs by use of money and credit available to him. 


Development 


The property, is developed by a shallow prospect shaft and several small 


pits along several quartz veins near the west edge of the Jimmie-Boy No. 3 


Claim. There are no underground workings and no mining equipment or 


surface facilities on the claims. The applicant owns an adjoining 118th 


section of patented land upon which he is building a sunimer home and 


from which he has cut and sold much of the mature timber. 


GEOLOGY 


Geologic Setting 


The Jimmie-Boy Claims are on the south slope of Browns Hill Ridge 


in an area of moderate relief. The area is covered by dense timber and 


deep soil. Because of the cover there are few outcrops. From sparse 


exposures in prospect pits, old placer areas, and stream beds it appears 


that much of the claim area is underlain by shales or slates of probable 


Carboniferous age and metavolcanic rocks of probable Jurassic-Triassic 


age. These rocks are intruded by small masses of diorite and thin quartz 


veins of Tertiary age. The shales exposed in prospect pits at the west 


edge of the property strike northeast and dip 750 SE. 
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Ore Deposits 


The quartz veins that cut the shale and metavolcanic rocks on the 


Jimmie-Boy Claims contain trace amounts of gold and sulfides of base 


metals. The poorly exposed veins in the eastern part of the area crop 


out as massive white quartz, 8 to 12 feet in width, and are completely 


barren of visible gold or other minerals. The veins at the western edge 


of the property, and exposed in the several shallow prospectpits, are 


3 to 8 feet in thickness and contain trace amounts of base metal sulfides 


and oxides. They strike east or northeast and dip about 750 NW. No 


gold has been produced from the veins and no ore shoots are known. The 


old placer workings along Pinchard Creek have been worked to a depth 


of from 1 to 15 feet but the grade and quantity of gold-bearing gravel 


is not known. 


Sampling 


Mr. Fillo took several samples of the most favorable-appearing 


quartz vein material exposed in the prospect pits on the Jimmie-Boy 


Claims. Assays of these samples indicated only trace amounts of gold 


present. No attempt was made to sample or test any of the placer material. 


The applicant infers that the placer deposit resulted from the weathering 


of the quartz veins on the property but there is no evidence to support 


this source and it is highly questionable. 
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Ore Reserves 


There are no reserves of ore-grade gold-bearing vein material 


exposed on the Jimmie-Boy Claims. There is probably some placer 


material that is gold-bearing but the quantity and grade has not been 


determined. There are no indications that gold-bearing ore shoots of 


minable grade occur in the quartz veins exposed on the property.

The above subject property was examined October 31, 1965 by the Field 
Officer accompanied by the applicant, Mr. Charles G. de St. Maurice. 
Upon completing my field examination, the applicant realized that his 
program of crosscutting and drifting was untimely. 


After discussing with the applicant what should be done to explore the 
property, he has decided to submit a revised application which will 
include bulldozer work for trenching, sampling of the vein and diamond 
drilling. Since the quartz vein is obscured by overburden, the trench-
ing will determine the continuity of the vein as well, as the width. 
The next step would be a sampling program, and if the assays have a 
significant showing, drilling would follow to check the extension in 
depth, width, and values. 


Several samples were taken of the quartz vein where it was exposed in 
the open cuts, during the field work to determine if the gold and silver 
quartz vein carries any values. The show' ing of sulfides was insignifi-
cant and in all probability the samples are low grade. 


The applicant was advisd to submit three bulldozer bids and three 
diamond drill bids with his revised application.
