Of course the applicant will have engineering and competent 
assistance, and the approximate cost should be $150. to $200. 
a day for salaries for the engineers, the partners physically 
doing the remainder of the work that may be required. 


It is respectfully submitted that upon an expeditious granting 
of the application for the financial assistance in the exploration in 
this matter, the results to the Government and the benefits will redound 
to both the Government and the applicant.
