to find and mine as a result of the proposed work. High-grade gold
and silver is indicated by the assays, but no information is given

as to how the samples were taken or what they represent. Many of

the estimated cost items would not be allowable under an exploration
contract.

liberately obliterated by working or caving of surface rocks
and soil, miners leaving without a trace of work shoving.

this proceedure was resorted to in the early 50's to protect

a discovery, due to absence of mining laws. vhenever a pros-
pect was deserted for a few days, new miners could take possess-
ion, hence camoflage was the only means of holding. the story
goes that tliey came back a year or tuo later but could never
find the location, though a mark was left on a tree nearby. L
have found an overhanging cedar with a large gash merk on it.
Hy discovery was made through a redent hole through which 1
could make out a hand drilled, unshot, vowder hole about 18
inches decp, glegar evidence of former mining activity, particu-
larly since 2#3und a '"spoon” made of 3/8 inch steel. Subse~
quently the cut was cleaned and deepened and vein followed over
apex to find dip and strike. Due to an intrusion at this
point of several large manganese veins, or to some

#1. Sample taken to identify the "green sulphide", iden-
tified as "arsenical pyrite™, also its counterpart, red oxide,
(mixed iron oxide and orpiment), showing a surprising gold
content not detected in any prospector's tests.

Both materials appear to
be of sedimentary in nature. ‘There is no granite present,
at this elevation. The recent earthquake %last year), cen-
tered at Lake Tahoe was comparatively violent at this location,
particularly at Elizabeth Peak (1 mile) and at Iwain Harte where
the newly constructed concrete sewer disposal tanks sufiered
numerous, but repairable cracks. This seems to prove that
there is a link geographically with the Wevada area and one
would suppose that the Wallis vein would have something in
comnon with it.

I have found much applicable and helpful information in that
article and am deeply grateful for his publishing this research.
Un the map accompaning his article, if he were to project a line
nearly due South from his Comstock Location, another slightly
South of VWestfrom his next location on his map, he would, at the
intersection, be aple to add another triangle, approximating
the Pauline Vallis location.

" So by exposing this vein down to 2500 feet we should be able to

follow this theory for further proof. "Good Prospecting®,
ge. No geologic reports available except the foregoing. This is
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an entirely new discovery and aside from the 1853 miners,
the prospect has been only walked over and never scratched,
because sulphide materials are generally diss#ipated in the
zone of weatherlng,abouL ten feet deep, so no values were
noticed, especially since the search was for gold alone.

Since making OME application, . have found that by attacking
the problem from opposite end of the claim,costs can be cut

by over one half, potential ore tonnage ingreased many times,
time lessened by perhaps two thirds, therefore L am submitting
a rough sketch that may help you to understand the situation.

As shown by the sketch this vein runs a presently inaccessible
hog-back on a L5 degree slant to the Hiver, and could be explored
by bulldozing a road downward on a fifteen degree grade, criss
crossing the vein as many times as necessary, then short adits

in the vein could be made at any desired location.

Even if a tunnel as outlined in original application should be
decided upon later, it would: 1. Accomplish practically the same
purpose, 2. Being run at a lower elevation it would expose more
potential ore, 3. Explore new ground and ore veins.

1 will submit new plans if you adﬁise, which will eliminate the
heavy costs of the original one.

My main concern now is to transport hand tools down the slope
in order to get the samples. the terrain is all soil, rather
easy for a bulldozer to operate. Preliminary surface assays
will be forwarded immediately as obtained.
