date with a letter (copy attached) explaining why it was being returned
and suggesting that he prepare an exploration program for one of the

properties and resubmit the application. I ‘also enclosed one of the
sample cost calculations that we sometimes furnish.applicants to help
them prepare their cost estimates. The net result appears to. have
done little more than arouse Mr. Baker's ire. The application was
received again on September 13, .and I believe the next contact with'
Mr. Baker should be from the Washington, D. C. office. Only one copy
of the material was submltted but we have made copies for field
office use. - : ‘ :

You will note that Mr, Baker has largely missed the point of my

letter and still believes OME should help 'him buy. the milling and
concentrating equipment for his use in a sampling program of some kind
on his claims. Copper and zinc appear to be the only metals present in
significant amounts and he has not furnished any information as to how
they occur, nor has he presented an exploration plan of any type.
Inasmuch as Mr. Baker's sole income consists of Social Security and
Industrial Disability Insurance payments of barely subsistence level,
it is difficult to see how he could furnlsh half the cost of an
exploration program of any size.
