Justification for DenialofApplication 


The purpose of the $62,725.00 project proposed by the Applicant is to 
explore on the lowest (No. 7) adit level of the Blue Light (Silverado) 
Mine by 1000 feet of crosscutting and drifting for silver-gold-copper- 
bearing lead-zinc ore bodies 300 feet below the deepest stopes (No. 5 
adit level) along the Blue Light quartz-calcite vein which occupies a 
bedding-plane fault in quartzite of the Bedford Canyon formation of 
Triassic age. 


The seven ore bodies mined in the upper workings ranged from a few 
inches to 6 feet in width, 20 to 100 feet in strike length, and were 
mined as much as 200 feet down the 300 dip. Total production probably 
does not exceed 10,000 tons averaging 0.06 oz. gold and 25 oi. silver 
per ton, 47 lead, and 137 zinc. Total value may have been about 
$200,000 which would have little more than paid the total costs of 
previous exploration, development, mining, milling, and marketing the 
ore, 


At the level of proposed exploration the silver content is expected to 
be less and the zinc content more than the average of the ore mined, 
judging from conditions at the Old Dominion Mine about 10 miles distant. 


The target of the proposed wok is in one of two projected locations 
depending on whether or not the vein has been faulted. No direct 
- evidence is available but the Applicant considers faulting to be 
probable and has designed the project on that premise without any 
allowance for an additional 200 feet of crosscutting to the unfaulted 
projection.







The Applicant has indicated 'orally and by letter that he is not 
interested in a less costly drilling program, a more informative 
revieed drifting program, or a less extensive drifting program. 


Bids for the proposed work indicate that rehabilitation costs 
will exceed the Applicant's estimate,* 


Con's idering. the small size Of the known ore bodies, their low 
silver at gold content,. the expected decrease of silver and 
increase of zinc at the depth of proposed e*loration, and the 
tenvous geological evidence for the projected position of the 
vein, I concur in the Field Officer's conclusion that the 
probability of a discovery of silver-gold ore comensurate in 
value with the high exploration costs is poor.

Enclosed is an application for exploration assistance from 
Mr. Clinton C. Jenkins, 378 South 1100 East, Springville, Utah 
received in the Field Office on November 13, 1967. 


The application is fairly well prepared but lacks Consent to Lien 
and Subordination Agreements, or a statement that the owner will 
sign an agreement if a contract is approved. About half of the 
work proposed is rehabilitation of old workings, and this proportion 
(to the new work) would need adjustment, if a contract is approved. 
The deposit appears to be similar to that at the nearby Old Dominion 
Mine, ONE-6517, although it has a higher production. A geologic 
report is lacking.	 .

3. Physical Description: 


(a) Ebchibit No. , enclosed herewith, is a plan of the under-ground work-
ings on the property described in this application. As is evident, all ore 
production has come from the workings on the Dunlap Bluelight Mine claim.. 
There are no useable production facilities on the property, at the present 
time.


(b). All development and production, to-date on subject property, has, 
been accomplished by the Blue Light Silver Mines Co., excepting one car of 
ore (42.756 tons), which Ishipped in 1954. 


(c) Past production of subject property has been estimated at approx-
imately 25,000 tons of crude ore. EXhibit No , , enclosed herewith, is a 
compilation of smelter returns over an eleven year period and a copy of my

(d) There are no known ore reserves on the property, that have been 
delineated by underground development. 


(e) As per excerpts from the 'California Journal of Mines and Geology', 
April, 1943, edition; and 'The Counties of California Mineral Resources and 
Mineral Production', during the year 1947, quote: "Lead, zinc, silver, and 
copper ore are found in a mineralized zone on the west slope of the Santa. 
Ana Mountains • This two mile wide belt extends for a distance of about 10 
miles from Santiago Creek, north to Silverado Canyon. The ore is found in 
the argihites and quartzites of the Bedford Canyon formation (Triassic), 
the andesites of the Santiago Peak volcanics (Jurrassic), and in small in-
trusive bodies." 


At the Blue Light Mine, "TWO paraflellodes, known as the Blue Light 
lode and the Dike vein, occur in the metamorphic rocks • The Blue Light vein 
has been the most productive and has been extensively developed along its 
outcrop for a considerable distance. The vein has a width of 2 feet to 6 


feet. The ore is silver-bearing galena, associated with zincblende and py-
rite. Seven known orebodies have been developed on the Blue Light lode. 
The Blue Light vein strikes N 160 E and dips 300 to 400 East. The vein, 
developed by seven tunnels, has an average width of 4 feet. At an elevation

of 3000 feet, No. 2 tunnel has been driven south on the vein 350 feet. No. 3 
tunnel, which is 50 feet in elevation below No. 2 tunnel, is a cross-cut 20Q' 
feet to the vein. No 4 tunnel is located on south workings at an elevation 
of 2700 feet. A cross-cut tunnel, driven east 700 feet, at 400 feet from 
portal, cuts vein. No. 5 tunnel, at an elevation of 2764. feet, was driven 
south on the vein:for 1200 feet. There is a raise from No. 5 tunnel level, 
in ore, to No. 3 tunnel level. The orebody developed is 4 to 6 feet in 
width, and is reported to assay 0.25 oz. in gold, 25 to 50 oz. in silver, 
3 percent lead, with 10 percent zinc. The orebody is developed 60 to 100 
feet in length; average width 4 feet. No. 7 tunnel, which is in Pine Can-
yon at an elevation of 2460 feet, is driven 1200 feet south on Blue Light 
vein. The No. 7 tunnel level is 300 feet in elevation below No. 5 level.

My considered appraisal of this property, is that the mineralization 
is assocaiated with shear zones in the quartzite which are essentially 
parallel to the bedding_planes and, that there are at least two major hor-
izons inwhich deposition has occured.	 aei CJ I k' v's ? 


(f) Exhibit No. 6 1 enclosed herewith, is a section of the mine workings 
(taken from A to At, at right angle to the strike of the ore zone). 


It is my contention that the 700j.eNel is not properly positioned to 
intersect the probable extension of the main ore zone, as mined down to 
the 500 level. 


I have been unable to find a stratum on the property that would serve,9 
as a reliable marker bedding, so as to be able to properly identify ones 
relative position in the geologic section. In the absence of such a bed-
ding, I have deduced that the ore encountered in the raise from the 700: 
to the 500 level, probably is the faulted section of the main ore zone 
and is off-set as noted on Exhibit No. 6. 


The entire underground development plan, as hereinafter set forth, is. 


based upon the premise that: 


(a)The tonnage and grade of ore, mined to-date on this property, is 
sufficient to catagorize said property as a potential producer. 


(b)The fact that no significant ore bodies were encountered on the ) 
700 level, is not of any moment, because it appears very improbable that 
said level is properly positioned to intersect the main ore zone, as mined 
down to the 500 level. 


As can be seen on the map of the workings (Exhibit No. 4), the 700 
level was first run-in 100 feet on a bearing of 5 660 W. Upon not finding 
ore, a cross-cut was driven 100 feet S 24° E, where a thin bed of ore was 
encountered. The location of this ore apparently was interpreted as in-
dicating the correct ore zone and the 700 level, thereafter, was driven

In my opinion, it is very significant that ore was encountered in the 
rake from the 700 to the 599 level, and serves as the most reliable in-
dicator of the extension of the 500 level ore bodies. 


(g) Please refer to (e) above. 


4. Accessibility of Propertyr. 


(a)At such time that an OME representative wishes to examine subject 
property, I (the Applicant) will make myself available and meet said rep-
resentative at the Standard Service Station in Silverado. 


The property is accessible (normally) by any vehicle, however, at the 
present time (due to some road repair being necessary) it will require a 
4-wheel drive vehicle. The mine is located just one and one half miles off 
the paved highway. 


The immediate surface development at the South Workings and the No. 700 
level, back to 800 feet in from the portal, are the only parts of the mine 
workings that are presently accessible (either due to caving and or water). 


(b)The shipping point for ore from the mine is The Atchison, Topeka 
& Santa Fe Railway depot at Santa Ana. It is located approximately 22 miles 
from the mine. 


Supplies and mine equipment are readily available in Santa Ana and or 
Los Angeles. 


5. EXploration Work: 


(a) Please refer to Exhibit No. 4 (the plan map of all underground 
workings) to trace the course of the planned development. 


1. The object of said development is to initially reach a point (as 
well as can be determined at this time) approximately 150 feet S 570 E of 
the raise which connects the 700 level with the 500 level. This is the 
expectable locus of the extension of the 500 level ore zone. 


From a position 800 feet in from the portal of the 700 level, the tar-
get area can be reached by either of two alternate routes: one being that of 
mucking out and retinibering the 700 level back to said raise (400 1 ) and 
then crosscutting to the ore zone (150'), or driving a drift diagonally 
from said 800 foot position, directly to the target area (420').

In my my opinion the first-mentioned route would be the most desirable, 
if practical, however, if undue trouble was encountered on said course, 
the second-mentioned course could be initiated, at whatever position it 
appeared infeasible to advance in the existing drift. 


It is anticipated that after reaching the target area, up to - 500 feet of 
long-holing will have to be done to adeqaately satisfy oneself of being 
in the proper zone and to prospect the surrounding area.

After accomplishing the aforementioned work (whether in ore, or not), 
it is planned to continue drifting south-westerly along the ore zone for 
approximately ','5$0 feet, so as to prospect the entire zone where ore exten-
tions from the upper levels , of the. mine might be encountered. 


During, or at the conclusion of the last-mentioned footage (approxi-
mately 580 feet), it is anticipated that an additional 500 feet of long-
holing would be desirable in order to. more thoroughly explore and define 
the ore bearing potential of the ground that had been opened up. 


In my opinion any dveloznent, short of that recommended above, would 
jeopardize the success of the venture, and materially increase the risk of 
any monies expended; in addition to increasing the unit cost of development 
because of the initial set-up cost. 


The entire drift, aforedescribed, should be dimensioned to approximate-
ly 5' x ..

&LVFRADO - While excited 
tumors of a rich silver s"ike 
above the old Blue Light Mine 
sweep through this quiet com-
munity, the clank of machinery 
can be heard in the canyon as 
exploration work begins. 


Officials of the Miracle Min-
ing & Development Co. of Salt 
Lake City hauled tons of equip-
ment up a rugged trail Tuesday 
to tunnel deeper into the south 
slope of the canyon in a search 
for silver. 


As citizens in Cabinland, 
Shadybrook and Mine Tract 
gossip about the "rich new vein 
of silver" unearthed recently by 
a bulldozer operator, H a r r y 
Weiss, general manager of the 
mining company, and Frank 
Gottlob, his mine foreman, 
quietly work. 


Weiss explained that his firm 
has been hired by Clinton Jen- 
kins, a mining operator from 
Springville, Utah, to "rehabili- 
tate 800 feet of the original Blue 
Light Mine tunnel and extend it 
550 feet further."

I have completely reviewed the subject application, and the revised 
proposal offered by the applicant as a result of the denial, and find 
no justification for changing my previous recommendation. 


No new geologic evidence has been presented and it appears that the 
applicant has done little more than place all of his eggs in one basket 
and is now gambling that a minable ore body will be found by 500 feet 
of long-hole drilling at the end of a 420-foot crosscut through barren 
ground. He infers the faulted position of the vein without any direct 
evidence of faulting, and if the vein has not been faulted the crosscut 
will lack about 200 feet of reaching the target. The revised proposal 
does not offer to do the same work at less cost; it merely eliminates 
580 feet of drifting on the vein and 500 feet of long-hole drilling, 
thereby reducing the probability of discovering a mnable ore shoot by 
more than half. The cleanup costs for 850 feet of old workings has 
been increased from $5.00 per foot to $6.50 per foot. Drifting has 
been eliminated and crosscutting increased from 150 feet to 420 feet 
with only ,a slight reduction in cost per foot (from $50.00 per foot to 
$47.50 per foot). Long-hole drilling has been reduced from 1,000 feet 
to 500 feet but the cost estimate increased from $2.00 per foot to 
$2.50 per foot. 


About 2,00 feet of old workings on the 700 level, most of which 
consisted of drifting on the ore-bearing structure, failed to discover 
minable ore. It is not probable that a new 420-foot crosscut and '500 
feet of drilling will find a minable ore shoot, but if a shoot of the 
average size and grade mined in the old upper workings (about 2,000 tons) 
is found, the value at today's metal prices would be about $80 per ton, 
or a total of about $160,000.00. After freight (to Salt Lake City, Utah),







S 


and milling and smelting charges, this ore would have a net value 
subject to ONE royalties of about $50 per ton. From this ore ONE 
might receive royalties of about $2.50 per ton, or a total of about 
$5,000.00.. The proposed revised project would cost about $30,000.00, 
or $22,500.00 in Government participation. 


Ore mined by the applicant in 1954 had a gross value of about $26 per 
ton and, after deductions of $14 per ton for freight, milling, and 
smelting, yielded about $12 per ton which probably did not cover the 
cost of mining and resulted in a net loss to the operator. Mining 
costs, in the mine area today, probably would exceed $20 per ton and 
ore with a value of less than $50 per ton would not pay its way. 


All of the items listed in the Justification for Denial of Application 
(dated February 19, 1968), except for the applicant's interest in a 
less costly program, are still valid and I recommend that the revised 
proposal also be denied.

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INTRODUCTION 


Mr. Clinton C. Jenkins, 3'78 South 1100 East, Springville, Utah 84663, 


applied to the Office of Minerals Exploration for Government assistance in 


an exploration project, Docket ONE-6669, to explore for silver at the Blue 


Light Silver Mine, Orange County, California. The applicant infers the, 


presence of minable silver-bearing ore shoots along a fault cutting quartzite 


and wishes to explore for these ore shoots by rehabilitating old mine 


workings and driving a new crosscut and drift. 


A field examination was requested by the Office of Minerals Exploration 


and was made by U. K. Stager, Field Officer, on January 19, 1968, accompanied 


by the applicant. The applicant's maps, cross sections, and assay data were 


examined and compared with exposures on the property. All of the upper 


levels of the mine and most of the lowest level, from which exploration was 


planned, were caved and inaccessible. Although partly caved and flooded, 


about 800 feet of the lower adit was accessible for study and sampling. 


Three samples were taken and the assays are included in this report. 


SUMMARY 


The Blue Light Silver Mine contains several small to medium-sized shoots 


of dense, fine-grained, silver-lead-zinc ore along a fault cutting quartzite. 


The results of the examination indicate that the ore shoots at the level of 


the planned exploration are smaller, lower in silver content, and higher 


in zinc content than the ore shoots mined from the upper levels of the mine. 


The applicant proposes to explore for the downward continuation of ore 


shoots mined on the upper levels by rehabilitating about 1,200 feet of old 


workings, driving 730 feet of new crosscut and drift, and drilling about 


1,000 feet of long holes, at a total cost of , about $62,725.00. 
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S 
The eligibility of the planned exploration, on the basis of the 


probable silver content of the ore that might be discovered, is questionable 


and the probability of discovering sufficient reserves to repay the 


Government's contribution is low. 


RECOMMENDATIONS 


It is recommended that the application be denied on the basis that 


the geologic probability of discovering sufficient ore reserves to repay 


the amount of the Government's contribution is too low. 


LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES 


The Blue Light Silver Mine is in sec. 14, T. 5 5., R. 7 E., SBBM, 


Santa Rosa mining district, Orange County, Calif. (Fig. 1), on the west 


flank of the Santa Aria Mountains, at an altitude of about 3,000 feet. 


To reach the property, that is about 15 miles east of Orange (the 


closest major town), drive 11 miles east on the Silverado-Modjeska Road to 


Silverado Canyon, turn left (east) and drive up Silverado Canyon about 


4 miles to the end of the paved road at Pine Canyon, then turn south up 


Pine Canyon on a steep mine access road about 1 mile to the property. All 


but the last half a mile of road is passable to ordinary passenger cars, 


and the drive from Orange required about 30 minutes. The last half a mile 


of road requires a four-wheel drive vehicle as there are several bridges 


out and much of the road is steep, sloughed in, and overgrown with vegetation. 


Mail and telephone services are available in the small settlement of 


Silverado (3 miles) and all other services, supplies, labor, and materials 


are available in the nearby cities of Orange and Santa Ana. Ample water is 


available from streams and flooded mine workings on the property. Assay 


services are available in Los Angeles (40 miles).

PROPERTY 


History and Production 


The Blue Light Mine, formerly known as the Silverado Mine, was 


discovered in the 1870's and the first two claims were patented in 1879 


and 1880. The mine was operated by the Western Zinc Mining Company from 


1906 to 1908. A mill was built and six cars of lead and zinc concentrates 


were shipped. The property was idle until 1913 when it was acquired by 


W. H. Thorpe of Los Angeles, who installed a 50-ton-per-day flotation 


plant and operated the property until 1919. A total of five cars of lead 


and zinc concentrates were shipped in 1917. The Blue Light Silver Mines 


Company, the present owners, purchased the property in 1919. During the 


period 1935-1946 about 1,600 tons of ore was shipped that yielded about 


$35,000 in net proceeds. The applicant leased the property for a short	 /Ic 


period in 1954 and shipped one car of ore (42 tons) that yielded $510 in 


net proceeds. The property has been idle since 1954. Total production 


has probably not exceeded 10,000 tons of ore.

The Blue Light Mine has been developed by 7 adits with about 6,000 


feet of drifts and crosscuts on 5 levels connected by raises and winzes.

Except for about 800 feet of drift on the 700 level, all of the underground00 


workings are inaccessible because of caving. There are no surface or 


underground facilities or equipment in useable condition. The old 


50-ton-per-day mill and flotation plant is a fire hazard, and the machinery 


has no value except as scrap iron. The roads to the adit portals are 


washed out, sloughed in, and overgrown by vegetation. 


GEOLOGY 


Geo logic Setting 


The mine is in an area of high relief and the surface is almost 


completely covered by dense brush. The rocks exposed in the vicinity of 


the mine are chiefly thin-bedded quartzite and other metasedimentary rocks 


of the Bedford Canyon Formation of Triassic age. These rocks strike about 


northeast and dip 20°-50° SE. 


The metasedimentary rocks are cut by several bedding-plane shears 


or faults that dip from 30° to 450 SE. It is along these faults that the 


silver-lead-zinc ore bodies occur. 


Ore Deposits 


The ore bodies that have been mined occur in veins of silver-lead-


zinc-bearing material that is localized along the principal faults. The 


Blue Light vein has been the most productive and has been explored for a 


length of 4,500 feet along a strike of N. 16° E. and down a dip of about 


30° SE. for about 700 feet. The ore ranges from a few inches to 6 feet in 
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thickness and, where mined, has averaged about 4 feet. Ore shoots range 


in length from 20 to 100 feet and have been mined down dip as much as 


200 feet. Seven ore shoots are reported to have been mined from the Blue 


Light vein. A second ore-bearing structure, known as the Dike vein, is 


parallel to the Blue Light vein and has yielded some ore from workings in 


the south end of the mine. Ore minerals are argentiferous galena and 


sphalerite. Gangue minerals are pyrrhotite, pyrite, quartz, and some 


calcite. The ore, in general, is dense and fine-grained. Average grade 


of the ore mined from the upper levels is reported to be about 0.06 ounce 


of gold and 25 ounces of silver per ton, 4 percent lead, and 13 percent 


zinc. Samples taken during the field examination of mineralized material 


exposed on the 700 level indicate an average content of 0.08 ounce of gold 


and 4.2 ounces of silver per ton, 0.7 percent lead, and 12 percent zinc.

Ore Reserves 


The applicant stated that there are no known ore reserves on the 


property that have been delineated by underground development. Areas of 


the old upper workings, from which ore has been mined, are inaccessible 


and therefore no estimate of indicated reserves could be made during the 


field examination. No minable ore is exposed in the accessible part of 


the 700 level and the mineralized material sampled indicates the shoots 


are small and low grade. It is reasonable to infer that downward contin-


uations of ore shoots, mined in the upper levels, have been faulted into 


the area indicated by the applicant and that these ore shoots may be about 


equal in tonnage to these already mined (about 10,000 tons), but past 


experience in the district indicates that the grade of the ore may be 


much lower with more zinc and less lead and silver. This ratio of low 


silver and lead to high zinc is also indicated by assays of samples taken 


during the field examination.


EXPLORATION 


Applicant's Proposal 


The applicant proposed to explore the Blue Light Mineby rehabilitating 


1,200 feet of old workings on the 700 level, crosscutting 150 feet to the 


projected position of a faulted segment of the vein, drifting 580 feet on 


the vein, and drilling 1,000 feet of long holes. Total cost was estimated 


at $62,725.00. Bids by two mining contractors were submitted after the 


field examination and indicate that the original estimates were low and 


that the cost would be considerably higher. The applicant stated his 


unwillingness to undertake any less extensive project than that proposed.

I am in receipt of your letter of November 24, 1967, in which yous. 
additional information in order to continue processing the abovecaptioned 
application. Following hereafter is the data requested: 


1. Financial Eligibility: 


As you state, it is probably true that my request for mine development 
funds, to two banks, offered terms that would be unacceptable to any bank. 
Unfortunately I am unable to furnish sufficient collateral to cover the loan 
requested, and I am not financially positioned to guarantee repayment. t 
represented the risk involved, honestly, and was forthright in stating the 
logical circumstances that would permit repayrzent of said loan. 


The statement by the First Security Bank of Utah, to the effect that my fur-
ther inquiry would be welcome if I were unable to arrange a loan elsewhere 
and if conditions effecting this type of financing become more favorable, 
constitutes little more than a good will gesture and I am quite sure you are 
sufficiently aware of bank lending policies to appreciate this. 


Enclosed herewith are two copies of a financial statement which reflects my 
present financial position. 


2. Applicant's Rights in Land: 


A Lien and Subordination Agreement can and will be obtained from the 
Lessor, in the event a contract is approved. 


3. Physical Description: 


During the year 1954, prior to major caving in the mine, I made a fault 
plane observation which I deemed pertinent to the termination and possible 
continuation of the No. 500 level ore bodies. Said fault plane observation 
was made in the No. 500 level adit, approximately 70 feet northerly from the 
collar of the raise which connects the No. 700 level with the No. 500 level. 
The strike of the fault plane was observed to be approximately N 20 0 E and 


dip about 700 easterly. Striations on the hanging wall of the fault were 
nearly vertical.

Due to the inaccessability- of the greater part of the existing mine workings, 
because of water and or caving, it is not possible to furnish additional 
fault movement data which would enhance ones'ne understanding of the problem 
at hand.. Some planes of movement are exposed in the No. 700 level adit, 
however I do not feet they are close enough to the area in question to be 
regarded as reliable guides to dislocations within the area ear-marked for 
exploration. 


In formulating the hypothesis that the ore in the No. 700 level raise is a 
faulted continuation of the ore mined down to the No. 500 level, I took into 
consideration the following: 


Ore appears to have been mined from two distinct horizons on the No. 500 
level. This is evidenced by the existence of a stope (Mexican Winze) off 
the No. 500 level workings, situated approximately 150 feet northerly of 
the collar of the raise which connects the No. 700 level with the No. 500 
level; a'd astope also mined from the No • 500 level, located approximately 
130 feet N 300 W from the intersection of said Mexican Winze, with the No. 
500 level, These two ore occurrences could be synon'inous with the ore 
shoot exposed on the No. 700 level (near the raise to the No. 500 level)) 
and the ore exposed in the raise (approximately mid-way between the two 
levels:). The horizontal distance between the two ore occurrences on the 
No. 500 level is in reasonable agreement with that on the No. 700 level, 
if the ore between the two levels is projected down to the elevation of 
the No. 700 level. 


Relative to your inquiry concerning the location of the Blue Light and Dike 
veins; the Blue Light Vein is related to the number 200, 300, 400 and 500.

5. Exploration Work: 


I fail to see the merits of your suggestion 1 namely, that at coordinate 
600 S 400 E. a crosscut be driven 70 feet S 45" E; thence drifting 370 
feet to the initial objective. 


1st reason: this ground has already been explored by the old No. 700 level 
drift and holds no reasonable expectation for ore discovery, as the No. 500 
level in this area was barren. 


2nd reason: either of the routes outlined in my application will cross-cut) 
the formations in an area that has been productive on and above the No. 500 
level and therefore constitutes sound judgment. In addition I can see no 
savings in costs, as related to subject suggestion.

Relative to the merits of diamond drilling; in my opinion, if diamond drill-
ing were to be considered, holes at least 400 feet in length would have to 
be planned. Never is one hole conclusive, therefore if four or five holes 
were drilled in an effort to define the ore-bearing potential of the initial 
target area, at $10.00 per foot one would have expended enough money to drive 
the drift, as planned. I cannot see any virtues in diamond drilling, in this

Item 5.

Said paragraph indicates two routes that might be taken to reach the initial 
target area. Route No. 1 (first-mentioned) entails a 1+00 foot advance in 
the existing No. 700 level adit (which is now caved) and then a cross-cut 
of 150 feet to the target area. 


Item 5, under 7. Btimate of Costs: indicates 400 feet at $40.00/ft. - 
$16,000.00 to cover said item. 


The last paragraph of my application, page - 7 - , draws a comparison of costs, 
if the alternate route is taken. I believe a review of the above will clar-
ify this matter. It is not a rehabilitation item. It is a development item.
