Dear Mr. Mitchell:

Reference is made to your February l4th letter addressed
to our client Mrs. Lydia Respini concerning the Government
Mineral Exploration Program with the copy of your letter
mailed to me, you enclosed five counterparts of a Lien

and Subordination Agreement together with the Interior
Department Booklet on Minerals Exploration Program.

Unfortunately, I find it necessary' to recommend to Mrs.
Respini’ that she not execute the Lien and Subordination .
Agreement. Very simply, if she did execute such agreement,
she would, in effect, be creating a mortgage on her property.
Granted, there would be no personal liability assumed by her
in connection with the lien, ‘but nevertheless her property
would be encumbered by a permanent ‘lien in favor of the
United States Government. Certainly, the lien would be
discharged out of royalties should production prove fruitful.
However, until the Government obligation has been fully paid,
Mrs. Respini's land will remain subject to the lien. Further,
if the explorations prove unprofitable, there is no guaranty
that the Government will release its lien (although their
booklet indicates they will), and Mrs. Respini has no right
to compel the execution of a lien release by the Government.

In any. event, Mrs. RespJnl s property would be subject to a
lien for qulte some time. Therefore, I have advised her that
the llen and subordination agreement should not be executed,
and you may con31der thls letter as her refusal to. do so.

.I am ‘thus returning to you the flve counterparts of the Llen .
and Subordlnatlon Agreement together with the Interior Department..
pamphlet in question. I am also enclosing .a duplicate of this

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INTRODUCTION

Mr., Miles J. Mitchell, 10 Santa Margarita Drive, San Rafael, California
94901, applied to the Office of Minerals Exploration for Government assisﬁance
in an exploration project, Docket OME-6706, to exploreAfor mercury on the
Respini Ranch, Marin County, California. The applicant infers the presence
of minable mercury ore bodies along a fault zone in sandstone on the property
and wishes to explore for these ore bodies by diamond drilling from surface
and underground sites,

A review and field examination was requested by the Office of Minerals
Exploration and was made by H, K. Stager, Field Officer, on June 13, 1968,
accompanied by Mr, Miles J. Mitchell and Mr., John D. Swearingen, mining
engineer for the applicant. The applicant's maps and other data were examined
and compared with surface and underground exposures on the property.

SUMMARY

The Respini Ranch property, also known as the Franciscan Mine, contains
a poorly defined, north-striking, fault zone in sandstone and graywacke that
is sporadically mineralized with cinnabar. The applicant proposed to explore
the most favorable area by drilling 14 diamond drill holes from surface and
underground sites., Estimated total cost of the project was $37,245.00, Only
small, low grade, concentrations of mercury-bearing material are known to occur

T LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACTLITTES

The Respini Ranch is in the SWy of T. 4 N., R, 8 W., MDM, Marin County,
California (Fig. 1), along the Arroyo Sausal at an altitude of about 500 feet.

To reacﬁ the property, tha£ is about 10 miles northwest of Novato (the
closest town), drive west on the Hicks Valley Road about 8 miles, turn north
on the Point Reyes-Petaluma Road about one-half mile, then west about 2 miles
to the Barboni Ranch, continue west through the Barboni Ranch about one mile
to the Respini Ranch. Upon entering the Respini Ranch property turn right
(north) on the mine access road, down the Arroyo Sausal, aBout 2,000 feet to
the prospect area. The road is passable to ordinary passenger cars and the
drive from Novato requires about one-half hour.

All necessary serviges, supplies, equipment, and labor are available in
nearby towns, or in the San Francisco area (40 miles).

The Respini Ranch is in an area of low to moderate topography and the rocks

are covered by alluvium, slope wash, and landslide debris, Much of the surface






area is covered by dense vegetation and outcrops are sparse. The prospect
pits, adits, and road cuts expose sandstone and graywacke of the Franciscan
Formation of Jurassic or Cretaceous age. These rocks, in general, appear to
strike northeasterly and dip moderately to the southeast. A fault zone, that
strikes north and dips steeply west, cuts the sedimentary rocks at the north-
east corner of the property and it is along this fault zone that the mercury
mineralization occurs.

Ore Deposits

The mercury-bearing material that has been exposed by open pits and road
cuts consists of thin veinlets and sparse disseminations of cinnabar along

fracture surfaces and in hydrothermally altered graywacke and sandstone,

These concentrations are localized in the north-striking fault zone at the
northeast corner of the property along a strike length of about 800 feet and
across a width of about 100 feet. The largest body, near the north end of

the mineralized zone, has been partly mined by a small open pit about 20 feet
in diameter and a small stope driven upward from an adit below the pit. This
body has yielded a ngjggp§ of tons of cinnabar-bearing material that has been

retorted, or chemically treated, on the property. Recovery was poor and only

a few flasks of mercury was obtained. Only traces of cinnabar are now exposed

T e e

in the pit and adit. Traces of cinnabar are exposed in a short adit about
300 feet south of the open pit but no ore has been mined from this working.
Traces of cinnabar are also reported in the road cut at the south end of the

zone but were not observed.






Sampling

There were no samples taken during tﬁe field examination, Samples taken
by the applicant, of the best grade of material exposed in the surface and
underground workings, assayed less than 2 pounds of mercury per ton. No
cinnabar-bearing material was exposed at the time of the examination that
contains more than about 2 pounds of mercury per ton, by visual estimate.

Ore Reserves

The applicant states that as a result of some diamond. drilling in 1961
a reserve of 6,250 tons of material that averaged 2 pounds of mercury per ton
was indicated. Some of this material was subsequently high graded of the thin
veinlets of cinnabar and yielded a few flasks of mercury. Material of this
average grade cannot be considered as minable ore under current economic con-
ditions. Additional shoots of mercury-bearing material of the same grade
may be present in the deposit but the cost of exploration, mining, and treatment
would exceed the value of the mercury that might be produced.

EXPLORATION

Applicant's Proposal

The applicant proposed to explore the deposit by diamond arilling from
-surface and underground sites. About 2,700 feet of drilling in 14 holes was
proposed at a total estimated cost of $37,245,00. These holes wéuid explore
about 800 feet of strike length on the fault zone to a depth of about 200
feet below the outcrop. The target of the drill holes would be ore shoots
of sufficiently high grade to permit mining by open-pit methods; Previous
drilling (6 holes) and underground workings (2 adits totaling about 300 feet)
in the most favorable part of the deposit were not successful in finding

minable ore shoots and it is not probable that the applicant's proposed

project would be more successful,

I wish to apologize to you for the delay that we have taken in
answering your letter of April 4, 1968. Your letter was addressed
to our Salt Lake City office and was transferred down to our:Phoenix
office for handling. We operate what is known as the Southwestern
zone and it includes the state of California.

In order to give you an estimate on your diamond drilling that would
be reliable, it would be necessary for us to examine the area to be
drilled. However, we can give you a range of prices that you could
expect to prevail on this work. ‘

It has been our experience in drilling in the mercury zones of
California that you should consider using NX and BX size cores rather
than the EX and AX size that you have indicated. Generally the for-.
mation is very unstable and loosely cemented. It is difficult to
stabilize and to core. Therefore, you should consider obtaining as
large a core as possible.

In the area in which you plan to drill, you could expect a range of
prices commencing at around $7.50 per ft. to $8.00 per ft. with a
high of $10.50 to $11.00 per ft.

Although we would bé very happy to give you a proposal covering your
planned drilling -program, it would have to be with the understanding
that commencement of operations would be dependent upon the availa-
bility of equipment and personnel to carry out the work. The reason
for this is that it is an extremely busy time of the year for us and
we are limited in the number of machines and experienced personnel
that we have available at this time.

We sincerely regret the delay that has occurred in answering your
letter and trust that it did not inconvenience your request too much.

Kindly excuse the delay in forwarding additional information for my
loan application. I requested two diamond drilling estimates, as per
your request, one: from Longyear and one from Boyles Bros. Af%er a
wait over over one month, no response, I must assume. that they are
not interested in such a small contract. However the Boyles Bros
contract estimate is enclosed. Also if satisfactory details of the
contract can be. worked out, I would have no. objection to bonding for
the amount of the loans Am forwarding other data which you requested,

Regarding your question as to the reasoning for the location of the
drill holes, this was spelled out in my original application, How-
ever to repeat, we are probing a N&S fault system with a series of
inclined holes, oriented towards the fault zone, Inclined approximat-
ely 45 degrees to the east. Mercury ore was exposed at a higher elev-
ation on the zone, as stated in the applicatiom. All holes will be
collared in sandstone (Franciscan), and they will be drilled for the
purpose: to. probe: this fault at depth.

Regarding your nullification of any geological or engineering assist-
ance: for the project, speaking as a professional person, it is definet-
ely unthinkable to initiate: a: costly program such as this, relying
soley on a driller and a layman helper, for the responsibility of eval-
uating and correlating results.
