Marquis mine 


Location: Sec. 12, T. 6 N., R. 13 E., M.D.M., 2 miles 
southeast of West Point. Ownership: James M. Marquis,. 
West Point, California; leased to Dave Egenhoff and 
Robert Allen, of West Point. 


The Marquis gold mine was opened in 1945 by Mr. 
Marquis and has been intermittently worked since. Free 
gold associated with pyrite and galena are in a quartz 
vein that ranges from a few inches to 16 inches in width. 
The vein strikes in a northerly direction and dips to the 
west. Country rock is quartz-diorite and granodiorite. 
A left lateral fault with a west strike and vertical dip 
has displaced the vein by 4 feet. The principal ore shoot 
is at the intersectiOn, of the south segment of the vein 
and the fault. In place the ore shoot is about 6 feet in 
dianieter. It was mined to a height of about 35 feet above 
the 80-foot level. The ore shoot is believed to persist in 
depth (James Marquis, personal communication, 1954) 
but has not been explored.

This gold mine consists of the Bullion and Marble 
Springs claims, both of which were originally worked 
separately. The Bullion claim was mined prior to and 
during the early 1900s (Logan and Franke, 1935, P. 276). 
Mother Lode Central Mines, Inc. was organized in 1934 
and consolidated the claims. A shaft was sunk on the 
Marble Springs claim, and a considerable amount of de-
velopment work was done. Operations ceased in 1939, 
and the mine has been idle since. Occasionally the dump 
is used as a source of fill material. 


There are two veins on the property, the Marble 
Springs vein which strikes northwestward and dips 550

The Marquis gold mine was opened in 1945 by Mr. 
Marquis and has been intermittently worked since. Free 
gold associated with pyrite and galena are in a quartz 
vein that ranges from a few inches to 16 inches in width. 
The vein strikes in a northerly direction and dips to the 
west. Country rock is quartz-diörite and granodiorite. 
A left lateral fault with a west strike and vertical dip 
has displaced the vein by 4 feet.

Mother Lode Central Mines, Inc. was organized in 1934 
and consolidated the claims. A shaft was sunk on the 
Marble Springs claim, and a considerable amount of de-
velopment work was done.

Justification for Denial of Application 


The Applicant in an amended application proposed, sinking a shaft 
about 200 feet, then crosscutting and drifting several hundred feet 
to explore for gold deposits in narrow quartz veins along faults in 
quartz diorite. The total cost of the work was estimated to be 
$20,000, of which the Government's share would be $15,000. The 
original application was for a more extensive program estimated to 
cost $75,000, with the Government's share totalling $56,250. 


The property had been developed by two shafts 85 feet and 35 feet 
deep, respectively, with about 150 feet of crosâcut and drift, and 
small stopes abOve the drifts. These workings are caved and 
inaccessible. Surface facilities, including a 3-stamp mill and 
concentrating tables, are in poor condition. The Applicant had 
made no attempt to rehabilitate the underground workings or 
surface facilities in the two years since submitting the original 
application. 


No geologic or mine maps, assay data or shipment ' records were 
available for review by the Field Officer. No exposures of 
mineralized material were accessible for examination and sampling. 
Sacked or scattered ore on the surface near an old storage bin 


• ' • were sampled and assayed. Assays of four samples indicate gold 
content up to 12.53 ozs. per ton and silver 16.65 ozs. per ton. 
The Field Officer concluded that the Applicant should determine 
the property boundaries and make the workings accessible for 
inspection, mapping, and sampling. If the results of this 
preliminary work are favorable, a modest drilling program 
followed by shaft' sinking and drifting may be warranted. 


On the basis of insufficient evidence to adequately evaluate the 
Applicant's proposal, the Field Officer recommends that the 
application be denied without prejudice to the property. I concur 
in this recommendation. 	 •

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INTRODUCTION 


Mr. James M. Marquis, P.O. Box F, WestPoint, California 95255, applied 


to the Office of Minerals Exploration for Government assistance in an explora-


tion project, Docket ONE-6747, to explore for gold at the Marquis Mine, 


Calaveras County, California. The Applicant infers the presence of minable 


gold ore bodies along quartz veins in quartz diorite on the property and wishes 


to explore the deposit by sinking a shaft, drifting, and crosscutting. 


A review and field examination was requested by the Office of Minerals 


Exploration and was made by H. K. Stager, Field Officer, on May 6, 1970, 


accompanied by Mr. James M. Marquis. The Applicant's maps, reports, and assays 


were examined and four samples were taken of ore stockpiled on the property. 


SUMMARY 


The Marquis Mine contains a small gold deposit along narrow quartz veins 


in quartz diorite. There are no outcrops or underground exposures of the vein 


accessible for study, and the available information is too meager and con-


flicting to adequately appraise the potential of the deposit. 


The Applicant proposed to explore the vein by sinking a new shaft to a 


depth of about 200 feet, crosscutting and drifting, at an estimated cost of 


about $20,000, of which the Government's share would be $15,000. 


During the past two years, since the application was first submitted, 


the Applicant has made no attempt to expose the mineralized structures or to 


prepare the property for examination. If the Applicant would prepare an 


accurate map of the mine area and reopen some of the old workings to expose 


the mineralized structures for study, a small diamond drilling or drifting 


project could possibly be justified.
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RECONHENDATIONS 


It is recommended that the application be denied without prejudice on 


the basis that insufficient information is available to adequately appraise 


the potential of the property. 


LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES 


TheMarquis Mine is in sec. 12, T. 6 N.,. R. 13 E., NDM, Calaveras County, 


California (Fig. 1), in the western foothills of the Sierra Nevada at an 


altitude of about 2,700 feet. 


To reach the property, that is about 2 miles southeast of West Point (the 


closest town), drive northeast on a paved county road for 1.4 miles, turn 


right (south) and drive 1.8 miles on the partly paved and partly graded dirt 


road to Bear Creek, cross the creek and turn left up a narrow dirt road about 


0.1 mile to Mr. Marquis' home and mine. The road is passable to ordinary 


passenger cars and the drive from West Point requires about 15 minutes. 


All necessary services, supplies, equipment, and labor are available 


in Jackson, about 25 miles to the west. There is some timber and ample water 


on the property. Assay service, at a cost of about $5 per sample for gold 


and silver, is available in San Francisco (150 miles) or Mariposa (110 miles). 


PROPERTY 


History and Production 


Placer gold was discovered in the area about 1860 and there has been 


extensive placer mining along most of the streams. Several lode mines in 


the district have been worked intermittently over the past 100 years, but 


the total production has not been large. Mr. Marquis acquired the property 


in 1943, as a home site, and discovered the gold-bearing quartz vein in 1945. 
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He operated the mine intermittently in 1946-47 and leased the mine to several 


lumberjacks in 1953-54, and a small amount of ore was mined. Total production 


has been about 15 tons of ore that. averaged about 4 ounces of gold and 4 ounces 


of silver per ton. There has been no work done at the property since 1954. 


Ownership 


The property consists of 15.72 acres of patented agricultural land, 


including mineral rights, known as the Lucky Sun Ranch, and is owned by the 


Applicant. The legal description of the land was not stated in the application. 


The property is smaller in size than a standard mining claim and is surrounded 


by other privately owned land. 


Financial Eligibility 


The Applicant furnished copies of letters to four banks requesting loans 


for the proposed work and also copies of letters from. the banks denying the 


loans. The Applicant proposed to furnish his share of the exploration costs 


in cash and from the sale of ore he expected to mine during the period of the 


exploration. 


Development 


The property is developed by an inclined shaft, 85 feet in depth, and 


about 100 feet of drifting and crosscutting on the 80-foot level. A small 


amount of raising and stoping is also reported. The shaft caved in 1962 


and is inaccessible. An older prospect shaft, 35 feet in depth with about 


50 feet of drifting, was reported by the Applicant, but these workings are 


also caved and inaccessible. 


Surface facilitiesconsist of a small tool shed, ore bin, and compressor 


house all in poor condition. There is an old 3-stamp mill and concentrating 
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table, in dilapidated condition, on the property. Mr. Marquis has built a 


new home, garage, and several other buildings on the property, but these are 


not part of the mine facilities.


GEOLOGY 


Geologic Setting 


The Marquis Mine is in an area of low relief and the rocks are covered 


by alluvium, slope wash, and dense vegetation. There are no outcrops and all 


of the prospect pits, shafts, and roadcuts are sloughed in or covered by slope 


wash and brush. The rocks contained in old mine dumps are chiefly granodiorite 


and quartz diorite of probable Upper Jurassic or Early Cretaceous age. These 


rocks are part of a large mass of granitic rocks of the Sierra Nevada batholith 


that are intruded into metamorphic rocks of the Calaveras Formation of 


Carboniferous age. 


Several faults that strike northerly and dip steeply west are reported to 


have been exposed in the, now inaccessible, mine workings, and it is along 


these faults that the gold-bearing quartz veins occur. 


Ore Deposits 


The ore bodies that are reported to have been mined in the Marquis Mine 


consisted of gold- and silver-rich ore shoots in quartz veins that strike 


north and dip steeply west. These veins range from a few inches to as much 


as three feet in thickness but average about one foot in thickness. Ore 


minerals are free gold and argentiferous galena. Gangue minerals are quartz, 


pyrite, and arsenopyrite. Oxidation extends to the water level at a depth 


of about 35 feet below the surface. The gold content ranges from a trace to 


more than 12 ounces per ton and the silver content from a trace to more than 


16 ounces per ton. The 15 tons of ore that the Applicant reports as having 
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been mined from the deposit averaged about 4 ounces of gold and 4 ounces of 


silver per ton. 


Sampling 


There were no exposures of mineralized material accessible at the time of 


the examination and no samples were taken of rock in place. Four grab samples 


were taken, however, of sacked ore and of material under the old ore bin. 


These samples were assayed as follows:

Ore Reserves 


The Applicant did not include an estimate of ore reserves and an estimate 


is not possible while the workings are inaccessible. There are no maps of the 


workings, assay data, or detailed descriptions of the ore shoots available. 


Stockpiled ore probably totals less than 3 tons. 


EXPLORATION 


Applicant's Proposal 


The Applicant originally proposed to explore the deposit by sinking a new 


shaft to a depth of 200 feet, drift and crosscut about 1,000 feet on two 


levels. This work was estimated to require about two years to complete and 


cost about $75,000. A revised proposal consisted of 200 feet of shaft and 


several hundred feet of drifting and crosscutting at an estimated cost of 


$20,000.
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Neither of these proposals has adequate planning or justification and 


the probable costs would be far in excess of the Applicant's estimates and 


financial capability. 


Before an exploration program can be properly planned, it will be necessary 


f or the Applicant to obtain an accurate survey of his property boundaries and 


the location of the old shafts. The old workings should be reopened if 


possible or new pits and trenches excavated to expose the veins for study 


and mapping. If the preliminary work appears favorable, two or three inclined 


diamond drill holes should be drilled to explore the vein, or veins, at depth 


and along the strike. Then if the results of the drilling are favorable, 


a project of shaft sinking and drifting might be justified.
