The Applicant proposed to test the claim area by drilling one rotary
drill hole on each of the two claims to a depth of 150 feet, and an
additional 13 bucket or auger drill holes to unspecified depths to

further test the area of the two claims., Total estimated cost of the

work was estimated at'$10,000. Ihe GOvernment share would be $7,500.

The Field Officer's examination indicated that the Applicant had not

* done any drilling or test pitting in the two claim area to prove the

presence of gold-bearing gravel..'The'drilling proposed is not aimed
at specific targets or horizons. There are no known placer deposits

"of gold-bearing material in the near vicinity of the two claims and

the long-term production for the district has been low and in general
uneconomic. The geologic probability of finding significant amounts
of gold by the proposed project is very low. The Applicant should
first drill some holes or sink one or more prospect pits at his own
expense to prove the presence of gold-bearing gravel or a favorable -
horizon, ' .

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INTRODUCTION

Mr, Charles E. Marek, of 10100 Aldea Avenue, Northridge, California
91324, applied to the Office of Minerals Exploration for Government
assistance in an exploration project, Docket OME-6810, to explore for gold
on the E1 Paso placer claims, Kern County, California. The Applicant infers
the presence of a placer gold deposit in alluvium on the property and wishes
to test the claim area by drilling.

A review and field examination was requested by the Office of Minerals
Exploration and was made by H. K. Stager, Field Officer, on May 14, 1970,
accompanied by Mr. Charles E. Marek, the Applicant. The surface area of
the claims was examined and the proposed program discussed with the Applicant,

SUMMARY

The E1 Paso placer claims cover a haif-section area of alluvial fan and
low hills of Pleistocene sedimenﬁary rocks at the mouth of a small canyon
on the soufh side of the El Paso Mountains. There is no evidence to indicate
the presence of significant quantities of placer gold in the sedimentary
rocks or céncentrated in the alluvial material.

The Applicant proposed to test the claim area by drilling about 15 rotary
ané auger drill holes at an estimated cost of about $10,000, of which the
Government's share would be $7,500. The Applicant has not.done any drilling
or test-pitting in the claim area and the proposed program is entirely
prdsPecting in nature. There are no known placer deposits of gold-bearing
material in the near vicinity and the geologic probability of finding

significant amounts of gdld by the proposed project is very low.





RECOMMENDATIONS

It is recommended that the application be denied without prejudice on
the basis that the proposed project is entirely prospecting in nature and
therefore not eligible for OME assistance,

LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES

The El1 Paso placer claims cover the E%, sec. 20, T. 29 S., R. 39 E.,
MDM, Saltdale mining district, Kern County, California (Fig. 1), on the south
side of the El1 Paso Mountains at an altitude of about 2,300 feet.

To reach the property, that is about 30 miles northeast of Mojave (the

.closest major town), drive north on State Highway 14 for 22 miles to Cantil,
turn right (northeast) on a paved county road and drive about 10 miles to the
property at Mesquite Springs, aboutione mile from Garlock Station on the
Southern Pacific Railroad. The county road crosses the southeast corner of
the property. The roads are passable to ordinary passenger cars and the
drive from Mojave requires about 45 minutes.

All necesséry services, supplies, equipment, and labor are available in
Mojave. Drilling contractors are available in Los Angeles (130 miles) or
Bakersfield (100 miles). Water is available from springs and wells in the
vicinity of the property.. Asséy service, at a cost of about $5 per sample
for gold and silver, is available in Los Angeles..

PROPERTY

"History and Production

Although there have been numerous periods of small-scale placer and
1ode.minihg for gold in the Saltdale mining district, produection has been

low and in general uneconomic. Some production is recorded for the period





1895 to 1905, for the dépression years of the 1930's, and in 1950. The
principal areas of placer production were Goler Gulch (about 5 miles north-
éast of the El Paso Claims), Last Chance Canyon‘(about 6 miles west), and
Redrock Canyon (about 10 miles west). There has been no production from
the E1 Paso Claims area. The Appliéant, and members of his family, located
the claims in November 1969.

Ownership

The property consists of two unpatented placer mining claiﬁs known as
the El Paso Placer Claim and the El Paso Placer No. 2 Claim. These are
association placer claims of 160 acres each and are recorded in the names
of eight members of the Marek family. The E1l Paso Claim is in the SE% of
sec, 20, T. 29 S., R. 39 E., and was recorded on November 14, 1969, on
page 727 of Book 4326 of Kern County records in Bakersfield, California.
The E1 Paso No. 2 Claim is in the NE% of sec. 20, T. 29 S., R. 39 E., and
was recorded on November 17, 1969, on page 534 of Book 4328.

Lien and Subordination Agreements signed by Charles E., Marcheta D.,
Eileen D., Melanie M., Agnes, Patrick L. Marek, and Charles E. Marek II,
was furnished by the Applicant. The Agreement was nbt signed by Linda
Marek, one of the owners.

Financial Eligibility

The Applicant furnished copies of letters to two banks requesting loans
for the proposed work and also copies of letters from the banks denying the
loans. The Applicant proposed to furnish his share of the exploration

costs in cash,





Development

There are no surface or underground facilities of any kind on the
property. No discovery or development work has been domne except:for the
erection of claim.posts and monuments,

GEOLOGY

Geologic Setting

The E1 Paso Claims are on a large alluvial fan of unconsolidated sand,
gravel, and boulders that has formed below the mouth of Mesquité Canyon.,
Parts of the claim area are underlain by terrace deposits of Pleistocene age
that also consist of sand and gravel. Locally a few small outcrops of more
consolidated older terrace deposits of the uppermost part of the Ricardo
Formation of Pliocene age aré exposed. The tﬁickness of these deposits
is not known although the Ricardo Formation has a maximum thicknéss of about
7,000 feet in Redrock Canyon about 10 miles to the west of the claim area.

The area of the claims is between two major faults. The El Paso
fault, that strikes northeast and dips about 60f SE., is traceable along
the front of the E1 Paso Mountains on the north side of the property and
the Garlock fault, a 1eft-1atéra1 strike~-slip fault that strikes northeast
and is vertical, is exposed along the south side of the property.

Otre Deposits

The only placer gold deposits that have been mined in the Saltdale
district were in basal gravels of the Ricardo Formation and the underlying
Goler Formation (of Eocene or lower Miocene age). These rocks are about
7,000 feet stratigraphically below the rocks exposed oﬁ the E1l Paso Claims.

Only trace amounts of gold have been found by the Applicant in the uppermost





unit of the Ricardo Formation exposed on the property and in surface alluvial
material., Some placer gold may be céncentrated locally at the base of the
alluvial material on the property but there is no geologic evidence to
indicate that significant quantities exist., .The Applicant has not dug any
prospect pits or drilled any holes to test the gravels at the base of the
alluvial fan,

Sampling

There were no exposures of possible gold-bearing material on the property
at the time of the examination and no samplesvwere taken.

The Applicant reports that two samples, taken by him in September 1969
at Mesquite Springs, contained 0.015 and 0.02 ounce of gold per ton and that
seven samples, taken by him in November 1969 from an exposure of the Ricardo
Formation on the property, contained from a trace to 0.007 ounce of gold
per ton,

Ore Reserves

The Applicant did not estimate the number of yards of alluvial material
that might be present on the property or the possible grade. No justifica-
tion exists for an estimate of ;ny gold-bearing material on the El Paso
Claims, |

EXPLORATION

Applicant's Proposal

The Applicant proposed to test the area of the El Paso placer claims by
drilling a rotary drill hole on each claim to a depth of 150 feet with a

sample every 5 feet. An additional 13 bucket or auger drill holes were

proposed, with unspecified depths, to further test the claim area. Total
estimated cost for this work was estimated at $10,000.

The proposed project is entirely prospecting in nature as gold-bearing
material is not known to occur on the property and the drilling is not aimed
at specific targets or horizonms.

If the Applicant, at his own expense, would first drill some test holes
or sink one or more prospect pits to prove the presence of gold-bearing gravel

on the claims, then an exploration project might be justified and could be

planned to adequately test the channels or favorable horizons.
