Justification for Denial of Application 


The . Applicant proposed to explore the Grigsby mine, by rehabilitating 
an old adit and drifting 125 feet along a ve±n to explore for silver 
and gold ore bodies. The work was estimated by the Applicant to 
cost about $8,000 and to require about one month to complete. 


The Field Officer estimates that the total cost would be. more nearly 
$18,000 to $20,000, and that the proposed work could not be completed 
in less than three months. As the Applicant has only $2,000 
available to meet his share of the costs in the event of a contract, 
his funds would not be sufficient to meet the required share of the 
costs estimated by the Field Officer. 


The Field Officer reports sparse amounts of pyrite,- traces of 
sphalerite and. galena, and a few crystals of cinnabar in a quartz 
vein which averages about five feet wide and is exposed along 
45 feet of drift in the only accessible underground workings on 
the property.. The vein did not contain sufficint mineralization 
to warrant sampling by the Field Officer. No minable ore shoots 
were found in the existing workings and there •is no geologic evidence 
to indicate that an ore shoot would be found with further work. 


I concur in the Field Officer's recommendation to deny the 
application.	 .

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INTRODUCTION 


Mr. Maurice C. Williams, 5235 El Morado Street, Montclair, California 


91763, applied to the Office of Minerals Exploration for Government assistance 


in an exploration project, Docket ONE-6858, to explore for silver and gold 


at the Grigsby Mine, Napa County, California. The Applicant infers the 


presence of minable silver- and gold-bearing ore shoots in quartz veins, in 


sedimentary rocks of the Franciscan Series of Jurassic-Cretaceous age, on the 


property and wishes to explore for these ore shoots by rehabilitating an old 


crosscut adit and drifting on the vein. 


A review and field examination was requested by the Office of Minerals 


Exploration and was made by H. K. Stager, Field Officer, on November 30, 1971, 


accompanied by the Applicant. The Applicant's maps, assays, and other data 


were examined and compared with surface and underground exposures on the 


property.


SUMMARY 


The Grigsby Mine consists of several old crosscut adits and drifts, 


mostly inaccessible, that explore several quartz veins along faults in sedi-


mentary rocks. The results of the field examination indicate that the silver 


and gold content of the veins is too low to be mined economically. No ore 


shoots have been found by previous exploration and there is no geologic 


information available upon which to infer the presence of minable ore shoots 


in the area of the proposed exploration or elsewhere on the property. 


The Applicant proposed to explore a vein on the Grigsby Claim by rehabili-


tating an old crosscut adit and driving 125 feet of new drift. This work was 


estimated to cost about $8,000 and require'about one month to complete. 
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RECONNEI1DATIONS 


It is recommended that the application be denied on the basis that the 


geologic probability of discovering minable silver-gold bearing ore bodies as 


a result of the proposed work is too small to justify Government participation. 


LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES 


The Grigsby Mine is in sec. 24, T. 9 N., R. 7 W., MDBM, Napa County, 


California (Fig. 1), on the north side of the Napa Valley at an altitude of 


about 800 feet. 


To reach the property, that is about three miles north of Calistoga (the 


nearest town), drive northwest on State Highway 29 about two miles to Palisade 


Road, turn right, for about 100 yards, then turn right again on a dirt road 


that trends northeast up a small canyon for about one mile to the property. 


The last mile is over a poor road that crosses a small stream in several places 


and may be impassable because of washouts. The drive from Calistoga requires 


about 15 minutes in good weather. 


All services and supplies are available in Calistoga or other nearby towns 


in the San Francisco Bay Area within a radius of 50 miles. There is no timber 


on the property and only limited amounts of water in small springs and old 


flooded mine workings.


PROPERTY 


History and Production 


Silver was discovered at the nearby Silverado Mine in 1872 and a 10-stamp 


mill was in operation during 1874. About $93,000 was produced from 2,300 tons 


of high-grade ore in a period of four months during 1874 but most of the ore 
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mined averaged between $10 and $12 per ton. The nearby Palisade Mine was 


also active during the 1880's and was later operated by Mr. Robert F. Grigsby. 


Prospecting in the district, by Mr. Grigsby and others, resulted in the dis-


covery of float and several quartz veins in the area of the Grigsby Mine. 


Numerous prospect pits and adits were excavated by Mr. Grigsby but no pro-


duction resulted. Total value of production from the Silverado and Palisade 


Mines is not known, but it was probably less than a million dollars. 


Ownership 


The property consists of three patented claims (Grigsby, Linn, and Horn), 


a patented millsite (Grigsby millsite), and Lots 4, 5, 9, and 10 in the E 


of the SEk of sec. 24, T. 9 N., R. 7 W. The claims are in part overlapping. 


Total area covered by the property is about 104 acres and is owned jointly 


by the Applicant and his wife Enid F. Williams. 


Financial Eligibility 


The Applicant furnished a copy of a loan application to a credit union, 


indicating denial because of inadequate collateral, and a copy of a letter 


from his bank indicating denial of a loan request. The Applicant proposed to 


furnish his share of the exploration costs in cash. 


During the field examination the Applicant stated that he had $2,000 


available as his share of the proposed costs but inasmuch as he was about to 


retire from his job, as a draftsman for the city of Pomona, California, he 


could not consider a project that would require more than this amount as his 


contribution. He is not experienced as a miner and does not own any mining 


equipment.
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Development 


The property is developed by several crosscut adits with short drifts. 


Only one adit was open for the inspection and this one was flooded to a depth 


of about three feet, caused by piles of caved material at the portal and at 


several points in the crosscut. All other adits were caved and inaccessible. 


Underground workings in the lower (No. 1) adit on the Grigsby Claim consist 


of a crosscut about 400 feet in length and a drift on the vein about 50 feet 


in length. There are no raises, winzes, or stopes. 


There are no surface or underground facilities of any kind on the property 


and the applicant does not own any mining equipment or supplies. The open adit 


contains remnants of old wood rails, with metal strips fastened to the top 


surfaces, but no air, water, or vent lines. There are no buildings on the 


property.


GEOLOGY 


Geologic Setting 


The Grigsby Mine is in an area of moderate relief and much of the surface 


is covered by soil, slope wash, and vegetation. Outcrops are sparse and most 


of the manmade exposures, in pits and adits, are caved and inaccessible. The 


rocks that are exposed are shales and graywackesof the Franciscan Series of 


Jurassic-Cretaceous age. Not exposed on the property, but forming the host 


rock for the ore deposits at the nearby Palisade Mine, are volcanic rocks (chiefly 


andesite) of Pliocene age. The sedimentary rocks are folded, sheared, and cut. 


by numerous faults. Veins of quartz occur along the faults and it is within 


these quartz veins that the silver and gold mineralization occurs.
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Ore Deposits 


The only mineralized structure accessible for inspection on the property 


is a short segment of silver- and gold-bearing quartz vein exposed at the 


end of the lower crosscut adit on the Grigsby Claim. This segment strikes 


N. 400 E., dips 70 0 SE., is exposed for about 45 feet, and averages about 


5 feet in thickness. It contains sparse amounts of pyrite, trace amounts of 


sphalerite and galena, and locally a few crystals of cinnabar. The same vein 


is reported to be exposed in the upper adit, about 125 feet up dip, but the 


adit portal was caved and inaccessible. No minable ore shoots have been found 


along the segments of this vein that have been previously explored, and there 


is no geologic evidence to indicate that an ore shoot might occur in the part 


of the vein that the Applicant proposes to explore. 


Sampling 


There were no samples taken for assay at the time of the examination. 


Several specimen samples were taken of the vein material for laboratory study 


to determine the mineral content. Assays from the Grigsby Claim contained 


in the application indicate a silver content of from 0.02 to 40.32 ounces per 


ton and gold content from a trace to 0.498 ounce per ton. Assays of samples 


from the vein in the upper adit (now inaccessible) averaged about 0.30 ounce 


of gold and 6.4 ounces of silver per ton and from the lower adit about 0.14 


ounce of gold and 4.7 ounces of silver per ton. Higher grade assays have 


been obtained from float and specimens collected elsewhere on the property, 


but these samples are not representative. 
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Ore Reserves 


There are no ore reserves in the Grigsby Mine. No ore has been found 


or mined in the past and the probability of discovering minable ore shoots 


in the known veins is low.


EXPLORATION 


Applicant's Proposal 


The Applicant proposed to explore the Grigsby Mine by rehabilitating the 


old lower adit and driving an additional 125 feet of drift on the vein. This 


work was estimated to cost about $8,000 and require about one month to complete. 


The Applicant's estimates of costs and time to do the proposed work are 


inadequate and much too low. To rehabilitate the 485 feet of old crosscut 


and drift, including clearing of caved material, replacing timber, laying new 


ties and rail, placing air and water lines, and installing a ventilation system 


would cost at least $10,000. Driving an additional 125 feet, including sampling, 


assaying, and supervision would cost another $8,000. About three months' time 


would be required to complete the project with a total cost of from $18,000 to 


$20,000. A project of this size would require $4,500 to $5,000 as the Operator's 


contribution, an amount beyond the Applicant's financial capabilities. 


Inasmuch as the previous exploration work, done in the upper and lower 


adits, failed to discover minable ore shoots, the probability of finding an 


ore shoot with a small amount of additional work appears small.
