4. Performance of the work. The work shall be performed by the Operator, under his sole direction and control: Provided,
That with the consent of the Government and its written approval of the contract or contracts, all or any part of the work may
be performed by the Operator through contract or contracts with independent contractors. The Government shall have the right
to enter and observe and inspect the work at all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all avail-
able means for doing so. The Government may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work.


5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, instal-
lations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation,
depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possessign thereof. Any additional facilities, buildings, änd fixtúres, to
be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the estimated bost of each, to which the Government will co11tribute
currently its agreed pro rata share, are listed in Exhibit "A" attached hereto. The difference betweerrthe cost of such additional
facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged as a cost of the
project to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share.


6. Operating equipment. Any operatipg equipment to be rented, purchased, or furnished by the Operator, with the allow-
able rental, purchase price, or depreciatioli, as the case may be, is listed under appropriate headings in Exhibit "A" attached
hereto. As to equipment purchased for the project, the Government will contribiite its agreed prõ rata sEare of the cost thereof,
and the difference between the cost and the salvage value at the conclusion of the work shall be charged as a cost of the .project
to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share.

'7. Title to and disposition of pr y. All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipn or other items costing more than $50
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the.Operator am)
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items.
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the
parties in proportion to their respective interests.


8. Labor and supervision. An itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes (miners, muckers, millmen, etc.), and of
supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may be paid to each as an allowable cost of the
project is set forth in Exhibit "A" attached hereto.


9. Rehabilitation and repairs. A statement of the cost of any necessary rehabilitation or repairs to put existing facilities,
buildings, installations, and fixtures into useful and operable condition and which are to be allowed as costs of the project is
included in Exhibit "A."


10. Allowable costs of the project. The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited to the
necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineering,
power, water, analytical work, accountmg, and utilities, meluding items of equipment costing less than $50 each; and the costs
referred to in Articles 5, 6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in this contract. Although the Government may
pay part of the cost of new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items,
computed as indicated in Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate
management, interest, taxes, or any other indirect costs not expressly allowed by these provisions, or work performed or costs
incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate.


11. Accounts and audits. The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by a
certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract.


12. Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of work performed under the con-
tract upon forms to be provided by the Government. *Each monthly progress report shall bear the certification of the Operator
and shall constitute the Operator's invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report.


13. Payment to the Operator. The monthly progress report (invoice), to the extent approved by the Government, shall be
processed for payment by the Government.

14. Final reports by Operator. Upon completion of the project or termination of this contract, the Operator shall provide
the Government with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his
ability. Four copies of all reports shall be furnished to the Government.


15. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter, shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows:

This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon the mineral deposit which is the
subject of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Gov-
ernment, until fully .paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repay-
ment shall survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise. This article
is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operatoror his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery
or development.


16. No assignment of conbract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not assign or otherwise
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder.


1't. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-
tract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the
contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con-
tract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the
Government its pro-rata share of any money remaining.

Mr. R. R. McLellan .and I contacted Mr. Ehrlinger at Silverton,
Colorado, regarding the subject contract on September 7, 1951, for the
purpose of checking the monthly progress report. At the time Mr.
Ehrlinger showed us a copy of the form 1€-104 which he had submitted
to the Colorado Branch office. On that form he had charged two men
for 6 shifts each, a total of 12 shifts at $10.00 per shift, for
cleaning up the drift. He had also charged eight days of en31neering
time at $20.00 per day for engineering work, principally surveying on -
the property. He had also charged $20.00 worth of supervision time to
the project, and a purchase of a pump at a cost of $183.50 which was
allowed by the contract. Mr. Ehrlinger was able to produce time cards
showing the men working for 12 shifts on the property and an invoice
for the pump. The time cards for the men showed each of them working
on August 1 and August 2, a total of four shifts, helping the engineer
on surveying work. The rest of the time was shown as mucking and clean-
up work in the tunnel. Mr. Ehrlinger stated he had paid the engineer a
lump sum check for all of his work and did not keep time cards on where
he worked on what days. An examination was made of the mine on
September 10 at which time it was mapped and the examination showed
about fifty cars of broken rock was in the drift. This work had been
accomplished by leasers during the summer of 1950 and, owing to the
death of one of the partners, the work had not been continued. No pro-
vision for clean-up work of this broken rock had been requested in the
contract; therefore, it was not included and was not allowable under
the terms of the contract. Mr. Ehrlinger was informed of this and he
checked the contract at that time and agreed that it could not be
charged. He was further questioned concerning the extent of the 8 shifts
of engineering work but was rather vague as to what was done other than
to re-establish claim corners. The actual amount of rock removed from
the tunnel by the two men possibly amounted to about four or five cars
from evidence of the amount of clean-up done within the drift. Under
the terms of the contract, we will be unable to approve the $120.00 for
labor, and, in the opinion of the examining engineers, the 8 shifts of
engineering are questionable. It appears advisable to write to Mr.
Willion Rundell, Professor of Nining Engineering, University of Wisconsin,
Madison, Wisconsin, and request a complete statement from him as to the
amount and the days which he worked for Mr. Ehrlinger.

GERERAL GEOLOGIC CONDITIONS


The general geologic conditions in the vicinity of Bonita

series of Tertiary age, which is composed of massive lavas, breccias,
mad tuffs, ranging from andesitic to rhyolitic compositiono They
probably rest on a basement of pre-Cambrian granitic rocks in this
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area, but the depth to the basement is probably in excess o‡ l or
2 thousand feet even from the lowest practicable mining en ° eso It
is therefore considered impracticable in the forseeable future to
extend mining operations to the depth of the basement rockso .


STRUCTUR&L FEATURES


As shown on the Outline Structure Map, Figo 1, the structure
is dominated by several major faults, of which the Bonita fault, the
Ross Basta fault, the Sunnyside fault, and the Tbltec fault are the
ones of principal interest with regard to the above properties and
nearby productive mines.


The entire block of ground within the boot-shaped outline
of these faults has sunk downward relative to the surrounding rocks
from several hundred to as much as 1,000 or 1,500 feet as shown in
sections A-A' (on Figo $Ú and B-B' (Fig. $), The rocks are tilted
irregularlÿ away from this central sunken block and considerably
fractured at some places on the flanks of the structure.

By far the largest production has been made from the Súanyside
mine, which produced from several ore shoots near the junction of the
Ross Basin and Sunnyside faultso About 50 million in gross value of
metals was produced. Throughout the vertical range of these ore shoots
there was very little change in average ratio of base metals and gold
or silver. As shown approximately in Figure 2, the ore shoots of the
Sunnyside were mined to a depth of 1,400 feet, beneath which ore has
been proven for about 600 feet additional depth. It is anticipated
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that favorable rocks and structures should extend to at least a
lower limit of about 10,000 feet altitude, or well below may present
deep developmaats.


The Gold King mine öf about 8 million gross production in
the footwall of the Bonita fault produced from a transverse vein of
northeast tren o The ore shoot was of short.length where dis-
covered near the surface, and stopes barely reached the surface close
to the fault« At depth, as shown in Figure 2, the ore shoot lengthened
and was mined out to the depth of the 7-level adito At this time the
financing of a new mill and deep-tunnel level at Gladstone was
attempted. The mill was operated concurrently with old stope fills
above 7 level and from minor new developments, but was unsuccessful,
and the operation was abandoned when the deep tunnel reached close to


O the fault zone. No connection was ever made with the old mine 800 feet
aboveo It is reported that a base metal ore vein was discovered near
the breast of the tunnel, as well as quartz veins, all of unknown
valueo The mill was not adaptable to complex ores, and since that
tine the old mine and tunnel have never been reopenedo Numerous
attempts to finance such a project have been madeo


The Lead Carbonate vein (DRA-k3 ) lays in similar relation
to the Bonita fault, and the ore shoot near the surface has a length
of only a few hundred feet. It does not surface, except for rela-
tively low grade or barren quartz.


The footwall side of the Bonita fault is characterized
by numerous northerly to northeasterly veins and f a es-of west
dipo It is thought that these have influenced the in depth
of shoots like the Gold King, and may well exert a similar influence
on the Lead Carbonate ore shooto This shoot dips much flatter than the
Gold King ore body, which was nearly vertical, but some veins of the
Lead Carþonate, such as the Mocking Bird branch, are likewise of rela-
tively steep dipo These cross-breaks have also locally displaced each
other and the veins that they hatersect so that exploration of the
walls by diamond-drilling is advisable in order not to overlook dis-
placed veinso


Many of the flatter west-dipptag veins are also well miner-


alizedpof which the Minnehaha (DMA=280) is a typical exampleo Where
these lie f4rther from the Bonita fault the gold values generally are
lowo In the Gold King, however, the flat westerly veins were locally
enriched in gold close to the steeper Gold King or Davis veins of this
mineo







The Pride of Bonita (DRA-22) lies on an east-striking vein
with disconthauous ore shoots, but closer to the Bonita fault it is
intersected by several mineralized veins that continue to the footwall
of the faulto These may be worthy of exploration by driving east on
the Price of Bonitso


The Big Indian vein of the Silver Bay Mines, Incorporated
(DKA-k87) is another strong low-grade base metal vein that strikes
east-southeast toward the fault junction at Amery Peako The Blackhawk
vein of this company is now being explored, and a reasonable specula-
tive project would be to extend exploration on the Blackhawk to its
junction with the Big Indima and explore the latter veta eastward to-
ward Enery Peak beneath the glacial deposits that conceal this ex-


O tension. The Big Indian vein is exposed Latermittently at the surface
for about 1000 feet west of the Blackhawk tunnelo


The Enery Peak area is very high m2d remote from any deeper
exploration tunnels, but is possibly worthy of some future attention.


The American tunnel of the Gold King is apparently the
shortest practicable approach to the p-oven ore of the Sunn side minea
the distance amounting to about 4,500 feet as compared to )g miles
from Eureka.


The properties are not owned by the smae companies, and hence
the likelihood of cooperative development of the veins in the footwall
of the Bonita fault and those of Sunnyside ground is problematicalo
However, such a possibility of future common deep developments from the
American tunnel of the Gold KLag would be conservative of treatment
and transportation facilities.


O
A common development arrmagement is in existence between the


Lead Carbonate Mines, Incorporated, and the Gold King Gompany, but no
immediate developments or plans have been announced publiclyo Should
the Lead Carbonate and other ore shoots prove to extend appreciably
in size and value to depth, considerable trucking at high altitude in


severe winter months could be eliminated by deep connections from the
Gold King kunnel at Gladstoneo Prospecting lengthwise of the block of
ground in the footwall of the Bonita fdult at depth for possible ore
shoots not indicated at the surface might also be a legitimate specu-
lative venture, such as from the heading of the Gold King tunnelo
Obviously the rehabilitation of the taanel mad study of the veins old
deep geologic conditions is an essential first step. This could, of
course, alter the general picture obtained only from surface studies,
but probably chiefly as to local details.
