(b) That he is a lessee, in possession and entitled to possession, and the subordination agreement of the lessor is attached. 
3. Exploration project. The Operator, within -TI1It7-------------------days from the date of this contract shall commence 


work on a project of exploration for z1.rIo-an&1eaL----------------------; shall prosecute the work efficiently, expertly, in a 
workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, all 
properly designed to bring the project to completion within a period of' TWO.yG8rB. ----------------------------------from the date 
of this contract. The exploration project and the work to be performed are more fully described on Exhibit "A" attached hereto, 
which, with any maps or drawings thereto attached, is made a 'part of this contract.' 


4. Performance of the work. The work shall be performed by the Operator, under his sole direction and control: P9ovided, 
That with the consent of the Government and its written approval of the contract or contracts, all or any part of the work may 
be performed by the Operator through contract or contracts with independent contractors. The Government shall have the right 
to enter and observe and inspect the work at all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all avail-
able means for doing so. The Government may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, in-
stallations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, deprecia-
tion, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'B'," is a 
detailed list of additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the esti-
mated cost of each, to which the Government will contribute its agreed pro-rata 'share of the cost. The 'difference between the 
cost of such additional facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged 
as a cost of the project to which the Government has contributed its pro-rata share. 


6. Operating equipment. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'C'," is a detailed list of operating equipment divided into cate-
gories of items to be rented, purchased, or furnished by the Operator, with the allowable rental, purchase price, or rental value, as 
the case may be, annexed to each. As to equipment purchased for the project, the Government will contribute its agreed pro-rata 
share of the cost thereof, and the difference between the cost and the salvage value at the conclusion of the work shall be charged 
as a cost of the project to which the Government has contributed its pro-rata share.

'each, paidfor or purchased with funds con&ibuted jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator a 
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any 
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items. 
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the 
parties in proportion to their respective interests. 


8. Labor and supervision. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'D'," is an itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes 
(miners, muckers, millmen, etc.) , and of supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may 
be paid to each as an allowable cost of the project. 


9. Rehabilitation and repairs. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'E'," is a detailed schedule of existing facilities, buildings, 
installations, and fixtures, with a statement of the cost of any necessary rehabilitation or repairs to put into useful and operable 
condition, which cost shall be allowed as a cost of the project. 


10. Allowable costs of the project. The allowable costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited 
to the necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineer-
ing, power, water, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each ;'and the costs referred to in Articles 5, 
6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in the contract. Although the Government may pay part of the cost of 
new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items, computed as indicated in 
Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate management, interest, or any 
other indirect costs not expressly allowed by these regulations, or work performed or costs incurred before4he date of this contract, 
shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate. 


11. Participation by the Government. At the end of the first full calendar month after the Operator has commenced work 
under the project, and at the end of each succeeding calendar month, the Operator shall submit to the Government a voucher for 
payment with a detailed statement of work done and allowable costs (as defined in Article 10 of this agreement) incurred, in a 
form and with supporting data acceptable to the Government. After approving the voucher, the Government shall pay to the 
Operator .F1tty.. percent of the sum of such costs incurred; Provided, That the aggregate total of all sums paid by the Gov-
ernment under this agreement shall not exceed $16,399 ...5Q.., which is ..E1.fty... percent of the agreed estimated total 
cost of this project, 


12- Accounts and aucrits. The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may 
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by a 
certifie4 public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said 
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. 


13. Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of progress in form and content 
satisfactory to the Government, and upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract shall provide the Government 
with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his ability. Four copies 
of all reports shall be furnished to the Government. 


14. Repayment. by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the GoTernment, within 6 months thereafter shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery cr the de'elopment. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor in ,interest shall be and-become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net 
smelter returns Or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) yeats froni the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows:	 . 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half 
(1%) percent. 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds in excess of eight dollars ($ 8.00 ) . per ton of ore: One and one-half (1%) per-
cent, plus one-half (1/2) percent additional for each full fifty cents ($0.50) in excess of eight dollars ($8.00 ) per ton of Ore, but 
not in excess of a maximum of five (5) percent. 


This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien uponthe property which is the subject 
of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Government, 
until fully paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repayment shall 
survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise. This article is not to be 
construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery or 
development. 


15. No assignment of contract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not assigr or otherwise 
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. 


16. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-
tract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con-
tract or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice. have not indicated the probability of 
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of 
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment 
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the 
Government its pro-rata share of any money remaining.

and agreed that no loose rock or rubbish shall be allowed to accumulate in 
any of the workings in said property used by said second partyy during the 
life oft his agreement. 


2. Daring the continuance in force of this agreement the party of the 
first part, in person or by' agent, shall have the right at all reasonable 
times to ehter upon and into all parts of said property and to inspect and 
sample the same, and to that end the party of the second part, and her assigns, 
shall, render all reasonable assistance.
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3. Beginning with the year 1950, it is agreed that the second party 
shall begin work upon said property not later than June 1st, in each year 
this agreement reamians in effect, and thereafter shall do and perform not 
less than twenty five (25) shifts of work per month during the months of 
June, July, August and September in each of said years during the life of 
this agreement in the working and operation of said property, a shift of 
work being defined as eight (8) hours work for one man. 


L. On all ore taken and sold from said property hereunder, whether in 
the form of crude ore or concentrates, the party of the second part, or her 
assigns, as the case may be, shall pay a royalty of ten percent (lO5) of the 
net smelter, or mill, returns. On ore shipped to a smelter, such royalty shall 
be calculated after deducting railroad freight and smelter treatment charges 
only. If such ore shall be shipped to a custom mill for treatment and sale, 
such royalty shall be calculated on the price paid the shipper by such custom 
mill, without deduction for packing or trucking charges to the mill. Such 
royalty shall be paid to said Citizens State Bank, named as escrow holder, 
for the account of the first party hereto, on or before the tenth (10th) day 
of the month followijng that in which such ore shall be shipped and settled 
for, and such royalty shall apply upon and constitute part payment of the pur-
chase price herein agreed to be paid for said property. The lessee, or her 
assigns, shall cause to be deposited with each of such payments of royalty 
duplicate smelter or mill returns for the ore shipped and sold. 


S. The party of the second part, or her assigns, as the case may be,

In the 
last paragraph Mr. Hazen stated that Mr. Elirlinger wished to "revise the 
charges" made for the month of August. Mr. Ehrlinger resubmitted a 
Form NF-104 dated August 31, 1951, and did not request any reimbursement. 
His Narrative Report follows: 


"This contract is on a footage basis of tunnel driven and as 
no work was started on the tunnel during this period no progress 
is reported. 


"The Mucking machine, drill and rail were ordered and at the 
last report it will require 30 days before delivery will be effected. 
The first work will be that occurring in the clean up of the tunnel, 
relaying heavier rail and installing pipe and this will be done at 
the expense of the Company. 


"At the present time negotiations are being made with Mr. Winfield 
Morten et a.l of Dallas, Texas, to take over this property on a 
lease basis for the purpose of not only driving this 5S0 of tunnel 
but continuing the same on into the Ross Basin claims of the Cortlett 
interests and until such time as that has been completed we will not 
know what will be done on this project. 


"No funds are requested for this period as the only piece of 
equipment delivered is that of the Gardner-D'enver water pump and 
when the final decision is made on how this project is to be handled 
it will be included in the first report that requests participation 
by the Government."

On Friday, September 7, 1951,.Russell R.. McLellan and myself 
contacted Mr. Ehrlinger at Silverton, Colorado, preparatory to check-
ing the monthly progress on the subject contract.. At that time 
Mr. Ehrlinger showed us a copy f the form MF-104 which he had sub-
mitted previously to the Colorado Branch office for the Emma-Oregon-
Galena contract. This copy of the form I'-1O4 showed that Mr. Ehrlinger 
had submitted labor charges amounting to 2OO.00. Broken down, it 
amounted to two men for 10 days each, totalling 20 shifts at I0.00 
per shift. He also included 2O.O0 for one engineer for one dy on the 
job. There was also a 5O.00 charge to a Mr. Williams for paqking to 
the job, In questioning Mr0 Ehrlinger at this time regarding these 
charges, he stated the packing was to provide food and minor equipment 
for the men at several times during the two weeks they were at the 
mine. Mr. Ehrlinger was unable to furnish a statement from the packer 
or any sort of bill indicating that this work had been performed 
although it was charged on the MF-104 form. When questioned regarding 
the engineer t5 work of one day, Mr. Ehrlinger stated that he had 
personally accompanied the engineer, Mr. William Rundell, to the pro-
perty during that week--September 3-7--and had acted as rodman while 
he did surveying. He stressed this rather emphatically at the time 
because he said he was exceedingly tired from his long, hard climb 
to the property. At this time Mr. Ehrlinger produced some good looking 
pieces of lead-zinc ore which he.stated he had obtained from the third 
level of the property by going in the portal of the No. 2 level and 
climbing down a 100-foot winze to the lower level, No. 3. He assured 
us that he had probably been foolish to do this as the ladders were 
unsafe and he knew we would not want to do the same • He had saved 
these pieces of ore for us to see before he sent them in for assay. 
He described the vein as being some 2 . feet wide, of high-grade ore, 
with perhaps a foot or less of low-grade ore on either side. Subsé-
quent to this time, in fact, on the morning of September 10, Mr. 
Ehrlinger admitted that he did not have work statements or time sheets 
for the actual work performed by the engineer as the engineer had 
returned to his teaching duties at the University of Wisconsin, 
Madison, Wisconsin, by September 1; this obviously, if tru, does not 
substantiate his earlier statements that he accompanied the engineer 
to the Emma-Oregon-Galena property during the first week of September. 
Regarding the 20 shifts of labor charged to the project, Mr. Eh.rlinger 
was questioned on September 7 and stated that the men he had working 
there were young boys out of mining school at Golden, Colorado, and 
they had done some work but not a great deal, but had put in the full 
10 shifts apiece . at the mine opening up the portals. At the time 
Mr. Ehrlinger informed us that, although, as previously arranged with 
him, he was to have the pack horses available during the first week 
in Setember to take the examining engineers to the property, he was
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unable to do so because the packers had moved out • of the area, so be 
assumed we would not be interested in examining the property this time 
because, after all, it was a very long, hard climb , to reach it on foot. 
Mr. Ehrlinger at that time was unable to furnish,,. daily time cards for 
the contract work on the Emma-Oregon-Galena although he does keep them 
on his other operating properties. He did not offer or get the payroll 
statements or checks to the men supposedly working at the property. 


The above information cd not appear on the surface to be 
unduly out of order, but Mr. McLellan and I decided that it would be 
advisable to personally check the operations at the Einma-Oregon--Galena 
and, accordingly, on Sunday morning, September 9, we climbed the 3,000 
feet over the tr. to the mine, Examination of the four dumps at the 
mine faintly showed evidence that someone had recently been on the 
dump, as there were faint tracks 'and marks where someone had climbed 
up the dunip of one of the tunnels. The lower, tunnel, No. 4, was caved 
8 to 10 feet past the portal set; it was completely blocked. There was 
a small opening to surface at this point. There was no evidence on the 
dump or the trail to the mine to the portal of any pack horses having 
been in the vicinity. The No. 3 portal was caved at the portal; consider-
able water was coming out of the mouth of the tunnel; and a very large 
boulder had slid from the cliff face above the portal down partially 
through the timber partly filling the opening. The No • 2 portal was 
open except for surface slide partially blocking it and we were able to 
enter this portal where we carefully examined the slime and mud. partly 
covered by an iich of water on,the tunnel floor. This soft material was 
examined for about 100 feet and there was no evidence of recent tracks 
or foot'prints in this material. There was evidence.of old foot prints 
which were hardened and undoubtedly over one year old • Our own foot 
prints were very easily discernable in this mud and would, undoubtedly, 
remain fresh for . many days. The No. 1 portal of the tunnel was.• 
completely caved and covered by slide rock.. There is one building 
partially intact ituated between the. second and third levels on the 
face of a cliff and here again, there was nO evidence of any packing 
or of any supplies being stored along the one remaining wall of the 
building.	 .	 . 


After our return from the mine we contacted Mr. Ehriinger, 
as afore-mentioned, on Monday morning, September 10, at which time $, 
again, was unable to produce the invoice for the packing bill or time 
cards for the . labor of. the two men alleged to have been at . the mine. 
At this time Mr. Ehrlinger said he would straighten out 'the records 
for the Eznma-Oregon--Galena and the items' of equipment which he had 
purchased for the property would have to be picked out of the general 
mine invoice from the Carl D. Curtis Company, of Silverton. Mr. Ehr-
linger itould offer no 'explanation as to the location of this equipmen,t 
at the present time, even though it was allegedly purchased in July 
and packed to the property.	 • .	 . .
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It is the firm opinion of Mr, McLellari and myself that 
there has been no work whatever performed on any of the four tunnels 
of the Emxna-Oregon-Galena group during this summer; there has been no 
equipment packed to these tunnels; and it is also our firm conviction 
that Mr. Eh.rlinger did not enter the second tunnel portal and obtain 
his alleged samples from this property. Mr. Ehrlinger'S various 
stories given as explanation to us are not consistent and he has 
knowingly submitted charges for labor and equipment which WaL : not 


performed or utilized on the property. 


Since the time of our examination and before our return to 
the Colado Branch office, Mr. Ehrlinger requested that h18 NF-104 
forms be returned from the• Colorado Branch office to him for revision. 
These were mailed to him on September 10 as per his request.. 


I,t is the recommendation of Mr. IkLellan .and myself that 
the contract I-DMA-E38 with the Bonita Mining and Developing Company, 
Inc., should be terminated after Mr. Ehrlinger refunds the amount of 


$256.75 paid to him as . the U. S, Government's participating share 
during the month of 'July 1951. It is also to be noted that in the 
terms of the lease for the Emnma-Oregon-Galena et al etween the 
Bonita Mining and Developing Company, Inc.,-and Agnes A. Schmelzer, 
owner, of Silverton,. Colorado, the Bonita Mining and Developing Company, 
Inc., under Article 4 of said lease, will do hereafter, beginning with 
the year 1950, 100 shifts of work per year on the said claims and that 
this shall be continued through the years 195. and 1952. Under this 
condition of the lease, it is rather obvious that the Bonita Mining 
and Developing Company, Inc., no longer holds a valid lease on the 
property from the owner, Mrs. Schrnelzer. .	 .

We refer you to our application i	 e1orat4 
aid in our EfvtMA-OREGOII-GALENA mine which you have listed as DOCKET No. 
]kk-).i.73 under the original date of January 15th, 1951. Since our prepar-
ation of the original report and request for this assistance on your 
Form-NRB.-1L.6 there has been no change in our intentions to develop this 
property or in the general plan. Your letter of April 12th states that 
this application may be considered under the present exploration program 
and we wish to do everything in our power to get this approved and into 
operation at the earliest date possible. 


In Section 12 of the NSRB-lL6 request we stated 
that we would need assistance for an access road to the property and YOU 
state in your letter of the 12th that this part may be handled through 
another proceedure on terms more favorable to our Corporation but you do 
not specify as to what these are. We had contemplated, however, that we 
would pack the supplies and tools needed to the property for the initial 
work and have the men live in tents until such time as we had all of the 
portals opened and our examination of the heavy zinc vein completed and 
then put in the access road when it was proven that we had sufficient ore 
to justify this expense. 


The only modification that we will want to add to 
our original request will be that of a shack for the men to live in and 
a shack for the compressor and tools. The additional costs of these will 
be dependent upon whether we have an access road or have to pack them up 
to Ice Lake. As far as equal contributions from our Corporation to match I those of the Government we are willing to do this and so indicate. 


In our letter of January 15th we also stated that 
so far as we know we are the first ones to risk capital in this Ice Lake 
Basin in the past 25 years and we have only done so after making a very 
thourough investigation of the possibilities. We know of the previous pro-
duction record of this property when it was mined by the oldtimers by the 
cut and fill method plus hand sorting (all ores had to be packed out) and 
we also know of the large zinc vein that cuts into the property and was the 
prime cause of the ceasing of operations at that time. Since this property 
will, most probably, be a zinc producer with lead as a minor metal we now 
feel that we should go ahead with it on the premise that the price of zinc 
will be favorable for sometime to come. 


We propose to do this exploration work by st?p.s 
as not to involve too much outlay of capital unless it is fully justine 
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We will open up the portals of the various levels one at a time and then 
make our examinations of them to insure that the vein that we want to get 
on is exposed in the size expected and with the values contained therein 
that our cursory examination indicated. 


This request has not as yet been submitted to the 
Denver Office for examination but we would like to advise you that since 
the property is located at a high elevation with no access roads it may 
be the middle of May before we could get to it and hence your Denver men 
should know that immediate examination is not possible. We could advise 
then when the trail is open and they could come down after that advise. 


If the Government will assist s on this work we 
feel that we will be helping to open up about the last unexplored area of 
the San Juan District which may prove to be a large contributor in the 
future from this area. We are willing to risk our capital to prove this 
up but feel that we should have assistance for others may enjoy the bene-
fits as we do not own all of the mineral claims in the area.
