The amount of labor that could be substituted in lieu of
cash requirements would not be adequate to meet the applicant's share
of the costs,

The lead-zinc branch, therefore recommends that the appli-
cation be denied as an exploration project for lead and zinc.

The application submitted on Form MF-103 mentions the
possibilities of exploring for rare earths and indicates that the
application is also for this purpose. It is, therefore, further recom-
mended that the docket be referred to the appropriate commodity
