Please send me the necessary forms to apply for financial
assistance on a mining project as provided for in the Defense Pro-
duction Act, recently passed by the United States Congress. As I
am a Chicagoan, you may question my right to make this request so -
I give you these preliminary facts. :

the sole owner of the Chatauqua Extension North Claim,
Patent Noi 20666, near Montezuma, Colorado. As this name implies,
it is a part of the Chataqua vein, the past and recent production
of which is well Xmown and of record. I have driven a tunnel that
has erosscut the vein at 290 feet and have exposed a good and large
body of ore to the right of the crosscut. To the left is a fault,
but recent workings indicate a close termination of the fault. All
this. - work I have had done by hand, single-jacking, because I lacked
sufficient funds to do otherwise, Immediate profitable and mass
production is possible now, in fact, a certainty.

"Pursuant to provisions of the Defense Production
Act psssed by Congress, I hereby enter my plea for assistance
provided in thie Act. 8ince no definite forme or applicetion
blanks have been provided to fit the various mining projects,
I will follow the outline suggested in the form letter that I
recently obtained from your office. '

I am the sole owner of the Chatauqua Extension
