Project for $250,000 wes originally denied as a straight loan
because the applicant's claim of large base metal reserves at depth was
based on analogy with other mines in the Sen Juen district rather than
on any proof of ore. Workings high on the hill were in gold-silver ore,
and were mined out at an early date. The proposal was to drive a 3,000
foot tunnel to intersect the veins at depthe Applicant, in a letter of
lfay 15, argues that the DA is in error in questioning the occurrence of
commercial bodies of base metals below the precious metal croppings.

His argument is summarized in the following sentence: "Nature reliable,
as a tree, leaves above, etc., means roots, carrots, onions or other
vegetables below ground, so gold tops in the mines should prove sulfide
ores below."

He requests that if DMA will not allocete the full 100 percent
for his venture, that it consider a 75%~25% basis; end if this isn't
acceptable, then a 50%-50% basis. Thus, he is in effect applying for an
exploration loan, &l though no indication is given as to how he will
‘match funds other than to say that he will try to reise the money
through interesting somm€people that he knows,

The following facts are pertinent to consideration as an ex-
ploration proposals

Applicant owns the Twentieth Century cleim which extends from
drainage level at Ophir ‘o a considerable height on Silver Hille. The
next adjacent claim on the mountain, along the line of the proposed deep
tunnel, he does not own (original application requested funds to purchese
it), but he has a part interest in the next claim, The Single Standard.
The last two claims, extending to the top of the hill, he proposes to
purchase, again with funds borrowed from the Government.

The line of claims supposedly extends along a vein which appli-
cant labels as the Single Standard vein. There are surface workings on
most of these claims, as shovm on a diagrammatic ceoss section along the






line of the tunnel. They are described as gold-silver workingse The ore
taken out is reported to have co?% at the intersection of the Silver
Standard vein with cross veins, and it evidently occurred in isolated

pipes. The cross-section sketch is on uncertain scale, but the proposed
deep level tunnel along the Single Standard vein appears to be 500-600

feet below the lowest of the surface workings. Applicent's letter of llay.
15 at one place saggests the interval is 400 feet, but this is not definite.

A report on the Ophir district by Je. S. Vhay will shortly be
published by the Geological Survey. Lir. Vhay has reviewed this docket and
questions the existence of the Single Stendard vein, although he corrobor-
ates the occurrence of some of the ore pipes on veins with a cross trend.

He points out that driving a long drift along the line of the proposed
tunnel. would be at best a long shot gamble on the chance of picking up

vel ues at depth in some of the veins in the two recognized systems that
would trend across the line of this tunnel. He concludes, however, that the
proposition is a poor one, and too long a gamble to be worthy of Government
participatione

It is recommended that the denial of the application for a direct
loan be reaffirmed, and that the proposal for an exploration loen also be
denied, and that the attached letter be sent to the applicent,

Dear Mac:

With regard to Frank Ross' application for exploration
of the Twentieth Century mine, I must agree with Wilbur that "the
proposition is a poor one." I do not have that mine on my map,
and moreover I strongly doubt if there is any vein zone trending
up NNW in the direction of the claims (Mon BiJou, E1l Mundo, Single
Standard, Little Eva, and Twentieth Century) which he has colored
in. It is truethat the Osceola, Gertrude (on Boot Jack Claim) and
Little Eva Mines worked on northeast-trending veins, the Geneva
claim lines up with a NNE trending zone, and the Arlington claim
lies along some of the WNW trending veins between the Alta and
Palmgra zones.

It might be a very long shot gamble to drive a long
drift NIW on the chance of picking up values at depth in some
of the NE and WNW trending zones, but I think the best bet along
this line would be to extend the Badger tunnel, if an outfit could
tie up all the gronnd between the Badger tunnel and the St. Louis-
Palmgra zone, which would probably be an almost impossible task.

In summary then, I think that the proposed work from the
Twentieth Century claim is much too long a gamble for "“the Govern-
ment to fool around with, even on a 50-50 basis. Sorry, because I'd
like to see a deep tunnel driven noixthwards from the Ophir Valley
sometime.

We have an application from an old timer in Denver named
Frank Ross, requesting & loan of $250,000 to mine ore from the
Twentieth Century Mine in the Ophir District, Colorado. There are
no proven reserves and, hence,the application for a direct loan wes
denied.

Mr. Ross has come back with a protest on the denial (see
his letter of lMay 15) by stating thet if we will not give him &
direct loan, he will go along on & 50-50 loen. His application and
letters are very impractical and rambling and I think have no merit
or practicability. However, the proposition of 50-50 participation
on en exploration loen has been proposed by the applicent, so we
heve to consider his application on that basis.

Wilbur Burbenk thinks the proposition is a poor one, but
he suggested that I send the application to you for a quick, reyiew
inesmuch as you know the property better than anyone. Higﬂapplication
for 3250,000 is, of course, unappropriate under the exploration pro-
grem, but in reconsidering his epplication we would be obliged to
point out that an exploration application for considerably less then
" his original application could be considered, if the property has merite
If the property holds no promise of & worth-while lead-zinc discovery
because of narrowness of the veins or low grade, then we could deny the
application as an exploration proposal which would dispose of it for
gOOd; o

Will you please give me your slent on these properties owned
by Ross as an exploration proposition. Note that he does not yet have
some of the properties on which he is requesting exploration funds, but
it seems probable he could get a lease on them;if they leve eny merit
we should consider their exploration possibilities.

The application submitted by Frank L. Ross has been
reviewed by the Lead-Zinc Branch. The review reveals the following
pertinent facts:

The original proposal was for a loan of $250,000, to be
used for driving a lower tumnel 5,000 feet to develop and open for
production lead, zinc, and copper ores below mined out gold-silver
stopes; @Acquisition of additional properties and construction of
a mill.

Date on this area indicated that the known ore reserves
were inadequete to support the proposed program. The project was
classified as "exploration®™ by the reviewers. 4 letter was sert to
the applicant inquiring if he would perticipate in the matching
fund exploration progrem. His reply indicates that he is unable to
provide his share of funds and submits Forms IF=-10%, MF-200, re~
questing 100% as the Government's share.

The covering letter reaffirms the applicant's belief that
the proven ore reserves are sufficient to amortize the proposed .
loan,

The Lead-Zinc Branch recommends that the epplication be
denied for a direct mining loan. The applicant has failed to sub-
stentiate that enough proven ore is present to support such e loan.
The applicant's interpretation of Yproven ore¥ is not one accepted
by geologists and mining engineers. YProven ore” is not besed on
enelogy with ore in other mines es is done by the applicant. The
aveilable data in the Government files and e familiarity with the
district by U. S. Geological Survey geologists indicatesthat the
epplicent's claims for ore are not based on conclusive evidence.

can class as so near proven as to not limit it to exploratory
alone as to fail to provide the 100% needed. I cannot secure
the 50%--so unless I can get the 100% I seé no: way to get

these metals to market for present emergency.

with as little money producing as muc h'or more metal than any-
place elsewhere that I know of. $50,000 will open the 2 or 3
ore bodies on the TWENTIETH CENTURY--if those are not good we
will not go further or spend more.

As time passes geologically tie tremors and tremblings of
the formation causes the four sharp points to grind away and
erode, so the waters and gasses remove the sands and gravels
slowly but surely, until the interscctions look like this:

But Nature does not peranit a vacuum, so as these erosions open
space, the silica and sediment in the waters and gasses form
a new kind or rock, a quartz or quartzite to fill the space.
In this new stock (vein f£illing) whatever minerals the waters
or gasses carried are dropped and impregnated into this new
rock filling, so what are known as ore lenses, chutee and
mineral deposits are formed.

But I have none of this kind of ore opened up; the elder
Brewster and his associates took out all they could find in
the ore lenses they opened up; this is one of the few specimens
remaining of that old ore bodv. But the younger Brewster
followed the vein along until he found a couple of places
where it was crossed by other veins; he located thig and it is
to get at the mill grede ores, carrying LEAD, ZINC and

I first
met Brewster when I went to Ophir in 1909 to work
in the old Suffolk mill., At that time he was driv-
ing his Little Eva cross-cut to cut that portion of
the Shumaker vein which he had covered with his
Twentieth Century claim, The Shumaker was a producer
of high-grade free milling gold ore. I left Ophir
in 1910 and did not return until 1917, Between
those two dates, he had cut the vein, driven an
up-raise and extracted a considerable amount of gold
ore. He has held the property ever since, paying .
taxes on it and thought well enough of it to fight
a lew-smit over it, which he won, He came into that
country when he was a young fellow, he and his
family being one of the first to cross the Ophir
Pass from Silverton to Ophir.
