Reference is made to your memorandum of October 23, 1951, 
transmitting a copy of Tom Lyonts undated letter regarding the report 
on the above docket. 


Inasmuch as the request was for a direct rather than an 
exploration loan, the examining team has spent only such time on the 
docket as was available after more important examinations were 
completed. However, R. R. McLellan, the Bureau representative on the 
team, reports that he has completed sufficient work to justify an 
unqualified statement that, in his opinion, the property does not 
qualify for the direct loan requested. He believes the property 
merits consideration under the exploration program and intends to	 S 


make such a suggestion in his report recommending denial of the 
direct loan. 


Sampling is well along at the property but it will probably 
require at least another month to complete the underground sampling, 
mapping, and the writing of the final report.

The application of the subject docket was for a development 
loan of 380,000. 


The purpose of this loan was to develop ore reserves and to 
reconstruct a mill to beneficiate the ores. 


The Franklin Vein varies in width from a few inches to 12 feet. 
Rich zinc-lead deposits are found at the intersection of the main fracture 


.	 and cross factures. Most of these have been mined, and the remaining 
min&able reserves are estimated at only 21i.,000 tons with an:,average grade 
of 0.10 ounces gold and l.S0 ounces silver per ton, 1.0 per cent lead and 
1.S per cent zinc. 


Due to the low tonnage and grade of present reserves, the examin-
ing team recommends. denial of the development loan, withwhich we concur. 


There ai'e large inferred reserves which require verification 
by exploration.
