Reference is made to wesorand(m dated Jamuary 13
from the Executive Officer, Regiom IV, to you, to which is
attached a draft of s proposed contract with American Hining
Company, both of which were submitted to this office by the
Chief of the Rare and Miscellansous Metals Division.

King indicates in his memorendum that although execution of
the proposed contract would be within his delegated powers,
he 13 sending it here for approval because the Operator 1s
controlled by Mr. George S. Groves.

The proposed contrect is written on & short form,
and the estimated cost is $19,000,0f whiech the Govermnment
will contribute 90 percent or $17,100.

— This proposed contract 1s extraordinary in that
.1t sets forth three separate operations as units of work to
which the GQovermment will contribute on & basis of agreed
costs, of a different sort than are ordinarily accepted for
this purpose. The three units referred to are as followss

1. Repailr hoist and compressor house,
install hoist and pump units, re- ‘ o
habilitate shaft to the 250 foot level ,.$2,000,00

2. Dewatar mine, rehabilitate shaft from

250 foot level to GOO-foot level vee 3,000.00
3, Sampling and Assaying veo_200.0C
Total Stage I 29,500,00

It seems to me that operations of this sort, if they
are to be adopted as units of worik, should be stated with more
explicitness and certainty than is done here, unless the :
agreed cost attached to each unit 1s certalnly as low or lower





than the actual cost of the unit will necessarily be. For
instance, referring to the first unit, I suppose that

hoist and pump ta’ wmight be of any verilety of slzes and
any variety of costs without any further specification than
that. Similarly, referring to the second unit, I would think
there might be much difference of opinion as to what it takes
to "rehabilitate shaft.” The third unit, "Sampling and Assay-
ing, seems to me to be much too indefinite.

The Execubive Officer and the Operator may not
realize that none of these costs can be contributed to by
the govermment, set up in this form, until they are completed,

Az indicated in Article % of DMEA Clreular 21, all
“of the work %o be performed should be stated in Exhibit A"
under the title "Description of the wWork,” As it nos stands,
nothing is sald under this title about repairing the hoist
