Projects approved by the Defense Minerals Administration must, 
in its judgment, show definite promiseof yielding material of accept' 
able  grade.. physical character and specifications, in quantities that 
will significantly improve the mineralsply position for National 
15tense.


Exploration projects as defined in 0-$, Regulations Governing 
Government AH in Defense Exploration Projects, must be confined to work 
necessary to search for unknown or undeveloped sources of strategic miners 
ale; the work must be confined to a reasonable delineation and sampling 
of the ore and. may not include work prosecuted primarily for mining or 
preparation for mining. 


A very careful study of your proposal, including examination 
by DU Yield Team, revealed the following: 


1. Considerable exploration and development work has been 
accomplished on the deposit; need for and justification of additional 
exploration has not been demonstrated, 


2. A sound geological basis for expecting to encounter eigni. 
ficant quantities of strategic minerals in the deposit has not been shown. 


3. Much of the proposed work project would be mining or prepa-
ration for mining and would not qualify as exploration under M0-.5.
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
