Everett estimates 275 tons of material at an upper wine
working, a sample of which assayed 0.65 percent WOz, and some 500
tons of material in a lower tunnel dump which assayed 0.09 percent
WO3.

Mr. Curtis Johnson, of Durango, Colorado, owner of the Ruby
mine located in Maggie Gulch, 6 miles northeast of Silverton, San Juan
County, accompanied the Bureau of Mines engineer to the tungsten pro-
perty on Thursday, August 16, 1951.

A road to the mine had been recently repaired by San Juan County.

Most of the mine workings are inaccessible. The vein outcrop
has been prospected for a strike length of about 300 feet and in places
tungsten ore has been mined. The ore mineral is hubnerite in a guartz
vein. The mineral occurs in lenses or ore shoots within the vein. The
vein varies up to 5 feet in width with a near vertical dip. Hubnerite
occurs in fractures in the quartz.

Mr. Johnson proposes to drive an adit near creek level to the
vein. This crosscut would be about 100 feet long. A drift would be
driven along the vein for 4O or 50 feet. Crosscutting and drifting
costs are estimated at $35.00 a foot. ILittle timber should be required.

Approximately 275 tons of material assaying 0.65 percent W03
have been collected from past operations and stockpiled.near the upper
workings on the outcrop. The dump from the lower tumnel contains about
500 tons from which a sample assayed 0,09 percent W03. Approximately
75 percent of the lower dump could be discarded and about 125 tons of .
0.5 percent material might be separated.

It would be difficult to estimate ore reserves in place as
the workings are mainly inaccessible. However, the vein structure is
strong and has only been prospected for a short distance. Between 5
and 10 tons a day of 1 to 3 percent tungsten ore might be produced
between the months of June and December, Other tungsten properties in
the same area are potential producers under favorable economic conditions.

There apparently are no milling facilities available for the
Ruby mine ore. Limited and not too efficient methods are being attempted
at two nearby properties. The possibility exists that the American Zinc,
Lead and Smelting Company mill at Ouray will process tungsten ores,

Ore produced could be shipped either to Boulder, Colorado, or
to tungsten mills in Nevada if no other plan toward ultimate utilization
was presented. ‘
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By development of the Ruby and a few other properties near
Silverton, sufficient reserves could be developed to justify the
establishment of an ore purchasing depot. 1In order to develop tungsten

" reserves at the Ruby mine and to stimulate mining in other properties

the $5,000.00 project requested by the applicant appears warranted
from the preliminary examination and the $3, 750 00 government loan
is suggested for approval.
