I NTRODUCT I ON 


Mr. Thomas Conway, P. 0. Box 311, Durango, Colorado, has applied for 


government assistance to explore for copper on the unpatented Gold Nugget 


No. I and 2 lode mining claims, Needle Mountain Mining District, La Plata 


County, Colorado. The claims, owned by the applicant, are located about 


22 miles (airline) northeast of Durango, Colorado, in T. 37 N., R. 6 W., 


New Mexico Principal Meridian. 


The applicant proposes to explore a quartz vein, containing sparse 


•	 copper sulfides, by a 200 foot drift and a 100 foot shaft. His estimated 


cost of the project is $12,000. 


From the end of a Forest Service road, about 12 miles north of 


Vallecito Dam, the property is reached by 4 miles of trail, 3 miles of 


which is well graded and maintained by the Forest Service. 


The property was examined on October 7, 1952, in company with R. L. 


Bolmer, U. S. Bureau of Mines; Thomas Conway, the applicant; and J. C. 


MacLachlan, U. S. Geological Survey. 


It is concluded that exploration on the claims will not lead to the 


discovery of copper deposits of minable grade and denial of the application 


is recommended.


GEOLOGY 


The claims are underlain by the pre-Cambrian Vallecito conglomerate. 


This rock is metamorphosed, indurated, and sheared. It is composed of

small, well rounded, quartz, schist, and quartzite pebbles in a fine 


grained sandy matrix. Although somewhat contorted, the general strike of 


the formation is northeast and the dip is southeast. Cross and Howe (1905) 


estimated the thickness of the conglomerate to be at least 2000 feet. 


The sediments have been intruded by dikes of a fine-grained, porphyritic, 


light colored rock, megascopically classified as a granite-porphyry. The 


dikes range in width from a few inches to at least 50 feet; those observed 


in the area transect the bedding in the Vallecito conglomerate. 


Low grade copper mineralization occurs along pegmatitic quartz veins 


and along the contact between a granite-porphyry dike and the Vallecito 


cong I omer ate. 


The vein deposit, which the applicant proposes to explore, outcrops 


•	 on the steep east wall of the Vallecito Creek canyon, at an elevation of 


about 9000 feet (500 feet above the river), It crops out over a slope 


distance of several hundred feet and a vertical interval of about 50 feet. 


Exploration by a small open cut has exposed the vein to a depth of 8 feet 


below the surface. At this point it is 4 to 5 feet wide, strikes N. 45° E., 


and dips 65° N. The hanging wall of the vein isa very definite sharp 


contact, but the foot wall is irregular. It is possible that the deposit 


may be more closely related to a pegmatite than to a true fissure vein. 


Both primary and secondary copper sulfide minerals are present as 


scattered grains, somewhat concentrated in bands near the hanging and 


foot walls of the vein. Pyrite and chalcopyrite were the only primary 


sulfide min-ais recognized in the exposure. Secondary copper minerals 


are covellite and bornite. Malachite staining occurs along many of the

About the turn of the century, the contact deposit was developed by 


a 200 foot drift, a 40 to 50 foot winze, and several short adits and 


shallow pits, all located on the hanging wall contact of a 50 foot wide 


granite-porphyry dike and the Vallecito conglomerate. A zone of weak 


si I icification, 6 inches to 12 inches wide, and containing pyrite, 


chalcopyrite, bornite, covellite, gold, and an insignificant amount of 


sheelite is exposed. Little or no alteration of either the dike rock or 


•	 the conglomerate was noted in any of the exposures. Post mineral faulting 


has offset the contact deposit but displacements are small (fig. 2). 


U. S. Bureau of Mines assays of one sample cut across this mineralized 


zone follow:

No exploration on the contact deposit is proposed in the application 


for exploration assistance. It was examined, and a brief description is 


included in this report, because of its bearing on mineral deposition in 


the area. It is probable that the applicant will request exploration 


assistance on the contact deposit. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


Sulfide minerals, gold, and quartz have been deposited along fracture 


zones in conglomerate and along the hanging wall side of a granite-porphyry

dike. Without exception the deposits are very low grade and even with 


careful hand sorting, none of the material can be mined at a profit. 


The presence of bornite and covellite in the shallow exploratory pits 


indicates that a zone of secondary enrichment exists at or near the surface 


and that at greater depth an even lower copper content can be expected. 


It is recommended that the application for exploration assistance, 


DMA Docket 1699X, be denied.

appeared to be in operating condition. The outcrop is about 500 feet 


above Vallecito Creek, the nearest water source for mining purposes. 


The trail from the creek to the claims is unimproved and traverses 


heavy timber and underbrush. 


At his home in Durango, the applicant has an old model jackhammer 


and an Gro Line Model G 2-cylinder compressor without engine. It 


is guessed that the capacity of both the applicant's compressors 


would be reqcired to operate one jackhar efficiently. The second 


compressor would have to be disassembled and transported to the 


property by pack animal, as would other necessary operating equipment 


and supplies.
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Conclusions an&Becommendations 


The copper occurrence on the applicant t property is too low-


grade to be commercial and there is no indication that the grade 


would improve through exploration laterally or with depth. Even 


if higher grade copper could be anticipated, the isolation of the 


property from highways, supply centers, copper mifl and smelters 


would be sufficient reason for not considering an exploration 


project. An exploration program probably could be undertaken at 


high cost and unusual difficulties, but only copper concentrates 


in limited quantities could be teknn from the property by pack 


animal bould a discovery be made. The property has no milling 


facili1es and, even if permission for road construction could be 


obtained, the terrain is so rugged as to make the cost proktitive. 


The applicant is a laborer for the Denver and Rio Grand Western 


Railroad in Durango. His income, at best, is only moderate. He 


intends to f(nance one-half of the proposed program by his labor 


on the project. He has no apparent assets other than a modest home 


in Durango, an old model automobile, the two claims with the improve-


ments described, and the inizing equipment mentioned. His current 


monthly income would cease while working on the project. He did 


not indicate how his family would be supported during the duration 


of the project. It is evident that the applicant cannot finance 


satisfactorily 50 percent of an exploration program of any amount. 


There, also, is some doubt as to the applicant's experience at 


mining. It is questionable whether he is qualified to manage an 


exploration project and carry it to a successful conclusion.

Attached are 8 copies of the geological report by E. N. Harshman 
covering DMA Docket 1699X, Gold Nugget No. I and 2, La Plata County, 
Colorado.


The applicant proposes to explore a quartz vein, containing 
sparse copper sulfides, by a 100-foot shaft and a 200-foot drift at an 
estimated cost of $12,000. 


Low grade copper mineralization occurs-along pegmatitic quartz 
veins and along the hanging wall of a granite porphyry dike in the pre-
Cambrian Vallecito conglomerate. Both primary and secondary copper 
sulfide minerals are present as scattered grains. Without exception the 
deposits are very low grade. The presence of secondary copper minerals 
in the shallow exploratory pits indicates that a zone of secondary 
enrichment exists at or near the surface and that at greater depth an 
even lower copper content can be expected. Harshman, therefore, recom-
mends that an exploration loan be denied. 


I concur in this recommendation.
