Past working was carried on between 1878 and 1893, 
and have not been worked since. Early working was for silver, and 
applicant says that lead was discarded onto dumps. 


The workings,according to W. S. Burbank of the Geological 
Survey, are in the pre-Cainbrian gneisses, below the formations that 
are favorable for base metals in the San Juans. The pre-Cambrian 
has made only an insignificant production of lead and zinc from 
narrow veins. The claim of antimony made by the applicant is 
apparently based on hearsay as to what the 1890 ore contained, and 
there is no evidence that any significant antimony is contained in 
the ores.


It is recommended that the application be denied and the 
enclosed, letter sent to applicant.
