The Galtie Boy Mines, Inc., submitted an original loan
application forv$22,789.00,‘Defonse Mtnerals Administration ,
Dockat 1871, on June 29, 1951, The project proposals were
baaed entirely on 0ld newspaper reports of high-grade silver-
lead ore in the Hercules shaf't workinga.

The property consisting of two stendard patented mining claime
is in Prospect Guich; a tributary of Cement Creek, about 8 miles
north of Silverton, San Juan County, Colo. (fig. 2). Other
mines in the vicinity include the Galena Queen, Lerk, Henrietta,
and Joe and John.

DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSITS

No specific 1ﬁformation 1s avallable on the ore thoughtiite
be present in the Hercules property.

Henderson is also
a stockholder and director of the Galtie Boy Mines, Inc., and,as
the administrator of the V. H. Steele estate, has given a 10-year
lease and option on the two claims, Hercules énd.J. S. P. The
lease requires twenty labor shifts per month from June to October
of each year, beginning October 1951,

The two claims are not contiguous, being separated by the
Burleigh claim. The original ownership wmep submitted by the
applicant shows open ground adjacent to the Hercules claim. In

1947, V. H. Steele flled location on several olaims to cover
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open ground in the vicinity. A revised map showing these located

claims has been submitted by the applicant; four coples are
attached, These located c¢laims are now controlled by the U. S.
011 and Development Corporation which has practically the same
directorship as the Galtie Boy Mines, Inc. It seems advisable

to have leases and subordination agreements on the adjacent
located claims in order to cover any extension of minerélization
which might be found on the Hercules. The applicant, Galtie Boy
Mines, Inc., has Indicated it is buying tax title to the Burleigh
claim. Some of the located claims may, at present, be included
In leases on the U. 8. 0il and Development Corporation's Henrietta
wine, DMA 606, contract I-DMA-E29, and on the Joe and John mine,
DMA 1870.

DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSITS

No specific information is availlable on the ore thought o
\be present in the Hercules property. Generally, the ore deposits
in the vicinity are found in lens-shaped chimneys. They are of
short length, 20 ~ 50 feet, and may be quite wide in places.
Usually the outcrops ere covered by overbufden.or concealed by
strong alteration at surface. The adjécént Galens Queen mine is
producing from & high-grade chimmey of silver-lead-zinc ore. The
body 1s reportedly 30 feet long and 10 or more feet wide.

Untll the results of phase one are studied, no definite plan
can be made for-phase two. Costs of drifting will be at lesast

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The proposal subwitted by the Galtle Boy Mines, Inc., is
8 complete gamble with nothing more than copies of 0ld newspaper
clippings submitted by the applicant to substantiate the existence
of mineralization in the Hercules mine workings. The o0ld news-
paper reports were only hearsay evidence when they were printed.
No evidence.is given to show that the Hercules mine dump contains
ore which would be some indication of mineralizsgtion underground.
A surface examination cannot be made at this time.

The two claims leased by the applicant are not contiguous.
If commercial ore was found in the Hercules mine, there is no
assurance the ore occurs along the length of the claim rather
than scross the shorter dimension. The GaltieaBoy Mines, Inc.,
should control the adjoining property to cover the extension of
any ore found.

The applicant originally applied for & loan totaling
$22,789.00, The revised application indicates the corporation
has sufficlent money avallable to furnish half of a $48,910.00






loan. Galtie Boy Mines, Inc., can, therefore, afford to apend

a part of this money to submit facts rather than vague, hearsay
evidence of mineralizétion, It may be possible that by using
company equipment & preliminsry examination of the Hercules
mine workings can be made with an expenditure about equivalent
to the corporation's half of the estimated cost of phase one.
This would not allow rehabilitation of the mine but may ellow
sufficient investigation to decide if the applicant wants to
spend more money on the project. |

It is recommended that the loan either be denled at this
time or be held in & pending status until the Galtie Boy Mines,
Inc., if 1t =0 desires s completes phase one at its own expense
‘or makes the mine workings safe and accessible for examination.
