The General Investment Corporation has applied for an exploration
loan of $50,000 with which to explore 18 claims in the West Gateway Mining
District of Mesa County, Colorado. Gene Schumacher of the Grand Junction
office of the U. S. Geological Survey has mapped this area and is familiar
with the geology of these uranium ores; he assisted the writer in making
the field examination.

The uranium ore, consisting essentially of disseminated carnotite,
occurs at one mein horizon in gently folded Morrison sendstone.. Some
ore occurs both above and below this zone, and is found in seams parallel
to bedding, stringers or veinlets transverse to bedding, and locally it
has replaced fossil wood. The ore-bearing.sandstones are thick and
relatively resistant. At many places they outcrop prominently, forming
discontinuous ledges locally called "rims" because of their location near
a sharp bresk in slope between the relatively flat mesa above and the
steep-walled deep canyons below.

The main mineralized belt carrying uranium ore lies north ofothe
General Investment Corporation cleims, and a little ore has been extracted
from smell, reputedly unprofitable operations adjoining the Beth B and
the Kelly Rook Groups. Although the claims in question are all, or nearly

all, crossed by the main ore-bearing "rim" horizon, no mineralization was

observed in the few outcrops found on these claims,.





Since the claims igvolved lie south of the main urenium belt and as
there is no concrete evidence that uranium ore or mineralization is présént
on the claims of General Investment Corporation, it seems highly improbable
that a significent discovery will be made here.
