Re: DMA Docket 2023 


Your application for a loan to explore the No Name Copper 
Mine has been reviewed by the Defense Minerals Administration. We 
have a report of a field examination made on your property to help 
us in judging your application. 


On the basis of the report, we must conclude that the 
chances of finding any significant new tonnage of copper ore by the 
exploration you propose are not favorable. The veins are narrow, 
past production has been small, and the actual present reserves are 
negligable. Under these circumstances, an expenditure of Government 
funds for the exploration you proposed is unwarranted. We regret, 
therefore, that your application must be denied.

The No Name vein i s exposed for about 100 feet in the No Name No. 1 


adit. The vein strikes N. 370 W. and dips 250_460 east. As seen in the 


adit, the vein consists of from I to 8 incnes of quartz with from 0 to 4 


thohes.of sulfides. The vein averages about 4 inches wide with less

than 1 inch of sulfides. It is estimated that less than 10 per cent of 


the vein is sulfides. The main sulfide mineral is galena, and associated 


with it are minor amounts of sphalerite, pyrite,, and balcopyrite. Locally 


along the vein the ore has been oxidized and most of the sulfides removed. 


Ore assayed from the. oxidized zones gave good values in gold. The ozntry 


rook is quartz-hornblende schist-and grnie.
