Attached are 8 copies of the geologic report by Ogden Tweto
covering the subject docket.

The outcrop of the vein is covered by talus and the main tunnel
is caved, making an effective study of this property impossible, However,
from reports of operators in the district and his general knowledge of
the district, Tweto comcludes that the Hallie A. tungsten mine, which
produced ore during World War I and in the Twenties, warrants further

exploration.

The exploration program proposed by the applicant--to drill
through the talus and the driving ahead of the lower tunnel--is not
considered the most practical. Instead, it is suggested that a shaft
be sunk on the vein to a depth of 85 feet and that 100 feet of drifting
be done on the vein at thls level, at a total cost of $11, 500.

I concur with this recommendation.

Due to inaccessibility of the mine workings, field emina—
tion could not prove the existence of tungsten mineralisation, but
Everett concludes that there is sufficient reliable informatiom to
indicate that there is a reasonable chance of finding tungsten ore
in the Hallie A mine. The owner emd applicant resides im Illinois
and was not available for consultation concerning the preposals.

The proposal as submitted by the applicant does not appear to be
campletely feasible from the standpoint of developing the greatest
amount of ore, .Accordingly, an alternate proposal is recommended with
an increase of cost from the original $8,000,00 estimated to $11,500,00.
This alternate recommendation was discussod with the Boulder resident
whom the applicant hes designated as the manager for the mine, The
applicant hes indicated in his applicatien that he is finaneially able
and willing to participate in the program and it is assumed that the
alternate method proposed will meet with his approval.

I conour in the recommsndations for approval of the alter-
nate proposal costing $11,500,00, with the Gavormunt. participation
of 75 percent amounting to $8, 625.@0.

Dear lr. Fast:

I am sorry that I apparently did not clearly state the
location of my mines in my application for exploration
assistance. T listed them as Hallie A. No. 1, Hallie A.
No. 2, and Hallie A, by June Rose patent No. 18921. I was
trying to say that they were located near, and tied to the
June Rose patent, so that they would be easier to locate.

I have typed up a copy of the déscriptions of the
mines as found on the Boulder County records. You may
attach this description to the application if you wish.

You will also find deeds recorded which place the
title to the claims in my name. My partner, Mr. Crane
died, and his widow quit claimed the mines to me last
sunmer.

I have started a second tunnel under the old tunnel
in order to gain stoping ground as quickly and economically
as possible. The second tunnel had caved in, but we got
1t open last summer and drove it a bit further. We have
about 50 feet yet to go to get into pay ore. Before the
old tunnel caved in, we sampled the floor along the tracks
and found the ore averaged better than two per cent tungsten.

Mr. D. He Core, mineral surveyor in Boulder, walked
over the property with me two years ago. He may still
remember something about the lines which would help you.
I also remarked most of the corners last summer. Mr. Ray
Flairty of Nederland is familiar with the ore and the tunnels.
He and his brother worked the mine on shoestring capital
during the second war and made money. The mine has never
been properly explored or developed because of lack of funds.

I want to get something going on this mine as socon as
possible after the weather permits this Spring.
