hereinafter called the “Operator,” as follows:

ARTICLE 1. Authority for contract.—This agreement is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of
1950, as amended, pursuant to DMEA Order 1 entitled “Government Aid in Defense Exploration Projects.”

ARTICLE 2. Operator’s property rights.—With respect to that certain land situated in the State of .._CQlorade

, County of Boulder . , described as follows:*___" g
The Blue Jay Lode Claim No. 19808 and the Ideal No. 1 Lode
Claim No. 19808

the Operator represents and undertakes: *

(b) That the Operator is a lessee, in possession and entitled to possession, and the Owner’s Consent to Lien is attached.

The Operator. shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to
the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of
acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof.

ARTICLE 3. Exploration project.—The Operator, within .SDCtY(QO_)-_ aays from the date of this contract shall commence
work on a project of exploration for ® Tungsten

in or upon the described land; and shall bring the project to completion within a period of --six--(é)_mont.hs ______ from the
date of this contract. The work to be performed is more fully described in Exhibit “A” attached hereto, which, with any maps
01f'tdraw1ng§ tc{lereto attached, are made a part of this contract. The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided.

ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work~—(a) Operator’s responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens’
compensation and employers’ liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit “A,” attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors; and work not specified in Exhibit “A” for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit “A,” as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter.

(b) Independent contracts.—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved), or on some basis
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract.
The Government shall not be nor be considered.to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government’s right to
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit “A” to any such independent contract states that the Government’s
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it has given its
written approval of the independent contract. .

(¢) Government may inspect.—The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work.

ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project.—A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit “A,”
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit “A” is there or
elsewhere designated as an ‘“allowable maximum,” such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government’s approval of any such excess
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit “A” or elsewhere as
“allowable maximum,” and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate.

ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the project—(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are
limited to.the following:

(1) Independent contracts—Payments to independent contractors under independent contracts listed in Exhibit “A.”
The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of
costs in Exhibit “A” in terms of the estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract,
the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract.

(2) Labor, supervision, consultants.—Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological
consultants), a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit “A.” The requirements and related
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums.

(8) Operating materials and supplies—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit “A.”

(4) Operating equipment—Any operating equipment to be rented or purchased, or which is owned and will be furnished
by the Operator, with the estimated rental, purchase price, or the allowable depreciation, as the case may be, a schedule of
which is included in Exhibit “A.” Any items listed as owned and to be furnished by the Operator, and related initial allow-
able depreciation, are allowable maximums.

(5) Rehabilitation and repairs—Any necessary initial rehabilitation or repairs of existing buildings, installations, fix-
tures, and movable operating equipment, now owned by the Operator and to be devoted to the purposes of the exploration
contract, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit “A.” These items are allowable
maximums.

(6) New buildings, improvements, installations.—Any necessary buildings, fixed improvements, or installations to be
purchased, installed, or constructed for the purposes of the exploration work, with the estimated cost of each, a schedule of
which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit “A.” All of these items are allowable maximums.

(7) Miscellaneous.—Repairs to and maintenance of operating equipment (not including initial rehabilitation or repairs
of the Operator’s equipment), analytical work, accounting, workmen’s compensation and employers’ liability insurance and
payroll taxes. :

(8) Contingencies.—Such other necessary, reasonable direct costs of performing the exploration work, within the limit
of the total aggregate estimate of costs, whether or not included in_any schedule of costs in Exhibl{; “A,” as may be
approved by the Government in the course of the work, as indicated by its approval and payment of invoices and vouchers.

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(b) The Government’s. paymen'n all cases will be based on actual, necessax! costs (including contract unit prices) s .
incurred not in excess of any “allowable maximum,” and not in excess of the fixed percentage of the total aggregate estimated cost.
Costs will be considered to be incurred only as they are or become due and payable.

(¢) No items of general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than payroll and sales taxes) or any other
indirect costs, or work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in
which the Government will participate.

ARTICLE 7. Reports, decounts, audits.— (a) Progress reports. The Operators shall provide the Government with monthly
reports of work performed and costs (including contract unit prices) incurred under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies),
upon forms provided by the Government. These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the
Operator’s invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by
the Government, unless the Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports
shall include surface and/or underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with
assay-reports on samples taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground.

(b) Final report.—VUpon completion of the exploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide the
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies), including an estimate of ore
reserves resulting from the exploration work. o : C .

(¢) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator’s reports are insufficient
or incomplete, the Government, may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the
exploration work; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or
incomplete reports. o

(d) Accounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records. and 'accounts of operations, which.the Government may
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator’s records and accounts by
a certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. Upon the com-
pletion of the project or termination of the contract the Operator shall render a final account as provided in Article 12.

ARTICLE 8. Payments by the Government.—(a) The Government will pay Seve_ntY-five percent of the allowable
costs incurred, as they accrue, in an aggregate total amount not in excess of $ 75875.00 , which is ______| 5 per-

cent of $ 10,500,00 , the agreed, estimated total cost of the project in which the Government will participate;
Provided, that until the Operator’s final report and final accounting have been rendered to the Government, and any final audit-
ing required by the Government has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may
withhold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of ten (1Q) percent of the maximum total which
the Government might have been called upon to pay under the terms of the contract. |

(b) The Government may make any payment or payments direct to independent contractors and to suppliers, for the account
of the Operator, rather than to the Operator.

ARTICLE 9. Repayment by Operator.—(a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first,
as follows: .

(1) One and one-half (1%) percent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton.

(2) One and one-half (1%) percent of any such net amounts, plus one-half (%) percent of such net amounts for each
additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5)
percent of such net amounts. )

(For instance: The percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half (1%)
percent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (3%) percent.) '

(0) As here used, “net smelter returns,” “net concentrator returns,” and “other net amounts realized from the sale or other
disposition,” mean gross revenue from sales; or if not sold, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in
which and the place where it is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not disposed of as such,
these terms mean what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in income-tax
determination. .

(¢) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land
desfcribed indArticle 2 and upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or
is fully paid.

(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest
to engage in any mining or production operations. i

ARTICLE 10. Asstgnment, transfer, or loss of Operator’s interest—Without the written consent of the Government, the
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator’s rights in the land described in Article 2,
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government’s right to a percentage royalty on production and
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator’s rights in the land, without
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision,
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator’s liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

ARTICLE 11. Title to and disposition of property.—All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more
than $50.00 each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, although title may
be taken in the name of the Operator, shall belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective
contributions, and upon the completion of the work or the termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly by the Opera-
tor for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the
Operator at a price at least as high as could otherwise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Government,
unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such disposition, the Opera-
tor shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in
proportion to their respective interests. If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government,
fails, neglects, or refuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, take possession of, and
remove and dispose of any such property as above provided. .

ARTICLE 12. Termination and completion.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate
this contract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms
of the contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the .Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the
contract; or (¢) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of
making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall dispose of any remaining materials, supplies, facilities,
buildings, fixtures, and equipment in which the Government has an interest, for the joint account of the Operator and the Gov-
ernment in the proportion of their respective interests; shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of his operations
under the contract and his expenditures of money; and shall pay to the Government its pro rata share of any money remaining.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is
required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: .

(@) Form MPF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report and

Voucher ~—~This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government’s share of costs; DN

(b) Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Prog-"

ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures
: wh&ch shows costs for the various types of operation;
an

(c) Narrative—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is' to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to.the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
ager}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form. '

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms. .

Under Item (1) delete words ‘‘Short Form” if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent’ if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent, contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
used in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to &

third party will be reported under ‘‘Rental’”. The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under ‘Purchase’”. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion ,Of equipment owned will be reported under ‘ Deprecia-
tion”’. :

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation.and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures,
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported
under items (2) and (3).

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3).

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability, insurance, workmen’s.compensation
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen’s compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by.
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.

Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other seven categories.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. .There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”’, and ‘“New Buildings, Improve-
ments, ete.”” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The “Total Costs” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs” as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date”. .

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. “Operating Equipment”, ‘Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two-columns headed ‘‘Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract., This information is
usually a part of Exhibit “A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs. ’

| MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is
required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows:

(@) Form MF-104,—Operator’s Monthly Report and
Voucher—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher.for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government’s share of costs;

(b) Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures
whéch shows costs for the various types of operation;
an , :

() Narrative—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is'to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
a.ger}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms. ‘

Under Item (1) delete words ‘“Short Form”’ if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent’ if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
used in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and deprepmtxon.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

" purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00.

third party will be reported under “Rental’”’. The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under ‘‘Purchase’”. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion, ’of equipment owned will be reported under “ Deprecia-
tion”’.

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be report.ed
under items (2) and (3)

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3).

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
ayroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen’s compensation
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen’s compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.

Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other seven categories.

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of ﬁayrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer.

The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: ‘‘Operating Equip-

A space for remarks has been provided.for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances ca,usmg excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

(c) Narrative—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever -possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or c¢hurn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
?ﬁger%t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of

e form,

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words “Short Form” if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent” if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract. .

- Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations.

The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs’”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of thefentire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been]designed. to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The ‘“Total Costs” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs’”’ asireported on Form MF-104.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, ete., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ‘‘Operating Equipment”, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed “Authorized by Contract”’ will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit “A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been. provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

(@) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and
Voucher—This form details expenditures and consti-

tutes & voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the °

Government’s share of costs;

(b) Form MF—104A—0peraior’s Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures
whéch shows costs for the various types of operation;
an

(¢) Narrative—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
aﬁenft should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activitiea under other contract forms.

The No. 3 tunnel was driven by the operator
during 1943. Production, if any, was small and not reported.

The Blue Jay patented lode mining claim, Survey No. 19808, is
owned by W, D. Brown of Azuza, California. The claim is leased to the

operator until 1962,

DESCRIPTION OF DEPOSIT

Only the Blue Jay vein is known to exist on the claim. It is a
narrow and brecciated‘fissure vein striking northéast-southwest and
dipping steeply northwest in granite. The vein consists of a few
inches of quartz, crushed wall rock; and gouge which has been stained
heavily by the oxidation of iron and manganese minerals. Narrow
streaks of siliceous and brecciated ferberite occur intermittently
along the vein. A single ore shoot, approximately 50 feet in length,

was stoped to the surface from the No. 2 tunnel.
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Prior to contract exploration, the vein had been developed for
a length of 225 feet and to a maximum depth of 100 feet below the
surface by means of three-adits and short winzes, and raise stopes
therefrom (fig. 2). Under the contract, the lower adit was extended
below and some 7O feet beyond the developmeht of the'upper levels,
The vein opened by this work was similar to its other exposures in
the mine. _

The drift extension was begun on a llh-inch vein containing 2
inches of siliceous ferberite. The vein weakened gradually toward
the southwest. Small seams of low-grade ferberite continued inter-
mittently along the vein for approximstely 90 feet, The vein divided
at 110 feet. The most promising split was followed until it diminished
to only a tight fracture in granite.

The most promising section of the vein, occurring some 80 feet
along the extension of the tunnel, assayed 3.6 percent tungsten tri-
oxide and 1.0 percent phosphorous over a width of 7 inches, The
ferberite in the vein is highly crushed and breccisted. It is slmost
indistinguishable from the stained gangue. The upgrading of such
meterial by hand sorting and cobbing would be difficult and only.

moderately successful.

WORK COMPLETED UNDER CONTRACT
Contract work commenced September 8, 1952.' Initial work con-
sisted of the rehabilitation of the No. 3 tunnel.- The tunnel portal
was cleaned of caved material and retimbered. Céved ground near the
breast of the tunnel slso was cleaned up. The old track and air line
were made serviceagble. An alr compressor was moved to the site and

installed. Track was extended across the mine dump.
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Drifting commenced September 22, 1952. The No. 3 tunnel had been

extended 53 feet by November 30, 1952, after which date the operator
recessed operations because of severe winter weather conditions., Opera-
tions were resumed April 3, 1953, and by June 13, 1953, 151 feet of
drift had been completed., A request by the operator to explore for
commercial grade ore by raising from the lower level was denied. As

the vein then explored by the authorized work had not exposed commercial

values and as promising areas for additional exploration were not

apparent, the contract was considered complete,

EXPENDITURES
During operations, incurred costs totaling $7,234.56 were reported
by the operator. Of the reported amount, costs totaling $7,152.58 were
accepted by the Defense Minersls Exploration Administration as neceésary
and justified expenses of the project. Accepted costs of the project

were distributed as follows:

EFFICIENCY OF OPERATION
Operations under the contract were carried out with about sverage
mining competence and efficiency, The operator served as working
supervisor of the project.' Including the operator, two, and sometimes

three, men were employed on fhe project. The labor turnover was high,





At the beginning, drifting labor was paid by the hour; later, this
labor was contracted on a footage basis. Ground broken in drifting
was hand loaded in mine cars and hand trammed to the surface. Timber

support was not required.

Costs of the project were distributed to operations as follows:

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Equipment other than that itemized above was expended during the
project and had no salvage value. The operator's bid of $97.00 for
the net salvage value of the unexpended property was the highest of the
three bids submitted and was accepted by the Executive Officer, Defense
Minerals Exploration Administration Field Team, Region IV.

The liquidation of salvable property reduced the net accepted costs
of the project to $7,055.58. The Government, through payment to the
operator, participéted to the extent of 75 percent, or $5,291.69, in
the net accepted exploration expenses, Of the $10,500;00, authorized
contract amount, $3,444.42 was unexpended. The.Government's share of

the unexpended funds was T5 percent, or $2,583.31.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

It is concluded that exploration at the B;ue Jay mine was carried
out as authorized under the contract, The incurred coéts accepted by
the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration were reasonsble and
Justified expenses of the authorized program,

No significant discovery of tungsten ore resulted from the
exploration, Although the operator may attempt production from the
mine, it is considered doubtful that his production will be significant,
if 1t can be marketed at all. A certification of discovery is not
recommended for the low;grade mineral opened through contract work.

Further exploration at the Blue Jay mine is not considered warranted.

No large outlays for egquipment to be purchased,
initial rehabilitation and repeirs, and new buildings, improvements and installations
are included in the contract. The rate of advance, theoretically at least, is
scheduled at 373 feet per month; labor at $2%..0 per foot; supervision at $16.00
per foot maximum ($14.67 miniwum); and over-zll cost at $70 per foot.

Although the number of laborers is not given in the contragt nor is their
dalily ware rate indicated, it is probably thres since th-t is the number requested
in the application. It would seem that four men to run an £dit is excessive.
Undoubtedly the applicant, who is 2 lessee and cquite likely only & hard-rock niner,
will bo the supervisor. Paying such a men $550 to $600 & month is out of keeping
with engineers' salaries.

Judging from the map accompanying the contrret, it appesrs thet the mineral
showing is weak and thet the tungsten occurs largely in the form of horay ore which
fs difficuls to recover metallurgically. It would appear that this type of prospect
does not warrant »nd cennot support the proposed cxpensive exploration.

SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS, AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The Blue Jay mine is in the central part of the Boulder tungsten
district, Colorado, high on a cliffy slope above the Boulder-Nederland
highway at The Narrows. It is owned by W. D. Broﬁn, father of A. W.

Brown, lessee and applicant. The mine comprises three short tunnels,
the middle 25 feet below the upper, énd the lower 62 feet below the
middle. An open stope 40 to 50 feet long extends from the middle or
No. 2 tunnel through No. 1 tunmel to the surface.

The mine is in granite and on a rather small and tight vein that
strikes about N, 65° E. and dips 68°-760 NW. The vein contains a few
thin veinlets of horny ferberite in the inner part of No. 2 tunnel, and
a maximum of 2 inches of horny "peanut ore™ near the breast of the lower
or No. 3 tunnel. The tonnage end grade of ore produced from the single
stope on the vein are not kmown, but probably neither was high.

The applicant has submitted & request for a loan fof a project
estimated to cost $24,000, to drive the No. 3 tunnel ahead 300 feet, put
up several raises, and drive a 50-foot crosscut. Although there is a good
chance that further exploration would lead to some ore, the grade would
probably be low, and the tonnage probably would not be great. Accordingly,
the proposed projéct is scaled down to 150 feet of drifting in the No. 3
tunnel, with no raising or crosscutting. This reduced project is recommended

for approval at an estimated cost of $10,500 (Government participation 75%,

or $7,875).

INTRODUCTION

The Blue Jay mine is in the central part of the Boulder tungsten
district, Colorado, high on the cliffy slope west of the FEureka mine,
which is beside the Boulder-Nederland highway at the foot of The Narrows.
The mine, including the Blue Jay and Ideal No. 1l claims, ié owned by W. D.
Brown, father of the A. W. B?own, who is lessee and applicant. The mine
comprises three short tunnels, as shown in figure l1l. The upper, or No.
1, tunnel is inaccessible, as the floor has been stoped out from the
portalvwestward for 40 or 50 feet. No. 2 tunnel, 25 feet below No. 1,
is accessible by climbing over a muck pile at the bottom of the open
stope that goes up through No. 1 tunnel to the surface. No. 3 tunnel,

62 feet below No. 2, is accessible although partly caved at the portal.
It starts as a very crooked crosscut tunnel but straightens ou§ after
reaching the vein. The mine is theoretically acéessible at the level
of No. 3 tunnel by a primitive road that runs eastward down the ridge
between\Middle and North Boulder Creeks for 2 or 3 miles from a poor
road that runs north-south aéross the Rogers Tract, but this road is
impassable at this time of the year, and the mine can be reached only
on foot from the highway.

The applicant has submitted a request for an Exploration Loan for
a project estimated to cost $24,000, to rehabilitate No. 3 tunnel, drive

it 300 feet westward, drive "several short raises into the ore exposed






by this exploration,™ and to drive a 50 foot crosscut into the footwall
to explore a parallel vein known at the surface. The mine does not

warrant this much work, and even if it did, the estimated cost of $24,000

is far too high.
GEOLOGY

The Blue Jay mine is in Boulder Creek granite. In No. 3 tunnel,
the vein follows a narrow gneissic and locally schisty gérgak in the
granite. The vein strikes about N. 65° E, and dips 68°-76° NW. It is
& small minor vein parallel to the much sfronger Bureka-Lookout vein,
which lies about 200 feet to the north. The Blue Jay vein epparently
contained only one small ore shoot; this was stoped through a length of
possibly 50 feet from the surface down through No. 1 tunnel; in No. 2
tunnel the stope is about 40 feet long. In No. 3 tunnel, the vein has
been stoped only in a minor way, a round or two having been put into the
back here and there. There is no indication of stoping off the winze in
the No., 2 tunnel down to the water at 22 feet. In the western parts of
Nos. 2 and 3 tunnels, the vein is a rather tight sheeted and locally
brecciated zone 8 to 14 inches wide that contains thin streaks of rather
horny ferberite and a few veinlets of horn quartz. In the back of No. 3
tunnel, above a muck pile about 15 feet high, the vein contains a maximmum
of two inches of "peanut ore": horny ferberite forming a matrix for
numerous small, angular rock fragments. A vein that branches southwest=

ward from the Blue Jay near the breast of No. 2 tunnel is of about the

same strength and character as the Blue Jay vein. It contains a few thin

feeders of horny ferberite but not enough to mine.






CONCLUSIONS

Some exploration is warranted by the showings of ferberite at the
inner ends of the two lower Blue Jay tunnels, but not on the scale pro-
posed by the applicant. The ore that can be seen is rathér horny and
low-grade, and the odds are against a sudden change to high grade ore in
mineable bodies, even though several examples can be cited from this part
of the district of similarly unprepossessing veins that upon continued
exploration yielded good orebodies. The grade and quantity of ore mined
from the single stope on the vein are not known, but probably neither
was high.

It is recormended that & loan be granted to advance the No. 3 tunnel
150 feet. Such an advance should be enough to determine whether mineable
ore is present below and shead of the upper tunnels within an economically
reasonable distance. The proposed raises are not needed for exploratory
purposes, particularly as the winze in No. 2 tunnel epparently goes down
at least half way to No., 3 tunnel, and therefore should be denied. Little
evidence of any vein worth crosscutting to was seen at the surface on the
footwall side of the Blue Jay vein. Although some of the evidence may
have been hidden by deep snow, the vein in question is almost certainly
smeller and poorer than the Blue Jay, and it is recormended that the

crosscut be denied.
RECOMMENDATIONS

A project to drive the No. & tunnel westward 150 feet is recommended

for approval. The estimated cost of this project is $10,500 (Government

participation 76%, or $7,875).

A. W. Brown, lessee of the Blue Jay tungsten mine, :Beﬁld_e(r County,
Colo., haa submitted an applicetion for aid for an expiefafion project
under the Defense Production Act of 1950, The epplicatioﬁ wag received
February 19, 1952 and assigned docket number DMEA 2387. The prop‘erty
vas examined on April 30, 1952. ’
| The applicant proposes a 300-foot drift extension, a 50-foot
crosscut, and aeveral' short raises-all from the No. 3 1evel of the mins
after that level has been rehabuiﬁated; The applicent estimates the
cost’ of this work at $24 500.00. |

LOCATION,> TOPOGRAFHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES

The Blue Jay mine is in sece 35, To 1 Ne, Re 72 We, sixth principal
meridian, Boulder County, Colo. It is in the central part of the Boulder
tungsten district (fige 1)e The mine occuis high on the north slope of
Middle Boulder Creek canyon, approximately 7 miles west of the commercial
éenter and éh;tpp:lng point of Boulder, Colo. The mine 1§ accessible by
a seeond;ry road that 'bran_ches from State Highway 119 near the village
of Tungsten. The property is st an elevation of 7,600 feet but the
access road fdlldws ‘a higher ridge between North and Middle Boulder
Creeks, This road is not maintained and probab]& cbulgi not be kept
open during the winter months. The mine also can be reache;d by a steep
foot trail from near the old Eureka mill on State Highwayill9‘.

There is n(;> -'ele.ctric power on the property but pow;f lines of the
Public Se-rvicé Company of Colorado pess within 1,000 feet. Timber on
the property should be suitable for most miﬁing needs. Water is not
ple'nt.iful. The exploration program might. be carried out on vater made
by the mine, but water probaﬁly will havé to be hé.uled'during the drier

seasons,.

| HISTORY AND PRCDUCTION
The early histbrj‘ of the mine is unknown. Ore was produced from
a single stope betwaéxi the Noe 2 levél and the surface, tut the tonnage
and grade is unknown., The No. 3 or lower lévéi of the ming was driven
by A. We Broﬁn, the applicant, during 1943. FProduction, if any, was very
small and was nct- feported. | '

OWNERSHIP

The Blue Jay patented lode mining claim, survey numbex 19808, is
owned by We D. 'B'rpwn, ‘of Azusa, Los Angbles Coimty, Calif. | By a lease
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dated Jamuary 21, 1952,‘he.has Jeased the claim to #;s son, A. W. Brown,
for a period of ten yearsAwith an option to purchase the property for
$100,000.00. The lease Ealls for a 15 percent royalty on all ores
produced by stoping and a 10 percent royalty'on ﬁll ores removed by
déﬁelopment; Before a contract can be signed, the owner must submit a

landlord s subordination agreement.

- DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPCSITS
The Blue Jay is a narrov and brecoisted fissure vein in granite,
striking northeast-soutbwest and dipping steeply northwest. It ranges
from 2 to 15 inches in'width and contains thin, intermittent streaks of
siliceocus ferberite. The. vein has been developed for a length of about
225 feet and to a maximum depth of 100 feet below the surfaces The
most favorable exposure is a 2-inch streak of "psanut" ferberite near
the breast of the Nb. 3 level drift. One small oré shoot epproximately
50 fee£ in iength was stoped frbm the No. 2 level to the surface. The

grade and tonnage of ore removed from here is unknown.

MINEABLE ORE RESERVES
The ferberite exposed in the developed éectioﬁs of the mine
is not a mineable grade amd the developed reéerves of mineable ore

are nil.

Expleration and Develégggnt

The mine is develéped by three short adit drifts or levels, These
aggregate about 500 feet in length, The No. 1 level is inaccessible as
a sectidn of its floor has been stoped out. This section along the vein

is open to the surface and to the No. 2 level, 25 feet below. The walls
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of this open stope have spalled off and caved material hss partly blocked
the No. 2 level. The No, 2 iével is accessible beyond the cave. It was
driven for 150 feet on the Elue Jay vein and for 25 feet on & vein split
near its western limit., A vinze, sunk from this level, 1s fiooded 22 feet

PROJECT PROPOSALS, WITH COSTS

The applicant proposes to rehabilitéte the No. 3 level of the mine
and to extend it by drifting 300 feet uestward on the Blue Jay vein.
Short raises, driven on any ore thus encountered also are proposed,
as 18 a 50-foot crosscut to intersect a parallel, footwall vein, The
applicént estimates the cost of this work at'$24,000.00.

and grade of past pxjoduction from the mine?s 'single stope is unknown;
neither, however, is _bqliévéd important. Becéusé ferberite :I.s éxpodéd
inithe faces of the Nos..,é and 3 tunnéia, some exploration in this

direction seems warranted. The amount of drifting recommended should

_ be sufficient to prove or disprove its existence in commercial quentities.
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Nothing is known of the app_licaﬁt 15 background or mining exper-

lence; however, the recommended work 18 the simplest type of a mining
operation and no unusual difficulty in carrying on the project is

. anticipated.

. The over-all costs to complete the job are higher than usual due

to the applicantts. lack of mining equipment and the amount of rehabili-
tatdon work necessary. Tt is believed that this drifting could be
completed more quickly and more efficiegxﬂy if the labor were contracted
to two miners, - A surfaceman probably would be unnecessary and supervisi_.on
could be reduced to part time, Although contracting this work would be
preferable, the cost estimates have been made on the basis of non-
contract labox; by three men as the availability of sina]l job contractors

in this district at preseizt is uncertain,

The applicant requests san explor:tion loan of $84,000 to drive
the No. § tunnel, which lies 62 feet belew the No. 2 tunnel, ahead 300

feet on the vein, put up several reises, and drive a 50-foot erosseut.

Tweto points out that, although there is a good chance that further

-oxploration would lead to soue ore, the grade would probably be low, and

the tonumage probadbly would be small. ITweto, therefore, recommends a
modified program of only 150 feet of drifting in the No. 3 tunnel with
no ralsing or crosseatiing. :
