The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to 
the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of 
acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. 


ARTICLE 3. Exploration pro ject.—Th_______ tor, within ----------------days from the date of this contract shall commence

in or upon the described land; and shall bring the project to completion within a period of ! from the 
date of this contract. The work to be performed is more fully described in Exhibit "A" attached hereto, which, with any maps 
or drawings thereto attached, are made a part of this contract. The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided. 


ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in 
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens' 
compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project 
to completion within the time fixed. Tothe extent specified in Exhibit "A," attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors ; and work not specified in Exhibit "A" for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit "A," as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and 
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter. 


( b ) Independent eontracts.—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis ( such as 
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved) , or on some basis 
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work tO be performed under such independent contract. 
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government's right to 
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any 
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit "A" to any such independent contract states that the Government's 
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it ha given its 
written approval of the independent contract. 	 S 


(c) Gov&rn,ment may inspect.—The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all 
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may 
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project.—A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit "A," 
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit "A" is there or 
elsewhere designated as an "allowable maximum," such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be 
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance 
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government's approval of any such excess 
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or 
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit "A" or elsewhere as 
"allowable maximum," and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and . any excess therein will be for the sole account 
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate. 


ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the projeet.—(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are 
limited to the following: 


(1) bide'pendent contracts.—Payments to independent contractors under independent contracts listed in Exhibit "A." 
The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of. 
costs in Exhibit "A" in terms of the estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid 
per unit, and the estimated total amount tobe paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable 
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, 
the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed 
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems 


S the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract 
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount 
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract. 


(2) Labor, supervision, consultats.—Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological 
consultants) , a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." The requirements and related 
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums. 


(3) Operating mate'rials and supplies.—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than 
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." 


(4) Operating equipnwnt.—Any operating equipment to be rented or purchased, or which is owned and will be furnished 
by the Operator, with the estimated rental, purchase price, or the allowable depreciation, as the case may be, a schedule of 
which is included in Exhibit "A." Any items listed as owned and to be furnished by the Operator, and related allow-
able depreciation, are allowable maximums. 


(5) Rehabilitation and repairs.—Any necessary initial rehabilitation or repairs of existing buildings, installations, fix-
tures, and movable operating equipment, now owned by the Operator and to be devoted to the purposes of the exploration 
contract, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." These items are allowable 
maximums. 


( 6 ) New buildings, improvements, installations.—Any necessary buildings, fixed improvements, or installations to be 
purchased, installed, or constructed for the purposes of the exploration work, with the estimated cost of each, a schedule of 
which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." All of these items are allowable maximums.

The Operators shall provide the Government with mohthly 
reports of work performed and costs (including contract unit prices) incurred under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies), 
upon forms provided by the Government: These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the 
Operator's invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repaymeit by 
the Government, unless the Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports 
shall include surface and/or underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with 
assay-reports on samples taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground. 


(b) Final 'report.—Upon completion of the. exploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide the 
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copi)ç including an estimate of ore 
reserves resulting from the exploration work.	 :	 .	 . . .	 .

In the event of such certification, any minerals 
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any rnthed or 
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall 
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale 
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total 
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first, 
as follows :	 . .

ARTICLE 10. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator's inter&st.—Without the written consent of the Government, the 
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2, 
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a percentage royalty on production and 
lien for the payment thereof ; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failuTe to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option) , coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision, 
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have 
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator 
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator's liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute 
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration Qr by his 
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


ARTICLE 11. Title to and disposition of property.—All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more 
than $50.00 each, paid for or purchasedwith funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, although title may 
be taken in the name of the Operator, shall belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective 
contributions, and upon the completion of the work or the termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly by the Opera-
tor for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, or purchae by the 
Operator at a price at least as high as could otherwise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Govrnment, 
unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessarr to accomplish such disposition, the Opera-
tor shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in 
proportion to their respective interests. If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government, 
fails, neglects, or refuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, take possession of, and• 
remove and dispose of any such property as above provided. 


ARTICLE 12. Termination and completioiz.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate 
this contract : (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms 
of the contract ; ( b ) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the teris of the 
contract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon th comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall dispose of any remaining materials, supplies, facilities, 
buildings, fixtures, and equipment in which the Government has an interest, for the joint account of the Operator and the Gov-
ernment in the proportion of their respective interests; shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of his operations 
under the contract and his expenditures of money; and shall pay to the Government its pro rata share of any money remaining.

SUMMARY MID INThOWCT1X 


Certain exploratory work for bery]. at the Hide A Way claim, 


Larimer County, Cob., as authorized under Exploration Project Contract 


Idm-E388, was completed. June 30, 1953. Under the contract, a beryl-


pegmatite deposit on the property was stripped of overburden and 


explored by shallow trenches and. test pita. Exploration disclosed 


reserves of about 25 tons of beryl occurring as crystals of sufficient 


size and. concentrations for economic recovery by hand methods • Small, 


spasmodic production from the deposit was anticipated, and certifica-. 


tion of the discovery was recc*nrrtended. 


Work under the contract ccrmuenced September 10, 1952. Operations 


were recessed between November 1, 1952, and. May 7, 1953, because of 


weather conditions. Funds authorized for the program were expended 


June 30, 1953. The exploration then completed was sufficient for 


estimating the probable extent and grade of the deposit. Further 


exploration was not considered warranted.
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Exploration at the Hide A Way claim was performed as authorized 


under the contract. During the project, incurred costs totaling 


$2, 500.00* were accepted as justified and allowable expenses under 


the program. Property acquired under the contract and unexpended at 


the completion of the project was disposed of for $100.00. Govern-


ment participation in the $2, 1 00.00 net accepted costs of the project 


was 90 percent, or $2,160.00. 


GENEIAL INF0RMTTt



The unpatented Hide A Way lode mining claim, described as a 


rectangular area 600 feet in width and 1,500 feet in length in sec. 


17, T. 6 N., R. ']. W., sixth principal meridian, Larimer County, Cob., 


is held through location by Joseph C. Wild and William Frandeon of 


Route 2, Box 306, Loveland, Cob., the qperatois under contract Idm-E388. 


The claim was located in l91.9. Work performed intermittently during 


19!l.9_51, the stripping of overburden and shallow test pitting, resulted 


in the production of 2, li00 pounds of clean beryl crystals, averaging 


nearly lii percent BeO.


DESCRIPTIC1 OF DEPOSIT 


The Hide A Way claim is located centrally along the strike of a 


short and rather narrow outcrcping of penatite. Other parallel, 


but apparently unrelated penatite bodies outcrop intermittently 


along the length of the claim. The central pegmatite was the source

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of the earlier production and the object of exploration under the 


contract. 


The outcrop of the central peginatite body, as exposed by contract 


work, is shown in figure 1. The approximate boundaries of the internal 


pegmatite units and the apparent attitude of the deposit also are 


indicated on the figure. The pegmatite outcrop is lenticular, approxi-


inately 125 feet in length and has a maximum width of 25 feet. Inter-


nally, the body consists of two concentric zones. A continuous core 


of perthite-quartz-pegmatite, 105 feet in length and up to 10 feet in 


width, occupies the central portion of' the deposit. The core is 


enclosed by a variable width wall zone of plagioclase-quartz-perthite-


muscovite-pegmatite. 


Small, widely disseminated beryl crystals occur in the wall zone. 


Their small size and. infrequent occurrence eliminate this zone (about 


two-thirds of the deposit) as an economic source of beryl. The core 


of the deposit contains higher concentrations of larger size beryl 


crystals. Beryl is not distributed uniformly in the core but generally 


occurs as random spaced groups or clusters of crystals. The several 


crystals In a cluster may vary from a few inches to more than a foot 


in diameter and individually may weigh from a few to nearly 300 pounds. 


Much of the beryl in the core is of' a size amenable to hand cobbing 


and occurs in sufficient concentrations to make small scale mining 


methods appear feasible. 


The small amount of muscovite in the deposit is a poor grade, 


suitable only for scrap mica. It occurs mostly in the wall zone,
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which ordinarily would not be mined for beryl. The feldspar in the 


deposit, while of good grade, is too far from a market to be of 


value. &nall quantities of coltmibite-tantalite occur in the peg-


matite. Over a period of time, quantities sufficient for a minimum 


shipnent might be recovered as a by-product. Minor occurrences of 


torbernite, a copper uranite, were observed in the deposit but not 


Ln cainnercia3. concentrations. 


WORK CLETED MID EFFICIENCY UNDER CONTRACT 


Exploration Project Contract Idni-E388 was signed August 19, 


1952, and initial work under that program, the stripping of aver-


burden and spoil material fran the outcrop area of the central peg-


inatite, caninenced. SeDtember 10, 1952. Stripping was performed by 


bulldozer under an independent contract. The -hand labor for clean-


ing irregularities in the bedrock and. exposing the contacts of the 


deposit was performed by the operators. Besides exposing the out-


crop of the central penatite as shown in figure 1, overburden was 


stripped. from five small areas to the east and. west along the pro-


jected strike of the central penatite. Trenches, as shown in 


figure 1, were begun across the width of the deposit. Trench 1 and 


part of trench 2 had been excavated by November 1, 1952, when a 


heavy snowfall in the area prevented further work. Exploration was 


resumed May 7, 1953. Trench 2, test pits 1, 2, and 3, and the exca-


vation at the eastern end of the deposit had been completed by 


June 30, 1953, At that time, funds authorized for the work had been 


expended and further exploration, as determined by an examination of 


the property by Defense Minerals Exploration Administration repre-


sentatives, was not considered warranted.
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AU trenching and. test pitting was in solid peginatite and 


necessitated drilling and blasting. Trenches generally were excavated 


3 to 5 feet in width and. to depths depending on the topography of the 


outcrop, but not exceeding 6 feet. The peginatite was drilled by 


raeans of gasoline-powered rock drill. Bock broken in the excavations 


was hand loaded into a wheelbarrow for removal fran the area. The 


operators, or assistants hired in their place, performed all but the 


bulldozer work. 


The bulldozing equipment, in gaining access to the property, had 


cleared a rough road through the timber. The operators, at their own 


expense, parchased a jeep and utilized this road for transporting 


supplies to the site. During most of the periods of operation, the 


operators lived in a cabin on the property. 


The project was carried out efficiently enough considering the 


hardships experienced due to the inaccessibility and isolation of the 


property. The operators were cooperative and followed suggestions 


offered by the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration repre-


3entatives.


DESCRIPTICt OF DISCOVERY 


The central peginatite on the Hide A Way claim, as exposed by 


project work (fig. 1), cc*nprises the discovery under the cOntract. 


Only the core of the peginatite is considered. of econ*nic importance. 


With depth, the discovery may be both wider and scanewhat longer than 


its surface exposure; the deposit, however, did not extend into the 


stripped areas farther east and west on the claim. Other, but

apparently unre1ated pegniatite bodies were uncovered, towards the 


east and west. One such body did contain minor amounts of beryl. 


Its evaluation would have required considerable additional work 


and was not attempted. 


Approximately 65 cubic yards of penatite material were 


removed from the various excavations in the outcrop during both proj-


set and non-project work. Of this amount, 11.2 cubic yards were exca-


vated fran the core of the deposit. 


Approximately 1,300 pounds of beryl either were recovered from 


material excavated during the project or yet exist as recoverable 


beryl in the excavations. In addition, 2,11.00 pounds of beryl were 


recovered. (mostly fran test pit 1 and. excavations at the eastern 


end of the outcrOp) during l9I1.95l. 


It is estimated that 75 percent of the beryl in the deposit 


was recoverable. The deposit as a whole, therefore, averages about 


76 pounds of beryl per cubic yard, of which 57 pounds are recover-


able by ordinary hand methods. At least 90 percent of the bery]. 


recovered fran the excavations originated in the core of the peg-


natite. The indicated grade of the core alone, therefore, is 105 


pounds of beryl per cubic yard., of which nearly 79 pounds is 


recoverable. 


As exposed in the outcrop (fig. 1), the core will approximate 


27 cubic yards and contain about 2,800 pounds of beryl per foot, 


of which 75 percent, or approximately 2,100 pounds of beryl, will
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be recoverable. The reserves of recoverable beryl remaining in the 


core of the discovery penatite are timated. as follows:

The present market price of beryl is $116.00.$50.00 per unit 


BsO. Clean crystals, such as could be produced fran the discovery, 


s]iould command a minimum of $0.30 per pound. At such a price, the 


recoverable reserves should have a minimum gross value of nearly 


$15,000.00. A cubic yard of the penatite core will contain recover-


able beryl worth $23.70. Excavation costs during the project approxi-


mated $20.00 per cubic yard.	 In mining the entire core, sane reduction 


in cost could be expected and. the operators could, at present market


prices, mine the deposit and. net better than wages. The operators 


have indicated their intention of mining the deposit during slack 


seasons in their regular employment. 


EXPENDITURES 


Exploration Project Contract Idm-E388, prepared on form MF-200 


(June l951)(Revised February 1952), provided for 90 percent Government 


participation in certain allowable costs incurred by the project. The 


agreed, estimated total cost of the project, in which the Government 


would participate in en aggregate total amount not in excess of 


$2,250.00, was $2,500.00. During the project, incurred costs up to 


the agreed, estimated amount were reported by the operato and were

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accepted by the Executive Officer, Defense Minerals Exploration 


Administration Field Team, Region IV, as allowable and justified 


expenses of the project.

The only property acquired under the contract and. considered 


salvable thereunder at the completion of project work was a Warsop, 


gasoline-powered rock drill, purchase price: $589.56. As provided 


in the contract, the equipment was disposed of for the joint account 


of the operator and. the Govermnent, The highest of three bids sub-


mitted, an offer of $100.00 by the operator, was accepted by the 


Executive Officer, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration Field 


Team, Region IV, The liquidation of salvable property reduced the 


net accepted costs of the project to $2,!0O.00, in which the Gv'zwent 


participated 90 percent, or $2,160.00
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CONCLUSIONS AND RECOZNDATION8 


It is concluded that work under the exploration contract was 


carried out as authorized, that the objectives of the program were 


accomplished, and that the incurred costs accepted thereunder were 


allowable and justified expenses of the project. It is concluded 


that sma]1, but significant reserves of beryl were discovered on the 


Ride A Way claim as a result of project work and. that the Government 


is entitled to royalty on any production resulting therefr. ns11 


scale mining of the discovery is feaeible and is anticipated. A 


certification of discovery is recaanend.ed.. Further exploration of 


the discovery penatite is not warranted. 


Other penatite bodies outcropping on and in the vicinity of 


the Ride A Way claim undoubtedly are the source of the considerable 


beryl float recovered, from the surface. A thorough reconnaissance 


and prospecting of the area is needed before exploration on any 


scale is attempted.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and ,assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent"to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—Al1 the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent shOuld sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
howevir, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis .under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc.,which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, 'should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as laborcosts. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—

mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported.

Preparation of Form Ml?_104A._Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report .—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period.

$XJNMARY, CONCLTJSIONS, AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


By R. L. Bolmer and E. N. Harahinan 


Joseph C. Wild and William Frandson are applicants for aid under 


the Defense Production Act of 1950 to explore a peginatite deposit on 


the Hide A Way claim, Larimer County, Cob., for beryl. The applicants 


propose rather extensive trenching and test pitting along the length of 


the claim. They estimate the cost of such work at $8,685 .00. 


The property was examined May 28, 1952, by an examining team of 


the Bureau of Mines and the U. S. Geological Survey. 


On the Hide A Way claim, a long and rather narrow pegmatite dike has 


been partially exposed by the applicants through the stripping of ovex 


burden and by meager trenching and test pitting. Such work has exposed 


the dike for about 85 feet along, its length. Beyond this section, 


the deposit is obscured by overburden. About 2,400 pounds of clean 


beryl, mostly as large crystals, have been produced from the applicanta 


work. Much spoil material from the pits and trenches has been left in 


the discovery area, and the , nature of the deposit or the extenion of 


its beryl-bearing core beyond the exposed area could not be determined 


with any accuracy. 


The dike is enclosed in pre-Cambrian sohists of the Idaho Springs 


formation. In the discovery area, it is about 20 feet wide and is dis-. 


cordant with the schists. Within this area, the dike contains a core of 


.


	 perthite, quartz, and muscovite, with minor amounts of beryl. The core
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is about 10 feet wide and is enclosed in a wall zone of perthite and 


quartz. A mineral count of the walls of the one pit in the core open 


for , examination indicated a beryl content of 8 percent. The beryl content 


of the core as a whole will average considerably le8s but it is reasonable 


to expect similar beryl concentrations within this unit. From limited 


exposures, the walls of the dike appear to dip steeply but in opposite 


directions, away from the deposit, indicating: the dike and probably its 


core may thicken with depth. 


The beryl content of the core and the past production reported from 


such meager work are considered encouraging factors; however, the present 


exposure of the deposit is too limited to Serve as a basis for the full 


exploration program as proposed by the applicants. A preliminary or 


initial exploration program, limited in total cost to 2,500.00, is recoin-


mended by the examining team. This amount will allow for the removal of 


spoil material and overburden from the discovery and immediately adjacent 


areas and will provide for at least three shallow trenches across the 


deposit in this seôtion. Such work is designed to 'expose enough of 


the deposit so that its overall dimensions and attitude, the extent of 


its internal zoning, and the average beryl content of its core can be 


determined more accurately. The results of this initial program will 


be used to determine the worth and extent, if any, of further exploration.

The Hide Away pegmatite claim, owned by William Frandson and J. C. 


Wild, Loveland, Colorado, is located in Section 17, T. 6w., R. 71 W., Larimer 


County, Colorado. 


In June 1951, following a request for exploration assistance made in 


DMf. Docket 1217X, 0. D. Evans and W. R. Thurston of the Geological Survey, 


examined the Hide Away and. nearby Hide Above claims. 0. D. Evans (1951) 


sunmiarized their findings in a report dated July 2, 1951 and recommended 


denial of the loan. Following this examination some additional work was done 


which exposed beryl on the Hide Away claim and another loan application (DI"JEA 


Docket 21193) was submitted. In the new docket the amount of loan requested 


was reduced and the Hide Above claim was not included. The exploration 


program proposed in the new docket, consists of clearing the overburden from 


the pegmatite dike along 8 strips about 200 feet long and 20 feet wide and 


excavating 32 test pits 3 feet by 7 feet and 11. or 5 feet deep. The applicant 


estimates the cost of this program to be $8685.00. 


The Hide Away claim was re-examined on May 28, 1952 by E. N. Harslman 


and J. U. Adams of the Geological Survey and H. L. Bolmer of the U. S. Bureau 


of Mines. 


Although the original conclusions in the Evans' report may well be valid, 


sufficient beryl has been found in the one test pit excavated in the pegmatite 


core to warrant further limited exploration. 


.
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GEOLOGY 


The recent exploration on the core of the peaatite dike added little 


additional information as to the extent or structure of the pegmatite as a whole. 


The present examination confirmed the general description of the deposit given 


in the	 report, but additional beryl was seen in place, and some indica-


tions were found that the pegmatite dike may increase in width with increasing 


depth.	 - 


The new exposure of beryl was seen in a small pit (fig. 2) in the 


perthite-quartz-muscovite core. Five beryl crystals, ranging from 0.05 to 0.8 


feet in diameter were exposed in this pit, the beryl making up about 8 percent 


of the 20 square feet of exposed rock of the pit walls. Most of this beryl 


could be recovered by hand cobbing. There is little reason to believe that the 


beryl content of the core as a whole in any way approaches this percentage, but 


it is reasonable to expect •tber similar concentrations to occur locally in the 


UflitG Aside from the exposure in the pit, the core was almost entirely con-


cealed by 1/2 to 2 feet of debris so that no other significant grain measure-


ments could be made. 


Evans and Thurston report that the pegmatite dike dips to the north 


at 80 degrees. This dip was verified frcn a limited exposure on the north wall 


of the pegrnatite. A single small exposure of the pegmatite-schist contact along 


the south wall was uncovered and showed a dip of 8 degrees to the south. If 


the observed southerly dip is valid for the south wall of the main mass of the 


pegmatite, a thickening of the core may be expected with increasing depth. 


A rough sketch map and generalized cross-section of the pegmatite dike 


is shown in Figure 2.

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S PRODUCTION AND ORE RESERVES 


Mr. Frandson reports that about 21 1.00 pounds of beryl, containing 12% BeO, 


has been mined from the Hide Away claim. Much of the beryl was recovered from 


the overburden near the penatite dike, although about 225 pounds of beryl was 


mined from the one open pit in the pegmatite core (fig. 2). Ore reserve estimates 


are inexact, for only limited exposures of the core are available for examination. 


A conservative estimate is: 


Measured ore - None 


Indicated ore - 2000 pounds (12% BeO) 


Inferred ore - 6000 pounds (12% BeO) 


CONCLUSIONS PD RECO1vI]DATION5 


The pegmatite dike on the Hide Away claim is well zoned and. it is believed 


that beryl can be produced by hand cobbing, from local concentrations in the 


perthite-quartz ..niuscovjte core. The actual percentage of beryl in the core 


cannot now be estimated because of the limited exposure, 


In order to determine the structural details of the penatite dike and to 


evaluate the beryl content of the core the following exploration is recommended: 


1) Excavate one trench II. feet wide, li. feet deep and. approximately 20 feet 


long at a point immediately west of the open pit ( on figure 2). 


2) Excavate 2 trenches 11. feet wide, II. feet deep and about 6 feet long 


along both walls of the pegniatite dike (B and C on fig. 2). 


3) Excavate one trench 3 feet wide, 2 feet deep and about 12 feet long, 


across the core of the pegmatite, at a point 30 feet east of the center trench 


(D on fig. 2). Excavate a similar trench 30 feet west of the center trench 


on fig. 2). 


S l) Remove the overburden from the pegmatite over a length of 80 feet (110 


feet east and west from the center trench) and expose the core for examination.

The above exploration program is considerably less extensive than that 


proposed by the applicant and is estimated by the U. S. Bureau of Mines to,cost 


about $2500.00. Upon completion of the outlined exploration, and after a 


geological examination of the new exposures, a second stage of exploration may 


be recommended. If warranted, this stage would include exploration in depth. 


It is recommended that a loan for the modified exploration program (first 


stage only) be approved in an amount not to exceed $2500.00.

INTRODUCTION 


Joseph C. Wild and William Frandson, of Loveland, Cob., have 


submitted an application for aid in an exploration project under the 


Defense Production Act of 1950 in which they propose to explore a 


pegmatite deposit in Larimer County, Cob., for bexyl, mica, and other 


minerals. Their application, dated April 16, 1952, and assigned docket 


number DMEA 2493, is a revision of an earlier application, docket 


number DMA 1217X, submitted in June 195],. 


The original application, DMA 1217X, proposed exploration of two 


peginatite deposits located on the Hide A Way and Hide Above, separated 


claims in sec. 17, T. 6 N., R. 71 N., sixth principal meridian. A field 


• investigation was made of both deposits in June 1951 and a geological 


report reconmiending denial was submitted. Denial was recommended 


because the proposed work was considered development rather than 


exploration. 


In their new application, Wild and Frandson propose to explore a 


single pegniatite outcropping on the more accessible Hide A Way claim. 


Their basis for submitting a new application is the additional work 


pertornied on the Hide A Way claim in 1951 after the first examination 


end the uncovering of additional exposures of beryl. The applicants 


propose trenching 'and test pitting of the peginatite outcrop within the
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claim boundaries. They have estimated the cost of the proposed work 


at $8,685.00. 


The Hide A Way claim was investigated on May 28, 1952, with William 


Frandson, one applicant, and E. N. Harshrnen. and J. W. Adams, geologists 


of the U. S. Geological Survey. 


On their claim, the applicants have partially exposed a zoned• 


•	 pegmatite through the removal of overburden and by meager trenching and 


test pitting. Much of the spOil material from this work has been left in 


the discovery area dnd only an incomplete picture of the deposit can be 


obtained at present. In the exposed section, a continuous central zone 


or core contained clusters of large size beryl crystals. These highgrade 


concentrations apparently are not uniformly distributed in the zone. The 


attitude of the core or its continuation laterally or with depth from 


this one exposed area could not be determined. 


The beryl present in the exposure of this deposit and the production 


reported from such meager work are encouraging. In the present status 


of the deposit, these are justification for only a limited exploration 


program. A preliminary or initial exploration program, the costs of which 


will not exceed $2,500.00, has been recommended. 


The results of the preliminary program outlined in this report will 


enable a more accurate evaluation of the deposit to be made and will 


serve as the• basis for approving or rejecting a more extensive exploration 


project. 


•	 LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The Hide A Way claim is in sec. 17, T. 6 N., R. 71 W., sixth principal 


meridian, La±irner County, Cob. (fig. , 1). It is moat readily accessible
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from Drake, a community on U. S. Highway 34 in the Big Thompson Canyon, 


17 miles west of Loveland, Cob. The property is B files by unimproved 


ranch and logging roads and a foot trail northwest of Drake • It is 


reached by the Hyatt Ranci road which branches from.State Highway 262 


just west of Drake. This road is generally passable on its lower sections 


but its condition deteriorates rapidly at higher elevations. The upper 


sections are for jeep travel only during wet weather. The claim is about 


a half mile by steep trail from the end of the road. 


The deposit is in the Roosevelt National Forest at an elevation of 


about 9,400 feet. Storm Mountain, elevation 9,915 feet, is due west of 


the claim in section 1. The pegmatite forms the backbone of a ridge 


sloping towards Storm Mountain. Winters at this elevation are severe and 


the area is not accessible for about 5 months of the year. 


The area is heavily timbered with pine and aspen. There is no water 


on the claim. A small permanent stream a half mile southwest of the claim, 


part of the North Fork Big Thompson drainage, is the nearest source of 


water.


HISTORY AD PRODUCTION 


Beryl float was discovered in the vicinity of the Hide A Way claim 


by the applicants during a hunting trip in the fall of 1948. Subsequent 


prospecting disclosed a peginatite outcrop as the source of beryl and the 


Hide A Way claim was staked August 21, 1949. Work on the deposit was 


performed intermittently during the summers of 1949-51 and consisted 


mostly of removing overburden, trenching, and test pitting. A second 


claim, the Hide Above, was located in 1950 near the summit of Storm 


•	 Mountain and minor work was performed on it during the Seine period.
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•	 In 1951, 3,600 pounds ol' beryl, produced from the two claims since 


their discovery, was marketed in Denver. This production was partly from 


float in the overburden on the claims, but mostly came from shallow pits 


in the peginatite. The beryl was marketed as clean crystals averaging 


nearly 14 percent BeO and sold for $380.00 per ton. Of the total produo'-' 


tion, 2,400 pounds was reported as from the Hide A Way claim. 


Beryl was discovered in the Crystal Mountain district, a 6-square-


mile, area about 5 miles to the north, in 1934. Some beryl production is 


reported but the district is now dormant.. The Buckhorn mica mine in this 


district produced considerable mica in earlier years. The Hyatt Ranch 


peginatite, described in Geological Survey Professional Paper 227, is 


approximately 2 miles to the south. Its production, since discovery in 


1934, is reported as 50 tons of bexl, 35 tons of scrap mica, and 50 tons

OWNERSHIP AND EXTENT 


A location certificate for the Hide A Way claim, sec. 17, T. 6 N., 


R. 71 W., is on file in book 881, page 150, in the records of the County 


Recorder, Larimer County Court House, Fort Collins, Cob. The claim was 


recorded October 6, 949, in the names .f Joseph C. Wild and William 


Frandson. A statement of the labor and improvements performed on this 


claim 'was filed by Frandson and Wild on June 29, 1951, and again on 


December 24,. 1951. As the claim is due].y recorded and the annual assess-


ment work on it has been performed and recorded, the applicants t title 


appears valid.
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The Hide A Way claim is described as rectangular, 600 feet in width 


and 1,500 feet in length. The discovery stake, observed in place and 


correctly identified, is described as in the exact center of the claim, 


being 300 feet in from each side line and 750 feet in from each end line. 


DESCRIPTION OF ThE DEPCSITS 


The Hide A Way claim is laid out along the east-west strike of a long 


but narrow pegmatite outcrop. What apparently is a continuous pegmatite, 


outcrops intermittently along the length of the claim (fig. 2, geological 


report). It forms the center of a broad ridge extending east-west and 


sloping moderately east. The surface slopes gradually for about 100 feet 


north and south from the outcrop, then drops off rapidly. The alluvium over 


burden varies from just a few inches to 2 or 3 feet. It consists of soil 


mixed with schist and pegmatite float and supports an overgrowth of timber. 


The applicants have removed the overburden in a central part of the 


claim, exposing the pegmatite for about 85 feet along its strike. The 


deposit is obscured by overburden immediately east and west of this section. 


The average width of its outcrop in this cleared section is about 20 feet. 


The contacts between the pegmatite and the schist host rock are poorly 


exposed. From a single exposure of both the north and south contacts, 


the walls appear to dip steeply, but in opposite directions, away from the 


outcrop--an indication of a widening of the deposit with depth. 


Two zones are identified in the exposed area of peginatite; a continuous 


core approximately 10 feet wide occupies the central portion of the onttrop. 


The core is paralleled on each side by a wall zone about 5 feet thick. 


Towards both ends of the exposed section, the core narrows, indicating a 


•	 possible pinching out of the core in both directions or a possible plunge 


of the core to beneath the wall zone near these limits.
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Shallow trenches and several 3 . to 4-foot pita have been opened in 


the core. Material excavated from each succeeding pit has been india-


criininately placed across the outcrop and has filled and obscured the pre-


vious excavations. Only one pit was open for inspection. It was about 


3 feet in depth and 4 feet in diameter and exposed a cluster of large 


beryl crystals. One crystal observed was about 1 foot in diameter and 


originally had been at least 2 feet in length. Several others observed 


in place were from.4 to 6 inches in diameter. The pit, based on volu-


metric measurement, was estimated to contain 8 percent beryl. !3eryl in 


place was not observed elsewhere; however, the spoil material piled on the 


outcrop contained fragments of beryl crystals. 


Oxi a visit to the property in May 1951, a pit, then open, conta1ning 


a beryl crystal about 16 inches in diameter arid several smaller crystals, 


was observed. At that time, about 200 pounds of beryl were piled around 


the edge of the pit and reprtedly originated in it. 


Beryl was not observed in the wa].]. zone pegmatite. The mica



occurring in the deposit must be classed as scrap and probably is not 


in great enough quantity to be considered. Because of the distance from 


•	 markets, the feldspar in the deposit is considered non-commercial. Other 


economic minerals were not observed. 


NINEABLE ORE RESERVES 


As beryl Is associated with the core of the pegmatite, reserves 


of that mineral would depend necessarily on the core tonnage. Beryl 


crystals are not evenly distrjbuted throughout the core but occur as 


localized clusters like those observed in a single pit. The present 


•	 status of the deposit is such that the frequency of beryl clusters 


throughout the core can not be predicted.
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On the assumption of a:lO-foot depth, the core in the exposed 


section contains about .700 tons • The core might average as high as 


1 percent beryl, indicating a reserve of 7 tons of beryl. 


Mining the beryl to moderate depths could be accomplished eco-


noznice.11y by an open-cut along the core • The economics of open-cut 


mining to greater depths would depend upon the attitude of the deposit 


at depth. Should the core widen with depth or dip north or south, 


some wall zone and achist must be stripped. Underground methods also 


could be applied to the deposit. 


ESENT STATUS 


There are no facilities at the property other than a one-room 


log cabin completed by the applicants last year. The cabin is suitable 


as living quarters for three to four persons • Timber on the property 


is suitable for all mining needs. Rainfall is collected for drinking 


purposes. Additional water must be transported from a stream about a 


half mile distant. Water, other than for drinking purposes, should not 


be required for exploration purposes. 


The half-'ini.le trail from the end of the road is steep and narrOw. 


It is believed that the minor equipment necessary for preliminary explora-. 


tion of the deposit can be brought to the site by hand or by mule. More 


extensive exploration or production probably would require the clearing 


of a rough truck or jeep road through this section. 


Beryl is the oiily economic mineral considered. As its unit value 


is high and the quantity encountered during exploration is not expected 


to be gre%t, its removal by pack zñule is considered sufficient. 


S
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o. PROJECT FROPCALS, WITh C(TS 


In their application, Frandson and Wild propose to expose the 


peginatite along the length of the Hide A Way claim by removing overburden 


by means of trenches placed across the deposit at close intervals. They 


also propose shallow test pits into the pegmatite from these trenches. 


Their estimate of the cost of this work, $8,685.00, includes wages and 


board for three men and a supervisor, rental of a compressor and jack-


hazmuer, depreciation allowance and operating expenses on the part time use 


of a truck and a mule team, the purchase of a secondhand jeep, and 


miscellaneous supplies. 


Based upon. the limited area of the deposit whiàh has been uncovered, 


the proposal is considered excessive. Very little of the attitude and 


lateral extent and nothing as to the depth of the deposit can be determined 


from present exposures. The peginatite in the particular area exposed is 


zoned and the concentration of beryl at localities within its inner zone 


or core is encouraging. Zoning, however, may be localized to this exposure. 


The core may be either an isolated lense or pod pinching out at either 


end and not recurring, or a high nose on a larger body which plunges on 


each end deeper into the wall zone • Shallow trenches and pits into the 


pegmatite beyond its present exposure may prove the lateral extension of 


the core or may reveal nothing. 


For these reasons, the applicants' proposal is not acceptable; 


however, a limited exploration program, the results of which could 


determine the worth of deeper surface or underground exploration, seems 


justified. Such preliminary work should include: 


.
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•	
1. The cleaning of all spoil material from the discovery 


area, exposing the deposit over an 85-.foot length and to a 


width sufficient to expose fully its north and south contacts 


with the schist. A trench, about 4 feet wide and 4 feet deep, 


located in the central part of the discovery area and extending 


across the full width of the deposit and into the schist wall 


rock. Two trenches, about 4 feet wide and 3 to 4 feet deep, 


across the deposit- .uin particular, across the core zone--near 


each end of the presently exposed section of the deposit. 


2. Removing overburden which covers the deposit at each end 


of the discovery area and expose the deposit for its full width 


an additional 25 to 50 feet on each end. Exposing the deposit 


at increasingly greater distances in both directions from the 


discovery area by stripping the overburden arid/or trenching 


and test pitting. 


As the rate of progress under part ). is indefinite, the costs of 


such work can not be determined accurately, nor are they intended so. 


Rather, a maximum allowable cost of preliminary exploration will be 


established which is somewhat in excess of the estimated cost of part 1. 


As much of the work outlined in part 2 as possible will be performed as 


the funds unexpended from part 1 will permit. Part 1 includes the most 


desirable preliminary work; part 2, while valuable, is less essential to 


evaluate the deposit but is included because of indeterminate costs in 


part 1 and as a basis for a guaranteed amount of work acceptable to the 


applicants. 


.
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•	 The exact location and details of work in part 2 can be more 


specific after part 1 has been partially completed. After the expenditure 


of the maximum amount recommended for preliminary exploration, the de-


• posit can be evaluated more objectively than at present. The value or 


additional exploration could be determined at such time. If the deposit 


appears favorable, additional exploration can be set up.. if not, the 


project can be terminated. 


The preliminary work described above can be performed by two men. 


Probably both applicants will participate in the work. Much of it can 


be begun with a mule team and a fresno scraper but, because of irregulari-


ties in the outcrop, completion will have to be with band shovel and 


wheelbarrow. Board is not considered essential if the applicants per-. 


form the work themselves. A jeep is considered unnecessary for pre-


•	 • liininary work. The applicants own a truck which can travel • the• road at 


most times • Compensation insurance, other payroll taxes, and overtime 


payments will not be considered if the applicants do the work. 


In the following cost summary a gasoline-powered, hand-held rock 


drill is recommended for purchase due to the nature of the work and 


its accessibility. No objection would be raised, if an air compressor 


and jackhammer could be rented, placed on the job, and supplied with 


fuel at a cost approximating that of the gasoline drill.

CONCLUSIONS 


Essentially, no exploration has been performed on the Hide A Way 


peginatite deposit. The deposit is inferred from partial outcroppings 


and from float as extending beyond the 85-foot discovery area uncovered 


by the applicants; however, its economical zone, the beryl-bearing core, 


can not be projected with any certainty in its present status. 


The core, exposed in a single pit open for inspection, is unusually 


high in beryl. Such beryl concentrations apparently are not distributed 
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S uniformly throughout the core and the frequency of any repetitions 


can not be estimated at present. Considerable beryl, however, has 


been produced from this limited area through very nager surface work. 


The deposit is within an area of known beryl-bearing peginatites, 


some of which have had small production. Considerable beryl float 


is reported from nearby areas. 


The 85-foot exposed . section may be the. extent of the pegrnatite 


core in this deposit and thus the limit of its beryl content. Certainly 


though, the present exposures in and the past, production from this 


section, considered with the critical demand for beryl, warrant enough 


work to determine if such is the case • The limited exploration program 


outlined here should serve as a basis for approving or rejecting addi-


tional work. 


The applicants have indicated that a revision of their proposal 


would be accepted. The maximum amount to be spent has been selected 


partly on the basis of necessary preliminary work and partly to provide 


a guaranteed minimum amount of work sufficient to justify the	 liantst 


leaving their present employment and undertaking the exploration. Both 


applicants can receive compensation for their labor on the project. 


Their desire to prove the worth of the: property should be sufficient 


for them to accept the sm1ler preliminary program. 


The ability of both applicants to undertake such an exploration 


project is assumed. Both claim to have done some mining and uarrying 


work during past years • Their main occupation is farming, but they 


work slack seasons as carpenters or mechanics. Neither baa a technical 


knowledge of pegmatite deposits; however, the work outlined is the 


.
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Ssimplest type of exploration and their ability and experience is con 


sidered ample to carry it out. It is assumed that Region IV field repre-


sentatives will offer 4'advice and suggestions during their periodic 


examination of the project and at such other times as required. 


1EC0NMENDATIONS 


It is recommended that the preliminary exploration outlined in 


this report be approved for a maximum amount of $2,500.00 (Government 


participation $2,250.00). Upon completion of this work or expenditure 


of this amount, the deposit can be reeximined and evaluated more 


completely and accurately. The advisability of. additional exploration 


can be determined at that time.

NTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contraetor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion'. 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure sch as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compenation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be inc'uded 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for 'reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer., This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been 'designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract.. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided , for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The Operator (Contractor) o(an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes isto be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 	 S 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion".

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use.

A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs;	 + 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—Thi.s is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location andassays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sentto the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not - 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount: of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc.,4which are used in the initial rehabjii-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, hould not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analyis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be inclu4ed 
under item (2) as laborcosts. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrotls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a G9vernment auditor shoild 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not# support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not j'e-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Fqrm 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozin, crosscutting, cfrifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total' amount due.

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form M17-104A--Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpóse of this form i 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, br those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reportçd on Form MF-104. This j also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For thstance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable ,basis. "Operating Equipme,nt", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last to columns headed "Authori2ed by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. 'T'his information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

(b) Independent contracts.—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as 
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved) , or on some basis 
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract. 
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government's right to 
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any 
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit "A" to any such independent contract states that the Government's 
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it has given its 
written approval of the independent contract. 


(c) Goverrtment may inspect.—The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all 
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may 
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project.—A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit "A," 
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit "A" is there or 
elsewhere designated as an "allowable maximum," such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be 
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance 
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government's approval of any such excess 
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost w ill be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or 
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit "A" or elsewhere as 
"allowable maximum," and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess thereinwill be for the sole account 
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate. 


ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the projeet.—(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are 
limited to the following: 


(1) hzdependent eontracts.—Payments to independent contractors under independent contracts listed in Exhibit "A." 
The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of 
costs in Exhibit "A" in terms of the estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid 
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable 
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, 
the Governmen.t will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed 
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems 
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract 
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount 
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract. 


(2) Labor, supervision, consultaints.—Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological 
consultants) , a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." The requirements and related 
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums. 


(3) Operating materials and supplies.—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than 
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." 
. (4) Operating equipment.—Any operating equipment to be rented or purchased, or which is owned and will be furnished 


by the Operator, with the estimated rental, purchase price, or the allowable depreciation, as the case may be, a schedule of 
which is included in Exhibit "A." Any items listed as owned and to be furnished by the Operator, and related iallow-
able depreciation,.are allowable maximums. 


(5) Rehabilitation and repairs.—Any necessary initial rehabilitation or repairs of existing buildings, installatiOns, fix-
tures, and movable opeiating equipment, now owned by the Operator and to be devoted to the purposes of the exploration 
contract, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." These items are allowable 
maximums. 


(6) New buildings, improvements, installations.—Any necessary buildings, fixed improvements, or installations to be 
purchased installed, or constructed for the purposes of the exploration work, with the estimated cost of each, a schedule of 
which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." All of these items are allowable maximums. 


(7) Miscellaneous.—Repairs to and maintenance of operating equipment (not including initial rehabilitation or repairs 
of the Operator's equipment) , analytical work, accounting, workmen's compensation and employers' liability insurance and 
payroll taxes. 


(8) Contingencies.—Such other necessary, reasonable direct costs of performing the exploration work, within the limit 
of the total aggregate estimate of costs, whether or not included in any schedule of costs in Exhibit "A," as may be 
approved by the Government in the course of the work, as indicated by its approval and payment of invoices and vouchers.

ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Progress reports. The Operators shall provide the Government with monthly 
reports of work performed and costs (including contract unit prices) incurred under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies), 
upon forms provided by the Government. These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both tle 
Operator's invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the • report and his voucher for repayment by 
the Government, unless the Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports 
shall include surface and/or underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with 
assay-reports on samples taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground. 


(b) Final report.—Upon completion of the exploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide tle 
Goveinment with an adequate geological and engineering report, ii quintuplicate (five copies)., including an estimate of ore 
reserves resulting from the exploration work.	 • 	 . 	 . 	 .

(d) Accounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Govêrnnient m4y 
inspt and audit at any time.

ARTICLE 11. Title to and disposition of p'rop&rty.—All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing nore 
than $50.00 each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, although title: may 
be taken in the name of the Operator, shall belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective 
contributions, and upon the completion of the work or the termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly by the Ojera-
tor for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the 
Operator at a price at least as high as could otherwise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Government, 
unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such disposition, the Opera-
tor shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in 
proportion to their respective interests. If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government, 
fails, neglects, or refuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, take possession o, and 
remove and dispose of any such property as above provided.	 .	 ' 


ARTICLE 12. Termination and coinpletion.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terniinate 
this contract : (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursTiant to the erms 
of the contract ; ( b ) if the Operator, 'in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the ccmple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall dispose of any remaining materials,' su,pplies, facIlities, 
buildings, fixtures, and equipment in which the Government has an interest, for the joint account of the Operator and the Gov-
ernment in the proportion of their respective interests; shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of his operations 
under the contract and his expenditures of money; and shall pay to the Government its pro rata share of any money remining.
