The main workings in the Atlantic Claim consist of a tunnel

152' long, which follows parts of the Atlantic Vein No. 2 for

the entire length of the tunnel. Some small cuts on the surface
above the face of this tunnel show parts of the same vein. All
the workings were made many years ago, long before the property 3
was of interest to the applicant. The tunnel and cuts are acces-
sible for examination during the operating season - from about
July 1 to October 15. A road was built to the Atlantic tunnel

by the applicant in 1949 for the purpose of looking for a lower
tunnel reported to exist below the Atlantic tunnel. Extensive
dozer work was done in 1949 and an old caved adit in slide material
was uncovered. The adit was reopened to its face which was about
2 feet into bed rock. This latter tunnel had been originally ex-
tended about 50 feet through slide rock and just barely reaclred
solid rock when the project ended, but is in a poor location for
exploration work, being Jjust below a dangerous slide area. The
road to the Atlantic tunnel can be used for access to the Atlantic
if it is improved by about $160 worth of dozer work. Plate 1 of
two maps attached hereto shows the position of the Atlantic tunnel
with respect to the general property map of the applicant anc Red
Mountain Pass.

The portal of the Atlantic tunnel is 325 feet westerly from the
east end line of the Atlantic claim, and is also 4200 feet west and
1225 feet north of Red Mountain Pass on Highway 550, as measured
on the 1000 scale geologic map by W. S. Burbank, published by the
Colorado Scientific Society. A cut on the vein at the surface
westerly from the face of the tunnel is 525 feet from the east

end line of the claim and is the original discovery site as shown
on the patemt survey plat. A sample at that cut assayed 23.7%
lead. It is shown on assay map, Plate 2, attached hereto.

4. (b) There has been no production by applicant. & short shoot of

o

ore is exposed in the Atlantic tunnel. Its dimensions are 4Of
horizontal length, 2 to 4! wide with the vertical extent not

yet determined. The average of two samples assayed ran 0.02 cunce
gold, 1.1 ounces silver, 0.35% copper, 5.7% lead, and 6.8% zinc.
Since no vertical dimension is known on this small ore shoot, no
tonnage is estimated.

The Atlantic tunnel is at 12,100 feet elevation and is in the
Sllverton Volcanics Formation about 300 feet above the top of

the San Juan Tuff Formation. The San Juan Tuff Formation is
consldered to be more favorable for ore bodies than the Silve:»ton
Formation. However, the Silverton Formation has been very
productive in nearby mines, such as the Smuggler Mines and the
Black Bear Mine. Geologic work done in the area strongly
indicates that ore shoots are of better size and grade in the
places where the vein strike is warped to the left. That ap-
pears to be the case at the Black Bear Mine in several veins,

and at the Andrus area under exploration and development by

the applicant company. The most promising vein sections in the
eastern area of the East Ridge Company property are at the Portland
and J.A.D. claims and at the Atlantic claim where the veins show

a pronounced left swing in the strikes. It 1s believed that
milling or shipping grade ore can be found at the Atlantic claim
in Vein No. 2 at the elevation of the present Atlantic tunnel.

If such ore is found it 1is believed that the ore shoots will be
better in depth in the San Juan Tuff Formation, (with respect to
width, length, and metal content). The Atlantic No. 2 vein
strikes N 60° W and dips 65° to 70° southerly. If substantial

ore reserves are found in the Atlantic tunnel area by the
currently planned work (plus subsequent work) the area can be
further developed and explored at a lower elevation by running a
tunnel from near the Columbine or R. E. Lee claims at an elevation
of about 11,400 feet. Such work would be in the San Juan Tuff
Formation in the Atlantic section. In addition to proving ore

for production from currently planned workings the extension of
the Atlantic tunnel should prove the existence of ore to encourage
development at lower horizons for more efficient and greater
production than would be possible at the elevations of the present
projects. Such lower level tunneling would also be of considerable
advantage for production of potential ore at the lower lewels of the
Andrus area, now under exploration and development by applicant
company.

The project is accessible by road from Red Mountain Pass on
Highway 550. Shipping points are Ouray and Silverton, 16 and
12 miles, respectively, by road from the project. Two miles

of the road is private unpaved road. Supplies are available at
Ouray and Silverton. Workmen live at those towns and commute
daily to the Company operatiens.

Manpower is available locally. Materials, supplies and equip-
ment needed for the project are all available locally, or in
special circumstances from Denver. Water is abundant at the
property. Electric power lines cross the property not far from
the project. However, it 1s planned to use a gasoline engine
driven compressor for power for this project. All general small
equipment is available for the project, except a 105 cu.ft./min.
and a lightweight rock drill machine and leg.

Lead, zinc, copper, silver and gold.

Lead 1n the mineral galena, Zinc in the mineral sphalerite,
Copper in the mineral chalcopyrite, and Silver and Gold.

The two maps attached herewith and described under U4(c) show the
location and details of the project. The main line of the
tunnel 1s to be extended along the veln. Shortly after start of
the underground work along the vein short crosscuts will be run
at each side of the drift to determine the size and character

of parallel veins indicated to be present. It is planned to
then follow the best vein for the main project. Short crosscuts
will also be run after a hundred or more feet of drifting along
the vein has been completed. Total project of vein following is
to be 200 ft. Total footage of crosscutting to be 80 feet or

less. There will be some preparatory work before the drifting can
start. Preparatory work will include reconditioning the portal of
the tunnel, cleaning out some slide andcaved material at the portal

widening the rock portal of the tunnel, laying pipe and track for

the length of the present workings - a total of 190 feet in-
cluding track and pipe outside the portal, reconditioning 1600
feet of old road with a dozer, and constructing 300 feet of new
road at the tunnel.

Since the applicant company intends to have diamond drilling
equipment at the Andrus project for the purpose of drilling
gulde holes, it is possible that drilling will be later proposed
in place of some of the crosscutting. This would be done in
consultation with the Field Engineer.

The work will start within ten days of the date when applicant
recelves notice that an exploration contract has been granted.

The total elapse of time for completion of the project will be
three months from the start. It is possible that with an early
starting date the work will be completed during the 1952 season.
Favorable weather conditions might easily permit work to continue
throughout the month of October. Every effort will be made to
combine the work in the Atlantic with the work now under way under
Contract E-39 at the Andrus, in order to obtain the greatest

efficiency both in cost and working time. However, it is virtually

impossible to give assurance that the project can be completed
within the working season of 1952.

East Ridge Company was organized and commenced mining explorasion
in 1948. The company is at present engaged in exploration on

‘the so-called Andrus claim in the Upper San Miguel Mining Dis“rict,

under DMA Contract No. E-39. The general superintendent is
Arthur E. Dirrim, who has been operating mines since about 1919
and has held similar positions for large operations during the
past 16 years. The consulting geologist, Francis H. Frederick,
has been widely engaged in mining geological work since 1930 in
the Western United States.
