Cholcopyrite, sphaierite, and gslena can be identi~
tied, but the chief values are silver and goid. Ai#hough there are some
oxidized copper minerals on surface exposures amd in the adits, the
reiative abundance of iresh pyrite and chalgopyrite precludes the proba*
bility of any supergene enrichment at greater depth. MecLaren concludes
that the probability ot discovering copper or lead in sufficient amowntis
to have any appreciable affect on the stockpilie of These two commodities
is extromely poor, and that coansiruction of an access road or furfher
exploration is, therefore, uot Jus?ifieG

INTRODUCT | ON

Mr. E. O. Smart of Telluride, Colorado, has asked the Defense Minerals
Exploration Administration for assistance to explore for lead, copper, gold,
and silver in sec. 24, T. 42 N., R. 9 W., N. M. P. M., San Miguel County,
Colorado. The project consists of building 5z miles of access road, and
trenching to locate vein junctions. The applicant estimates that the work
will ;osf $7,591, the Government's share to be $3,795.50.

The applicant haé two claims about 4 miles south of Telluride, near
the headwaférs of Bear Creek (fig. I). The Modena claim lies across San
Joaquin Ridge. East of the Modena and joining ff, the Gertrude claim
extends across two branches of Bear Creek.

The claims may be reached by following a narrow, unimproved dirt road
by car for 2 miles up Bear Creek Canon. From there one must proceed by
foot, or horseback, on a narrow, winding trail that coqfinues up and along

the steep slopes of Bear Creek, rising some 2,500 feet in 2 miles.
GEOLOGY

The rocks of the area are nearly horizontal Jurassic and Eocene
sediments overlain by approximately 1,800 feet of the andesitic tuffs,
breccias, and agglomerates that make up the San Juan series. The latter
are the most important rocks, economically, in the area. The 6nly evidence

of intrusive action near the claims are two small patches of gabbro-diorite

about three quarters of a mile south, and a northeast striking basic dike
half a mile east.

The Modena and Gertrude claims are in the top quarter of the San Juan
series at an altitude of approximately 12,000 feet above sea level (fig. 1).
A pe?éisfen+ fissure vein, | to 3 feet wide, is easily traced from the east
end of the Gertrude claim to the west end of the Modena. |In general, it
strikes N. 80°-85° E., and dips 75°-80° N. Aimost the entire value of Thé
vein comes from the contained silver and gold as shown by the assays. The
minerals identified are pyrite, chalcopyrite, some sphalerite and galena,
in a gangue of sugary quartz.

On the west side of San Joaquin Ridge, an‘adif has been driven eastward
about 100 feet along the Modena vein. Mineralization is weak and no stoping
has been done. A sample taken by the applicant assayed .08 oz. gold, 2.6
oz. silver, and 0.7% copper. On the east side of the Ridge another adit
has been driven westward for 700 feet along the same vein. A face sample
faken by the applicant assayed .2 oz. gold, 19.0 oz. silver, and 4,29
copper. In this adit a stope has been opened up for about 300 feet along
the vein, but only one or two cuts have been taken from the back. The appli-
cant has taken 25 samples from the stope but has lost the assay record. He
states that the Highesf copper assay was 6.0¢. From the pulps of these
samples he made a composite sample which assayed .38 oz. gold, 11.8 oz.
silver, and 2.1% copper.

In the adits several smaller fissures, striking northwest and dipping
steeply to the west, intersect the main vein. In every case the copper,
gold, and silver values in the vein become grea+|y diminished as the junc-

tions are approached. This is difficult to explain but is possibly due to

a dispersion of the values through a larger area resulting in less

concentration.
CONCLUS IONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The Modena and Gertrude claims are valuable primarily for the gold
and silver in the Modena vein. Although there are some oxidized copper
minerals on surface exposures and in the adits, the abundance of fresh
pyrite and chalcopyrite precludes the probability of any supergene enrich-
ment at greater depth. At vein junctions impoverishment rather than
enrichment seems to be the rule. The probability of discovering copper
or lead in sufficient amounts to have any appreciable effect on the stock-
pile of these two commodities is extremely poor.

The construction of an access road or further exploration under the
Defense Minerals Exploration Administration program is not justified, and

it is recommended that this application be denied.
