The Hal lie A vein is a narrow structure. 	 It carries a few 
inches of quartz and relatively minor amounts of ferborite. Although 
some ferberite was found by exploration under subject contract ldrn-E4l5, 
Harshman concludes that the low grade of the ore and the narrow and 
short length of the ferberito-bearing zones preclude mining this vein, 
and therefore recommends that a certificate of discovery not be issued.

I NTRODUCT I ON 


James L. McBroom and. R. L. Al en applied to the Defense Minerals 


Exploration Administration, DMEA Docket 2650, for ass istnce to explore for 


tungsten ore in the Hal lie A mine, 4 miles airline north of Neder land, 


Boulder County, Colorado. A prior application for exploration assistance, 


DMEA Docket 2058, had been filed by Norris G. Mitts, and an amended program 


had been approved by the examining team. Mitts requested that his program 


be cncel led in favor of McBroom and Allen who had leased the property. 


DMEA Docket 2650 was approved in the amount of $12,600 for a pro-


ject as fol lows: 


(I) Prepare the surface site for a shaft 


(2) Raise from the lower adit to the surface, a distance of 


30 feet 


(3) Erect a head frame and hoist house 


(4) Sink 85 feet, including a 0-foot sump, and drift 160 feet 


on the Hallie A vein. 


Contract ldm-E415 was signed in October 1952 and work started 


in November 1952. At the applicants' request, and with approval of DMEA 


representatives, the proposed depth of the shaft was reduced from 85 feet 


below the second adit level to 77 feet below that level. 


The contract was completed satisfactorily on June 23, 953. 


GEOLOGY AND EXPLORATION 


The regional geology and a descriptiono the accessible portions 


of the upper levels of the Hallie A mine are given in the examination 


report by Ogden Tweto, DMEA Docket 2058

The Hal lie A vein occupies a shear zone in granite and granite 


gneiss. It has an average strike of N. lO°.E. and on the upper mine 


levels dips about 550 east. The shear zone is one to three feet wide and 


moderately well defined. 	 It contains brecciated country rock as well as 


one to two inch seams of clay gouge. On the adit levels the Hal lie A vein 


is el I defined, narrow, and consists of one-half to Six inches of horn 


quartz and ferberite. Total production of tungsten ore, taken from two 


stopes above the upper adit level (figure 3), amounts to 119 tons containing 


I .4% W03.


As exposed in the shaft the Hal lie A vein is a narrow structure 


consisting of a few inches of quartz and relatively minor amounts of 


ferberite. From the surface to a point about 35 feet above the third or 


100-foot level, the vein and shear zone dip 65° E., from this .point to the 


bottom of the shaft the dip is vertical. Below.+he change in dip the vein 


weakens and ferberite is not found. The strength a-f- the shear zone is not 


effected noticeably by the change in dip. 


On the 00-foot level the Hallie A vein is a weak, poorly 


m i nera Ii zed structure cons i st I ng of one-ha If t6 s ix inches of s I Ii ci f led 


granite and quartz in a two to three foot shear zone. The dips of the 


shear zone and the vein are essentially vertical (figure 3). Shearing is 


not intense although in places one to two inch seams of gouge are present 


in the zone. 


Ferberite was found in two limited sections of the 162-foot 


drift. Between 70 and 78 feet north of the shaft a two to six-inbh zone 


of Si I icified wall rock, horn quartz, and ferberite is exposed. A sample 


taken by a U. S. Bureau of Mines engineer assayed 1.2% O3 . Between 14 


and I 9 feet north of the shaft a simi ar zone three to ten inches wide 


assayed 1.0% 103.

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face of the drift it is difficultto distinguish the vein, although the 


intensity of shearing has not diminished appreciably. 


Sufficient exploration has been done on the. 00-foot level of the 


Hal je A mine to prove that the srAal I ore shoots mined above the upper (No. I) 


adit level do not extend to any appreciable depth. The change in dip of 


both the shear zone and the vein at a point about 35 feet above the 100-foot 


level may wel I account for the downward termination of the ore. 


McBroom andAl len applied for an amendment to their contract and 


for additiolial funds to be used in raising on the two short mineralized 


sections of the vein on the 00-foot level. Since these sections are 


below the two stopes on the upper levels (figure 2 in engineering report) 


and since th change in dip of the vein may account for the lack of ore 


on the 100-foot level the examining team concluded that exploration of one 


of the zones was justified. The applicants, however, withdbew the request 


for additional funds and ceased operations; the mine is now flooded. 


Although ferberit was found on the 00-foot level of the Hal lie 


A mine by exploration under Contract Idm-E415, it is concluded that the 


low grade, narrow and short length of the ferberite bearing zones precludes 


mining of this material. Certification of a discovery is therefore not 


recommended.

SUNMARY AND INTRODUCTION 


Certain exploratory work for tungsten at the Hallie "A" claim, 


Boulder County, Cob., as authorized under Exploration Project Contract 


Idm-E1a5, was completed June 23, 1953. Under the contract, the Hallie 


"A" vein was explored below surface sections which had been the source 


of earlier, small-scale production. No significant discovery of tungsten 


ore resulted from the program. Further exploration at the property was 


not recommended. 


The short-form exploration contract provided for Government 


participation in the expense of the program on an established unit-cost 


basis. The actual work completed, in which the Government participated 


in the established unit cost, consisted of (1) preparing a surface site 


for the shaft collar and hoist house (2) raising a shaft 28 feet on the 


vein from a Lower Adit level to the prepared surface site (3) erecting 


a head.frame and hoist house ( ii. ) sinking a shaft on the vein 77 feet 


below the Adit level, and (5) drifting 160 feet on the vein at a depth 


of 100 feet in the shaft. The total cost of the program, computed on 


the actual units of work completed at the prescribed unit price, subject 


to final review by the Contract Administration and Audit Division, was 


$12,000.00. Government participation in the cost of the program was 


75 percent, or $9,000.00.

Contract work commenced in November 1952 and. was pursued 


fairly continuously until the authorized units of work had been 


completed. The work was interrupted and delayed to some extent by 


weather conditions, a labor shortage, and the financial ability of 


the operators. The work was performed according to standard mining 


practice and with about average efficiency. The work completed, for 


which the Government participated in the established unit cost, was 


as authorized in the contract. 


LOCATION MD OWNERSHIP 


The unpatented Hallie "A" lode mining claim is in sec. 25, 


T. 1 N., R. 73 W., sixth principal meridian, Sugar Loaf Mining District, 


Boulder County, Cob. The property is 7-1/2 miles north of Nederland, 


Cob.,, via State Highway 160 (fig. 1). The claim is held through 


location by Norris G. Mitts of Pekin, Ill. Mitts originally sought 


exploration assistance on the property himself (DMA. 2058) but later 


leased the property to James L. McBroom. The owner's application for 


assistance was withdrawn in favor of one submitted by McBroom and L. R.

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


The property reportedly was worked to a small extent during 


World War I and then abandoned. The Hallie ttAtt claim later was relocated 


and. worked on a small scale in l939-l9 Ii0 and again in 1911.11._l91 1.5 . Total 


production during these periods, wholly from the Upper A.dit level, was 


approximately ll9tons averaging about 1.1.3. percent Wa3.
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DESCRIPTION OF DEPOSIT 


The Hallie TlA vein is a shear zone in the granite and gneiss 


country rock in which quartz and, to a minor extent, ferberite later 


were introduced. The zone consists of brecciated granite and gneiss 


with a filling of horn quartz and gouge. The vein strikes north-south, 


dips steeply to the east, and varies in width from a few inches to 3 feet. 


Its outcrop is obscured under a talus and boulder cover occurring at the 


foot of steep granite cliffs. 	 - 


The development of the vein, including the exploration completed 


under the contract, is shown on figure 2. The Upper dit exposed for 


approximately 180 feet along the zone a narrow streak of ttpeanut" ferberite. 


Two small ore shoots, apparently the only commercial showings along the 


adit, were stoped to the surface. The Adit and the two stopes probably 


are the source of the small production reported. The Adit is partly 


caved but mineral of a grade similar to that indicated by samples 123, 


l2,-, and l2 1iA is reported to occur along the bottom of the drift and 


in an 8-foot winze below the drift. 


The vein along the Iower A.dit, some 33 feet below the Upper 


dit, contains a few spots of low-grade siliceous mineral but for the 


most part, it is barren. This level was not extended to below the 


product:Lve sections of the upper level; however, it is below the short 


winze in which ore was reported. In the breast, the zone is 2-1/2 feet 


wide and contains from 1/8 to 3 inches of horn ferberite which assayed

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The vein exposed in the exploratory shaft steepened with depth, 


becoming nearly vertical some 30 feet below the Iiwer Adit. The zone did 


contain an occasional fragment of ferberite in the 77-foot section of the 


shaft below the Lower Mit but essentially it was barren. 


A lower level drift, 67 feet below the Lower Mit, explored 


the zone for 160 feet north of the shaft. Along this section the zone 


was nearly ver-ical and contained from 1/2 to 3 feet of gouge, crushed 


wall rock, and quartz. For most of the distance it was barren or 


contained ouly an occasional fragment of mineral. Between 70 and 78 


feet from. the shaft and again between 1114- to 119 feet, the zone contained 


brecciated fragments of siliceous ferberite over a maximum width of a 


few inches. Sampling of these showings indicated the mineral was not 


commercial.


WORK COMPLETED, EXPENDITURES UNDER CONTRACT 


Initial work by the operators :.iiivolved bulldozing a site on 


the surface adjacent to the portal of the Upper Mit for the collar of 


the shaft and for a small hoist building. The site was covered with 


large boulders which required a reduction in size in order 'to be moved 


by the dozer. Upon completion of the site, a raise was driven to the 


surface from the, Lower Adit. For most of its distance, the raise was 


driven through unconsolidated material and required.close timbering 


and lagging. After completing the raise, a headframe was erected at 


its collar, a small shelter 'building for the 'hoist was constructed, 


hoisting equipment installed, and track for waste disposal was laid.
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The operators proceded to extend the shaft 77 feet below 


the L.wer A,dit level. The contract authorized 85 feet of sinking, 


including a 10-foot suinp, below the Lower Adit, 'but the operators 


requested permission to sink no deeper than 77 feet and to establish 


the new level 67 feet below the Adit (100 feet below the shaft collar). 


Conditions then encountered did not warrant sinking deeper and permission 


was granted. The level drift was extended north from the shaft the 


authorized 160 feet. 


Below the Lower Adit level, the ground was solid and little 


timber support was required. The level drift was not timbered and only 


wall plates and enough stulls to support the skids and ladderway were 


installed in the lower section of the shaft. 


The lower workings made considerable water which necessitated 


constant bailing during the project. Shaft sinking was performed during 


the winter months. The water, both from seepage and that spilled during 


bailing, froze on the skids and ladderway and caused. difficult operating 


conditions. Occasionally, during the winter months, the County Highway 


Department cleared the snow from the mine access road; there were periods, 


however, when the road was •not open and the operation was isolated. 


The operators attempted to contract the shaft sinking. What 


labor was available, however, was not dependable and the later phases 


a	
of the program were completed by the operators themselves. 


Apparently the operators were not financially able to under-


•	 take a project of this type. They anticipated that the Governmert 


participation in the established unit price alone would cover all the 


operational costs, including nominal wages for their own labor. Such
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was riot the case; actual costs to the operator probably equaled or 


slightly exceeded 100 percent of the established unit price. •The 


operators had no reserve funds with which to finance their share of 


the expense. Even by furnishing their own labor at the project, the 


operators discovered that the Government participation alone would 


not finance both the operational costs of the project and their own 


living expenses.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


It is concluded that commercial grade ferberite on the Hallie 


"A" vein does not extend to any appreciable depth below the Upper Adit 


level. The mineral exposed along two short sections of the 100-foot 


level is siliceous and not considered to be of commercial grade or 


extent. The mineral indicated by exploration below the Lower Adit is 
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too insignificant to warrant a certification of discovery under the 


exploration project contract. 


The mineral showings on the 100-foot level are below and 


may represent the projection of the small ore shoots mined from above 


the jpper Adit level. The operators requested funds to explore these 


showings by means of two short raises to be driven at a unit cost of 


$60.00 per foot. On the supposition that the steepening of the vein 


may have limited the downward extension of ore, the Defense Minerals 


Exploration Administration representatives, while not too favorably 


impressed, would have approved a single short raise from the lower 


level. The unit cost requested, however, was considered excessive and 


it was pointed out to the operators. that approval of the proposed work 


necessarily would be delayed for 30 days or possibly more. As the 


operators did not possess necessary funds to keep the workings unwatered 


and maintain themselves for such a period, they withd±'ew their request 


and abandoned the property. 


Further exploration from the 100-foot level is not warranted 


before the extension of ore to at least the depth of the Lower Adit 


level is. confirmed. It was recommended to the owner of the property 


that his assessment would be most profitably spent in extending this. 


level to below the productive sections of the Upper Adit. At best,

only moderate reserves could be developed by such work; it would, however, 


determine whether ore extended to that depth and whether deeper develop-


ment is warranted.

Ore shoots in this district often are very limited in extent. 


The extension of the Lower Mit level to below productive sections of 


the vein, as originally requested by the operators, would have been 


more practical exploration under this contract. A 50-foot extension 


of this level drift at a cost of about $1,500.00 would have proved or 


disproved the extension of the ore to moderate depths. Deeper explora-


tion could have been authorized contingent upon the results of that work.

Referring to the letter dated October 11 ., 1952 , signed 
by E]nest William Ellis; Acting Chairman, Operating Committee, 
regarding the subject mine, the following reasons are listed for 
favoring the shaft versus the winze: 


1. The operator and applicant preferred the shaft method. 


2. The winze would require station cutting for the hoist 
and service area. 


3. Underground hoisting would require compressed air hoist 
power which, in turn,requires much more compressor capacity. 
than is now available. The larger compressor capacity 
would require about 5 gallons of gasoline per hour as 
against about 1 gallon per hour for a surface hoist 
powered by gasoline,. 


4. If the winze had been selected it would require 20 to 25 
feet of "head" room for timbering, sheave wheel, hoisting 
overwind or safety leeway so the bucket would not be 
pulled into the sheave, cable clamps and bight for attach-s 
ment to bucket, and for bucket and dumping apron above 
car height at drift level. This footage is essentially 
equivalent to the distance between the tunnel level and 
the surface. It would be sufficiently close to "hole" 
into overburden and the larger boulders above the winze 
site.

5. The underground hoist would require the hoistman to remain 
at the hoist and necessitate a trainmer to move the hoisted 
rock to the dump. 


6. The shaft will allow the hoistman to handle the short 
tram to the dump and eliminate the cost' of the trammer. 


7. Natural ventilation through the shaft will be better than 
through the winze located underground. 


8. The ore in the upper tunnel is found within a short distance 
of the shaft. Drifting footage will be almost the same 
from the shaft as drifting both ways from the bottom of 
the winze to the limits of mineralization. 


9. The winze would possibly be put down on ore, but it would 
require pillars left in ore to protect the winze from 
caving. The shaft, located on the edge of mineralization, 
will require pillars' but they will be in waste and aU 
the ore found can be mined. 


10. Although the "raising" cost for the portion of the shaft 
between the first level and surface may seem high, it is 
believed to be leas than holing the winze headroom into 
an inaccessible area under the cliff face. 


Inasmuch as the lower tunnel encountered ore in the last 


45 feet,' the shaft is only 15 feet from this first showing of ore. 
This appears to be indicative of a rake to the south, but it is 
not definitely established from the evidence available. 


The scales were inadvertently omitted from the two' sketch 
maps. The correct scales,as noted, are 1 inch = 300 feet for figure 3, 


and 1 inch= 50 feet for figure 4.

NTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site'.' audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operqtor's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Ojerator. The 'purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
f,ort. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
co\ amoig the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased', "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain. 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some' other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERAT 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A-----Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of Operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should he attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind.

Preparation of Form MP-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an xploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location- and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Vo-ucher.-----Al1 the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item . (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
- paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technica1 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabTli-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures1 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and - 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expe.nses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined, in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, or those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve- - 
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on. a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of. time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract.. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided , for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.
