The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200

Under Item (2) include labor, supe;vision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations.

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be repoited under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
ser'vices, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs.. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", .followed by appro-
priate ignature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies Of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The. 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number Gf feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

The more important 
phases of operation On which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project.It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phasesreported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed bythe Operator.

Rep ent b0erator. (a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery 


or a development from which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the 


Government, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered the required 


final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certification shall 


describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such 


certification, any minerals mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years 


from the date of this contract, including any mined or produced before the certification, shall 


be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall pay to 


the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts 


realized from the sale or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, 


'- including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total amount contributed by the Government, with-


\out interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows: 


(1) One and one-half (1-fl per cent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars 


($8.00) per ton.

Contract for uranium. You are probably aware that in some similar 
casee it has been found that some part or all of the land which ir the 
subject of the exploration project contract consists of claims located 
on land which was subject to prior Federal oil and gas leases. The 
validity of such claims is doubtful, and in some cases the Atomic 
Energy Commission has issued a lease to the land for whatever benefit 
that may afford in curing the invalidity as far as uranium is concerned, 


By the recent act. of Congress approved August 12, 1953 
(Public Law 250 , 83d Cong 0 ), mining claims located between July 31, 
1939, and January 1, 1953, on United States Lands which were then sub-
ject to oil and gas leases, may be validated by the owners of such 
claims, if, not later than December 10, 1953, they 


post on such ciaii in the manner required for post-
ing notice of location of mining claims and file for record 
in the office where the notice or certificate of location 
of such claim is of record an amended notice of location 
of such claim, stating that such notice is filed pursuant to 
the provisions of this Act and for the purpose of obtaining 
the benefits thereof 


If any of the land which is the subject of your Exploration 
Project Contract includes a located claim or claims, the validity of 
which might be questioned on account of a previous oil and gas lease, 
the statute cited is called to your attention so that you may validate 
your rights as above indicated, if you consider this to be in your 
interestq This Agency deems such validation to be desirable even 
though the land in question may be covered, by a lease from the 
Atomic Energy Coinmission

The Operator (Contractor) of an xploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind.

"Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and"New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the projectby the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

INTRODUCTION 


W. L. Weaver of Silt, Colorado, has applied to the Defense Minerals 


Exploration Administration for assistance to explore for uranium on the 


End of the Trail claim No. 2, Elk Creek district, secs. 10 and 15, T. 5 S., 


R. 91 W., GarfiGld County, Colorado. The applicant proposes to build an 


ore bin and chute, to construct 650 feet of access road, and to drive 60 


feet of tunnel at an estimated cost of $2,232, of which the Government will 


pay $2,008. 


The property was examined on October 8, 1952, accompanied by the 


applicant. The claim is accessible throughout most of the year from New 


Castle, Colorado, over 5 miles of graveled State Highway 329, and about 


I mile of poor dirt "mine" road. 


The ore bin and chute are not necessary to the exploration and it is 


recommended that they be disallowed. It is recommended that this applica-


tion be approved to allow tOO feet of tunnel at a cost of $2,000, the 


Government's share to be $1,800, as estimated by the U. S. Bureau of Mines. 


GEOLOGY 


The rocks of the area are Triassic, Jurassic, and Cretaceous sediments 


that have a general northwesterly strike and dip from 12° to 33° SW. On 


the End of the Trail claim No. 2, the Morrison formation outcrops from a 


steep slope about 200 to 300 feet high. The hill is capped by Dakota(?)
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sandstone that forms a low cliff. Any other cliff and bench topography 


that might have been developed on the Morrison outcrop has been obliterated 


by talus fill except for an occasional small cliff 3 to 5 feet high. 


The Morrison is represented by beds of medium-grained, cross-bedded 


sandstone lenses alternating with layers of light gray limestone and 


mudstone. The ore horizon is a zone 3 to 6 feet thick in a medium to 


tight gray limey sandstone in which occur thin irregular lenses containing 


carnotite and radioactive carbonaceous material. The ore zone has been 


followed by a 38 foot tunnel in which considerable carnotite occurs along 


joints and bedding planes. Along the north watt of the tunnel two seams 


of carbonaceous material, each about 1/8 inch thick, show considerable 


radioactivity. Near the portal ofthe tunnel the beds strike N. 52° W. and 


dip 12° SW. The two "coal" stringers near the breast strike N. 18° W., and 


dip 33° W. 


No ore has been shipped from this claim, but from the one adjoining 


it to the south, the AEC in Grand Junction reports that since February 28, 


1952, 15 tons of ore averaging .13% U308 have been shipped to the U., S. 


Vanadium Company mill at Rifle. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


Carnotite and radioactive carbonaceous material exist in a known horizon 


of the Morrison formation. Locally, this horizon has not been sufficiently 


explored to determine extent and grade of ore. The possibility of discover-


ing uranium bearing ore appears to be good, and further exploration is 


justified. Due to the steepness of the slopes, diamond drilling would be 


costly and difficult, and exploration by tunneling' is recommended.

CONCLUS IONS 


The mineralization showing in the tunnel is fairly strong 


and is worth further prospecting. 


By analogy with the deposits mined in the End of the Trail 


Number 1 claim to the south, there is an excellent possibility of 


opening up worthwhile amounts of uranium ore. The material now 


exposed would make only low.grade ore if mined and sorted carefully, 


but there is a good possibility of opening up larger and richer 


lenses by further work. 


The applicant T5 plan of drifting along the mineralization is 


the only method economically feasible in this instance. 


The pitch of the ore appears to be at an angle to and flatter 


than the dip of the radioactive seams so that it should be possible 


to continue exploration using a wheelbarrow for-haulage. The 


applicant states, however, that he can furnish a hoist, track, 


and car,, if necessary.

The applicant is competent to carry on the proposed exploration 


and, so far as inquiry in the vicinity disclosed, is reliable.
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RECOMMENDATIONS 


It is recommended, if the location of the claim is established 


and/or the conflict with the oil and gas lease on the north half 


of section 10 can be adjusted, that an exploration loan in the 


amount of $2,000.00, Government participation 90 percent, or $],800.00, 


be approved to drive 100 feet of drift following the mineralization 


now showing in the face of the tunnel. This work would not 


necessarily follow a straight line and might consist of several 


branching headings as conditions require. 


A rate of payment of $20.00 per foot incorporated in a short 


form contract would be a fair and reasonable figure under the 


conditions prevailing.

Simimary and Comment 


The contractor drove 87 feet of an adit drift and 13 feet 
of cross cut to explore for uranium in a small showing of mineralized 
rock in the Morrision formation. The total cost was $2,000, and 
Government participation was $1,800. 


A small "roll" of ore trending southeast was found at about 
50 feet from the portal. and small, pods of ore-grade material were 
found between 88 and 96 feet from the portal. The Field Teem esti-
mates that the work resulted in discovery of 15, to 20 tons of ore 
containing about 0.15 percent U3and 2.0 percent V205 . About 
15 tons were mined in the course of exploration, and 7.25 tons of 
ore containing oO.27 percent of 13308 and 3.11 percent V205 were 
shipped.


The engineer member of the teem suggests that the operator 
explore in, a small way the roll trend and thicker portions of lenses 
to make sure that the thickest portions of the deposits have not 
been, missed. Both members agree that the chances of making a fur-


ther significant discovery are too small to warrant additional LIvJEA 
ass istance, and that the suggested work would be development or 
minIng rather than exploration. 


The Field Teem recommends certification of a discovery. 


Conclusion 


Although the amount of ore discovered was small, I concur 
with the Field Teem that a valid discovery was made and should be 
certified to protect the Government's interest in ore mine and 
shipped.

SUMMARY AND INTRODUCTION 


W.L. Weaver of Silt, Cob., received assistance from the 


Defense Minerals Exploration Administration to explore for uranium 


at the End, of Trail No. 2 mine, Garfield County, Cob. Contract 


Idin-E)487 authorized a total of 100 feet of drifting at aunit àost 


per foot of $20.00 or a total cost of $2,000.00, Government partici-


pation 90 percent or $1,800.00. 


Work commenced on February 18, 1953, and was completed on 


Ju1r 31, 1953. Two small ore deposits were discovered from which 


about 15 tons of ore had been mined up to the date of the final 


inspection on August 13, 1953. 


Certification of discovery is recommended. 


LOCATION AND OWNERSHIP 


The End of Trail No. 2 claim is on the east slope of Elk Creek 


valley, 6.2 miles by county road and State Highway 329 to Uf S. 


Highway 2i at New Castle, Cob. It is in sec. 10, T. 5 5., R. 91 W., 


sixth principal meridian, Gold Stone Mining District, Garfield County, 


Cob. (fig. 1).
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The claim originally was located in 19242 by C. J. Crawford and 


F. E. Long who sold it to C. E. Wittwer and W. L. Weaver on June 11i, 


1951. On September 28, 1951, Wittwer gave Weaver a quitclaim deed 


for his interest, and Weaver is now the sole owner. 


HISTORY MID PRODUCTION 


Until the present exploration program was accomplished, no 


production had come from the claim since its location in 1911-2. About 


15 tons had been produced at the oompletion of the exploration program 


on July 31, 1953. One shinent was made of 7.25 tons which contained, 


0.27 percent U308 and 3.111. percent V205 . The grade of the remaining 


tonnage probably will average slightly less than the first shipment. 


DESCRIPEON OF DEPOSIT 


Uranium and vanadium mineralization was first noted in an exposed 


sandstone of the Morrison formation about 300 feet above the valley 


floor. A short adit was driven along the mineralization for a 


distance of 245 feet at which point contract work commenced with Govern-


ment assistance. Uranium and vanadium mineralization to the 11-5-foot 


mark was spotty, low-grade, and for the most part little more than 


stain in a zone ranging in thickness from several inches to about 3 


feet at the portal. 


Two small tabular deposits, discovered as a result of the 


exploratory drifting, indicate that there is little likelihood of 


encountering a large ore body in the area. All ore exposed thus far 


has been limited to the two small deposits or rolls and several
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isolated logs. The rolls probably wifl contain less than 10 tons 


each and. the logs appear to contain very little uranium and vanadium 


replacement. The thickness of mineable ore did. not exceed 2.5 feet 


in either roll. The maximum thickness of ore showing in the drift 


walls at the close of the work was less than 1.0 foot. 


WORK COLETED UNDER CONTRACT 


A total of 100 feet of drifting was completed as authorized by 


the contract. The work was done in a satisfactory manner at the 


extremely reasonable cost of $20.00 per foot for a total expenditure 


of $2,000.00. 


One main drift was extended from the original heading at li.5 feet 


from the portal to the final heading at 132 feet from the portal, a 


distance of 87 feet. Qne spur drift was driven for a distance of 


13 feet (fig. 2).


DESCRIPTION OF DISCOVERY 


Shortly after contract work commenced, a small roll or tabular 


deposit of ore was encountered, the long axis of which was crossed. 


approximately 50 feet from the portal (fig. 2). The trend of the 


roll was roughly N. 30°W. and. the actual width . did not exceed 10 feet. 


The maximum thickness was about 2.5 feet. Drifting progressed S. 30° E. 


for 10 feet at which point the roll pinched out. No attempt was made 


to determine the extent of the roll to the northwest. The first ship-


ment of 7.25 tons was from this roll. The average grade was 0.27 percent 


U308 and 3.l percent V205.
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The main drift was extended S. 300 W. for a distance of 85 feet 


from the portal at which point a second roll was encountered which 


appeared to be trending more or less parallel to the first. No drift-


ing was attempted in either direction along the roll. The following 


samp:Les were cut at LI--foot intervals across the roll as shown on 


figure 2:

The main drift was extended about 28 feet beyond the second 


deposit without encountering mineralization. 


It is apparent that the thickest portion of each roll was 


removed while drifting was in progress, leaving an average thickness of 


less than a foot of mineralized rock exposed in the walls in the 


vicinity of the rolls. At a cost of about $20.00 per foot of drifting, 


this rock does not contain sufficient uranium and vanadium to be 


classified as ore under the present prices.. It is estimated that about 


20 tons of rock remain in the vicinity of the rolls that will contain 


an average of 0.15 percent U308 and. 2.0 percent V205 . Development 


along these more favorable trends may disclose a temporary increase 


in the thickness or grade of the mineralized zone sufficient to make 


the rock commercially valuable. 
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EXPENDITURES 


Contract Idm-E li.87 authorized a total expenditure of $2,000.00 


with Government participation of 90 percent or $1,800.00. The full 


amount was used in driving 100 feet of drift at a cost of $20.00 per 


foot, Since the contract is on a short form, the Government has no 


equity in equipment or supplies. 


Settlement sheets have not been received for ore shinents made 


to date; consequently, the total value of the shipments or of royalty 


due the Government is not known at this date. 


CONCLUSIONS 


It is concluded that the drifting sufficiently explored the 


mineralized area to discount the possibility of making any other 


significant discoveries. Additional development work in the more 


favorable area may result in the production of a few tons of ore, 


but in general, it is believed that the deposits will be too limited 


in area and thickness to pay for extensive development. 


RECONMENDATIONs 


A :Limited amount of development or exploration should be done 


along the trend of the rolls to make certain that the thickest portions 


were encountered and not merely the thinning edges of the rolls • This 


work should be financed by the operator as the purpose of assistance 


by the Government is believed to have been adequately fulfilled.. 


Since a small discovery was made which will result in the produc-


tion of 15 to 20 tons of fairly good ore, it is recommended. that a 


discovery be certified in accordance with the administrative policy on 


other comparable projects.
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As evious1y mentioned, it is doubtful that additional production 


at present will be economically feasible; however, with a little 


development work a few more tons of ore may be encountered. 


Pending final auditor's Report of Review, it is recommended 


that the. contract be closed.

INTRODUCTION 


Mr. J. L. :ieavar of Silt, Colorado, has completed the program 


provided for in contract Idm-E437, and a final oxaminaton ias made 


September 8, 1953. This raport summarizos the extent of work performed 


and the results achieved under this contract.. It is recommended that a 


certificate o discovery be issued. 


The geologic setting of the aea is outlined in a report 


submitted shortly after the property was first visited on October 8, 952, 


and will not be repeated at this time. 


EXPLORATION 


At the time of the first examination, a showing of carnotite 


had been fol lo:ed by a crosscut for 38 feet. This las advanced by the 


operator an additional 7 feet by the time the contract was signed. During 


the period of the contract, the crosscut was advanced 87 feet placing 


the breast a total of 132 feet from the portal (figure 2, Final Engineering 


Report). Two zones of radioactive mineralization were found, the first 


from 46 to 72 fee-I- from the portal of the crosscut, the second from 88 


to 104 feet from the portal. The deeper zone comprised a few small 


irregular pods of radioactive material. The Bureau of Mines examiner 


sampled five pods that assayed as follows:

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The pod at 96 feet and possibly the one at 88 feet are the only ones of 


mineable crade, and they were so small that they did not extend across the 


full width of the crosscut. The chance that this series of pods forms an 


ore zone o any lateral extent is poor. The first zone encountered was 


about 6 feet wide along the southeast wall and about 2 feet wide along 


the northwest wall. It was followed by a drift to the southeast for 


0 feel; where it appeared to pinch out. There was a possibility that 


the drift had not followed the ore; however, a 3-foot crosscut driven 


to the southwest at the end oi the drift proved the ore zone to be only 


a small lens. This crosscut completed the 100 feet of combined crosscutting 


and drifting allowed under the contract. 


The operator requested additional funds to drift to the northwest 


on a small showing of carnol-ite, but because this drifting would in effect 


be a mining operation, and becauseof the very small size, scattered 


occurrence, and general low grade o the ore zones, it was recommended 


that the request be denied. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


It is concluded that 15 to 20 tons of ore assaying about .15% 


U308 and 2.0% V20 have been found, that the ore is in smal I lenses and 


pods, and that the chance of making a significant discovery of uranium 


ore is poor and does not warrant further DMEA participation. Only because 


7.25 tons of' ore have been shipped and another 8 to 10 tons is ready for 


shipment, is it recommended that a discovery be certified.
