SUMMARY AND INTROCDUCTION

Exploration Project Contract Idm-E566, authorizing certain exploratory
work for lead and zinc at the Jean mine, Clear Creek County, Colorado,
vag terminated, effective November 1, 1953, by mutual agreement between
the Government and the operator. The termination agreement, dated
December 27, 1954, preserved all the rights of the Government provided
for in the contract with respect to a certification of discovery or
development, percentage royalty, and lien for payment.

Only the first stage of the authorized project--reopening the caved
portal of the lower Jean tunnel--was completed. The final stage of the
project—-40 feet of drifting, raising,-or crosscutting--was dependent
ubon the results of an examination of the old workings behind the cave
and was not performed. The deposit exposed in the accessible workings
behind the cave proved to be already well developed and did not appear
to merit the small additional exploration provided for in the contract.
The operator, for financial and other reasons; was unable to complete
the remainder of.the project within a reasonable period and his request

for termination of the contract, therefore, was acceptable to the -

Government .,






A small tonnage ofilead-zinc ore was found to exist in the old
workings of the mine. Production from this source is economically
feasible, and probably will be attempted ultimately by the operator.
Inasmich, as the ore was made accessible through the reopening of the J//
lower Jean tunnel, a certification of discovery or development was //
recommended for the project.

Application for aid in an exploration project at the property
(Docket No. DMEA 2713) was submitted in September 1952. The applicants,
Robert F. Blum and R. E. Housten, proposed to reopen, drain, and ex-
tend by 40 feet a lower level of the mine at an estimated total cost
of $2,800.00. The property was inspected'September 30, 1952, by an
examining team from the Bureau of Mines and the Geologicel Survey.

The examining team concluded that the deposit was of sufficient merit
to justify the reopening of the lower tunnel to permit further exam-
ination of the deposit énd reappraisal of the latter phase of the
proposed project. The reopening and rehabilitation of the lower tunnel
for approximately 60 feet from the portal was recommended at a unit
cost of $30.00 per foot. A total of 4O feet of drifting, raising, or

~ crosscutting at a ﬁnit cost of $25.00 per foot, dependent upon the
results of a later examination of the o0ld workings behind the cave,
tentatively was recommended.

A short form exploration préject contract, designating Robert F.
Blum of 282 South Logan Street, Denver, Colorado, as operator, was
prepared by the DMEA Field Team, Region III (formerly Region IV) and
dated July 10, 1953. In the interim, R. E. Housten had transferred

his interest in the property to Blum and withdrawn as an applicant.

The contract euthorized the two-stage project recommeﬁded by the
examining team. The agreed upon estimated cost of the project was
$2,800.00, The Government would reimburse the operator for 50 percent
of the agreed cost as it accrued for units of work completed in the
manner specified in the contract. Project work was to commence within
120 days of the date of the contract and was to be completed within a
period of 7 months.

Project work offically began September 1, 1953. Stage 1 of the
project—--reopening the caved portal--was completed September 11, 1953,
and the'accessible'workings behind the cave were inspected by represent-
atives of the DMEA. At that time, & winze below the tunnel level yet
was under water and recdmmendations régarding Stage 2 of the project
werewithheld until it also had been made accessible for examination.

The operating season was drawing to a close and the operator requested
& recess until the following year. Amendment No. 1 to the contract
authorized a recess of operatiohs beginning September 11, 1953. It
also provided for the resumption of Stage 2 of the project on or before
Mugust 1, 1954, and its completion prior to November 10, 1954.

Activity at the property resumed late in July 1954, and continued
intermittently throughout the summer. In October, the operator
announced that the winze had been unwatered. The Field Team offered
to schedule a re-examination but the winze had réfilled end the operator
was uncertain that it could be pumped out again on a definite date. The
vein exposed in the winze, reportedly, was not promising. The second

operating season was drawing to a close and the project did not justify

further extension. The operator, for financial and other reasons, could

not complete the remaining work within the specified period and, therefore,

requested termination of the contract.






A total cost of $1,800.00, was reported by the operator and
accepted by the Executive Officer, DMEA Field Teem, Region III (formerly

Region IV) for the work completed under Stage 1 of the contract.

Reimbursement to the operator of 50 percent of the reported cost, or

~ $900.00, was approved; $140.00 from the payment due the operator, how-

ever, was withheld pending the resumption of work under Stage 2 of the
contract. This final amount due the operator was paid in January 1955,
after the contract had been offically terminated and upon the release of .
a Final Report of Review on the project by the Contract Administration
and Audit Division and the waiver, by the Executive Officer, of the

requirement for a final project report from the operator.

LOCATION

The property is located 44 miles west of Denver at an elevation of

11,500 feet in the Colorado Front Range. It lies just east of the

Continental divide in the Dailey or Jones Pass Mining District, inkun-
surveyed T. 3 S., R. 7 W., sixth principal meridian, Cleer Creek County,
Colorado., It is accessible west from Empire, Colorado, via 7 1/2 miles

of U. S. Highway 40, 2 1/2 miles of State Highway 286 (Jones Pass road),
and 3 miles of unimproved private road up Butler Gulch, a tributary of the
west fork of Clear Creek. The property lies within Butler Basin, the
glacial cirque occurring at the head of Butler Gulch. Heavy snowfall
and.severe.winter weather conditions at the elevaﬁion of the mine permit
only summertime operation. The 3-mile private road generally becomes
accessible early in July and remains open through October or early

November.






HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

The past history of the Jean mine is vague and production from
the property, if any; is not recorded under the present name. Early
day shipments of high grade galena ore are reported. The recorded
output of the Jones Pass District is small. The lead-zinc ore bodies
mined in the area, reportedly, were high grade but of small extent.

A brother of one of the original applicants formerly leased and
later (1943) relocated the property. His operation was confined to
spasmodic exploration and development. The brother died and the original
applicants relocated the Jean claim in 1952. Other than the usual

relocation and accessment work, they constructed the 3-mile access

road to the propertye.

OWNERSHIP AND EXTENT

The operator!s property rights dasignated in the contract include
only the single unpatented Jean lode mining claim, the location of which
is recorded in the names of the original applicants in Book 245, page
232 in the records of the Clear Creek County Clerk and Recorder's Office,
Georgetown, Colorado. It is understood that the designated operator
under the contract, Robert F. Blum, bought out the interest of the other
original applicant. The property (shown in fig. 1) is a standard size

lode mining claim.

DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSIT
A fissure vein, which occupies a steeply dipping, northerly trending

shear zone in the surrounding Silver Plume granite, has been explored,

developed, and, to some extent, mined in the accessible sections of the ,
/

Jean mine (fig. 2).

The shear zone exposed along the discovery tunnel is not mineralized;
the same structure exposed 30 feet lower in the far end of the upper
tunnel, however, does contain a high grade lense of massive lead and zinc
sulfide. This sulfide streak, about 10 inches in width, also is exposed
in a connecting raise from the lower tunnel level and along that level
for some 30 feet in either direction from the raise.

.The vein narrows to a few inches but remains minerélized northerly
along the lower level. About 100 feet north of the raise, in the
vicinity of a winze below the level, the structure again widens, this
time to a maximum width of about 30 inches. This second lense exténds
for about 25 feet in either direction from the winze and contains less
massive, more disseminated mineral. The operator examined the winze
when it was unwatered and reports it to extendAabout 50 feet below the
level. The sulfide streak reportedly narrows to a width of about 6 inches
in the bottom of the winze.

The vein contains from 1 to 3 inches of massive sulfide along the
northern section of the level. About 80 feet north of the winze, the
structure splits and the workings, which apparently followed each

branch, are caved tightly.

ORE RESERVES
Two lense-shaped ore shoots are exposed in the accessible'sections
of the mine--one in the vicinity of the raise between the upper and
lower tunnel levels and the other in the vicinity of the winze below the
1owef tunnel. Rough calculations based on the few samples taken

(sample locations and analyses are shown on fig. 2) indicate the following

WORK COMPLETED UNDER CONTRACT

Only Stage 1 of the authorized project—--the reépening of the caved
portal of the lowertunnel--was completed. Although materials and
supplies had been transported to the site earlier, aptual excavation
of the caved portal started September 1, 1953.

The portal of the lower tunnel originally was driven in alluvium
at the foot of a rather steep slope of the glacial basin. The first
few feet were excavated as an open cut. As the deptﬁ of overburden
increased, maintenance of an open cut was impractical and the tunnel
driven underground. Close timbering was necessary until solid bed
rock was reached. This timbered section, estimated to be 60 feet in
length, had caved and would require cleaning out and retimbering before
the old workings would drain and become accessible. l

The operator was able to rent a traxcavator for the job. With
such equipment, it was possible to excavate the entire caved portal
section of the portal as an open cut trench. Hand methods would have
necessitated spiling and close timber support for most of the distance.
Beginning at the origihal portal, a caved section 9Q feet in length
was excavated. Beyond 90 feet, the tunnel was in solid rock and had
not caved. The water, which had backed up behind the cave, drained out
thrqugh the new cut. The deepest sections of the cut, where there was

immediate danger due to stuffing of the nearly vertical walls, were
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re%imbered. The caved portal had been opened and the tunnel made
accessible by Septembér 11, 1953. Although not required under the
terms of the contract, the operator eventually timbered most of the
excavation. The operating season drew to a close before any further
work could be cpmpleted and the project was officially recessed until
August 1, 1954. |

Late in July 1954, the operator moved his compressor and other
equipment to the propérty. During the remainder of the season, he
repaired a surface building, installed the compressor, and extended
track and air pipe into the tunnel. Eventually, the winze below the
tunnel level was unwatered, an operation which had held up the decision
as to whether the second stege of the project should be approved. The
winze refilled with water and the operator was unable, because of
equipment failure, to pump it out again for inspection by DMEA

representatives. The appearance of the vein in the winze, reportedly,

-was disappointing. The operating season again had drawn to a close

and the operator's request for termination of the contract, therefore,

was considered warranted and was approved.

EXPENDITURES
At the completion of Stage 1 of the authorized project in
September 1953, the operator reported and claimed reimbursement for
costs totaling $1,800.00. This amount--equivalent to the maximum
60 feet of tunnel rehabilitation allowed in the contract at the agreed
unit price of $30.00 per foot--was approved by the inspecting engineer

and accepted by the Executive Officer, DMEA Field Team, Region III
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(formerly Region IV). Reimbursement of 50 percent of the reported
costs, or $900.00, was approved; an amount of $140.00, however, was ‘
withheld from the payment due the operator pending the resumption of
project»work after the authorized recess. ‘

Upon the termination of the contract and the release of the Final
Report of Review by the Contract Administration and Audit Division,
the final amount due the operator was paid. Inasmch, as Stage 2 of
the project was not performed, the $1,000.00, total cost authorized
for that phase of the work was not éxpended and Government funds

equivalent to 50 percent of this amount, or $500.00, were unspent.

HYUIPMENT
The unit prices agreed upon in the short form-type of exploration
project contract reflect a reduction for the estimated salvage value

of any materials or equipment remaining at the completion of the project.

EFFICIENCY OF OPERATIONS

Project operations were hampered by the short operating season
and the severe weather conditions normelly experienced at high altitudes.
The property was isolated and the operator found it difficult to attract
and retain experienced workmen. The operator, himself, was in poor
health. For this reason and because of his financial condition, he
was able to work only part time--mostly on weekends--ét the property.
Most of his operating equipment, which was transported with difficulty

to the site, was old and subject to frequent breakdowns.

CONCLUSIONS
That portion of the authorized project, which the operator did

attempt, was completed‘in the manner specified in the contract. The
costs reported for the completed work were those agreed to in the
contract. Government reimbursement to the operator for 50 percent of
the reported costs, therefore, was justified. The final stage of
the project, tentatively authorized under the contract, probably was
not warranted and, under the circumstances, termination of the contract
by mutual agreement was justified.

| Project work made accessible certain small tonnages of lead=~-zinc
ore which the operator eventually will attempt to exploit. While not

especially significant, these reserves are considered ample basis for

the certification of the project.

RECOMMENDAT IONS
Further exploration at the property with Government assistance
is not recommended. It is recommended that a certification of dis-

covery or development be issued for the project.

Opening the lower tunnel has proven the existence of two
small ore shoots containing about 750 tons of inferred ore averaging
5 counces of silver per ton, 13.60 percent Pb and 14.32 percent Zn.
MacLaren recommends that a discovery be certified. He recommends
also that no further Govermment funds be spent on exploration at the
Jean mine.

INTRODUCTION

Robert F. Blum of Denver, Colorado, and the Defense Miner;ié
Exploration Administration signed contract Idm-E566 on July 10, 1953,
for the purpose of exploring for lead and zinc ores in the Jean miﬁe,
Dailey or Jones Pass mining district, Clear Creek County, Colorado. The
contract was set up on two stages and was estimated to cost a total of
$2,800 of which the Government would provide 50 percent or $1,400.

Stage I provided fér cleaning out, spiling, and retimbering an estimated
60 feet of tunnel that was caved at the portal. Stage II provided for
4O feet of drifting, raising, and/or crosscutting. The only amendment
to the contract changed the date of completion of the work from “within
a period of seven months from the date of the contract" to "prior to
November 10, 195k," and authorized a recess upon completion of Stage I
"on or ahouf September 11, 1955,"t work to be resumed under Stage II "on
or before August 1, 195L4." The contract was terminated by mutual égree-
ment December 27, 1954, after completion of Stage I and before any work
was started under Stage II. )

The Jean mine is located about 13 miles west of the village of
Empire, Colorado, from which it is reached by following U. S. Highway 40
‘for 7-1/2 miles west, thence Statée Highﬁay 286 for 2-1/2 miles west, ang

thence a poor dirt road, little more than a trail, for 3-1/2 miles west.

&
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Situated at an altitude of 11,500 feet, the property is accessible

only four or five months of the year.
GEOLOGY

The Jean mine is entirely within an area of Silver Plume granite.

A sheeted zone in the granite, 5 to 8 feet thick; strikes from N. 50 B,
to N. 5° W. and dips 509 - 60° E. and contains streaks and lenses of
lead and zinc sulfides. Elsewhere in the district, small high grade
ore shoots have been mined in the past, from similar sheeted zones in
granite.

Two tunnels, 27 feet apart vertically, follow the sheeted zone at
the Jean mine. The upper tunnel, which is 50 feet long, follows a barren
zone for 30 feet. In the remaining 20 feet‘a sméll sulfide stringer
rapidly widens to about 18 inches of galena and sphalerite, in about
equal amounts, and pyrite in a quartz gangue. A few feet back from the
breast of the tunnel is a small stope that has holed through from the
lower tunnel.

A caved portion at the portal of the lower tunnel was cleaned out
and retimbered under Stage I of the contract. Thé tunnel (Fig. lj is
in barren granite for 65 feet, at which point a weak vein of quartz with
a few small crystals of galena, sphalerite, and pyrite enters the tunnel
from the west wall. Within a distance of 15 feet the vein, which strikes

north to N. 12° W. and dips 64° - 65° E. widens to 6 inches and is filled

by galena and sphalerite with some pyrite in a gangue of quartz. Con-

tinuing northerly, the vein widens and pinches forming 1enseé, the largest






of which is about 40 feet long and ﬁp to 24 inches wide. Between
ienses the vein averages one-half inch to one inch thick and contains
only sparse amounts of the sulfide minerals. About 290 feet north of
the portal the vein is offset 5 feet to the west by a fault that strikes
N. 72° W. and dips 64° N. Six feet beyond the fault the vein splits.
Both splits have been followed by drifts which have caved at a distance
of 315 feet from the portal. Throughout the entire distance that the
tunnel is open, the wall rock is silicified and sheeted granite, to
which the vein is tightly frozen.

At a distance of 100 feet from the portal a small stope, 10 to 12

feet long, extends to the upper tunnel. Two other stopes above the level

~are 10 feet long by 11 feet high, and 30 feet long by 12 feet high,

respectively. A winze below the last stope has been flooded at the time
of each inspection. The operator stated that, during the summer of 1954,
he had unwatered the winze to a depth of 35 feet but that he had let it

re-fill because the vein pinched out a few feet below the tunnel level.
CONCLUSIONS

It is concluded that opening the lower tunnel has resulted in find-
ing two small ore shoots which taken together contain no more than 750
tons of inferred ore having an average grade of 0.09 ounces gold and
5.20 ounces silver per toh, 13.60 percent lead and 14.32 percent zinc.
These figures are based upon the assays of four samples taken by the
U. S. Bureau of Mines examiner and the assumption that two ore éhoots,

50 and 60 feet long, respectively, and 1 foot wide will extend 30 feet

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above and below the level. The caves in both splits at the north end
of the tunnel are making considerable water, and it is therefore con-
cluded that stopes have been mined to the surface on any ore that
might have existed beyond the points of cave. .
Although the tonnage is smell, it has a value of something over
$25,000. Therefore, it is recommended that a discovery be certified.

It is also recommended that no further Govermment funds be spent on

The operator, in 'a letter to the Region IV Field Team,

dated October 19, 1954, requests termlnation of the subject contract.

The contract, as amended, stipulates that the project
shall be completed prior to November 10, 1954, The operator com-
pleted Stage 1 of the contract (opening the lower Jean tumnel) 1 year
ago. At that time, the workings were mapped and sampled. A winze
below the tunnel, however, still was flooded and it was felt that,
before any work under Stage 2 could be recommended, this winze
should be made accessible for examination. The project was recessed
due to winter weather before pumping equipment could be brought to
the property.

Sometime during July of this year, the operator moved his
compressor and other equipment to the mine. During the summer, he
continued to .rehabilitate the tunnel and eventually got around to
pumping out the winze. The work was performed intermittently,
mostly on week ends and was handicapped by a shortage of labor, the
accessibility of the property, and by the weather conditions
encountered at the high altitude.

About the first of October l95h,’the operator notified
the Mineral Resources Branch office that the winze had been
unvatered. We offered to schedule an examination at his convenience
but wanted assurance that the winze would be accessible on the
scheduled date. The operator stated that his compressor was not
functioning properly and was uncertain that the winze could be pumped
out again on a definite date. He did state that he, himself, was
disappointed with the appearance of the vein as exposed in the
winze,

The operator was questioned as to his ability to complete
any of the work which might be approved under Stage 2 this fall and

before weather conditions again forced a shutdown of the operation,
The operator thought that possibly he could, but his other statements
regarding his health, finances, free time, and our own knowledge of
the area, lead us to believe that he could not.

The decision was left to the operator, but he was urged
to make up his mind in the matter amd to notify the Region IV Field
Tesm as soon as possible. His recent letter to the Field Team

. Under the circumstances, it is urged that the contract

The vein exposed for some 260 feet along the lower Jean
tunnel contains from only a few to about 18 inches of fairly massive
lead and zinc sulfide (the attached sketeh shows the locations,
widths, and analyses of samples taken along its length). The operator
intends to continue with some type of work at the mine, probably next
summer., A discovery probably can be certified for the project, but
recommendations for such action are being withheld pending consulta-
tion with the Geological Survey.

WHEREAS, under certain provisions of said contract which are set forth on the reverse
side hereof, the Government is entitled to a percentage royalty on production and to certain other
rights and equities whlch do-or may conflict with or be adverse to the interest- of the undersigned
in said property, : .

NOW THEREFORE, the undersigned, in consideration of said contract and as an inducement
to the Government to enter into samé, undertakes and agrees as follows:

1. The Government's equity in and right to dismantle, sever, take possession of, and
remove and dispose of facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items as provided in
the contract, or any amendment thereof, shall prevail over and be prior and superior to any con-
flicting or adverse rights of the undersigned, and the Government is authorized to enter upon the
land for such purposes.

2. To secure the payment'to the Government of the percentage royalty . on production3/
provided for under the terms of said exploration project contract, or any amendment thereof which
does not increase the maximum amount of the Government's .claim here stated or alter the provisions
for repayment, there is hereby granted to the Government a lien upon the land herein described and
upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royﬁﬁtﬁi?l fﬂﬁls fully paid in the amount of
the Government's contribution, not in excess of 4/% , or ten
yoars have elapsed from the date-of the contract.

3. The undersigned shall commit no act nor assert any claim that may contravene or con-
flict with the lien, claim, or rights of the Government under the provisions of said contract.
This agreement shall be binding upon the heirs, executors, administrators, successors, and assigns
of the undersigned.

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RELEVANT CONTRACT PROVISIONS : ~

Repayment by Operator. (a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a disgovery
or a development from which productlon may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the
Government at any time not later than Six months after the Operator has rendered the required
final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certification shall
describe broadly or indicate the nature -of. the discovery or development. In the event of such
certification, any minerals mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years
from the date of this contract, including any mined or produced before the certification, shall
be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall pay to
the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts
realized from the sale or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of,
including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total amount contributed by the Government, with-

out interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows:

(1) On2 and one-half (l&) per cent of any such net amounts not in excessof‘elght dollars
($8 00) per ton.

(2) Onec and one-half (1%) per cent of any such net amounts, plus one-half (%) per cent
such net amounts for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed
eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5) per cent .of such net amounts.

(For instance: the percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton,
would be one and one-half (1) per cent; onanet amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three
and one-~half (3%) per cent.)

(b) As here used, "net smelter returns", "net concentrator returns", and "other net
amounts realized frow the sdale dr other disposition",” méan gross ‘revenue from sales; or if not
sold, the market value, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in which
and the place where it is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not
dlsposed of as such, these terms mean what is or would be gross income from mlnlng operations for

percentage depletron purposes in income tax determination.

(c) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is
hereby granted a lien upon the land described in Article 2 and upon any production of minerals
therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or
the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any mining or production operationms.

Title to and disposition of property. All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment,
or other items cosiing dore than $50.00 each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly
by the Operator anc the Government, although title may be taken in the name of the Operator, shall
belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions,
and upon the completion of the work or the termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly
by the Operator for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the
vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the Operator at a price at least as high as could other-
wise be obtained, ss may appear to be for the best interest of the GoVernment;‘unless the Govern-
ment, in writing, vaives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such dispo-
sition, the Operator . shall dismantle, 'sever from-the land, and remove any :such-item, the cost
thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in proportion to their respective interests.
If the Operator, wiihin 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government, fails,
neglects, or refuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land,
take possession of, and remove and dispose of any such property as above provided.

The area has been expiored by two tunnels, sbout 27 feet apart
verticelly. The upper tunnel is 50 feet long. |t foliowad a barren sheeted
zone for 30 feet, snd & sulfide stringer in the remaining 20 feet. Locatiy,
the siringer widens fo about 18 inches of massive sutfides, mostly galena,
sphalerite, and pyrite. It is stoped for sbowt 12 feet and 2 smai! stope
hes holed throuwgh from befow. A raise that connacts with the stope from
beiow is partily filled with water, and this access to the lower tunnel
is thus cut off.

The portal of the lower tunnel is caved, and +he tunnel is
inaccessible. From the meager evidence availsble, MaclLeren comcludes
that the possibitity of discovering smat! bodies of tead-zinc ore Jjustifies
opening the lower tunne! for further examination.

SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS, AND RECOMMENDATIONS

R. L. Bolmer and D. R. MacLaren

An application for aid under the Defense Production Act of
1950 to explore the Jean mine, Clear Creek County, Colo., for lead
and zinc wes submitfed by R. F. Blum and R. E. Houston. The explora-
tion program proposed by the mine owners involved reopening, drain-
ing, and extending by 40 feet the Lower tunnel of the mine at an
estimated cost of $2,800.00 (Government pafticipation--$l,h00.00).
The application, DMEA 2713, ﬁas referred to the Bureau of Mines and the.
Geological Survey for field examination, and the property was examined
September 30, 1952.

During the examination massive sulfide ore ﬁp to 10 inches in
width was observed in the Upper tunmnel and through a depth of 30
feet in a winze below that level. The Lower tunnel, caved at the
portal and flooded, was not accessible for examination. It was con-
cluded that the ore exposed, although of iimited extent, was of
sufficient merit to Jﬁstify the opening of the Lower tunnel to permit
further examination of the deposit and reappraisal of the latter:phase
of the proposed exploration.

The opening and rehsbilitation of the Lower tunnel for approxi-
mately 60 feet from the portal at a unit cost not to exceed $30.00

per foot is recommended. A total of 4O feet of either drifting,

crosscutting,'or raising at a unit cost of $25.00 per foot as a later






phase is tentatively recommended. The performance of this phase of
the project, however, is to be dependent upon recommendations by
Region IV Field Team representatives after the Lower tunnel has been

made accessible for examination.

INTRODUCT ION

Robert F. Bluﬁ and R. E. Houston of Denver, Colorado, have applied to
the Defense Minerals Explorafion Administration for assistance to explore
for lead and zinc in the Jean Mine, Dailey District, Clear Creek County,
Colorado. The applicanfé propose to reopen, drain, and extend the lower
adit of the mine at an estimated cost of $2,800, the Government's share to
be $1,400.

The Jean mine was examined on September 30, 1952, in compan* with
R. L. Bolmer of the U. S. Bureau of Mines, and Robert F. Blum, one of the
applicants. The propeffy may be reached by following U. S. Highway 40
about 7% miles west of the village of Empire and State Highway 286 for
2% miles west of U. S. 40. From this point 3 miles of poor dirt road,
becoming little more than a trail, leads to the property at an elevation
of 11,500 feet. The property is accessible for only about four months of

the year.
GEOLOGY

The only rock in the area is Silver Plume granite. A sheeted zone
about 5 to 8 feet thick strikes from N. 5° E. to N. 5° W., and dips 52°-60°
E. Two tunnels 27 feet apart, vertically, have followed the sheeted zone
for 50 fegf in the upper one and at least 180 feet in the lower (fig. 2).

At the time of the examination the lower tunnel was inaccessible through






W
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the portal which had caved. The upper tunnel followed a barren zone for
about 30 feet, but in the remaining 20 feet a small sulfide stringer
rapidly widened to about |8 inches of massive sulfides, mostly galena,
sphalerite, and pyrite. The wall rock, to which the vein is frozen, is
silicified and very hard. For about 9 feet back from.the breast of the
tunnel, a small stope has hojed through from below. The stope is 12 feet
long and has 18 inches of massive sulfides in the north face. A raise
that connects with the stope from below is partly filled with water, so
that access to the lower tunnel is cut off froﬁ this end.

A sample taken from the vein at the north end of the stope assayed
11.94 Pb, 24.8% Zn,vénd 6.2 oz. Ag over a width of 9 inches.

In the past small tonnages of lead~zinc-silver ores have been
produced from other mines in the area where the ore occurred as either

high grade lenses and chimnies, or low grade shoots of pyritic quartz.
CONCLUS IONS AND RECOMMENDAT ONS

From the meager evidence évailable, it is concluded that the -
possibility of discovering small bodies of lead-zinc ore justifies opening
the lower tunnel for further examination.

It is recommended that the application be approved with the provision
that, after the tunnel has been opened, no further work be}allowed until

a reexamination of the tunnel has been made to determine the most practical

program for its exploration.

INTRODUCTION

Robert F. Blum and R. E. Houston, both of Denver, Colo., have
made applicatioﬁ to the Defénse Mingrals Exploration Administration
for assistance to explore the Jean mine, Clear Creek County, Colo.,
for lead and zinc. The applicants propose to reopen, drain, and
extend by 40 feet the Lower tunnel at an estimated total cost of
$2,800.00.

The Jean mine was examined September 30, 1952, with D. R.
Maclaren, of the Geological Survey,and Robert F., Blum, one of the
partners. The engineering report of the Jean mine was prepared
from the resulés of that examination. The relative merits of the
mine and the proposed exploration program are discussedAin the report
and certain conclusions and reeommendations have been made for the
purpose of aiding the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration in

further processing the application.

LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES
The Jean mine is at an elevation of 11,500 feet in the Colorado
Front Range, 44 miles west of Denver. The property lies just east

of the Continental Divide in the Dailey or Jones Pass Mining District
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of wéstern Clear Creek County. The mine area is above timberline
in the Arapaho National Forest and is unsurveyed but would corres-
pond to T. 3 S., R. 76 W., sixth principal meridian.

The property is accessible west from Empire, Colo., via 7-1/2
miles of U. S. Highway 40, 2-1/2 miles of Colorado State Highway 286
(Jones Pass road), and 3 miles of unimproved private road up Butler
Gulch, a tributary of the West Fork of Clear Creek. The claim lies
within Butler Basin, the glacial cirque occurring at the head of
Butler Gulch. Heavy snowfall and severe winter weather conditions
at the elevation of the mine permit only summertime operations. The
3-mile private road is generally open to travel late in Juﬁe and

remains open into October.

HISTORY, PRODUCTION, AND OWNERSHIP

The past history of the Jean mine is vague and production from
the property, if any, is not recorded under the present name. Early
day shipments of high-grade galena ore (75 percent lead) are reported.

The recorded output of the Dailey district is small. The Bobtail
and Ready Cash mines west of the Continental Divide have had a small
production of lead-zinc-silver ores, as have the Scott tunnel, the
Doctor mine, and the Puzzler and Scotia veins east of the Continental
Divide, The Urad molybdenum mine has contributed most of the metal
output of the district. Several mines have Been:described by Lovering

1/
and Goddard.

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For the most part, lead-zinc ore bodies in the area have been
high grade but of small extéht. The low precious metal and the high
zinc content of the ores may have discouraged more extensive early
day exploration. The isolation, short season, and difficulties of
operating at high altitudes all have tended to discourage more recent
exploration and development, |

Donald Houston, a brother of the applicapt, formerly leased and
later (1943) relocated the property. His operation was confined to
 spasmodic rehabilitation and exploration. He did examine the com-
plete mine workings when they were accessible and reported ore worth
$30,000 to $40,000 in sight. The brother died end the applicants
ielocated tﬁe Jean claim (fig.‘l)‘in July 1952. The new location is
recorded in the Office of the County Recorder, Georgetown, Clear
Creek County, Colo. The applicants, besides constructing the 3-mile
access road to the property, excavated a new discovery trench on the
Jean vein, Pfoper location notices were in evidence on the property
during the inspection. The relocation of the property by the appli-

cants appears valid, -

DESCRIPTION AND DEVELOPMENT OF THE DEPOSIT
A steeply dipping, northerly trending shear zone in granite is
-exposed in the Jean mine (fig. 2). The zone, as opened along the
Discovery tunnel, is tighi, Bhawing 6nly minor evidence of sulfide
‘mineralization; the possibility exists, however, that the tunnel was
driven in either the hanging or footwall of the zone and missed the

high-grade sulfides in evidence on the lower levels.

. o ‘The Upper tunnel is driven on the structure 30 feet below
the Discovery tunnel. Thirty feet from the ‘portal , the Upper
tunnel'swings £ﬁto the hanging wall of the zone and exposes high-
grade sulfide mineralization. The minerélization (galena, sphaier-
ite, and pyrite) rapidly widens to 10 inches of maééive sulfide in
"the breast of tﬁe tunnel. The vali rock bordering the sulfides is
gilicified and, in sections, cont#ins considerable pyrite with
minor galena and sphalerite., The walls were not sampled but some
milling-grade ore also would be broken during mining of the high-
grade lense, |
A winze from near the breast of thevUpper tunnel connects with
the Lower tunnel 30 feet below. Eight to 10 inches of massive
sulfides are exposed in the north side of the winze (the sulfide
. width is slightly less on the south side) for its full depth. A
sample taken across 10 inches of(maseive‘sulfide exposed on the
north side of the winze assayed 6.2 ounces silver per tom, 11.9 per-
cent lead, and 24.8 percent zinc.

Thé dump of the Lower tunnel is several times the size of the
dumps‘of eithef the Discovery or Upper tunnels. Much of the lower
dump'material is maséive sulfides; predominantly a black sphalerite

or marmatite but containing some coarsely crystalline galena. The
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ore body may be predominantly zinc sulfide; it is possible, however,
that the early operators cobbed the higher grade galena from the ore
snd discarded the nonmarketable zinc sulfides., It is concluded that
the Lower tunnel is more extensive than either of the higher levels
and was driven for at ieast part of its length on the massive sulfide
ore shoot exposed in the Upper tunnel and winze. A shallow winze is
reported to have been sunk from the Lower tunnel, but its loceation

is unknown.

The wall rock and the sulfides are hard and strong-and the
openings in the upper workings have stood well for years withoﬁt
support. The Lower tunnel portal, driven close‘to the surface in
broken, near-surface rock and slideumateria13 has caved. That por-
~ tion of the tunnel im solid rock is covered with slide rock which
serves as a reservoir.and channel for surface runbff. The rapid
melting of snowbanks aiong'the divide continues'iﬁto late summer
and the mine is expected to make more than the average amount of

water during the operating season.

ORE RESERVES

Sulfide ore approximating a width and grade of the previously
menﬁioned sample is indicated between the Upper and Lower tunnel
levels. The ore as observed in the breast of the Upper tunnel and
in the winze was widening toward the north. The continuation of
the ore for short distances above and below the two tunnel levels
is inferred. Ore shoots in the district are described as small,
lenticular, and chimney-like. Only a moderate horizontal extension

toward the north is expected for the exposed ore; the occurrence
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of similar small ore shoots north along the shear zone, however,
is a possibility. Actual tonnage estimates are impossible.

At present market prices (Jan. 1953), the sulfide ore is worth
approximately $103.00 per ton.- In mining, the grade will be reduced
one-half or oné-third. The massive-sulfides probably will be sorted
from the low-grade wall rock and shipments with a value approximating
$100.00 per ton can be madé. The ore may require milling but should

~ be commercial even under difficult mining conditioms.

PROJECT PROPOSALS, WITH QOSTS

The applicants proﬁose to clean ouf and retimber for 60 feet
the caved portal of the Lower tunnel and to drift 40 feet from the
tunnel face if favorableAlocations are found to exist. The appli-
cants estimate the cost of opening the portal at $30.00 pef foot.

The portal of the Lower tunnel was started iﬁ alluvial material
at the foot of the rather steepslope of the glacial basin. Its first
section waslan open trench. As the depth of overburden increased, the

.maintenance of an open trench was impractical and the tunnel was driven
underground. Undoubtedly, close timbering was necessary until solid
bed rock was reached. It is the timbered section of the tunnel portal
that has caved. The caved section may be somewﬁat longer than esti-
mated, The first'few feet of rehabilitation will involve merely the
mucking out of the trench. Beycndlthat point, however, timber séts
will be needed and it is possible that spiling will be necessary.

Close lagging of the sets probably will be required.
The applicents have indicated that they will perform all work

themsélves. Rehabilitation will be by hand; machinery, other then a
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mine car and small tools, will not be required. The applicants
indicated that they would complete the work at their own expense
should the rehabilitation exceed the estimated 60 feet. If the wo;k
exceeds 60 feet, the first and easier sections of the portal probably
would not be included in the distance claimed at tﬁe unit price.

The estimate of $30.00 per foot for this work is considered reason-
able. ‘The actual'conditions or the unusual difficulties which may
be encountered are unknown. Similar rehabilitation work under
Defense Minerals Exploration Aqministration contracts in more acces-
sible locations have cost as much or more per unit.

The 4O feet of drifting proposed by the applicants is dependent
upon conditions found to exist when the Lower tunnel is drained and
made accessible for inspection. This phase of the project will be
dependent upon recommendations by the Region IV Field Team repre-
sentatives after the workings are madelaccessible and examined, It
is possible that no further work will be recommended or that an equiva-
lent amount of faising, grosscutting, or even sinking may be more
desirable.

The unit cost of $25.00 per foot for drifting, as estimated by
the applicants, 1is conéidered ample but not excessive. Experience
with many Defense Minerals Exploration Administration explbration
projects in Colorado has shown that actual direct incurred costs for
drifting, crosscutting, and raising undér éimilar normal conditions
have averaged between $25.00 and $35.00 per foot of advance. Such
costs, based on actual‘current opérations, are more accurate than

any estimates that could be made. The cost estimate made by the






. ' applicants, $25.00 per foot for 40 feet of drifting, therefore, is
accepted. The applicants will perform the required labor and provide
the necessary mining equipment and operating materials and supplies
for the $25.00 unit price.

CONCLUSIONS
. . The exposure of ore in that portion of the Jean mine available

for examination admittedly is limited. The exposure, however, is
of sufficient width and of high enough grade to be commercial. The
possibiiity of discoverihg small but high-grade lead-zinc ore bodies
Justifies the small expenditure necessary to open the Lower tunmnel
for further and more thorough examination.
The applicants' proposal is technically feasible and should not

involve unusual difficulties. Neither the work proposed nor the

. costs estimated are considered excessive. The applicants have indi-
cated that they possess the necéssary fuﬁds to finance half the cost
of the project. It is believed they are sincere in their proposal.

Both possess the necessary experience, knowledge, and business ability

to carry out efficiently a mining project such as has been proposed.
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‘l’ RECOMMENDATIONS
It is recommended that a shéft;form or unit-cost exploration
projéct contract be entered into with the applicants for the per-
formance of the following work at the Jean mine:
(1) Open and rehabilitate the caved portal section of the
Lower tunnel (estimated as 60 feet) at a unit cost of
$30.00 per foot.
(2) brift, crésscut, or raise a total of 40 feet from the
Lower tunnel level at & unit cost of $25.00 per foot,

(¢c) Narrative—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,

the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches -

showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings.  In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in -

an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the

Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of

the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
aﬁer}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form. : o

The items of costs are arranged.in the order they appear

in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),

. however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words ‘“Short Form” if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent’ if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con:

R. L. Bolmer and D, R. Maclaren

An application for aid under the Defense Production Act of
1950 to explore the Jear mine, Clear Creek County, Colo., for lead
and zinc was submitted by R. ¥. Blum and R. E. Houston. The explora-
tion program proposed by the mine cwners involved reopening, drain.
ing, and extending by U0 feet the Lower tunnel of the mive at en
éatimﬁed cost of $2,800.00 (Government participation-«$1,400.00).
The application, DMEA 2713, was referred to the Bureau of Mines apd the
Geclogical Survey for field exanination, and the property was exanined
Beptember 30, 1952.

During the examination massive sulfide ore up to 10 inches in
width was cbperved in the Upper tunnel and through a depth of 30
feet in a winze below that level. The lowver tunnel, caved at the
portal and flooded, was not accesmsible for examinetion. It was cone
cluded that the ore exposed, although of limited extent, was of
sufficient merit to justify the opening of the Lower tunnel to permtit
further exewmination of the deposit and reappraissl of the latter phase
of the proposed exploration.

The opening and rehadilitation of the Lower tunnel for approxi-
wately 60 feet from the portel at a unit cost not to exceed $30.00
per foot is recommended. A total of L0 feet of either drifting,

crosseutting, or reising at a unit cost of $25.00 per foot es a later






phase ‘s tentatively recoumended. The performance of this ghase of
the project, however, is to be depeudent upon recommendaticns by
Region IV Field Team representatives after the Lover tunnel has been
rade sccessible for examirstion.

Bluz and R. E. Houston, both of Denver, Colo., have
made application to the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration
for assistance to explore the Jean pine, Clear Cree: County, Colo.,
for lead and zinc. The applicants propose to reopen, drain, and .
extend by 40 feat the Lower tuhnel at an estimated total cost of
$2,8c0.00.

 The Jean mine vas examined Septewder 30, 1952, with D. R.

Maclaren, of the GCeological Survey, and Robert P. Blum, one of the
partoers. The engineering mpori of the Jean mine was prepared
from the vesults of that examination., The relative merits of the
mine and the proposed exploration prograzn are discussed in the report
and certain conclusions and recommendations have been made for the
purpose of alding the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration in
further processing the application.

LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES
The Jean mine is at an elevation of 11,500 feet in the Colorado
Front Range, 44 wiles west of Denver. The property lles just east
of the Continental Divide in the Dailey or Jones Pssa Mining District
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of western Clear Creek County. The mine area is above timberline
in the Arapsho Naticnal Forest and is unsurveyed but would corres-
pond te T. 3 S., R. T6 W., sixth principal meridian,

The property is accessible veet from Ewpire, Colo., via 7-1/2
miles of U. 8. Highway hO, 2-1/2 miles of Coloradc State Highway 286
(Jones Pags road), and 3 miles of unimproved private road up Butler
Guleh, a tributary of the West Fork of Clear Creex. The clain lies
within Butler Basin, the glacial cirque ocourring at the head of
Butler Gulch, Heavy snowfall and severe winter weather conditions
at the elevation of the nine permit only summertime operations. The
3-mile private road is generally open to travel late in June and

remains open into Octobeyr.

HISTORY, PRODUCTION, AND OWNERSHIP

The past history of the Jean mine is vegue aud production from
the property; 1f any, is not recorded under the present name. BEarly
day shipoents of high-grade galens ore (75 percent lead) are reported. .

The recorded output of the Dailey district is small. The Bobtail
and Ready Cash mines west of the Continentel Divide have had a small
production of lesad-giue-silver ores, as have the Scott tunnel, the
Doctor mine, and the Puzsler and Scotia veins east of the Continental
Divide. The Urad molybdenun mine hes contributed wost of the metal
output of the district. Several mines have been-described by Lovering

17 Tovering, T. 6., and Goddard, E. N., Geclogy ard Oré Deposits of
- the Front Renge, Colorado: U. S. Cecl. Survey Prof. Paper 223.
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For the most part, lead-zinc ore bodies In the area have been
high grade but of small extent. The low precious metal end the high
sinc content of the ores may have discouraged more extensive early
day exploration. The fsolation, short season, and difficulties of
operating at high altitudes all have tended to discourage more recent
exploration and developrent, |

Donald Houston, & brother of the applicant, formerly leassd and
1nter (1943) relocated the property. His cperaticn vas conflned to
spasmodic rehabilitation and exploration. He did examine the comp-
plete nine workines when they were accessible and raported ore worth
$30,000 to 840,000 4n eight. The brother died and the applicants
relocated the Jean clainm (fig. 1) in July 1952. The new lccation is
recorded in the Office of the County Recorier, Ceorgetown, Clear
Creek County, Colo. The applicents, besides constructing the 3-uile
sccess road to the property, excavated a nev discovery trench om the
Jean vein. Proper loeation motices vere in evidence on the property

during the inspection., The relocation of the property by the appli-

cants appears valid,

DESCRIPTION AND DEVELOPMENT (F THE DEPOSIT
A steeply dipping, aértncrly‘ trending shesr zone in granite is
exposed in the Jean mine (fig. 2). The zone, 88 opened along the
Discovery tunnel, is tight, showing only minor evidence of sulfide
nineralitation; the possibility exists, however, that the tunnel was
driven in either the hanging or footwall of the gone and miesed the
hi@a»graﬂﬁ sulfides in evidence on the lower levels.

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The Upper tunnel is driven on the structure 30 feet balow

the Discovery tuunel. Thirty feet from the portel, the Upper
tunnel swings into the hanging wall of the sone and exposes high-
grade sulfide minerslisstion. The minerslizetion (galens, sphaler~
ite, and pyrite) rapidly widens to 10 inches of massive sulfide 1o
the breast of the tunnel, The wall rock bordering the sulfides is
silicified and, in sections, containg considerable pyrite with
Binor galeus sud sphalerite. The walls were uot sempled but some
mililing-grede ore also would be broken during wining of the high-
grade lense.

A winze from near the breast of the Upper tmei connects vith
the Lover tunnel 30 feet below. Elght to 10 inches of massive
sulfides sre exposed in the morth side of the winge (the sulfide
width is slightly less on the south side) for its full depth. A
sesple taken scrose 10 inches of wessive sulfide exposed on the
north side of the winge assayed 6.2 ouaces silver per ton, 1i.9 per«
cent lead, end 24.8 perceat sinc.

The portsl of the Lower tunnel is caved and the water level ae
obseyved from the winge wes at the back of the tunnel. The iower
tunnel was not eccedsidble but fts extent was assuzed partly from
information supplied by the applicents end pertly from en appraissl
of the size of the dump.

The dump of the Lower tunnel is several times the sige of the
dumps of either the Discovery or Upper tumnels, Much of the lover
duzp material 1s massive sulfides, predominantly a bleck sphalerite
or marastite but containing some coarsely crystalline gslena, The
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ore body mey be predomirantly zinc sulfide; it is possible, however,
that the early operators cobbed the higher grade galena from the ore
and discarded the nonmarketable aine sulfides. It is concluded that
1 the Lower tunnel ie more extensive than either of the higher levels
and v}as’ driven for at least part of its length on the massive sulfide
ore shcot exposed {1 the Upper tunnel and winze. A shallow wvinze is
reported to have bheen sunk from the Lower tunnel, Wit its location
ts unknova,

The wall rock ond the sulfides are hard and etrong and the
openings in the upper workings have stood well for years without
support, The Lower tunnel portal, driven close to the surface in
broken; near-surface rock and slide material, heﬂ caved. That por-

. tion of the tunnel in solid rock 15 covered with slide rock which
gserves as a veservoir and channel for surfece runoff. The rapid
melting of snowbanks along the divide continues into late sumer
and the mine 15 expected to make more than the average amount of

water during the operating season.

ORE RESERVES -

Sulfide ore approximating a width aund grade of the previously
mentioned seﬂmyle ic indicated between the Upper and Lower tunnel
leveis, The ore as observed in the breast of the Upper tunne) and
in the winge wae widening toward the porth. The continuation of
the ore for short distances above and below the two tunnel levels
ie inferred. Ore shocts in the district are deseribed as suall,

. lenticuler, and chimney-like. Only a moderste horizontal extension

tovard the north i¢ expected for the exposed ore; the occurrence






of similar small ore shoots north along the shear zoune, however,

15 & possibility. Actual tonnage estimates are impossidle,

At present market prices (Jan. 1953), the sulfide ore is worth
approximately $103,00 per ton. In mining, the grade will be reduced
one-half or one-third. The massive sulfides probadbly ’mn be sorted
from the low.grade wall rock and shipments with o value approximating
$100.00 per ton can be made, The ore may reguire milling but should
be comercial even under difficult miniag conditions.

PROJECT FROPOSALS, WITH COSTS

The applicauts propose to clean cut and retimber for 60 feet
the caved portal of the Lower tunnel and to drift K0 feet from the
tunnel face if favorable locations are found to exist. The appli-
cants estiuate the cost of opening the portal at $30.00 per foot.

The portal of the Lower tunnel was started in slluviasl material
at the foot of the rather steepalope of the glacial basin, Ite first
section was an open trench. As the depth of overburden increased, the
maintenance of an open trench was impractical and the tunnel was driven
underground., Undoubtedly, close timbering was necesssry until solid
bed rock was resched. It is the timbered section of the tunnel portal
that has caved. The caved section may be somewhat longer thau estis
mated. The first few feet of rehabilitation will involve merely the

mucking out of the trench. Beyoud that point, however, timber sets
vill be needed and 1t 4s possidle that spiling will be necessary,
Close lugping of the sets probably will be requirad,
The applicants hwg indicated that they will perform sall work

- themselves. Rehabilitation will be by hand; machinery, other than a
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mine car a.mi small tools, will not be required. The applicants
indicated that they would complete the work at their own expense
thould the rehadbilitation exceed the estimated 60 feet, If the work
exceeds 60 feet, the first and easier sections of the portal probably
would not be 4neluded in the distance claimed at the unit price,

The estimate of $30.00 per foot for this work is considered reason-
able. The sctusl conditions or the unusual difficulties which may
be encountered are unknown. Similaer rehabilitation work under
Defensé Minerals Exploration Am.m.stmtmn contracts in more a@cce’s-
sidble locations have cost as much or more per unit.

The LG feet of drifting proposed by the applicants is dependent
upon ¢onditions found to exist when the Lower tunnel is drained and
made accessible for inspection. This phase of the project will be
dependent upon recommendations by the Region IV Field Team repre-
sentatives after the workings are made accessible and exemined. It
is possidle that no further work will be recommended or that an equiva-
lent amount of raising, crosscutting, or even sinking may be more
desirable.

The unit cost of $25.00 per foot for drifting, as estimated by
the spplicants, i considered ample but not excessive. Experience
with many Defense Minerals Exploration Administration exploration
 projects in Colorado has shown that antua& direct incurred costs for
drifting, crosscutting, end raising under similar normal conditions
have averaged between $25.00 ané $35.00 per foot of advance. Such
costs; baged On actual current operations, are more sccurate than

any estimates that could be made, The cost estimate made by the
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applicants, $25.00 per foot for 40 feet of drifting, therefore, 18
accepted. The applicants will perform the requirsed labor and provide
the necessary mining equipment and operating materials and supplies
for the $25.00 unit price.

CONCLUSTONS

The exposure of ore in that portion of the Jesn mive availeble
for examination admittedly is limited. The exposure, however, is
of sufficient width and of high enough grade to be comsercial. The
possibility of dfscovering smwall but high-grade lead-zinc ore bodies
Justifies ‘the small expenditure vecessary to open the Lower tunnel
for further and more thorough exanination.

The applicacts' proposal is technicslly feasible and should not
involve unususl difficulties. Neither the work proposed nor the
costs estimated are considered excessive. The applicants have indi-
ceted that they possess the necessary funds to finance half the cost
of the project. It 15 believed they are sincere *;m their proposal.
Both possess the necessary experience, knowledge, and business ability

to carry out efficiently s mining project such as has been proposed.
