The applicant progoses to explore by drilling and driving of adidE S 1 1952
parts of three claims identified in the subjecct above. Ixploraticn is to be
carried out in the Shinarump conglomerate, a formation that is a host rock for
uranium deposits elsewhere in the general region.

No information pertaining to these claims is available inwthe Washington files
of the Geological Survey. The applicant does not identify the location of ghis
claims proecisely enough 50 that it can be determined to what extent generald in-

formation on the region may be applicable to the locality of his claims. In addition,

he does not furnish any informaticn on the uranium content, the lateral extent, or
thickness of the uranium occurrences on his property that would be pertinent fo
evaluation of the proposed exploratiocn.

Recommendations

In view of the deficiencies of the application, I recommend that it be re-
turned to him for completion with respect to the following points:

1) More precise identificaticn of the locaticn of the property. This could
be satisfied by indicating the location as accurately as pussible on the
