This road is followed for
about 3.3 miles, where a left split is followea'for an additional 0.1 mile.
At this point, a right turn is taken and followed approximately 0.3 mile
to the mine.

.The five claims (fig. 2) include the three patented claims, Orton -
number 7149, Bell - number 7ih9, and Daisy Freese ; number 16169, ‘and the
two unpatented claims, Martha E and Elizabefh M. The Orton and Bell
claims were located by Orton Cook in August 1891. 'The Dalsy Freese claim
was located by Mary Jane Simmons, August 26, 1902, The Elizabeth M. ciaim
was located October 16, 1950, and the Martha E élaim.september 3, l9h8;
and relocated October 28, 1950. |

There is no record of any production from these claims; however, the
Present owners reported that gobd silver values were found by early miners
in the now inaccessible lower adit. It is not known if this caved lower adit

was driven on the same or some other étructure than the present work.
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The adit from which the present work was accomplished was first

opened by Stanley Mines, Inc., and later driven to its present length,
150 feet, by Gold Bar Minés, Inc., in 1949, In 1950, the owners discovered
radio-active mineralization and brought it to.the attention of the

Geological Survey.

DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSIT

Uranium mineralization is confined to sheéfs, small cross fractures,
Joints, and gouge, with slight dissemination in the more highly altered
shattered wall rock, all within a shear zone. The shear zone varies
from 3 to 20 feet wide and cuts the schist country rock with a general
strike of about N. 80° W. with an average dip of about 46° northeast.
Uranium iineralization exposed in the winze and bottom level consists
of the secondary minerals, to;bernite, autunite, and sooty pitchblende.
Small, irregular veinlets carrying small amounts of quartz and pyrite
are in evidence.

A total of 33 semples were cut in the winze and bottom level (fig. 3)
by members of the Reconnaissance Group, Geological.Survey. On the'west' —
side of the winze, samples were teken at h-foot intervals and on the east
wall at_B;foot intervals. On the bottom level, sampling had no regular
pattern, but samples were taken at pbints where uranium mineralization
appeared strongest. This would account for the slightly higher average
of the U308 content for the 4 bottom level samples.

The weighted average of the U308 content for the 22 samples cut from |
the wést wall of the.winze is 0.036, and for the east wall the average is

0.022 percent. The 4 samples cut on the bottom level average 0.053

percent, The avérage U3OB content for all samples is 0.033 percent,
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It-is evident from figure 3 that the best mineralizetion was in
an aréa of .from 10 to 17 feet from the collar on the west side of the
winze.. When the examining team sampled the then 1lhk-foot winze, they found
the best showing near the bottom. It was these higher values that caused
speculation of .possible enrichment in depth and resulted in the recom-
mendations that’a modified and‘limited exploration program be uhdertaken.

Mineralization has not im@roved in the additional 85 feet of winze.
Other fhan 6ne sémpié cut at about 47 feet from thevcollar,vall matefial

exﬁosed ié'well below marginal value. In the last 30 feet of winze,

mineralization is slight.

WORK .COMPLETED UNDER CONTRACT

Work under stage I of the contract was started the day the contract
was .signed, February h; 1953. 'In February, along with general preparatory
work, the existing 14 feet of winze was.cleaned out, straightened, and
retimbered. . Winze advance was claimed and verified as 13 feet. On
March 17, the operator finished stage I of the project by sinking the
winze another 22 feet to a total of-351feet. Upon recommendations of
field representatives, the operator was authorized to start stage II.
The winze was advanced an additional 36 feet in March under stage iI to
bring the March advance to 58 feet and total advance. to Tl feet. .

. In April, the operator continued to sink until the total contract

footage, 85 feet, was completed.

The shear zone roughly coincides with the foliation of the schist;
and, because it was considered possible that the zone might cover a wider
area than expdésed in the winze, the operator was authorized to commence

crosscutting at the bottom of the winze as outlined in the contract.
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In order to eliminate excessive timbering at tne station, the
operator first drifted west 17 feet on the 100-foot level. At the
time of the last visit, May 5, 1953, he had completed 26 feet of
crosscutting.  Twenty-one feet was advanced into the footwall, and
5 feet of advance was made lnto the hanging wall, The faces of both
crosscuts were in fresh, unaltered schist, so it is reasonably certain
that the width of the zone in this immediate‘area‘has been determinéd.,
Although  the operator drove 26 feet of crosscuts prior to the last visit,
the Government participated in only the agreed unit costs of thé allow-
able 20 feet. This erosscutting was completed on April 29, 1953.

After the contract.york was finished, the operator advanced the
100-foot level drift anotner é3rfeet and advanced the hanging wall .
crosscut another h feet. This work was done at his expense. Members
of the Reconnaissance Group, Geological Survey, visited the property
after completion of this latter work and reported that no uranium
mineralization was found and no samples were taken. |

On the basis of the grade of the material exposed, certification of
discovery is not recommended., Additional exploration with Government

MONTHLY ‘REPORT

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is
required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows:

(@) Form MF-104—Ogperator’'s Monthly Report and
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government’s share of costs;

(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures
wh;ch shows costs for the various types of operation;
an :

(c) Narrative—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-10,—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
aﬁrex}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.

The items of costs .are arranged in the order they appear

in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),

. however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words ‘Short Form” if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent” if the contract reported is on Form MF-200

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations.

ONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is
required to make a& monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: .

(a) Form MF-104,—Operator’s Monthly Report and
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government’s share of costs;

(b) Form MPF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is & statistical report of expenditures
whéch shows costs for the various types of operation;
an

(¢) Narrative—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-

ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, .

the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following. .

Preparation of Form MF-10,—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
aﬁger}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words ‘“Short Form’’ if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent’ if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, superyision and technical”

services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
used(in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6). .

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

third party will be reported under ‘“Rental”. The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under ‘“Purchase’”. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
:ion’ of equipment owned will be reported under * Deprecia-
ion”’.

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported
under items (2) and (3).

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, ete., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3). i

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen’s compensation
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen’s compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.

Ttem (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other seven categories. .

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,
“Certified True Copy (or Transcript)”’, followed by appro-
priate signature.” 1If the Executive Officer of the Region
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have
an ‘“‘on-site’” audit, that is, a Government auditor should
make an audit of the Operator’s books and records of account,
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-

-, mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be

thus supported.

Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fized
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
uired to be supported by documentation of any kind.. The
% erator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form
F-104 by deleting as stated above the word *Independent”
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the ‘‘Monthly
Total” amount due. ‘Totals Previously Reported”, and
“Totals to Date” columns should also be filled in.

" "places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is

twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important:
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his’
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “‘Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, ete.”’» The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period. ‘

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The “Total Costs” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly ‘“Total Costs’ as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date”.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, ete., provided
that these items were reported active*for the month.” Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ‘‘Operating Equipment’’, *Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”’, and ‘“New Buildings Improvements, etc.”’, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary.

if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘“Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit “A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided. for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

Gold Bar Mines, Inc., has applied for a Defense Minerals
Exploration Administration loan of $25,000.00, docket DMEA 2782,
to explore a zone of uranium mineralization by 450 feet of winze
sinking and 300 feet of drifting on the Daisy Freese claim.

The property is in sec. 5, T. 4 S., R. 73 W., Coral Mining
Diétrict, Clear Creek County, Colo., at an altitude of about
9,300 feet. ‘

The Daisy Freese claim is developed by 152 feet of adit along
the strike of a prominent gouge-filled shear zone. A 15-foot winze

about 135 feet in from the portal shows uranium mineralization as

metatorbernite, autunite, and sooty pitchblende, developed as irregular

patches and flakes in the gouge and along foliation planes in the
migmatite and schist bordéring the shear zone. These minerals
are also present as coatings along joint surfaces.

Of nine samples taken by the U. S. Geological Survey during
1950, six were from the adit level above the winze and assayed 0.02
percent U308 or less. Two samples which were taken across the 1-foot
vein in the winze, one at the collar and one at the bottom, assayed
6.14 percent U308' A sample from the footwall outside the vein at
the bottom of the winze assayed 0.04 percent U308 for a width of

0.6 foot.

The uranium minerals metatorbernite, autunite, and sooty pitch-
blende appear slightly stfonger at the bottom of the winze.

The property was examined in detail’'by members of the U. Se
Geological Survey during 1950-51 and the results are combined in
Trace Elements Memorandum Report 291, entitled, "The Uranium Occurrences
in the Martha E. Prospect, near Idaho Springs, Colo."

The probability of discovering a suﬁstantial ore body of
uranium is uncertain.

Because of the strategic importance of uranium and the lack of
positive data on the occurrence and distribution of uranium in this
area and its continuation, enrichment, or impoverishment in depth,
a limited amount of exploration work is Jjustified.

Evidence available to tﬁe examining team does not justify the
applicant!s entire proposal.

A contract, prepared on short form MF-200 (4), including
(1) rehabilitation of the existing 15-foot winze, at a cost of
$400.00; (2) 85 feet of additional winze sinking, at a cost of.”
$87.50 per foot; and (3) 20 feet of crosscutting to explore favorable
areas in either the footwall or hanging wall, at a cost of $28.00
per foot, is recommended, with the provision that the work be
stopped when the winze reaches a depth of 50 feet and that no
more winzing be done unless a re-evaluation at that time by the
Region IV Field Team representatives indicates the desirability
of continuing.

Total cost of the work, if it is all completed, would be

INTRODUCT ION

Gold Bar Mines, Inc., of Louisville, Colorado, has applied to the
Defense Minerals Exploration Administration for assistance to explore for
uranium in Spring Gulch, Clear Cregk County, Colorado. The property,
located 3% miles southwest of Idaho Springs in sec. 5, T. 4 S., R. 73 W.,
is easily accessible throughout the year.

No specific exploration program was presented with the application,
but Harvey W. Zook, Secretary-Treasurer of the corporation, who will also
supervise the exploration, stated that the proposal is to deepen a winze,
now about |5 feet deep, to a depth of 450 feet alongvfhe plane of the vein,
or to the bottom of the radioactive zone should that be reached first; and
to drift 300 feet along the vein from the bottom of the winze. The appli-
cant estimates that the cost of this project will be $25,000, the Government's
share to be $22,500. The property was examined on December 4, 1952, in the
company of Mr. Harvey Zook.

In November, 1950, F. B. Moore and E. N. Hinrichs of the U. S. Geol.

GEOLOGY

The rocks in the area are gneiss (ldaho Springs formation), granite,
and pégmafife of pre-Cambrian age, intruded by bosfonife dikes in Tertiary
times.

prevailing northwesterly dips. A zone of shearing that strikes about N.
82° W., and dips 48°-500°NE., has been mineralized by small quartz stringers
and '"veins," up to 8 inches thick, composed most!y of gouge with scattered
radioactive minerals.

In the winze
radioactive minerals have been found in the schist as much as 2 feet away
from @ | inch quartz-pyrite vein. |In 1950, F. B. Moore and E. N. Hinrichs

Consideriﬁg that the adit has been driven in well weathered rock and that
t+he preponderance of the radioactive minerals are secondary, these assays
are not necessarily too low grade-To be of further interest. As water is
reported to stand in the winze almost to adit level throughout the year,

the highly weathered zone is probably not very deep.
CONCLUS IONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

It is concluded that the probability of making a significant discovery
of uranium is less than fair, and that the proposal stated verbally by the
applicant is not justified. However, because of the considerable amount of
secondary metatorbernite and autunite seen in the gouge and the adjacent
walls, and because of the probable high water Table, it is concluded that a

limited amount of exploration work is justified to determine whether or not

hard pitchblende of mineable grade underlies the low grade secondary minerals.

It is, therefore, recommended that the applicant be given assistance to sink
the winze to a depth of 100 feet, and to crosscut 20 feet. |t is also recom-
mended that after the winze has reached a depth of 50 feet, no further work

be done until a re-examination and re-evaluation of the project be made.

INTRODUCTION

Gold Bar Mines, Inc., a Colorado corporation, whose mailing
address is 1115 Main Street, Louisville, Colo., has applied for a
Defense Minerals Exploration Administration loan of $25,000.00 to
explore a zone of urahium mineralization on the Daisy Freese claim
with about 450 feet of winze and by drifting on encouraging con-
centrations of uranium for about 300 feet or to the limit of funds.

The property was examined in detail by members of the U. S.
Geological Survey during 1950-51 and the results are combined in
Trace Elements Mbmorandum.Reportv29l, by J. E. Harrison, entitled,
"The Uranium Occurrences in the Martha E. Prospect, near Idaho
Springs, Colo."

The property was examined by D. R. MacLaren, of the U. S.
Geological Survey, for the Defense Minerals Exploration Administra-
tion on December 4, 1952, accompanied by Harvey W. Zook, secretary
of Gold Bar Mines, Inc. The property was visited by C. M. Harrer,

of the Bureau of Miney and Harvey W. Zook on December 30, 1952.

ACKNOWLEDGMENTS
Jack E. Harrison, geologist for the U. S..Geological Survey,
made the results of prior investigations and his own work available

to the examining team. Harvey W. Zook, as company representative,
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cooperated fully with all information at his disposal.

LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATWRES

Property of the Gold Bar Mines, Inc., is in the Coral Mining
District, Clear Creek County, Colo. (fig. 1), in sec. 5, T. 4 S.,
R. 73 W., at an altitude of about 9,300 feet. The claims extend
southwesterly from Spring Gulch. The portal of the Daisy Freese
(Martha E.) adit is 3.5 miles southwest of Idaho Springs on a
well-maintained county road and is accessible throughout the
year. Water is available from the mine workings and from Spring
Creek. Supplies are readily obtainable at nearby Idaho Springs

and Denver.

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

The Ortoh and Bell claims were located by Orton Cook during
August 1891 and surveyed for patent on September 22, 1891. The
Daisy Freese claim was located by Mary Jane Simmons, August 26,
1902, and surveyed for patent September 23, 1902.

PROJECT PROP‘OSALS , WITH COSTS

Gold Bar Mines, Inc., proposes to extend a winze, now 15 feet deep,
to a depth of about 450 feet and drift on encouraging concentrations
of uranium for about 306 feet, or to the limit of funds.

The corporation proposes to complete the project wifhin 4 months,
at a total cost of $25,000.00.

Evidence available to the examining team does not justify the
applicant's proposal as outlined above; on the basis of the known
uranium mineralization and values of 0.14 percent Us0g over 1 foot
of width in the winze, however, a smaller program appears justified.

In consequence, rehabilitation of the existing 15-foot winze, deep-

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is
required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: ' .

(a) Form MPF-10,—Operator’s Monthly Report and

Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government’s share of costs;

(b) Form MF-104A—O0perator’s Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is & statistical report of expenditures
whéch shows costs for the various types of operation;

(c) Narrative—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
« difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
aﬁger}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator.” The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.” . The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period. 4

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The “Total Costs” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs” as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date”. .

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. - Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ‘‘Operating Equipment’”’, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, ete.”’, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘‘Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit “A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided. for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive-or
disproportionate unit costs.

( bf Final_report.—Upon corhple @ of the exploration work or termination of t ntract the Operator shall provide the
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies), including an estimate of ore
reserves resulting from the exploration work.

. (¢) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator’s reports are insufficient
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the
exploration work; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or
incomplete reports. . ‘ :

(d) Accounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of the units of work performed, which the
Government may inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require a check of the work performed and
an audit of the Operator’s records and accounts, by a certified public accountant or otherwise, the cost thereof to be treated as a
cost of the project. . The Operator shall keep and preserve said records -and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion
of the project or the termination of this contract.
