TERMINATION AGREEMENT
It is agreed this 23d day of June B

1955, between the United States of America, acting through
the Department of the Interior, Defense Minerals Explora-
tion Administration, hereinafter called the "Government,"
and Fred Schwartzwalder, hereinafter called the "Operator,"
parties to that certain Exploration Project Contract Idm-

5. The Operator hereby releases and agrees to save
the Government harmless from all claims or demands under or
arising out of said Contract, except as otherwise provided
in this termination agreement.

The work shall be performed by the Operator or by independent contractor or contractors efficiently, expertly,
in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for work-
men’s ‘compensation and employers’ liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the
project to completion within the time fixed. The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at
all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government
may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. : '

ARTICLE 4. Costs of the project.—The agreed, estimated costs of performing the work, expressed in terms of units of work
to be performed (per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per cubic yard of material to be moved, ete.) are set forth in Exhibit

“A,” attached hereto. The Government will pay Ninety (90). percent of these agreed, estimated costs, as they
accrue, for units of work actually performed that conform with the description or specifications for the work set forth in this

contract, in an aggregate total amount not in excess of $.20,700.00 , which isNinety (90) .. percent of $23)QO_Q°_O.O_,
| the agreed, estimated total cost of the project in which the Government will participate: Provided, That until the Operator’s
final report and final accounting have been rendered to the Government and any final check or auditing required by the Govern-
ment has beert made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may withhold from the last voucher
or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of ten (10) percent of the maximum total which the Government might have
been called upon to pay under the terms of the contract. The Government may, as it sees fit, make payments direct to the Opera-
tor’s independent contractors, if any, for the account of the Operator, rather than to the Operator. :

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a)Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly
reports of units of work performed under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies), upon forms provided by the Government.

i formed on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by the Government, unless the
Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports shall include surface and/or
underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with assay-reports on samples
taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground. .

(b) Final report—Upon completion of the éxploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide the
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies), including an estimate of ore
reserves resulting from the exploration work. -

(¢) Compliance with requirements.—If, in ‘the opinion of the Government, any of the Opérator’s reports are insufficient
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the
exploration work; and the- Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or

(d) Accounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of the units of work performed, which the
Government may inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require a check of the work performed and
an audit of the Operator’s records and accounts, by a certified public accountant or otherwise, the cost thereof to be treated as a
cost of the project.

“without making- Suitable provision for the preservation of the Government’s right to-a percentage royalty on production and
lien for the-p’aynfpnt thereof; Provided; that mere failure by -the Operator-to maintain-the Operator’s rights in the land, without
any. consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute
such a transfer or conveyance.

Description of the Work

The work consists of (1) constructing approximately one
mile of low standard truck road, by a bulldozer including the nec-
essary rock work from the Creek valley to the mine, (2) Trenching
and stripping by bulldozer the radioactive shear zone to expose
the bed rock for geologic and radiometric information (approxi-
mately 300 feet of trench), (3) Rehabilitate the Ralston Creek
adit level, (4) Construct a rough 20-by 20-foot building to house
the compressor and tools for the project, (5) Drift and crosscut
a maximum of 300 .feet in the adit level. The location and extent
of the drifts and crosscuts are to be determined after the rehab-
jlitation is completed, and must have the prior approval of the
DMEA representative. (6) If, in the opinion of the DMEA represent-
ative, the results of "(5)" indicate that exploration in the lower
level is warranted, the operator, with prior written approval of
the DMEA representative, may drive 200 feet of drifts or crosscuts.
The location and extent of the drifts or crosscuts must be accept-
able to the DMEA representative.

The location of the work in relation to the property
lines is shown on figure 1. The plan of the adit level is shown
in figure 2.

Mineralization in the Schwartzwalder Mine occurs where a
series of northwesterly trending faults cut a zone of garnetiferous
gneiss that represents the contact zone between mica schist and
amphibolite, the two major rock units of the Idaho Springs formation.

Available information on the property cammot be attributed

did some drllllng on the property.

- GEOLOGY
The Schwartzwalder (Ralston Creek) mine, originally a copper prospect,

is in the Ralston Creek district, Jefferson County, Colorado. It expleits
vein-type deposits of pitchblende agsociated with base-metal sulfides in
Precambrian metamorphic rocks of the Idaho Springs formation that lie
along the eastern flank of the Colorado Front Range. The gféa is about
half a mile west of the contact between the Precambrian crystallinerocks
and the steeply dipping sedimentary rocks of the Great Plains.

L The Idaho Springs formation in the Ralston Creek district consists
of mica schists, lime~silicate gneiss, amphibolite, and pegmatites.
The. pegmatites occur as small elongate bodies irregularly scattered in
the Precambrian rocks. A zone of garnetiferous rock marks the gradational
contact between the two major rock units--the unit of schist, and the
unit of lime-silicate gneiss and amphibolite. The contact zone comprises
several minor rock units including garnetiferous biotite gneiss, layered
quartzite, lime-silicate gneiss, and some biotite and miscovite schist.
The major structural features of the locality are north-trending asymmeﬁrical
folds and northwest-trending breccia faults.

- Most of the significant pitchblende deposits,afe associated with
base-metal sulfides in or near carbonate-bearing breccia faults of
probable Tertiary age, and most of the known deposits occur where faults
cut Precambrian rocks rich in hornblende, biotite, or lime-silicate
minerals. From this evidence it appears that the location of the pitch-

blende deposits is controlled by structure and favorable host rocks.






The Schwartzwalder mine is located where a group of northwesterly-
trending faults cut a zone of garnetiferous biotite-rich rocks. The
older (upper) workings are near the crown of an asymmetrical north-trending
anticline, and the newer (lower) workings are along the steeply dipping
east limb of the anticline. The workings have exploited uranium-bearing
fault breccias that lie almost entirely within the contact zone between
schist and amphibolite, Mining activity at the mine is currently ex-
ploiting 3 major mineralized fault breccias; but two other mineralized
structureés, not yet developed (1955), are known in the mine area. The
mineralized faults along which uranium ore. has been mined, and is currently .
being developed, include the Flat, Nebraska, and Colorado veins (figs.
5 and 6), Other mineralized fault-breccia zones that have been discovered
'more~recént1y, inclu&e the Kansas, Walder, Illinois and Washington veins.
The uranium ore»éonsists of finely disseminated pitchblende associated
with-chalcopyrite, pyrite, galena and other sﬁlfide minerals in.a gangue
of shattered hematitic quartz and potash feldspar. Near-surface deposits
contain the secondary uranium minerals, torbernite and autunite.
The Flat vein, a 5- to 10-foot thick breccia zone that strikes
Ne.40° W. and dips 30° SW, was encountered in the Ralston Creek adit
50 feét from the portal (fig. 5). The vein has been stoped for over
135 feet along dip and for an average strike length of 30 feet. The
Flat vein was so named because of ﬁhe flattening and reversel of dip
noted as the vein was followed southwestward.

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The Walden vein (fig. 6) was intersected in the Minnesota adit 180
feet from the portal, about 100 feet below the surfaces The vein, which
occupies a fault breccia, strikes south-southeast and dips 65° to 85°
east; it ranges from 1/2 to 2 feet in thickness. The Walden vein was
followed for 15 feet in a southerly direction. North of the Minnesota
adit the vein enters unfavorable biotite schist, quartzite, and amphibolite,
and is barren. South of the adit the vein is in favorable garnetifeious
gneiss and is ore-bearing throughout the length exposed.

In the Minnesota tunnel, the Colorado vein was encountered 200 feet
from the portal, and in the face of a crosscut that extends north and:
west from the tunnel. The minerélized breccia zone strikes north-northwest
and dips from 45 to 50° east. Beceuse of the steep dips of the Walder
vein, it is likely that it will juncture with the Colorado vein a shert
distance below the Minnesote tunnel level.

The Kensas vein wes encountered in the Minnesota tunnel at 280 feet
from the portel. It is a breccia fault, 2 to 3 feet thick, that strikes
northwest and dips from 70° to 75° northeast. The Kensas vein is mineral-
ized where exposed on the Minnesota level, but when it crosses the Flat
vein just below the Ralston Creek tunnel level it is a narrow barren
fault.

The Nebraska vein was encountered 320 feet from the portal of»the
Minnesotabtunnel. The vein strikes south-southeast and dips 50 to 60°

east. The vein has been drifted on for 130 feet, and raised on for 120

feet. The Nebraska vein probably junctures with the Flat vein a short






distance beyond the southwest end of the workings of the Ralston Creek
tunnel level. In a hole drilled by Newmont Corp., subsequent to this
contract, 6 feet of ore was encouniered 25 feet below the Minnesota
level.

'Inferred reserves of the Ralston Creek mine are estimated to be
25,860 tons of uranium ore containing 0.5 percent U30ge The ore-bea?ihg
potential of the district is Believed to be‘several times this amount,
the realization of which, however, can best be reached through additional
eﬁploration at depth in the favorable garnetiferous gneiss of the contact
zZone. '

Due to the mining method practiced by the operator--combining extrac-
tion with exploration drifting--the mine lacks enough ore faces on which
to base calculations of measured or indicated ore reserves, and only
inferred reserves can be estimated. Inferred reserves are estimated by
projecting ore beyond stope limits for 1/2 of the length of the ore face,
and by projecting ore beyond drift faces for 1/4 of the length of the

ore found in the drift, except where unfavorable host rock is expected

at a lesser distance. The volume of ome ton of ore in place is assumed
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to be 12.5 cu. feet, and the grade of the unmined ore is estimated to
'be 0.5 percent U30g. It should be noted that the past production of
about 3,400 tons contained about 0.7 percent U308. This grade was
attained by selective mining and sorting of ore.

Between gpril 21, 1954 and March 15, 1955, the Atomic Energy
Commission completed 992 hours of bulldozer trenching and stripping and
core drilled 9 holes 93 to 600 feet deep for a total of 2,756 feet.

Farmington Funding Corporation drilled 2 holes on the property, 800
and 1,000 feet long, before relinquishing its option to purchase.

Newmont Exploration Company drilled 6 holes, 80 to 337 feet deep,
totalling 1,157 feet before relinquishing its option.
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The present operator, Denver-Golden Oil and Uranium Company, has
. explored the property by crossecutting, drifting and raising betweén the
Ralston Creek and Minnesota tunnel levels and are presently engaged in
driving a new crosscut tunnel (Charlie tunnel) 100 feet below the lowest
operating (Minnesota) level. This tunnel has already encountered good
wranium ore on the extensions of the Illinois, Colorado, and Nebraska

veins. Uranium ore is produced regularly from the property.

CONCLUSICNS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
. The exploration carried out by the operator under the DMEA contract
Idm-E595 indicates that the uranium-bearing fault breccias will have a
considerable dip length, but that the strike length is likely to be
limited chiefly to the garnetiferous gneiss that makes up the contact
zone between mica schist and amphibolite.

Subsequent to the completion of the contract, the property was
further explored by the Atomic Energy Commission, Newmont Exploration
Compeny, end the Farmington Funding Corporation. This exploratiom,
consiéted‘primarily of diemond drilling, but alsébincluded conside:ablg
t?enching and deiailed~radiometric traversing. It resﬁlt;d in thé
aiscovery of additional uranium-besring fault breccias, namely: the
Washington end Tllinois veins. It also resulted in finding ore-grade
ﬁranium 1pldrill hoies as mch as 606 fe;t below the Minnesota level.

It is probable that the known mineralized feult breccias will contain
.significant bodies of uranium ere within the garnetiferous host rock

at depths of 600 feet and more, and thatlstill other minerélized
structures occur both laterally end at depth in the favoragle host rock.

Because extraction has followed exploration so closely, no measurea
or indicated reserves havé been developed for the property as a result
of the exploration unéer the contract. The inferred reserves are
estimated to amount to 25,800 tons of uranium ore centaining 0.5 percent
U30gs |

It is concluded that the inferred reserves of the Ralston Creek
mine can. be increased several fold by further exploration at lower

elevations within the contact zone of garnetiferous gneisse.
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It is recommended that fuzfthgr exploration be underﬁaken by the
operator and that DMEA..participate in such exploration if requested;
in order to .more fully develop: the ore potential of the property.

. The Denver-Golden Oil and Uranium Company, the present owners,

have applied for DMEA assistance under Docket 4311 to further explore

for uranium in their Ralston Creek mine.

In a letter of May U4, 1955, Fred Schwartzwalder requests that
work under contract Idm-E 595 be discontinued by mutual consent.

About 349 feet of drifts and crosscuts have been completed
on two levels with DMEA assistance, and considerable work has been done
at the operator's expense. Exploration at the Ralston Creek mine
has led to the discovery of a significant amount of excellent grade
uranium ore and regular ore shipments have been made. Royalties in
the amount of $5,015.25 have been paid to DMEA and there is every reason
to believe that the $l5 242.62 in DMEA funds expended to date will be
fully repaid.

Although the 151 feet of work remaining under the contract
could be expended to advantage in drifting on the veins cut in the
lower crosscut (Minnesota tunnel) it does not appear to be to the
Government's dlsadvantage to terminate the contract at this time.

Reference is made to your memorandum dated January 20, 1954,
regerding royalty payments under Contract Idm-E595.

We received a check in the amount of $290.57 in payment of
royalty on ore shipped to the Colorado Plateau Uranium Ore Project.
The development allowance and haulage allowance were not included when
the royalty was calculated, The Colorado Plateau Uranium Ore Project
‘has repeatedly refused to pay the DMEA royalty on these allowances.

We have since received a check in the amount of $36.26 from Fred
Schwartzwalder in peyment of this royalty.

We are enclosing copies of the following correspondende:

Teletype from the Executive Officer, Region IV, to the Admin-
istrator, DMEA, dated May 7, 1953, which advises that the Atomic Energy
Commission has instructed the Colorado Plateau Uranium Ore Project not
to pay royalty on development or haulage allowances.

Letter dated May 15, 1953, from the Acting Chairman of the
Operating Committee to the Executive Officer, Region IV, which states
that we must look directly to the operator for payment of royalty due.

Letter dated November 13, 1953 from the Acting Manager, Grand
Junction Operations Office, Atomic Energy Commission, to the Executive
Officer, Region IV, which misquotes a telephone conversation of November
12, 1953 between the Executive Officer, Region IV, and the Atomic Energy
Commission in Grand Junction.

Mr. E. A. Youngberg in your telephone conversation of November 12, 1953
concerning royalties deducted by the American Smelting & Refining Com-
peny on behalf of DMEA. Our understanding is that the royalty deductions
will be handled as follows: .

The American Smelting and Refining Company will deduct
_royalties according to the DMEA graduated schedule from
ore settlements as authorized by your contractors.
Royalty deduction will be based on our payments under
Circular 5, Revised excluding development and haulage
allowances. Any further royalties due DMEA will be
arranged between DMEA and the shipper,

The above arrangement was agreed upon as it is the policy of the Commission
to make only royalty deductions on ore payments. This arrangement is also
the only practical method of handling the matter since the bonus payments
are not made by AS&R Company but by AEC at a later date which makes it
impossible for either AEC or AS&R to make proper royalty deductions as
called for by the DMEA graduated royalty schedule.

We believe the above arrangement will accomplish the objectives of both
agencies without changing present AEC policies in regard to royalties.
Your cooperation in arranging to handle this matter in this way has been
appreciated.

This letter is in response to your letter of November 27, requesting the
subject informatien,

The bonus for initial production of uranium ores from new domestic mines
is paid under the conditions and amounts specified in the Atomic Energy
Commission Domestic Uranium Program Circular 6, copy of which is attached.

The administrative procedures established for the payment of the bonus are
as follows: :

1. The producer makes application to the Finance Division of
the Grand Junction Operations Office that he has shipped a
specified number of pounds from a certified property and re-
quests bonus payments on these pounds,

‘2. The Finance Division audits settlement sheet statements for

~ shipments under consideration against mills or government buying
stations (American Smelting and Refining Company and Anaconda
Copper Mining Company) records.

3. Finance Division makes payment of bonus to the party who
sold the ore.

Since bonus payments are made at the request of the shipper there is no
definite time at which the bonus is paid. The payment of the bonus may vary
from a few weeks to a number of months from the date of buyer's settlement
for shipments. Because of this delay in payment of bonus and as the DMEA
considers the bonus as part of the ore price the actual amount of royalty
due DMEA cannot be calculated at the time settlement is made by the buyer,
particularly since the DMEA schedule is a graduated one which calls for

various royalty percentages for different gross values,

The AEC has a firm policy of not making royalty deductions on haulage
allowances, development allowances and bonus payments as these are not
considered as part of the ore price by the Commission, This does not
preclude, however, the DMEA making an administrative decision to include
these payments in determining the gross value of the ore as a basis for
collecting royalties provided royalties on these payments are agreed upon
and made directly to DMEA by the shipper when such ores are sold at
government buying stations.,

The arrangements which DMEA might make with buyers (Climax Uranium Company,
Vanadium Corporation of America, U, S. Vanadium and Vitro Chemical Company)
other than the AEC (American Smelting & Refining and Anaconda Copper) for |
royalty deductions from settlements is strictly between DMEA and those
organizations., These companies, however, have no control over bonus pay-
ments and are not advised of such payments and for this reason cannot

give any consideration to this factor in payment of royalties to DMEA.

The AEC is very happy to make royalty deductions on behalf of DMEA from
ore settlements on ores shipped to government buying stations as it is
now doing on the basis of gross values of ores excluding haulage and
development allowances, It should be pointed out that probably a large
part of the ores which your DMEA contractors will ship will be sold to
one of the private mills and for these ores arrangements for royalty
deductions must be made through these organizations. This will require
that any royalty which may be due DMEA from bonus payments made by the
Commission at some later date must be pald to DMEA by the shipper. Such
royalty and adjustments would be based on a calculated gross value which
reflects bonus payments and the royalty rate for the calculated gross
value under DMEA's graduated schedule,

The report has been reviewed and discussed with H. D. Keiser, Bureau
of Mines member, Uranium Commodity Committee, and J. O. Hosted, U. S. Atomic
Energy Commission.

Exploration Planned

Work is recommended by the Field Team examiners to explore a
uranium-bearing carbonate breccia zone associated with a persistent silicified
breccia reef. Exploration will consist of preparing an:access road, about
300 feet of surface trenching, rehabilitation of present adit and cross cuts,
a maximum of 300 feet of drifting and crosscutting at the present adit level,
and, if results of the foregoing work warrant, 200 feet of drifting and cross-
cutting at a lower level whose position will be determined on the basis of
those results.

Some
the zones are associated with presistent fractures.

The results of preliminary work of the applicant in exposing a
nium-bearing zone of good grade, but undetermined extent, and mining
refrom 8 tons of ore, now stockpiled at the mine, suggest that further
is justified to define better the spatial relationms of the uranium-
ing zone, and to determine its extent and continuity. The plan of
ration recommended by the Field Team, and the provisigns for making
tments therein appear reasonable.

SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS, AND RECOMMENDATIONS
By C. M. Harrer and E. N. Harshman

Fred Schwartzwaider, of 207 Boyd Street, Golden, Colo., has applied
for a Defense Minerals Exploration Administration loan of $23,500.00.
to explore a zone of uranium mineralization at the Ralston Creek mine
on which he has a lease.

The property was examined by various members of the Geological
Survey and the Atomic Energy Commission during 1950-53 and by a Defense
Minerals Exploration Administration examining team on April 8, 1953.

The property is in the SE: 1/4 of sec. 25, T. 2 S., R 71 W.,
sixth principal meridian, Jefferson County, Colo., in rugged terrain
at an altitude of about 7,000 feet above séa level.

Pitchblende, torbernite, metatorbernite, and autunite are associated
with a silicified breccia reef which cuts schists and gneisses of the
Idaho Springs formation. Pitchblende appears to be limited in occur-
rence to a 2= to 4-foot flat-dipping carbonate breccia zone that cuts
diagonally across.the reef; secondary uranium minerals are found in

the surrounding bleached and altefed schist.





Channel samples cut across the carbonate breccia zone indicate
a U30g content of as much as 5 percent across a 2-foot width.

A two-phase exploration program is recommended.

First Phase:

The first phase would consist of completion of an access road,
stripping and trenching of a covered zone exhibiting radioactivity,
installation of equipment, rehabilitation of the adit level,and
completion'of a presently indeterminate amount of drifting and cross-
cutting on the existing adit level, not to exceed 300 feet. The
final amount of drift end crosscuts should be determined on the
evidence secured during exploration and frequent Defense Minerals
Exploration Administration field investigations.

Second Phase:

Should the x‘evsults of trenching and work on the existing adit
level prove encouraging, additional exploration, not to exceed
200 feet of drift and crosscuts, is recommended at a lower horizon,
to be authorized by the Region IV Field Team on field relationships.
The final amounts of exploration in this phase should also be deter-
mined on the basis of the results of freﬁuent Defense Minerals Explora=
tion Administration field investigations.

The total project is estimated to cost $22,394.94. Government
participation of 90 percent would be $20,155.45. It is estimated
that it will require .7 months to complete the project.

The applicant should secure legal right-of-way across all private

property crossed by the access road before a contract is considered.






The program has the approval of local representatives of the

Atomic Energy Commission.

Fred Schwarfzwalder, 207 Boyde Street, Golden, Colorado, applied for

Goverﬁmenf assistance, DMEA DoékeT 2888, to explore for uranium at the
Ralston Creek mine, Jeffersoﬁ County, Colorado. The property, leased by
the applicant from Anna Lee Whife and Paul R. Whi+e, is that portion of the
SE% sec. 25, T. 2 S., R.:7l W., lying west of Ralston Creek.

._ The propérfy was examined on April 8, l953,‘in_company‘wi+h C. M.

Harreé of the U. S. Bureau of Mines, John W. Adams and E. P. Beroni of the

: U. S. Geologicél SurQey, and Fred SchWar+zWalder.

The applicant proposes to explore a known pitchblende occurrence by
300 feet or more of new tunnel (about 250 feet below The_preSenf workings),
several shorT crosscuts, and a iOO—fooT raise. About one mile of new
access road will be required. The applicant estimates the cost, including
road construction, to be $23,506.

Preliminary invesfigé+ions indicate that the area may contain
significant pitchblende deposits, but the program submitted by the appli-
cant is not believed to be warranted at this time and is not recommended.
However, the prospect is one that merits some exploration and a modified
brogram, discussed with the applicant and with representatives of the

U. S. Atomic Energy Commission, is proposed.
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GEOLOGY

The property is/underlain by schist and gneiss of the pre-Cambrian
Idaho'Springs formation. Regiona) foliéfion strikes northeasterly and is
éTéeply.dipping. Pegmatite dikes, ranging from a few inches to several
feet in thickness are presénf in the area.

The most conspicuous regional feature is a number of northeasterly
frending silicified breccia reefs, believed to be related to Laramide '
faulting. Some of these reefs are resistant to erosion and form prominanf
ridges.

At the Ralsfqn Creek mine, utanium minerals are associated with a
silicified breccia reef that can be fraced for several thousand feet
southwestward from Rajs+on Creek. Anomaléus radioactivity can be detected
ina number of outcrops on the northern‘end of the reef.

Figure 3 is a geologic plan map showing the uranium occurrence and
the eifenT of mine workings. Pitchblende, torbernite, metatorbernite,
and autunite are found‘in a well defined carbonate-breccia zone which
strikes norThwes+érly and dips 20° to 400 SW. The zone is sheared,
altered, and iron stained. It ranges from 2 to 4 feet in widTh.’ In
addifién to uranium minera!s; the ore zone contains quartz, ankerife, barite,
galena, chalcopyrite, and fragments of altered schist. The sulfides are
present in very minor amounts. PiTghblende is resfricfed in occurrence
to the carbonate breccia zone, but secondary uranium minerals are found
in the adjacent schist.

The carbonate zone is oyerlain by either massive quartz or by bleached

schis+, and is underlain by altered schist.

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From the limited underground and surface exposures, it is impossibie
fq asceffain the relation of the carbonate breccia zone or the overlying
massive quartz to the silicified breccia reef. Present eviﬁence indicates
that the carbonate breccia and the massive quartz cut diagonally across
Tﬁe brec;ia reef but additional e*plorafion will be required to check

this relation.
ORE RESERVES AND ORE GRADE

Exploration work at the Ralston Creek mine is very limited and no
ore reserve calculations can be made. About 8 tons of hand sorted
torbernite-schist ore are stockpiled at the portal. According to U. S.
A+omic Energy Commission data, this ore conTaips Q.SI% U30g.

Figure 3 of the engineering report is an assay plan on which all
samp!é data are summarized. Sampies taken by the U. S, Geological Sngey,
U. S. Atomic Energy Commission, and the DMEA are included. Assays range
from a low éf 0.01% Uz0g in the altered schist to a high of 5.09% Uz0g in
the carbonafe-brecéia zone.

Three samples taken by the examining team were assay&d in the

laboratories of the U. S. Geologica! Survey. The results follow:

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Limjfed exploration on the Ralston Creek property has exposed a very

significant pitchblende occurrence but little is known regarding the

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geologic factors governing fTs possible extent and origin. Exploration at
a depth of 200 feet or more below the present workings, as proposed by the
applicant, cannot be recommended until additional data are obtained by
exploration from the present tunnel level. The following program proposes
exploration along ‘the outcrop and in the vicinity of the known pitchblende
ore in order to obtain pertinent geologic data upon which to judge the
possible extension of the ore body and upon which to base additional
exploration:

A. Construct about one mile of aécess road to enable equipmen+,
supplies, and men to be transported to the property. The best road loca-
tion is along Ralston Creek but right-of-way problems may govern the road
Ioca+iqn.

B. - Excavate several trenches acro$§.+h¢ radioactive portions of the
silicified reef in an attempt to ascertain the relation of the pitchblende
deposit to the reef, and to expose other possible ore shoots. Total
length of trenches estimated at about 300 feet. “

C. Reﬁabilifafe the present crosscut and drift, to esfablish a
normal grade and to permit the use of mine cars in prospecting opérafions.

The total of this
work not to exceed 300 feet.

Be;ause of the very general character of the suggested exploration

program, it will be necessary for DMEA representatives to closely supervise

at the Ralston Creek mine appears warranted. It is recommended that the

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LOCATION TCPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES
The Rals&11Creek mine, formerly known as the Schwartz property,

is in the SE 1/4 sec. 25, T. 2 S., R. 71 W., sixth principal meridian,
Jefferson County, Colo. (fig. 1), at an altitude of about 7,000 feet.
The property under lease is southwest of Ralston Creek. It is reached
by traveling 4 miles north of Golden to the Ralston Creek reservoir
then 2 miles west along a jeep trail in the creek valley to the end
of the road, and then 3/4 mile west on foot.

| Relief within a mile of the mine is about 1,000 feet, extendirg
from 6,500 feet altitude in the valley floor to 7,500 feet altitude
along the ridges. The terrain is steep and rugged. Nearest water'
is from Ralston Creek. Supplies are readily obtainable at;Golden
and Denver. Ihree-quérters to 1 mile of exploration road will be

required to bring supplies to the mine.
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HISTCGRY AND PRODUCTION
Section 25 is owned by Paul R. and Anna lee White, of Golden,
Colo., who have given Fred Schwartzwalder a three-year lease on
the land which includes the Ralston Creek mine. About 8 tons of
hand-sorted pitchblende~torbernite-schist ere piled near the portal
were sampled by the Atomic Energy Commission and results indicate a
uranium oxide conteﬁt of 0.31 percent. No production is reported

from the property.

OWNERSHIP AND EXTENT

Fred Schwartzwalder, of 207 Boyd Street, Golden, Colo., holds
a mineral lease on the SE 1/4 sec. 25, T. 2 S., R.7L W., to the
southwest of Ralston Creek, which is a boundary. The lease also
includes the rights of ingress and egress to the property over and
across lands owned by the lessors to and down Ralston Creek for
mining purposes. Timber on the property cante used on roads and
in the mine at prevailing stumpage prices. The lessee agrees to
pay the lessor 15 percent royalty on the net proceeds from all ores
mined, shipped, or sold. The lease is given by Paul R. and Anna lLee
White, Route 2, (olden, Colo., and is éffective from February 9, 1953,
to February 9, 1955.

Mr. Schwartzwalder has intimated that he can secure right-of-way
over the ﬁonvue ranch in adjacent section 30 to the county road;
right-of-way and subordination agreements, however, should be legally

guaranteed before a contract is prepared.





'HISTCRY OF OWNERSHIP
During 1898 the Union Pacific Railroad received all of sec. 25,

Te 2 S¢y Re 71 W., sixth principal meridian, from the Govermment as
a land grant patent. In 1907, the entire section was sold to the
Golden Mining Company, of Golden, Colo., with the reservation that
"any coal that may ‘pe1 underneath the éurface of the land shall be
the exclusive pr;pe}ty of the Union Pacific Railroad, its successors,
assigns or lessees who shall have such rights-of-way and grounds
free of all costs as shall bé necessary for proper working of any
coal mines that may be developed and for transportation of the coal."

| Supreme Court decisions gave the Union Pacific Railroad all mineral
rights to the section. This was verified by the Bureau of Land Manage-
ment. Consequently, in subsequent transfers all mineral rights. other
than coal, which was reserved to the Union Pacific Railroad, are the
property of the recorded owners. This was checked by an investigation
of records at the Jefferson County courthouse, Golden, Colo. There

were no other mineral rights exceptions to this section.

DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSIT

The Ralston Creek uranium occurrence is within an area of pre-
Cambrian gneisses and schists, about a mile west of the upturned
sediments along the flanks of the Front Range. Uranium occurs as
the minerals pitchblende and torbernite, with minor emounts of autunite
and metatorbernite. The torbernite is evident as coatings and flakes
along the schistosity and fracture surfaces in oxidized exposures
of schist and as a secondary product of pitchblende. Spectrographic
and chemical analyses show the presence of gold, silver, copper,

manganese, cobalt, chromium, molybdenite, nickel, antimony, vanadium,

lead, and zinc.






Exploration to date has exposed pitchblende within a flatly
dipping breccia zone, 1 to 4 feet thick, exposed near the end of
the adit (fig. 2,.and fig., 3 with the geological report).

CaC03 content averages less than O.1 percent for all samples.
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Sampling results indicate very encouraging assayé over unusual
widths, making the Rglston Creek mine one of the best prospects along
the Colofado Front Range.

Numerous caved cuts and pits dug while prospecting for copper
are within the mine area and are more or less radioactive.

PRESENT STATUS

The mine has been explored byvabout 111 feet of mine workings
comprising a 70-foot adit, 23 feet of drift, and 18 feet of crosscut
(fig. 2). The adit was driven along the schistosity S. 21° W. The
drift driven southeasterly follows the uranium-bearing breccia zZone,
and the crosscuf southwest follows the breccia zone down dip.

~ APPLICANT'S PROJECT PROPOSALS, WITH COSTS

The applicant, Fred Schwartzwalder, of Golden, Colo., proposes
to explore further the uranium occurrence at the Ralston Creek
(Schwartz) mine. The mine is presently accessible by rough dirt
road to within about three-quarters of a mile, from which point
access is by foot trail only.

He plans first to make the mine accessible with a pioneer road
suitable to truck in equipment, supplies,.and men to carry on the
exploration program. About one mile of bulldozer road construction,
with some rock work, is pecessary and he estimates the cost of the
road at $6,000.00,

Secondly, upon completion of the road, he proposes to drive a
new adit level on a radioactive shear zone, which he believes to be
the dip extension of that exposed in the present adit level (fig. 2),
about 250 feet below this level. He has requested $17,500.00 to
complete 500 feet of work on this new level. The work would consist
of about 300 feet of drift, miséellaneous crosscuts, and 100 feet of
raise.

Total funds requested are $23,500.00 and he estimates it will
require 18 months to complete the project.

Exploration at this depth Below known uranium occurrenée is not
considered advisable at this time, aﬁd, consequently, the following
program is recommended by the examining team, with the reminder that

the exploration proposal must be flexible and adaptable to such changes

as field evidence suggests during the course of the project.

CONCLUSIONS

Pitchblende occurs in a breccia zone near the end of the Ralston
Creek mine adit, with uranium values that make it one of the best
prospecis along the Colorado Front Range. There are insufficient
structural data on which to project a rigid exploration program, and,
consequently, the program recommended by the examining team is an
approxiﬁation of requirements which should be subject to drastic
revision and termination at any time, as further evidence warrants.
Exploratidh at a lower horizon must of necessity depend on informa-
tioh exposed in stripping and trenching and mapping by the Geological
Surveyvand the Atomic Energy Commission.

The probability of discovering an important uranium ore body
is uncertaih. Because of the strategic importance of uranium and
the lack of positive information on its occurrence and distribution
in this area, a limited amount of exploration work is justified.

Evidence available to the examining team does not justify the
applicantts proposal to start a new adit, about 250 feet below, and
exploration at any determined horizon below the existing adit level
must be contingent on the results obtained from stiripping and ﬁork
on the existing adit level.

The recommended program was discussed with members of the Atomic

Energy Commission and has their approval.
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RECOMMENDATIONS

.A contract is recommended to include: - (1) construction of an
access road, for about $2,532.00, (2) stripping and trenching, for
about $739.21, (3) rehabilitation of the present adit level, for
about $348.73, (4) erecting a 20- by 20-foot bﬁilding, fér about
$400.00, to house equipment and supplies, (5) a maximm of 300 feet
of drift and crosscuts on the existing adit level, for §$11,025.00,
and (6) possible exploration at a level below the existing adit, to
be determined by the Region IV Field Team; on the recommendation of
field representatives from the results of surface stripping and work
to be perfofmed‘on the existing adit level--possible exploration
recommended, 200 feet of drift and crosscuts, at $36.75 per foot,
totaling $7,350.00.

Total cost of the project is $22,394.94, Govermnmeat participation,
90 percent or $20,155.45.

Estimated time to complete the project is 7 months.

It is fufther recommended that the project be temporarily recessed
after completion of all of items 1 to 4 and 50 feet of item 5 for a
re-evaluation by the Region IV Field Team representatives to determine
the desirability of changing exploration methods or terminating the
contract. }

Mr. Schwartzwalder should sécure legal right-of-weay across all private

property crossed by the access road before a contract is considered.

The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form.

Pw‘eparatzon of Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. f.There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which. may need to be
report‘pd for a particulaT project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
whxch{are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: ‘““Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments etc.” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract penod

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumuiatlve costs. The “Total Costs” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs’ as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date’’.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it wﬂl be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs{over a number of items. For instance, superv1sory and engmeermg costs may have
to be distributed ‘over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
.on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable bagis. ‘‘Operating Equipment”, ‘“Initial Rehabilita-
tion 'and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, ete.”’, will be distributed to the
seve}"al phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘“‘Authorized by Contract” will be
. filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract., This information is.
usually a part of Exhibit “A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the pse of the Operator to call attention, to any unusual clrcumstances causmg excessive or

disp, oportlonate unit costs.
