The application is made to eJCPlore the Barium claims for
manganese, and quartz crystals to determine the extent and grade of the
mineralized area between cuts already on the property. Exploration
would be by means of bulldozer trenches and subsequent drilling if justi­
fied.


Reports on this property are somewhat conflicting and indeter­
minate. A previous applicant proposed to oPerate the property but
abandoned the site after preliminary surveys and without di sclosing the
resuIts of his work.


Woodlawn Development Corp. submitted no data which showed reason
to believe that the mineralized zone is continuous over the area. Prior
to any decision to proceed with exploration, some 'thorough representative
sampling is necessary both in the old workings and in the trenches known
to have been startea by the former applicant. This sampling should be
done in advance and in support of the applicant~s assumption that, the
mineralized zone is continuous and the sample analysis made a part of the
original application.


The original appli cant desired that a low grade stockpile be
established nearby, however the present company makes mention of an
anunonium sulfate leach to beneficiate the mined material to stockpile
specification. Since this leach would be a necessary part of an integrated
exploration-production program, it is suggested that the applicant be more
specific in regard to plans for ore treatment methods, sources of leach
material etc.


If the applicant can supply the above data, it will then be
possible to reach a decision as to whether or not to, make a referral to
a field 'team. Further, should the referral be'made, the field team will
have some information and maps from which to check the prop~rty.

The Property


The applicants are owners of 9 claims mown as the Barium
Group, located near Almont, Gunnison County, Colorado. The present
holdings include 6 claims formerly mown as the Barium Group, and
others mown as the Maggie Group.


Exploration Proposed


No sPecific program of exploration is mentioned. The
only clues to the company's intentions are contained in the break­
downs of cost and equipment. From that it looks as if they might
dig up the whole county. The present ore reserve would last the
drag line only a few hours.


History, Production and Deve10pnent


One car of hand-sorted ore shipped to Pueblo in 1942 is
reported to have assayed 29 or 30 Percent Mn. This ore came from
a 175-foot adit (now caved) on the Barium Group. A new adit was
started late in 1942 but apparently was abandoned without reaching
production.


In 1951, the Fa1k Metals Corporation req~ested an access
road (AR-84) and pressed for the establishment of a purchase depot
-for low-grade milling ore at Almont. They made extravagant claims
of being able to ship 200 tons per day. The proposal was abandoned
by the applicant after a small amount of trenching.

Geologic Reports


The property was examined for the Geological Survey by
S. K. Neusche1 in 1942, and by C. S. Robinson in 1951. It was also
visited and sampled for the Bureau of Mines by C:.
