SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS, AND RECOMMENDATIONS

On May 20, 1953, an investigation of the Bonanza No. 2 mine
in Boulder County, Colo., was made by a Region IV examining team to
check the information furnished in a loan application by George A.
and Michael Bodnar. Government assistance to unwater the flooded
Bonanza No. 2 shaft and perform 300 feet of exploratory drifting on
the 115-foot level was requestéd at an estimated cost of $7,850.50—-
Government participation 75 percent, or $5,887.88.

The Bodnar Brothers are lessee-of a block 450 feet by 900
feet, part of the holdings of Hetzer Mines, Inc.

The applicants propose to explore fwo veins exposed in a
crosscut northwest of the Bonanza No. 2 shaft on the 115-foot level.
These veins are typical narrow quartz-ferberite veins in granite,
which are probably the same ones that were developed at surface in
1943-kk, by one of the applicants and his father. Substantial ship-
ments of tungsten ore were made from a surface cut on one of these
veins, and there is some producﬁion reported from a raise on thé
corresponding'vein on the 115-foot level. The vein outcrops have
since been covered by a tailings pond.

The surface and underground wofkings on the veins could not

be examined, but Ogden Tweto, of the Geological Survey, verified the






statements of the applicants as to the ore mined at surface and
stated that their.reputation and nmining experience is éatisfactory.

The property has no measurable ore reserves.

The mine 1s fully equipped, and the applicants were
preparing to unwater the shaft af the time of the examination.

A revised program of exploration, limited to the vein from
which ore shipments have been made, is recommended by the examining
team at an estimated cost of $6,600.00--Government participation
75 percent, or $4,950.00. |

Becaﬁse thg applicants' proposal is not based on an
accurate survey, it is recommended that the workings be resurveyed
when the shaft is unwatered and the relation between the veins exposed
underground and the surface outcrops be checked as far as possible by
Region IV field representatives before drifting starts.

A short-form contract is suggested. It is possible that
the first phase of the exploration project, unwétering and rehabilitating
the Bonanza No. 2 shaft and 115-foot level, will have been completed

before a loan application can be approved.

George A. and Michael Bodnar, 500 Grant Avenue, Louisville, Colorado,
have applied for Government assistance, DMEA Docket 3014, to explore for
tungsten ore in the Bonanza No. 2 mine, located 2 3/4 miles (airline)
northeast of Neder land, Bouldér County, Colorado, in the SE&Asec.

The applican+§ have reqﬁesfed a loan of $7,850.50 to unwater the
Bonanza No. 2 shaft and workings therefrom, and to drift 150 feet on each
of 2 veins reported to be exposed in the 115 foot level crosscut (fig. 2
in engineering report).

The property was examined on May 20, 1953, in company with J. C.
MacLaéhlan; U. S. Geological Survey, M. H. Salsbury, U. S. Buread of Mines,
and the applicants. At this time the wofkings were flooded; and the
outcrops of the two veins to be explored from the 115 foot level of the
Bonanza No. 2 shaft Were covered by a large tailings pond. The examination
was therefore limited fto the adit level and stopes on the Boﬁanza vein,‘a

parallel structure not proposed for exploration.
GEOLOGY

The predominant rock types in the vicinity of the Bonanza No. 2 mine

are pre-Cambrian granite and granite gneiss, with associated pegmatite






and aplite dikes. These rocks are part of the Boulder Creek batholith,
the host rock for mény of the ferberite ore shobfs in the Boulder County
tungsten district.

Ma jor structural features are a number of northwesterly striking
dikes or silicified breccia‘reefs and a series of northeasterly striking
mineralized fissures.

Figure 2 in the engineering report shows the 2 veins along which
exploration is proposed. Both veins are reported to have been exposed by
dragline operations, and vein A was mined to a depth of about 10 feet
below the bedrock surface. According to the applicant, veins A and B
occupy strong fissures in gfaniTe, sfrike northeasterly, and dip steeply
to the northwest. Both veins are reported to contain horn quartz and
ferberite, with a maximum thickness of about 6 inches in vein A, and 2
inches in vein B.

It appears probable that the veins exposed in the |15 level crosscut
are the same veins that were exposed by dragline operations and subsequently
prospected, mined (vein A only), and covered by tailings. The applicants
report that vein A, when exposéd in the crosscut, confained.Z to 4 inches
of horn quartz and ferberite and that W. M. MacKenzie mined some high
grade ore from a small stope on the vein. A narrow streak of ore is

reported to have been followed by a short drift on vein B (fig. 2).
CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDAT IONS

Ogden Tweto, U. S. Geological Survey, confirms the applicants' statements
regarding the nature of the ore exposed and mined at the surface on vein A.
He has not seen vein B at the surface, nor vein A or B in the 115 foot

leve| crosscut.
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From the observations of Mr. Tweto and the statements of the applicants,

it is concluded that exploration on vein A in a westerly direction from the
115 foot level crosscut may discover significant tungsten ore. Because of
an almost complete lack of information, it is believed that any recommenda-
tion for exploration on vein B should be postponed until the shaft is

Bureau of Mines to cost $6,600, is recommended.

INTRODUCTION

On May 20, 1953, a Region IV examining team made an
investigation of the Bonanza No. 2 tungsten mine, Boulder County,
Colo., to check the information in an application by Bodnar Brothers,
lessee, 500 Grant Avenue, Louisville, Colo., for Government assist-
ance in exploration on the property. A loan of $7,850.50--Government
participation 75 percent, or $5,887.88--is sought to unwater the
flooded Bonénza No. 2 shaft and perform 300 feef of drifting on the
115-foot level.

A conclusion was reached solely on geological considerations
and on information furnished by the applicants and verified in part
by Ogden Tweto, of the Geological Survey, from his knowledge of the
Boulder tungsten district. The property appeafé éo have'merit, and
a modified exploration program estimated to cost $6,600.00--Government
partieipation 75 percent, or $4,950.00--is recommended..

ACKNdWIEDGMENTS
Information on the property was obtained from the applica-

tion form MF-103, furnished by Bodnar Brothers, and from additional

information given the examining team during the investigation. Ogden
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Tweto, of fhe Geological Survey, was familiar with part of the surface
work which forms the basis of the applicants' exploration project,
and verified the occurrence of ore at surface.

LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES

The Bonanza No. 2 mine is in the SE 1/4 sec. 5, T. 1 S.,
R. 72 W., Boulder County, Colo., (fig. 1) about 3 miles northeast
of Nederland, Colo., the nearest post office. The location given
in the lease included with the application’ is erroneous and should
be corrected before a contract is entered into. Nederland, a town
of 300 population, is 17 miles west of Boulder, Colo., the county
seat of Boulder County, and 37 miles northwest of Denver, Colo.
There is a paved, all-weather highway to within 3 miles and a good,
graded county road the remainder of the distance to the mine.

The nearest rail connections are at Rollinsville; 5 miles
south of Nederland, and at Boulder.

The shaft, at an altitude of about 8,100 feet, is on the
slope of a small gulch running through the property. The area is
one of low rounded hills or ridges dissected by a drainage network
running generally east and west; The area is sparsely fofested with
second-growth pine and shrubs.

Ore produced can be sold to custom mills in the vicinity.

Winters are
moderately severe, with occasional short cold periods and moderate
to heaﬁy snowfall, and precipitation\varies widely from year to year.

Continuous operations are feasible.
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Power is availeble at the mine from the lines of the
Public Service Company of Colorado. A transformer station has been
set near the shaft.

Most small mining supplies can be obtained from Nederland
and Boulder. Iarger supply items and machinery are quickly obtain-
able from Denver.

Mine timbers can be purchased locally:if the small growth
on the property is not adequate.

Water is easily obtained from the mine drainage or from
the small stream running through the property.

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

This property'has been known and worked at intervals since
1907, with the first large production during World War I., Operations
were cgrried on through the Bonanza No. 2 shaft and through a tunnel
in the hillside northeast of the slhaft. In 1943-L4, George Bodnar, Sr.,
and a son, Michael Bodnar, one of the present applicants, produced good
ore from an open-cut in the floor of a gulch west of the Bonanza No. 2
shéft. Another vein with good mineralization was expdsed at the same
‘ time but notvworked. .

In 1948, lessees opened the Bonanza Nof 2 shaft and drove a
crosscut out under the gulch toward the veins, which the Bodnars had
worked at surface. Three small veins were cut. Two of the veiﬁs showed
tungsten mineralization, and & small stope was mined on one of them.

No drifting waé done, although Bodnar reports that some of the ore was

high-grade. The shaft was allowed to flood after this operation.






In 1952, George A. Bodnar and Michael Bodnar, brothers,

- opened up 6ré on a split of the Bonanza vein in the tunnel. This

was stoped underhand for 15 feet and then abandoned when the operation

became too difficult. Some good ore was produced.
The production record of the Bonanza No. 2 mine furnished

by the applicants follows:

The production by the Bodnars in 1943-4k, from the open-

cut, is included in the 1907-50 total. The applicants were requested

to assemble the. figures from their records and submit them for
inclusion in the application.
OWNERSHIP AND EXTENT

The property is part of an agricultural entry owned by
Hetzer Mines, Inc., and held by the Bodnar Brothers under a lease
extending to April 1, 1956. The location given in the lease is
incorrect. The lease block is 450 feet by 900 feet, as shown on
figure é.

The lease provides for a royalty of 15 percent of the

net proceeds of any ore sold, "net proceeds" being defined as the





net sale price less the cost of hauling to the lessors' mill at
Nederland, Colo. The lessors will sign a subordination agreement.
DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSITS

The veins seenvin the tunnel by the examining team, which
are not included in the application, are typical narrow quartz-
ferberite veins in granite with irregular mineralization. Undoubtedly
the veins in the shaft are similar.

The applicants report that the vein in the Bonanza No. 2
shaft workings dips steeply to the south, but, where observed in
the tunnel, it dips steeply to the north. The strike is N. 65° E.
The applicants' sketch of the veins in the gulch on the surface does
not give any dip, and the strike shown is probably not accurate. On
the sketch, a junction of the two veins is indicated just east of the
workings on the 115-foot level (fig. 2).

MINEABLE ORE RESERVES
The mine has no meééurable ore reserves.
PRESENT STATUS

Exploration and Development

The property is developed to,a depth of several hundred feet
through the Bonanza No. 2 shaft and was mined at shallow depth in the
tunnel. Most of the work from the shaft has been done eastward ﬁnder
the tunnel workings.

On the 115-foot level of the shaft there are 105 fegt of
drift east and 150 feet west on the Bonanza vein. From the end of
the west drift an 80-foot crosscut,driven northwest, ihtersects two

mineralized veins near the end (fig. 2).
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The tunnel workings are open except for several caves
300 or 400 feet from the portal which do not éompletely block
passage. Fairly large stopiﬁg operations were carried on both below
and above the tunnel level. Bodnars' underhand stope is partially
caved but could have easily furnished the production claimed.

The shaft is flooded to within 25 feet of the collar.
The water level is probably the creek level. A vertical distance
of 80 feet from the 115-foot level of the shaft is estimated to
the bottom of Bodnars' surface open-cut in the gulch.

The site of the ore exposures in open-cuts in the gulch
is now covered by a tailings pond from nearby milling operations
on old dumps; however, Ogden Tweto examined 'vgin A, which the
Bodnars were mining in the open-cut, and verifies the fact it was
as much as 6 inches wide, with good ferberite exposed. Michael
Bodnar states that the ore was worked for a length of 60 feet and
not over 10 feet in depth,with a l-inch streak still showing in the
bottom of the cut. The cobbed ore assayed 47 percent WO3.

The second vein, B, exposed in another cut, was as much
as 2 inches wide, with good mineralization, but was not explored
or developed.

Mining and Milling Equipment and Other Facilities

There is a headframe and shaft house at the Bonanza No. 2
shaft. Bodnér Brothers are now installing an electric hoist, air
compressor, and sheave wheel. They have all the necessary equipment,

owned or rented, to unwater the shaft and carry on mining operations.






There are no milling facilities on the property. The
lease requires shipment of ore produced to the mill of Hetzer Minés,
Inc.,Aat Nederland.

PROJECT PROPOSAIS WITH COSTS

The applicants propose the following work:

(a) Unwater the Bonanza No. 2 shaft to the 115-foot level
and rehabilitate the shaft and level.

(b) Perform the 300 feet of drifting on the 115-foot level
on the two veins, A and B, already intersected, which project
roughly from those exposed on éurface 80 feet above (fig. 2).‘

The applicants' over-all cost estimate for the above
work is $7,850.50, or $26.16 per foot, for the drifting. The
eétimated time required to do the work is U4 months, which would
allow 1 month‘for pumping and rehabilitation and 3‘months for
drifting at the rate of 100 feet per month.

The applicants' eétimated costs are low.

A modified program is recommended by the examining team:

‘(a) Unwater and rehabilitate the shaft and 115-foot level.

(b) Drift a maximum of 150 feet on vein A showing on the
115-foot level, which projects roughly from the A vein (fig. 2)
mined in the surface cut.

The time estimate for completion of this work is 3 months,
including i month for pumping and reﬁabilitation. An estimate of
the cost of unwatering aﬁd rehabilitation is included, although the
applicants may have completed the phase by the time the loan can be

approved.

The operation ﬁill require three men. Bodnar Brothers
will be actively employed, and the one additional man can be hired
locally without difficulty.

Power, Water, Timber

These items are already provided or are easily obtained.

Time for Completion of Projeét

The applicants estimate 4 months to complete the exploration
program outlined in the loan request. The time and cost of unwatering
and rehabilitating the shaft and 115-foot level are not segregated in
their estimate; however, they estimate 75 rounds to drive 300 feet,
an average of 4 feet per day, and the time to compléte the work of
driving as 3 months, leaving 1 month for pumping out and rehabilitation
of the shaft and level.

The exemining engineer believes that the total of the
applicants' estimate is low and that a rate of 4 feet advance per
day would require unusual efficiency.

A more realistic rate of 3-feet-per-shift advance was used
in the Bureau engineer's estimate.

Rate of Production

The rate of production from any ore discovered will probably
be low. This is to be expected in the small ore bodies of the Boulder

tungsten area.

Mining Methods
The normal methods of open stoping, with the stope width

kept to a minimum to avoid breaking more waste rock than necessary,
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. will probably be used.c Ore will be sorted in the stopes, and cobbed
ore will be trucked to the Wolf Tongue mill of Hetzer Mines, Inc.,
at Nederland.
Mining costs on this type of ore are high.

CONCLUSIONS |

The exploration proposals of the applicants are reasonable
and appear to have good possibilities for the discovery of commercial
ore.

However, the indicated location of the veins and the
relationship between the mine workings and the ore mined on surface
cannot be verified. No survey has been made or was possible at the
time of the examination. For this reason, the examining team félt
that the project should be limited for the present to vein A (fig. 2),
which is known to have produced at surface, and which presumably was
stoped on the 115-foot level of the mine. |

The Bodnar Brothers are competent miners, and George
Bodnar has a record of mining éxperience in the Boulder field and

elsevhere since 1923. They are well able to carry on the exploration.
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RECOMMENDATIONS

It is recommended that ah éxploration project, consisting
of unwatering and rehabilitating the Bonanza No. 2 shaft to the
115-foot level and 150 feet of drifting on the 115-foot level on
vein A, be approved at an estimated cost of $6,600.00--Government
participation 75 percent, or $4,950.00. |

A short-form contraét is suggested.

All or most of the preliminary unwatering and rehabilitation
work, estimated to cost $2,200.00 of the total, may be completed by
the time an exploration éontract can be approved and made effective.
In that event, only the drifting operation éhould be included in
the short-form contract.

As soon as the shaft is unwatered, a survey of the Bonanza
No. 2 mine 115-foot level should be made by Region IV field represent-

~atives, and the relative location of the open-cut, now covered by a
small tailings pond, be determined as accurately as possible. This
information might chanée the proposed exploration plan. After
pompletion of the recommended work, information gained from the
rehabilitation and from a survey might make exploration of the second
vein B more attractive than exploration of vein A, or distributing

the drifting between the two veinsvmight be desirable.
