The applicant requested exploration assistance in the 
amount of $15,885.00 to explore for load, tungsten and cobalt ore 
on the Madeline No. 2 patented claim, Gunnison County, Colorado. 


The Madeline No. 2 claim covers an area of approthriately 
3.0 acres underlain by granitic, gneiasic and schitose rocks, regarded 
as pre-cambrian in age and correlated with the Idaho Springs formation. 


The predominant rock of this series is a quartz-plagioclae-
biotite gneiss. The mineralization, consisting of galena, sphalerite, 
prite,chaI x,pyrite, barite and quartz has been deposited in fracture 
or shear zones in the gneiss. These minerals are in small lenticular 
bodies and narrow discontinuous stringers in the shear zones. Minor 
amounts of fluorescent calcite and hydro4zincite are present and have 
been confused with scheelite and the ore was reported to contain tungsten. 


The claim has been developed by a number of shallow pits 
and two shafts on shear zones that range from two feet to seven feet in 
width. It is reported, 'but not verified, that the following shipnents 
of ore have been made from the property.

STJ1MARY, CONCLUSIONS, AND RECOIYIENDATIONS 


By C. M. Harrer and E. N. Harshman 


The B and H Mining Company, Inc., of 236 Brotherhood Building, 


Kansas City, Kansas, has applied for a Defense Minerals Exploration 


Administration loan of $15,885.00 to explore the Madeline No. 2 lode 


for lead, tungsten, and cobalt. They propose to unwater and rehabilitate 


the Madeline No. 2 shaft and levels and freshen vein exposures for exam-


ination and sampling. If the examination and sampling show promise of 


finding substantial ore bodies, an indeterminate amount of core drilling 


and underground exploration is proposed. In addition, the access road 


and living quarters would be improved. 


B and H Mining Company, Inc., claims are in the basin of a 


glacial cirque at the head of Magdalene Gulch in sec. 20, T. 13 S., 


H. 80 W., Tincup Mining District, Gunnison County, Cob., at an altitude 


of 13,000 feet. 


The Madeline No. 2 claim is underlain by a quartz-biotite-


plagioclase neiss correlated with the pre-Cambrian Idaho Springs 


formation. Barite, quartz, and very minor amounts of galena, sphalerite, 


pyrite, and chalcopyrite occur along several shear zones that strike north-


east and dip steeply northwest. The sulfide minerals make up a relatively 


insignificant part of the material found in the shear zones. 


All evidence points to the conclusion that there is little 


5	 possibility of discovering significant bodies of lead, zinc, or copDer 
ore, and there is no evidence to substantiate the applicant t s statement 


that cobalt or tungsten may occur in the vein material.

INTRODUCTION 


The B and H Mining Company, 236 Brotherhood Building, Kansas 


City, Kansas, represented by S. R. Hukle, Vice President, has applied to 


the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, DMEA Docket 3062, for 


a loan of $15,885.00 to explore for. lead, tungsten, and cobalt ore on the 


Madeline No. 2 patented claim. The property is located in the Tincup 


Mining District in section 20, T. 13 S., R. 80 W., 6 P.M., Gunnison County, 


Colorado.


The property was examined on August 3-4, 1953, in company with 


C. M. Harrer of the U. S. Bureau of Mines and Maurice I. Biggs, president 


of the B and H Mining Company. It is located in Magdalene Basin at an 


elevation of about 13,000 feet. Access is by way of State Highway No. 306 


to a point 12 miles west of Buena Vista, Colorado, and then by a 10 mile 


pack trail passing over the Continental Divide at Brown's pass and following 


up Texas Creek and Magdalene Gulch to the property., 


The work proposed by the applicant consists of improving the ' pre-


sent trail for access by jeep, rehabilitating the Madeline No. 2 shaft, 


erecting a new head-frame, installing a hoist, draining a small lake that 


may be connected with the old mine workings by fissures, and, if necessary, 


drilling the deposit. 


It is concluded that there is little chance to discover significant 


bodies of ore on the Madeline No. 2 claim, and denial of the application 


for exploration assistance is recommended.

	 GEOLOGY 


The Madeline No. 2 claim is located on the relatively flat 


floor and steep slopes of a glacial cirque high in the Sawatch Range. 


In this area, the range consists of steep bluffs and sharp ridges eroded 


in ranitic, gneissic, and chistose rocks, regarded as pre-Cambrian in 


age and correlated with the Idaho Springs formation. 


The predominant rock underlying the Madeline No. 2 claim is a 


light-grey, medium to fine grained, quartz-plagioclase-biotite gneiss. 


It is closely jointed and breaks into large angular blocks, giving rise 


to extensive talus slopes. Glacial action has kept pace with weathering 


and fresh unalteredrock is exposed in most outcrops. 


Galena, sphalerite, pyrite, chalcopyrite, barite, and quartz 


have been deposited in fracture or shear zones in the gneiss. These 


minerals are in small lenticular bodies and narrow discontinuous stringers 


that constitute a very small part of the total volume of rock included 


in the shear zones. Minor amounts of fluorescent calcite and hydro-


zincite are present. 'These minerals were confused with scheelite and 


the ore was reported to contain tungsten. 


The claim has been developed by a number of shal low pits, 


trenches, and 2 shafts (figure I). Although almost all of the exploration 


work is along a line bearing N. 80 0 E., at least seven different shear 


zones have been explored. The zones strike in a northeasterly direction, 


dip steeply north, and consist of moderately fractured rockbetween wel I 


defined walls. Gouge, if present, is limited to the walls of the zones. 


The shear zones range from two feet to seven feet in width.

The discovery shaft was flooded and could not be examined. 


The extent of any lateral workings from this shaft is unknown. 


At the time of the examinatioh the Madeline No. 2 shaft was 


unwatered to a depth of 33 feet below the col jar. Lack of pump discharge 


hose made further unwatering impossible. The shaft is on a strong shear 


zone contining stringers and enticular masses of baritp and very minor 


amounts of pyrite, galena, sphalerite, and chalcopyrite. The zone strikes 


N. 750_800 E. and dips 70°-75° N. 


At a depth of 23 feet a short drift was driven northeast along 


the shear zone. It was not accessible and was so filled with muck that 


the character of the shear zone could not be observed. 


The water level stood about one foot below the back of a lower 


drift that extended both northeasterly and southwesterly from the shaft. 


SThis drift was not accessible but the shear zone could be observed along 


the back of the drift in the immediate vicinity of the shaft.

Five samples were taken at the time of the examination. Their

The shipments could not be verified. It is believed that the 


material shipped was table concentrate, for the remains of an old 


concentrating table and a large pile of course tailings were found near 


the Madeline No. 2 shaft. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Very minor amounts of sulfide minerals are associated with barite 


lenses and stringers in shear zones on the Madeline No. 2 claim. No 


cobalt or tungsten was found in a composite of the five samples taken on 


the property. 


It is therefore concluded that discovery of significant amounts 


of lead, zinc, copper, tungsten, or cobalt ore is unlikely and denial 


of the application for exploration assistance, DMEA Docket 3062, is 


recommended.

INTRODUCTION 


The B and H Mining Company, Inc., has applied for a Defense 


Minerals Exploration Administration loan of $15,885.00 to explore the 


Madeline No. 2 mine for lead, cobalt, and tungsten. The property was 


examined by an engineer of the Bureau of Mines and a geologist of the 


Geological Survey on August 3 and Ii. , 1953. 


ACKNOWLEDGMENTS 


Maurice I. Biggs, president of B and H Mining Company, Inc., 


was contacted at the mine and cooperated fully with all information 


available on the property. 


LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES 


B and H Mining Company, Inc., claims are at the head of 


Magdalene Gulch in sec. 20, T. 13 S., R. 80 W., Tincup Mining District, 


Gunnison County, Cob. (fig. 2). The claims are in the basin of a 


glacial cirque at an altitude of about 13,000 feet, well above timber 


line.


The property is now sericed by pack trains which start from 


the junction of Denny Creek with County Highway 106. This point is 12 


miles west of Buena Vista over County Highways 306 and 106. Pack trains 


proceed northwesterly up Denny Creek and then northeasterly across the 


divide .to South Texas Creek and. the valley of Texas Creek. At the

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junction of Texas Creek with Magdalene Gulch, the trail continues north-


westerly up Magdalene Gulch to its head. Terrain is very- steep and rugged. 


Nearest point of supply is Buena Vista. 


HISTORY AID PRODUCTION 


Very little is known of the early history of the property and 


the last operators are deceased. Production data could not be verified; 


however, the Madeline No. 2 mine was supposed to have made a shipment of 


11,505 pounds of concentrates during 1902, which assayed 289.83 ounces 


silver per ton. On November 2, 1905, concentrates totaling 30,306 pounds 


were reported shipped, which assayed 233.03 ounces silver per ton and 


lli.8 percent lead. Old equipment on the property indicates that the ore 


was sorted, crushed, jigged, and tabled before transportation out by 


pack train.


OW]JERSHIP AND EXTENT 


B and H Mining Company, Inc., of 236 Brotherhood Building, 


Kansas City, Kansas, has leased the patented Madeline No. 2 lode claim 


for a term of 10 years, dating from April 18, 1952. The claim is 300 


feet wide by 1,500 feet long and encloses about 10 acres. It is identified 


under mineral survey number 3932. 


Since applying for Defense Minerals Exploration Administration 


assistance, the company has acquired the adjoining Black Veil claim 


(survey number 3519) and two standard claim locations, B and H No • 1 and 


2. The claims are all shown on figure 3. 


.
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.	 DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSITS 


Surface exploration consisted of prospecting a series of 


stained and weakly mineralized shears and fractures in pre-Cambrian 


gneissoid granite with pits and trenches ii. to 12 feet deep. In 


addition, a discovery shaft was sunk to an unknown depth. Another shaft, 


which is now being unwatered and rehabilitated, is about 50 feet deep. 


Surface exploration is shown on figure 3 as pits 1 through 6 and. two 


shallow trenches, also shown on figure 1 with the geologic report. 


Pit number 1 exposes two sets of fractures in gray granite. 


The hanging wall shear strikes N. 720 E • and dips 58° northwest. The 


footwall shear zone strikes N. 1480 E. and dips 66° northwest. There 


is no evidence of strategic minerals. 


O


Pit number 2 exposes a slight iron staining in a series of 


parallel fractures in gray granite which strikes N. 70° E. and dips 800 


northwest. There is no evidence of strategic minerals. 


Fracturing of gray granite exposed in pit number 3 strikes 


N. 570 E. and dips 69° northwest. Galena is present in low-grade 


and discontinuous stringers less than 1/2 inch thick. A sample, H-69l, 


was cut across the face of 5.0 feet and assayed 0.4 ounce silver per ton, 


less than 0.05 percent copper, less than 0.1 percent lead, and less than 


0.05 percent zinc. 


Pit number 14. exposes a shear pattern, in gray granite, which 


strikes N. 56° E. and dips 70° northwest. The center 14 feet of the face 


is most intensely sheared. There is little evidence of concentration of 


S	 minerals of economic importance. A grab sample, 11-690, was taken of the 


most promising material which assayed 1.2 ounces silver per ton, less 


than 0.05 percent copper, less than 0.1 percent lead, and less than 0.05 


percent zinc.
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SPit number 5 is in gray granite and. exposes a prominent shear 


zone over a width of 75 feet. It strikes N. 50° E. and dips 78° north-


west. The most intensely sheared portion of the 7.5-foot zone is adjacent 


to the walls. Sample n-688 was taken across the full width of 7.5 feet 


and. assayed. less than 0.1 ounce silver per ton, less than 0.05 percent 


copper, less than 0.1 percent lead, and less than 0.05 percent zinc. 


Sample H-689 was taken, across the most intensely sheared portion of 1.0 


feet, adjacent to the hanging wall. It assayed exactly the same as sample 


11-688,


Pit number 6 is also in gray granite. Fracturing strikes 


N. )-i.5° E. and dips 78° northwest. There is no evidence of minerals of 


economic or strategic importance. 


The two trenches to the west were very poorly mineralized and 


only one small spot of galena was noted. The shear structure is exposed 


in gray granite. It strikes N. 75° E. and dips 78° northwest. 


Occasional spots of malachite and agurite were noted. on the 


dumps around the shaft now being unwatered. and rehabilitated. About 1 


ton of sorted. dump rock, principally rusty barite and. quartz, contained 


small amounts 'of galena, sphalerite, chalcopyrite, and. pyrite. There 


was' no visible evidence of cobalt or tungsten. 


The shaft now being unwatered was sunk on a prominent shear 


zone containing small lenticular masses of barite and very minor amounts 


of galena, sphalerite, chalcopyrite, and. pyrite. A 2-foot sample (11-692) 


taken just above water level in the shaft, 33 feet below the collar, 


assayed. 0.11 ounce silver per ton, less than 0.05 percent copper, less 


than 0.1 percent lead., and less than 0.05 percent zinc.

PRESENT STATUS 


Exploration and Development 


The present accessible development is centered along the center-


line of the Madeline No. 2 claim, figure 3. The B and H Mining Company, 


Inc., is now unwatering and rehabilitating the main shaft on the Madeline 


No. 2 claim for examination and sampling. At present, one level is exposed 


23 feet below the shaft collar, but is completely inacessib1e. A second 


level is indicated whose top is at the present water level, 33 feet below 


the shaft collar. This level appears to be in solid rock. 


Development on the Madeline No. 2 claim from west to east 


includes a water-fined, 3- by 11.-foot cribbed discovery shaft partly 


.


	
buried in encroaching talus. 


Trenches between the discovery shaft and the main shaft were 


inaccessible.
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The main shaft has a 3- by 6-foot, inside cribbing, cross 


section and was pumped out to a depth of 33 feet when visited. The 


first level was exposed at 23 feet below the shaft collar and was 


entirely inaccessible. The top of the second level was uncovered at 


a depth of 33 feet below the shaft collar. 


A dilapidated but usable 20- by 30-foot log cabin is used 


by the applicant as crude living quarters. A 7.5- by 20-foot excava-


tion (pit number 5) was sunk beneath the cabin floor to a depth of 7 


feet.


Pit number 6 is very shallow and of no consequence. 


Pit number L. has a 6- by 7-foot cross section and is 10 feet 


deep.


Pit number 3 has a 5- by 7-foot cross section and is 7 feet 


deep.


Pit number 2 has a Ll. by 5-foot cross section and is 7 feet 


deep.


Pit number 1 has a 6- by 6-foot cross section and is 12 feet 


deep.


A ditch has been blasted through to drain a small lake which 


is believed to connect to mine workings. 


Mining and Milling Equipment and. Other Facilities 


There is no serviceable mining or ulilling equipment on the 


property. A very old steam hoist and compressor and home-made jigs and 


.
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tables are completely useless. An old headframe over the main shaft 


is in very bad condition. 


PROJECT PROPOSALS, WITH COSTS 


The B and H Mining Company, Inc., proposes to unwater and. 


rehabilitate a 3- by 6-foot cribbed shaft on the centerline of the 


Madeline No. 2 claim, located: 711.0 feet east of' the west endline of the 


claim, for examination and sampling of the vein. This shaft is 


surrounded by dumps which show the best indications of silver, lead, 


zinc, and copper. Should exposures of the vein indicate promise of 


finding substantial ore bodies, it is also proposed to build a new 


head.frame, improve living quarters, and drain a small lake adjacent to 


the mine. In addition, an indeterminate amount of core drilling and. 


underground exploration is proposed. An access road. to Texas Creek is 


also contemplated. Costs, while vague, are distributed as follows:

CONCLUSIONS MJD RECO1MENDATIONS 


All evidence indicates that there is very little possiblity 


of discovering significant bodies of lead, zinc, or copper ore, and there 


is no evidence to substantiate the applicant's statement that cobalt and 


tungsten may occur in mineable concentrations in the vein material.

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SThe proposed exploration program of the B and H Mining Company 


has no merit as a Defense Minerals Exploration Administration project 


and is recommended for denial.

Attached are 8 copies of the geologic report by E. N. Harshman 
covering DMEA Docket 3062, B and H Mining Company, Inc., Gunnison 
County, Colorado. 


The applicant has applied for a loan to explore for lead, 
•	 tungsten, and cobalt on subject property in the Tincup Mining District. 


Galena, sphalerite, and chalcopyrite with pyrite, barite, and 
quartz occur in fracture or shear zones in gneiss of pre-Cambrian age. 
Small amounts of fluorescent calcite and hydrozincite are present. These 
minerals evidently were confused by the applicant with scheelite and the 
ore was reported to contain tungsten. No cobalt or tungsten was found 
in a composite of five samples collected on the property. 


Harshman concludes that discovery of significant amounts of 
lead, zinc, copper, tungsten, or cobalt ore is unlikely and recommends 
that the application be denied.

Last suirmier we spent several days at the Madeline Mine and 
exlored the area. Samples were taken for assay, àlaims were staked out 
by our geolegist, and recordings made in Gunnison. 


From our findings we feel it will be necessary dnain a small 
pond,olean out the old discovery shaft,and make further cuts in the area 
adjacent to the old shaft.
