4. Physical Description. (a) No mining or exploration operations 
ae now being conducted upèn the land.. 


There is an ore body jn a vein 4 feet wide, which outcrops on 
the side of a hill for an horizontal, distance of 300 feet and. a 
difference in elevation of approximately 140 feet be1ween the lower 
and the apperend.. of the outcrop of the ore body.

The soheelite is found mostly in crystals dissiminated through 
the gangue and in grains varying from 1/60th to 1/10th of an inch.
