GEOLOGY 


The rocks of the area are pie-Cambrian schist and gneiss, largely 


of sedimentary. origin, that have boon intruded by Pikes Peak granite and

part, been covered by Tertiary volcanic flows, breccias, agglomerates, 


and tuf-fs.	 In a northwest trending bolt, about 2 miles long and 7 mi los 


wide, school ito occurs as small crystals, flakes, grains, and thin coatings 


associated with garnet, quartz, epidote, and calcite in lime silicate beds 


within the schist. 


On the Charlene No. I claim a rather large open cut (figure 2) 


has exposed a mineralized zone about 15 feet wide and at least 35 feet 


long. Examined under a mineral light it was found that school ite was 


irregularly scattered throughout the zone with possibly a slight con-


centration favoring a 24 to 30-inch streak toward the west. side. The 


back end of the open cut exposed the mineralized zone for a vertical 


distance of about 12 feet. Near the top of the cut across the back end, 


a strong hear that strikes N. 800 W. and dips 23° N. terminates the 


lenslike zone of mineralization. Four channel samples from the open cut 


and a grab from the dump, taken by the Bureau of Mines examiners and shown 


on -figure 2, are discouragingly low except for one 17-foot channel that 


assayed 0.35 percent 1/103. Although the length of the channels might appear 


excessive, they are acceptable because if it is assumed that one foot con-


tained I percent W03 and the remaining eleven feet of a twelve foot cut 


contained no W03 whatsoever, theaverage for the twelve feet would stIll 


be 0. 10% W03 . Below the open cut and a few feet west, a tunnel was driven 


for about 40 feet in a hard si I iceous rock. A 2.5 foot channel sample 


of the face assayed less than 0.01 percent W0 3 . At distances of about 


750 feet and 250 feet NW of the open cut two old trenches expose simi lar 


lime silicate rocks. Samples from these trenches assayed less than 0.01% 


W03 . No exposures of "veins' were seen between the open cut and the two 


old trenches.

5	 CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


It is concluded that small, probably lenslike beds of lime 


Si I icate within the schist contain scheel ite in small amounts and that 


the chance of discovering a significant deposit on this claim is poor. 


Therefore it is recommended that this application be denied.
