Mining Ventures, Inc., Dr. Howard Kellogg, president, 


303 Bon Durant Building, Pueblo, Cob., has applied for a Defense 


Minerals Exploration Administration loan of $16,356.80 to explore the 


Venture No. 1 claim for tungsten by driving 300 feet of adit, 20 feet 


of crosscut, 50 feet of raise, and constructing an access road, including 


preparation of a tunnel site. 


A field investigation was made on Septenther 18, 1953, by a 


•	 Geological Survey and. Bureau of Mines examining team. 


The rocks of the area are pre-Cambrian schists and. gneisses, 


largely of sedimentary origin, that have been intruded by Pikes Peak 


granite and. penatite dikes. These rocks for the most part have been 


covered by Tertiary volcanic flows, breccias, agglomerates, and tuffs. 


In a northwest trending belt, about 12 miles long and 7 miles wide, 


scheelite occurs as small crystals, flakes, grains, and thin coatings 


associated with garnet, quartz, epidote, and calcite in lime-silicate 


beds within the schists and gneisses. 


On the Venture No. 1 claim, the deposition occurs along a series 


of nearly vertical, garnetized lime-silicate beds in schist which appear 


to be in a more or less vein-like form and extend for at least 800 feet 


in a northwesterly direction.

substantial production of tungsten ores been made from the area. From

the present examination and. careful sampling, it is concluded that the

I NTRODUCT I ON 


Mining Ventures, Inc. of Pueblo, Colorado, has applied to the 


Defense Minerals Exploration Administration for assistance to explore for 


tungsten in Frmont County, Colorado. The applicant proposes to explore 


on the Venture No.	 claim in sec. 29, T. 6 S., R. 72 V., by driving 


300 'fot of drift, 20 feet of crosscut, and 50 feet of raise at an 


estimated cost of $16,356.30 (Government's hare 75 percent or $12,267.60). 


The Venture No.	 claim is about seven and one-half miles south 


and one-quarter mile east of Guffy, and is reached by fol lowing a stream 


bed for three quarters of a mile west from State Highway 9. The property 


is inaccessible during periods of rain and snow. The proper:y was fLrst 


visitGd July 7, 1953, accompanied by Carl Belser and Will Dare of the U. S. 


Bureau of Mines,	 'Ji I I iam T. Buns and Harry Green, respectively vice 


president and engineer for the applicant company, during an e:amination 


for DMEA Docket 3114. September 23, 1953, the property was again visited 


in company of C. lvi. Harrer of the Bureau of Mines for The purpose of 


mapping for this report. 


It is concluded that the chance of finding a significant deposit 


of sch'eel ito on this claim is poor and therefore it is recommended that 


the application be denied.


GEOLOGY 


The rocks of the area are pre-Cambrain schist and gneiss, largely 


of sedimentary origin, that havobeen intruded by Pikes Peak granite and 


pegmatite dikes. To the north and west these rocks have, for the most
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part, been covered by Tertiary volcanic flows, breccias, agglomerates, 


and tuffs.	 In a northwest trending belt, about 12 miles long and 7 miles 


viide, scheel ite occurs as small crystals, flakes, grains, and thin coatings 


associated with garnet, quartz, epidote, and calcite in lime si I icate 


beds within the schist. 


On the Venture No. I claim a zone of lime silicate rocks, up to 


10 feet wide has been traced for a little over 250 feet by fol lowing a 


series of outcrops and intervening float (figure 2). The zone has been 


exposed by three shallow trenches, about a foot deep, and by a discovery 


pit up to three feet deep and eight . feet along the vein. Although the 


zone is easily traced along the strike, it is doubtful that the minerali-


zation is continuous, as there are short stretches between trenches where 


float seems to be lacking. A parallel zone is indicated by a small trench 


about 25 feet east of the discovery pit. Assays of sixchannel samples and 


one grab sample of float taken by the Bureau of Mines eaminor iere dis-


cour-agingly low, the channels assaying less than 0.01 percent !03 over 


'.'iidths ranging from 1.9 to 10 feet. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


It is concluded that small lens-like beds of lime silicate within 


the schist contain scheol ite in smal I amounts and that the chance of 


discovering a significant dposit on this claim is poor. Therefore it is 


recommended that this application be denied.

INTRODUCTION 


Mining Ventures, Inc., Dr. Howard Kellogg, president, and. 


William T. Burr is, secretary-treasurer, 303 Ban Durant Building, Pueblo, 


Cola., on August 14, 1953, submitted an application to the Defense Minerals 


Exploration Administration for aid in an exploration project on the 


Venture No. 1 claim, located in Fremont County, Cob. The application, 


•	 DMEA 3172, requested aid in driving 300 feet of adit, 50 feet of raise, 


20 feet of crosscut, and. building an access road including preparation 


of a tunnel site at an estimated cost of $16,356.80 of which the Government's 


participation (75 percent for tungsten) would be $12,267.60. This proposed. 


project is designed to explore a tungsten-bearing deposit which was assumed 


to have been opened. by surface exploration. 


A field examination of the Venture No. 1 claim was made by 


Bureau of Mines engineers on September 18, 1953, and by a geologist of 


the Geological Survey on September 23, 1953. 


ACKNOWLEDGMENTS 


Messrs. Harry Green and William T. Burns of Mining Ventures, Inc., 


conducted. the examining team over the property on July 27, 1953, when they 


made an investigation under docket DNEA 31114, but no representatives of the 


applicant were present during the September examination.
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D. H. MacLaren, geologist, was assigned to make the examination 


as the Geological Survey member of the examining team, and W. L. Dare. 


accompanied the Bureau of Mines engineer on both examinations and assisted 


in the sampling. 


LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AJD PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The Venture No. 1 claim is located in the NW1/ li. sec. 29, T. 16 S., 


R. 72 W., sixth principal meridian, Fremont County, Cob. (fig. 1). 


The claim extends northwesterly up the south flank of a small 


hill. The altitude of the location shaft is about 7,900 feet. An access 


road, in poor condition, 7 miles bong, connects the property with State 


Highway No. 7, from whence it is 10 miles to Guf fey, the nearest post office 


and store, 15 miles to Parkdale, the nearest raibhead, and 22 miles to Canon 


City, the county seat of Frernont County and the nearest source of supplies. 


Some native timber can be procured near the property and native lumber can 


be purchased at Guffey. A small amount of water flows down Currant Creek, 


but the nearest good mill site is at Parkdale where both ample water and 


electric power are available. Miners required for exploratory work can be 


hired in Guffey or Canon City and can be housed in Guffey. 


Annual rainfall is about 15 inches. Although the winters are 


somewhat severe, State Highway No. 9 is kept open and interruptions to 


year-around operations would be few.

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HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


Scheelite has been known to occur in the area for a nunber of 


years and a few deposits have been worked intermittently on a small scale. 


The Venture No. 1 claim was located July 22, 1953, and recorded 


on August 5, 1953. A discovery was made 114.5 feet above the gulch and. six 


shallow trenches have been dug on the hillside above the discovery shaft. 


No production has been made from the property. 


OWNSHIP MD EXT 


The property consists of one unpatented claim, the Venture No. 1, 


held by right of location, and was recorded in book 3314W, page 90, on 


August 5, 1953, of the records of the County Clerk and Recorder of Fremont 


•	 County, Cob. 


The applicant states that the property is free of all liens or 


encumbrances.


DESCRIPTION OF DEPOSITS 


The ore occurs as scheelite in garnetized lime -silicate beds in 


schist. These beds appear to be nearly vertical and to roughly parallel 


peginatite dikes. The garnetized zone can be roughly followed for about 


800 feet up the hillside and is 10 feet wide a short distance above the 


discovery cut. Scheelite occurs as small crystals, flakes, grains, and 


thin coatings associated with garnet, quartz, epidote, and calcite.

A composite of all seven samples assayed 0.06 percent phosphorous. 


Samples CB-67, -68, and -70 were reassayed by the Metallurgical 


Division, Region IV, with the same results as reported in the original 


assays.


These assays indicate that mineable ore reserves are nonexistant. 


PBESENT STATUS 


Exploration and Development 


All present workings are shown on figure 2. They consist of a 


10-foot discovery cut and six shallow trenches. 


Mining and Milling uipeñt.and Other Facilities 


The short but poor access road is the only facility on the 


property and there is no mining or milling equipment. Water for milling 


purposes could be developed 3,000 feet below the claim on Currant Creek 


but such a development might run into difficulty with the ranchers. The 


applicant plans the erection of a mill at Parkd.ale if substantial ore 


reserves are developed. Metallurgical tests made by the Denver Equipment 


Company on the applicant's School Section ore, which is similar to the 


Venture No. 1 ore in character, indicate a 91.85 percent recovery with a 
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611. 5 percent W03 concentrate by gravity concentration. The recovery is 


much higher than is usually obtained by this method of concentration. 


PROPOSED EXPLORATION WITH ESTIMATED COST 


The applicant proposed driving a 300-foot adit, following the 


ore zone, from a point about 100 feet above the bottom of the gulch with 


20 feet of crosscut and. 50 feet of raise from the proposed adit. The 


following estimate of costs was included in the application:

Government participation 75 percent or $12,267.60. 


The applicant's addition was in error and the total estimated 


cost, including a revised 10 percent for contingencies, should read $17,231.39 


of which the Government's participation would be 75 percent, or $12 ,923.511.. 


CONCLUSIONS 


Seven large and fairly taken samples showed no ore and each of 


the six samples cut from the garnetized area contained less than 0.01 percent 


W03 . Commercial ore has not been produced or developed by any work to date 


.
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on the Venture No. 1 claim, and. it is not believed that Government 


participation in this project is warranted. 


-	 BECOMMENDATIONS 


It Is recommended that .the application be denied.
